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The death of Sheriff B. W. 1 

Hutcherson, who held o ffice ; 
longer than any other West Tex- , 

• as sheriff, marks the end of an 
era- the era of the old-time law ' 
officer.

“ Hutch,” as he was known here, 
did many things which might j 
seem outlandish to the modern; 
city officer, but as long as he was 
sheriff law and order prevailed. 
He never wore a badge, and as 
far as we know, never wore a 
gun. He owned a .38 Colt revolver 
and sometimes carried it in the 
glove compartment of his car, 
but as often as not left it on his 
bureau at home. __

He had what our grandfather 
described as a “ powerful look” , 
and he could use it to good ef­
fect. We remember a day several 
years, ago when a rather noisy 
character got beered up and was- 
holding forth in a local cafe. 
Hutch was called and a few minu­
tes later he entered quietly, took 
a seat next to the offender and 
fixed him with a penetrating, 
sphinx-like gaze. The man mut­
tered something about the wea­
ther, finished his beer and depart­
ed for home.

We remember another day se­
veral years ago when we neg­
lected to put our new auto license 
plates, on before the deadline. We 
couldn’t understand why the 
sheriff’s greeting that morning 
seemed a little cool until a 
friend advised that was his way 
of telling us to get on the ball. 
We got on the ball.

Hutch was a strong believer in 
Teddy Roosevelt’s policy of “s.peak 
softly and carry a big stick.”  In 
all his tenure he never shot a 
man or even shot at a man, even 
though he was knifed once while 
arresting a drunk. He subdued 
the man and jailed him.

There was, generally speaking, 
little crime in the county. But in 
the prohibition years. Hutch got 
so many convictions that boot­
leggers had hard going here.

His main contribution, we feel, 
was giving the community a 
sense of peace and security and 
at the same time remaining in 
the background.

Sonora Station 
Tests Drought 
Resistant Grass

Efforts to find drought-resist- 
! ant grasses are being made by the
■ Sonora Experiment Station.

Leo Merrill, range specialist is
■ setting out these grasses in a 
special nursery plot at the sta­
tion. He has obtained about 35 
s.pecies from the discontinued Soil 
Conservation Service nursery in 
San Antonio.

Merrill has also made trips to 
Mexico, New Mexico and Arizona, 
obtaining seed and specimens of 
promising-looking drought-resis­
tant grasses.

“The experimentation is main­
ly concerned with grasses which 

: thrive in a country and a rainfall 
I pattern similar to our own, or 
even dryer,” he said.

The grasses are being planted 
I in the small nursery plot for ob­
servation. Any that look promis- 

I ing will be given further exa­
mination and testing. Since it is 
too expensive to obtain the seed" 
and the plants to risk losing them, 
it has been decided to water them 
to guarantee a seed crop.

The first seed crop will then 
be planted and given a chance to 

1 see how it will do under regular 
range conditions..

The Sonora station is one of 
• several which are getting SCS 
grasses from San Antonio. The 
work is being sponsored by the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station, College Station. Dr. R. 
G. Reeves, Texas A. & M. plant 
geneticist, is in charge of the 

j drought-resistant grass program.

BY A VOTE OF 211 to 176 the' 
House last week struck another- 
blow at socialized housing. The? 
vote was on an attempt to aut­
horize 140,000 more units to be.' 
constructed. I spoke and voted! 
against allowing any new unite 
to be built.

The fight against public hous^- 
ing has been a long and bitter" 
one. Back in 1949 the Congress 
authorized 810,000 units to be 
built by the government at gov­
ernment expense, then to be rent­
ed by the government to people 
at about one-third of what they 
would rent for it opened to pub­
lic competition. Some of these’ 
new apartments rent as low as 
$12 a month. Already more than 
200,000 of them have heen built 
or contracted. But later Con­
gress recaptured the right to pass 
on how many are to be builtt 
from year to year.

The chief gimmick in the sch­
eme is the fantastically high price? 
which the taxpayers have to dig" 
up to finance them-much higher? 
than ordinary housing. Financed! 
by government bonds, which are- 
exempt from income tax, Unde? 
Sam pays, a direct subsidy of $33? 
each month to pay the bonded 
debt on each apartment-and thafc- 
goes on for 40 years.

When the loss in revenue fromr 
bonds being tax-exempt plus net 
loss in local taxes (they are free 
from any local taxes of any kind! 
for 40 years) are figured, the ■ 
total cost to the government for-- 
each of these individual apart­
ments. runs to the astounding sunc 
of $47,650.80! And this does not 
include millioons in administra­
tive costs.

Actually, if the government 
were to build these 810,000 units, 
originally authorized, and deed 
them in fee simple to the 
occupants free of charge, instead 
of carrying the load for 40 years,. 
the government would save am 
estimated $12 billion over the 4 0 - 
year period.

But last year we were able to? 
order the proogram cut off. Then -, 
this year the public housing: 
lobby was back pulling strings: 
and turning on the political pres­
sure. A climax was reached last 
Friday when the House on a re­
cord vote turned thumbs, dowiv

THE L A W  
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KEEP RECORDS TO SAVE 
TAX HEADACHES , 

NEXT YEAR
There is no time like the pre­

sent, while the great battle of_ 
Form 1040 is still fresh on your 
mind, to start a procedure that 
will aid you with next year’s in­
come tax calculations. That is. to 
maintain a record of your in­
come and outgo. Such a record 
can be simple and brief but it 
may save you tax dollars.

The average man who works 
for wage or salary doesn’t have 
to conrern himself about keeping 
books and resords-at least so he 
thinks. His employer keeps a re­
liable record of his earnings and 
Uncle Sam looks primarily to the 
employer for information on his. 
earnings and for the withholding 
of variohs taxes out of his wages.

But whether or not you run a 
business of your own, you have a 
partner who each year is claim­
ing a substantial interest in your 
personal income. And the law re­
quires that you keep books for 
him in casa he ever asks for an 
accounting.

Perhaps you own your home or 
paying it out in installments. It’s 
likely that some day you may sell 
that house. When you do you’ll 
want to be able to prove whether 
you realized a gain or a loss on 
that sale. If a gain in capital re­
sulted, it probably . will add to 
yoour income tax. If a loss was 
suffered, it probably will reduce 
your income tax.

You may have made certain 
improvements, on the house while 
you lived in it, but unless you can 
show what out-of-pocket expense 
you incurred while making them, 
you may not get credit for them

in your cost basis so as to prove 
that you had no capital gain or 
that you had a loss.

Or perhaps you received that 
little summer cottage on the lake 
as a gift from your father. If 
you ever sell it, you should be 
able to show Uncle Sam not only 
the cost of improvements you 
made in it while you owned it, 
but also what its fair market 
value was at the time Dad gave 
it to you.

It may be that you are receiv­
ing an annuity on an insurance 
policy. If so, do you know how 
much that policy Costs you and 
how much of that cost you have 
recovered tax-free to date?

There are many kinds o f tran­
sactions you enter into that may 
seme day affect the computation 
of your personal income tax. The 
best proof of the cost of any­
thing you’ve purchased is a re­
ceipted bill or canceled check. If 
one of these pieces of evidence 
relates to any transaction that 
may affect your income in later 
years, it’s a good idea to keep it. 
Your “pardner” may some day 
ask to see it.

“ Hypervitaminosis is a long 

word meaning too many vita­
mins,” says Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer. The diseas­
ed condition probably was deriv­
ed from the tendency of some per­
sons to think that, ifa little bit 
does good a lot will do better. 
This is not the case in taking 
vitamins or medicines whether 

i prescribed by a physician or 
■ taken on one’s own initiative.
| Millions of dollars are spent 
i yearly in synthetic vitamin pre­
parations by persons who mis­
takenly believe they will coun­
teract careless eating habits or 
cure numerous ailments. Unless 
prescribed by a physician for a 
specific need/ synthetic vitamin 
purchases are usually a waste of 
money.

Nutritionists have long urged 
that, except when prescribed by 
a physician, vitamins be secured 
from the grocery store in the 
form of green, leafy, and yellow 
vegetable and dairy priducts. This 
is the more beneficial and eco­
nomical way of assuring an ade­
quate intake of these necessary 
substances.

It has. been established that 
Vitamin A and D taken in exces­
sive amounts are harmful. Other 
excessive uses of vitamins have 
resulted in cases of vitamin toxi­
city. Excessive intake may be as 
dangerous, as deficient intake. 
Take vitamins only when pres­
cribed by a physician and only in

Priest is 59 years of age. He 
was born March 24, 1895 on a 
black land farm near Lytton Sp­
rings in Caldwell County, Texas, 
the son of Jame T. and Virginia 
Lee Priest. He attended grade 
school and high school at Austin 
and received a B. A. degree from 
the University of Texas, at Aus­
tin.

Priest left school to enter the 
U. S. Army. He served about 
twenty-two months in World War 
I.

Priest was married in August 
1930 to the former Kathryn Lois 
Pettway of Austin, Texas. They 
had two sons, Roy R. Pries.t, Jr., 
of St. Louis Mo., who is a design 
engineer with McDonnelL Air­
craft Co., of J3t. Louis, maker of 
the “ Banshee” and other jet 
planes for the U. S. Navy. Roy 
R. Priest, Jr., is married and has 
two small daughters.

Their other son Tommis Priest 
died at the age of nine with 
polio.

Mrs. Roy R. Priest died in 1951 
after an extended illness.

After World War I Priest en­
tered the Merchant Service of the 
United States and sailed the high 
seas on tramp steamers for al­
most two years. Later he was. o f­
fice assistant to the operation’s 
manager of the Washington, D. C. 
office of the Shipping Board.

Priest attended school at 
George Washington University, 
Washington, D. C., until he re­
ceived his law degree, and sup­
ported himself and his family by 
various jobs while at George 
Washington University. Shortly 
after receiving his law degree he 
moved back to Texas and to San 
Angelo, where he worked in the 
law office of J. A. Thomas for al­
most two years..

Priest moved to Rankin, Texas 
in August, 1927 and has lived and 
resided there ever since, -except 
for the thirty-eight months that 
he served in the U. S. Army in 
World War II.

Priest s.ervgd eight and one- 
half years as district attorney of 
the 83rd Judicial District of Tex­
as and voluntarily gave that of­
fice up. His friends and his re­
cord won for him hotly contested 
elections in the eight counties 
comprising that district until the 
112th Judicial District was form­
ed. He has heretofore been a can­
didate in four counties now com­
prising the 112th district, name­
ly, Pecos, Upton, Crockett and 
Sutton Counties;

Priest is a member of the State 
Bar of Texas., and has been active 
in the practice of law at Rankin, 
ever since he gave up the office 
of district attorney, except for the 
time he spent in the Service.

Priest s.ays that he was not an 
applicant for the unexpired term 
of Judge Garland Casebier, Fort 
Stockton, whose resignation was 
effective March 1, 1954, but is a 
candidate for the post in the De­
mocratic Primary.

Priest promises the voters of 
the 112th Judicial District that:

1. He will work consistently at 
the job and co-operate fully with

I once knew a woman 
who thought she had great gift 
as a singer and that she possess­
ed a marvelous voice She sang 
off key and her voice was most 
unpleasant, but no one-not even 
her vocal teacher-could make her 
believe it. She thought she was 
a great sinber, and she would 
not listen to anyone who tried to 
tell her the truth about how bad 
a singer s.he was.

Their doctor 
recognizes serious symptoms and 
warns them that they must take 
care of themselves, but they will 
not believe the doctor and will 
not follow his advice.

But, there are infinitely more

Men do not like to admit 
they are sinners or that they need 
a Saviour. Full of self-righteous­
ness they refuse to accept the 
truth of God’s Word when it 
says, “All have sinned, and come 
short of the glory of God” (Ro­
mans 3:23). They are quite satis­
fied and do not welcome the dia­
gnosis of Almighty God.

How sad that men perfer false­
hood to fact, that they welcome 
wrong and reject right, that they 
turn from truth to error. How 
melancholy he condition of those 
who change the truth of God into 
a lie (Romans 1:25). The Lord 
Jesus came to the Jews, pro­
claiming His deity, announcing 
His Messiahship. They rejected 
His claims and refused to accept 
Him. He told them the truth 
about themselves, and they did 
not believe either. “ Because I 
tell you the truth, ye believe Me 
not” (John ’845), He said.

When we recognize the truth 
of His deity, we must also ack­
nowledge our own sinfulness. If 
He is as He claimed to be, the 
Truth, we must believe Him 
when He says, “ Except a man be 
born again, he cannot see the 
kingdom of God”  (John 3:3).

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
FROM

VETERANS ADMINISTRATION
Q - - What is the status of a 

person who is killed in an acci­
dent while en route to report to 
his draft board for the first time. 
Is he covered by.the Government’s 
free §10,000 indemnity?

A - - No. The law clearly sta­
tes that only those draftees who 
are en route under orders from 
the draft board to an induction 
center are covered by the indem­
nity. In the case you cite, the 
person had not yet received or­
ders to proceed from the draft 
board to an induction center.

Q - - I have a $10,000 GI life 
insurance policy on which I am 
paying premiums, on a monthly 
basis. How do I go about chang­
ing my payments to an annual 
basis and where do I find out how 
much the annual payments will 
be?

A - - Write to the VA District 
Office to which you are paying 
premiums, asking what the an­
nual premium on your policy 
would be and the earliest date 
you may start payments on an 
annual basis. That will give you 
the information you need .to de­
termine whether or not you wish 
to make the change.

Q - - I am a Korea veteran dis­
charged before August 20, 1952, 
when the Korea GI Bill was en­
acted. I understand I have to be 
in school by August 20, 1954 if 
I wish to take advantage of the 
Korean GI Bill. -If I enroll in a 
summer course this year and am 
in school by August 20, would 
that qualify me far further edu­
cation under the GI Bill?

A - - Yes. Summer school 
courses are permitted under the 
Korean GI Bill, so if you are in 
a summer school before your 
deadline for starting education, 
you would be permitted to con- 

I tinue after that date under the 
! Korea GI Bill.

Q - - I notice that you keep ad­
vising veterans to check all con­
tracts'before purchasing a home 
under the GI loan program. Does 
that include a deposit agreement, 
too, or do you mean just the GI 
loan contract itself?

A - - That means every con­
tract or agreement you are re­
quested to sign as a part of the 
deal. If you are in doubt about 
any agreement or contract, s.ee 
your lawyer first before you 
sign.

Q - - I understand that after 
my starting cut-off date, I’ll be 

I allowed to suspend Korean GI 
, training for periods up to 12 
j straight months. But what hap­
pens if I suspend training for 

Monger that that?

A - - If you suspend for more 
than 12 months, you will be per­
mitted to resume your Korean 
GI training only if you show VA 
that the suspension in excess of 
12 months was for reasons be­
yond your control.

Q - - I’m a disabled Korean 
veteran, and I’m running a farm 
in partnership with another ve- 
.teran-a fellow who took on-the- 
farm training under the World 
War II GI Bill. Would I be al­
lowed to enroll in farm training- 
under Public Law 10, even though 
the farm is not under my com­
plete control?

A - - Yes, it might be possible 
for you to take institutional on- 
farm training under Public Law 
16, provided that you meet the 
basic eligibility requirements of 
the law; and that your partner-
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ship agreement calls for equal 
managerial authority, and that 
your farm is productive enough 
to provide a livelihood for both 
you and your partner. See your 
nearest VA office for details 
about your case.

Q - - I hold a permanent Na­
tional Servire Life Insurance po­
licy, and I’ve just gone back on 
military duty. I want to surren­
der my policy for cash. What’s the 
effective date it will be sui-ren- 
dered, if I make a request for 
surrender through military chan­
nels ?

A - - The effective date your 
permanent GI policy will be con­
sidered surrendered will be the 
date your request is placed in 
military channels, and not the
