But you could net get it if you had 
a non-service disability 'that 
would pievcnt you from meeting 
the , -H u-hcaith reauL ments of 
the GI insurance law.

out penalty. Can these advance 
caym.ents be of any size, or is 
there some minimum amount be­
low which they can’t go?

-V - . There is a minimum a- 
mount. It is the amount of one re­
gular monthly payment or SlOO, 
whichever is less.
