T.S.&G.R.A, To 
Meet In Ozona

R. W. Hodge of Del Rio, presi­
dent of the Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raisers Association, has issued a 
call for a special meeting of the 
Board of Directors of the As­
sociation to meet in Ozona some­
time in April. The exact date, to 
be decided with a view to avoid­
ing conflicts with other meetings, 
will be announced later.

The special meeting of directors 
is being called for the purpose of 
discussing the National Wool Act 
of 1954. Particular attention will 
be concentrated on Section 708 of 
that Act, the so-called “ self help” 
section, which provides the ma 
chinery for a national poll of wool 
and mohair growers on the ques­
tion of a one-cent per pound de­
duction from incentive payments 
to promote wider used and con­
sumption of wool and lambs.

The local meeting of directors 
will be opent to the public at large 
and a cordial invitation is extend­
ed by the officers and directors 
o f the Association to Sonora 
people To attend. Ranchmen parti­
cularly, whether members of the 
Association or not, are urged to 
attend and enter into the discus­
sion with complete freedom. Presi­
dent Hodge said. The National 
Wool Act and the sections to be 
discussed will be of vital concern 
to every grower of sheep and 
goats and probably will affect the 
industry fpr many years to some, 
the TS&GRA head declared.

BY A TWO to ONE margin, 
the House last week approved the 
sale of the Goverment owned 
synthetic rubber plants for $300 
million. Built early in the war to 
provide synthetic rubber in place 
of raw rubber taken over by the 
Japs in southeast Asia, the plants 
mushroomed and amazed the 
world wit]i the volume and qua­
lity of output. This was all done 
by the big rubber and oil com­
panies which furnished patents, 
technicians and “ know how” , and 
operated the plants under con­
tract for Uncle Sam.

So, this being a business that 
is highly competitive, which can 
properly be conducted by private 
industry-and this being a free- 
enterprise country as distinguish­
ed from a socialist country-it 
was, of course, proper for the 
Government to sell the plants, put 
them on tax rolls, and get out 
of that sort of business. Uncle 
Sam lost nothing on the venture.

A determined fight against ap­
proval of sales, using as a smoke­
screen the claim that “ small busi­
ness” and the “ little fellow” 
would be choked out of a supply 
source by the purchasers, was 
waged. But the fallacy of that 
claim was exposed when it was 
shown that the new owners of 
the plants contracted to furnish 
nearly twice as much rubber as 
the small fabricators can use, at 
fair prices.

Speaking of “ small business” , 
perhaps the three most abused 
and misused terms these days are 
“ small business” , “ little fellow” , 
and “ trickle down” . In desperation 
the demagogue often turns to the 
use of these expressions in order 
to add a tone of respectability to 
an unsound argument. Without 
their consent and foreign to their 
best interests, monstrous sins are

Bingham Trial 
Set May 9 In 
Fort Stockton

The trial of Leonard Lionel 
Bingham, charged with the mur­
der of Mrs. Jo Ethel Lambert 
here March 4, 1954, has been set 
for May 9 in Fort Stockton by 
Judge J/im C. Langdon, of the 
112th District Court.

Bingham was tried last spring- 
in Junction and was given the 
death penalty. The Court of Cri­
minal Appeals ruled that Bing­
ham had been convicted illegally 
because of the fact that an unpar­
doned ex-convict was a member 
of the jury.

At the time of the first trial 
the state was represented by Hart 
Johnson, then district attorney, 
Johai R. Lee, district attorney of 
the 109th District, and J. W. Elli­
ott, county attorney of Sutton 
County. Johnson did not run for 
reelection and was succeeded by 
Connell Ashley of Fort Stockton, 
who will be in charge of prosecu­
tion at the second trial.

Bingham, at his first trial, was 
represented by two court-appoint­
ed attorneys, Marvin Blackburn, 
Jr. of Junction and George W. 
Willey of Fort Stockton.

Blackburn, who was in Sonora 
last week, said as far as he knew 
ho would represent Bingham at 
his second trial. It is not known 
whether he will be assisted by 
Willey.

Station Gets 
Grant For More 
Bluetongue Work

The American Cyanamid Com­
pany, Lederle Laboratories Divi­
sion of Pearl River New York, 
has renewed one grant-in-aid and 
made another to the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station to 
support research at two field 
units. .

Studies on the efficency of 
blue tongue vaccine when used to 
vaccinate two-month-old lambs 
born of immune ewes will be sup­
ported by the new grant. It is for 
$2,081 and the studies are being 
conducted at the Sonora Station 
under the supervision of Dr. D. 
A. Price, associate veterinarian.

According to Station Director 
R. D. Lewis the renewal grant is 
for $4,750 and will support in­
vestigations being conducted at 
the Angleton Station on “ The 
Relation Between Peed Consump­
tion and Weight Gain in Calves 
with Sub-Clinical Infections of 
Gastrointestinal Parasites.”  Dr. G.
E. Cauthen, associate veterina­
rian, is supervising the studies.

Cancer Drive 
Quota Set 
At $420

Sonora’s quota for the 1955 
American Cancer Society’s cru­
sade, which will run throughout 
April, has been set at $420. Mrs. 
Alvis Johnson, chairman of the 
campaign here, announced today.

Last year’s local goal was $478, 
and $479.97 actually was subscrib­
ed.

This increase over the 1954 
quota reflects the need shown by 
the whole underlying situation in 
the war against cancer. It re­
presents Sonora’s share of the in. 
crease in the national goal from 
§20,000,000 a year ago to 
§24,000,000 for 1955. The 1954 
national mark was oversubscribed 
by §1,700,000.

“ Our population in growing 
older, people are living longer, 
and as" a result the incidence of 
cancer cases in the United States 
is rising,” Mrs. Johnson explain­
ed. “ More and more men and wo­
men are entering the age group, 
most susceptible to that disease. 
Hence the Cancer Society must 
intensify its nation-wide program 
of service to patients, sponsoring 
of research toward finding new 
methods of cure, and educating 
the public to detect evidence of 
cancer early enough to enable ef­
fective treatment.

of such cases and prompt medi­
cal attention totaled 75,000. But 
twice as many could have been 
saved, if treatment could have 
begun in time. That tragically 
regrettable circumstance is a 
constant challenge to institutions 
and medical scientists whose ef­
forts to eradicate cancer, and to 
aid those who have the disease, 
are being supported by the ACS.”

All through April, the volun­
teers serving the Cancer Society 
not only will gather funds, but 
will carry on a systematic cam­
paign of education, through wide­
spread distribution of literature 
on the subject, and by free show­
ing of colorful and illuminating 
motion pictures.

“ In the last 10 years, the ACS 
has devoted approximately 
§35,000,000 to cancer research,” 
Mrs. Johnson addet. “ And about 
§5,500,000 raised in the 1954 
drive went toward the same end. 
Such research supported by our 
Society is going forward in some 
132 hospitals, universities, and la­
boratories., More than 1,000 top­
flight scientists are concerned di­
rectly with those activities, and 
over 3,000 younger men and wo­
men are working as technicians 
or training for larger responsibi­
lities under these key investiga­
tors.

“The brightest aspect of the 
picture is that the cancer death 
rate among women has begun to 
drop, especially in uterine-type 
cases.

“ By giving generously to the 
volunteer solicitors here in April, 
people of Sonora can play a com­
mendable part in the unceasing 
battle to conquer cancer.”

“ Ranchmen are invited to, exa­
mine range pitting being done 
on the Herbert Fields ranch four 
miles East of Sonora,” reported 
E. B. Keng, SCS technician. Ap­
proximately 50 acres of drought 
stricken flats are being pitted, 
and will be seeded to native 
grasses.

The depressions made by the 
pits will hold approximately 
40,000 gallons per acre, and will 
hold the water to enable rapid 
penetration during rains. Pitting 
is recommended on deep soil areas 
v/here drought has seriously de­
pleted the native range cover. 
Such denuded areas have extreme, 
ly high runoff during normal 
)rains, and pitting greatly in­
creases moisture penetration.

The pitting work is being done 
on a 367 acre pasture leased from 
Fields by the Edwards Plateau 
SCD board of supervisors. The 
project is an attempt by the su­
pervisors to help answer problems 
faced by ranchmen in restoring 
good vegetation on rangeland fol­
lowing the drought. All agricul­
tural. agencies working in the dis. 
trict- ASC, Experiment Station, 
SCS, and County Agent- are work­
ing cooperatively in assisting the 
•Supervisors to plan the project. 
Herbert Fields provided the trac­
tor and Harold Friess furnished 
the pitting plow to do the pitting.

-\I1 ranchmen are especially in­
vited to see the work, Keng said. 
A few minutes spent in checking 
the work and condition o f the 
range now and along through the 
year will give each ranchman a 
better basis for evaluating the 
work for application on his own 
land.

Your Health
Rabies control measures cur­

rently in force in Texas are in­
effective, the State Department of 
Health said today.

The department said a study 
recently concluded by Bureau of 
Laboratory official reveals “ cur­
rent control measures have prov­
ed ineffectual in eliminating ra­
bies from the state’s dog popula­
tion.”

“ But,”  the department added, 
“ morbidity statistics indicate 
those controls have been effec­
tive in preventing human cases 
of the disease. Only 29 human 
deaths have been recorded in the 
period between 1944-1955.”

Rabies abatement work in Tex­
as should be in the hands of local 
authorities, the health agency 
pointed out.

“ Although there has been con­
siderable fluctuation in the num- 
bert of rabid dogs from year to 

] year, the overall state level of in- 
I fection has remained consistent­
ly high.

“ Remedial measures have not 
been uniformly or consistently 
applied. Under the stimulus of a 
sharp increase of animal i-abies, 
most cities have enforced exist­
ing ordinances providing for com­
pulsory vaccination and the col­
lection of stray animals. But 
with a decline in incidence, muni­
cipal ordinances have frequently 
been only perfunctorily enforced.”

The effectiveness of a control 
program in a given city is limit­
ed “without county-wide coopera­
tion,” the department said.

Complicating factors in dog 
rabies control have been the mark­
ed increase in rabies in w ld  ani­
mals, particularly foves and 
skunks.

“ Only 3 rabid fexes were re­
ceived by the department in 
1944, and they were all from a 
single county. In contrast, 100 
rabid foxes were submitted from 
33 counties last year.”

The department said it felt the 
solution to the problem of wild­
life rabies is the “ employment, 
on a permanent basis, of skilled 
predatory animal trappers by 
either state oi- federal govern­
ment to insure that fox and skUnk 
populations are kept below the 
level necessary to support rabies 
in epidemic form.”

A bill passed during the special 
legislative session last year aut­
horized commissioners courts in 
counties of over 800,000 popula­
tion to regulate dog numbers cut- 
side the boundaries of incorporat­
ed cities during rabies epidemics.

However, since the bill ap­
plied only to Harris County, it is 
felt current session should amend 
the act to include any county in 
which rabies is a public health 
problem.

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NEED LEGISLATURE’S 
PERMISSION TO 

SUE STATE
Included among the measures 

pending before the current 54th 
Texas Legislature are several 
Concurrent Resolutions and Bills 
permitting various individuals 
and firms to file suits against the 
state. Applying to local situa­
tions only, such measures are or­
dinarily attended by very little 
publicity, and the majority of 
Texans are probably not even 
aware of their passage.

In fact, the average individual 
would seldom have occasion to 
pondeu the question, of whether 
the State of Texas can be sued 
on the same basis as a person or 
corporation. One of the preroga­

tives of sovereignty carried down 
from ages past into our present 
day laws is that of immunity 
from being sued. The State of 
Texas may not be sued without 
its consent.

The Legislature by a proper 
action may permit certain general 
types of suits to be brought 
against the state, under certain 
conditions and restrictions. Theai, 
if a specific situation arises 
which is not covered by the gene­
ral rules, the legislators are aut 
horized to pass a special measure 
to permit suit t o ^  brought.

Therefore, any person seeking 
to enforce a claim against the 
state through the courts must 
petition the Legislature for the 
necessary permission, unless his 
claim falls within some general 
category or type previously re­
cognized by our lawmakers.

In its preceding session, the 
Legislature passed legislation al­
lowing suits to be brought against 
the state in a variety of cases, 
ranging from an action for dam­
ages for personal injuries suffer­
ed in a collision with a State 
Highway Department truck to a' 
suit for monetary damages alleg­
ed to have been incurred in con­
nection with the securing o f a 
right-of-way for a farm-to-mar- 
ket highway.

A man can refuse his 
moral responsibility but he can’ t

evade it. The mor^ law of 
the universe in which he lives 
will not stand for £raud. Sure, a 
man can do as he DARN pleases, 
but he can’t do as he pleases in 
DEATH.
• That is another matter, and the 

universe will at last bi’ing' you 
and I to judgement, saying to 
you and to me, “ Well brother, 
WHAT ABOUT IT? Smart? O 
Yes, of course. But no man has 
ever yet been able to beat his 
way through life like a bum. 
Life! What are you going to do 
with it? You can’t escape it, and 
you can’t evade it. Your life car­
ries moral responsibilities. These 
no man has EVER been able to 
evade. The world was not made 
that way. Life does not get made 
up that way. You didn’t put 
yourself into the world? No,

neither did what you own put it­
self into the world.

You see it is like this. “ God 
created the heavens and the 
earth. . . ” That is the way the re­
cord reads.
