f  A  jumbo barbecue for every­
body who will come will mark the 
opening of the El Paso Natural 
Gas Company’s compressor sta­
tion on the deBerry ranch north 
of to-wn next Thursday, August 
14.

Besides the barbecue supper, 
which starts at 6:00 p.m., there 
will be guided tours o f the sta­
tion, which will be in 90% 
operation by the time of the 
celebration. Its physical plant 
consists of the buildings and com- 
p r e s s o r s  t h e y  h o u s e ,  
de-hydration plant, and cooling 
tower.

In addition to the local crowd, 
a special delegation of El Paso 
headquarters is expected as well 
as many others from Texas and 
out of state. About 760 people in 
all are expected for the event.

Bobby’s parents have not paid 
for any of his eight month’s 
treatment at the Gonzales Foun­
dation. In fact, no child who 
could be helped there has ever 
been turned away for lack of 
funds.

Nor is polio the only disease

treated. Patients suffering from 
such dread diseases as muscular 
dystrophy, cerebral palsy, and 
multiple sclerosis are also being 
helped, as well as cases of spinal 
cord injury, strokes, and brain 
damage.

Lack of funds for these patients 
as resulted in a $100,000 deficit, 
which threatens to force the 
Foundation to close do-wn after 
seventeen years of dedicated ser­
vice. If the deficit is not covered 
in the next 60 to 90 days, the 
Foundation will have to close.

Bobby and his friends who have 
been treated at Warm Springs 
had a gay reunion Sunday. It 
will not be their last if the 
people of Texas respond to the 
desparate call for funds as they 
should.

African Colony Visits Here

If the internationaly minded 
readers of this paper have ever 
wondered what a British subject 
from Africa looks like, we can 
now supply the answer. Leslie 
Brown, deputy director o f Agri­
culture for the colony of Kenya, 
is visiting Sutton County to 
study local range management 
techniques; and he looks just 
like he should—^heavy set, ruddy 
complexion, a smattering of red 
beard (as if he cannot decide 
whether he preferrs being beard­
ed" or clean-shaven), and a pipe 
and straw hat.

Bom and raised in India, Bro'wn 
attended college in the British 
Isles at St. Andrews University, 
Scottland, and did graduate work 
on government scholarship at the 
Imperial University and Cam­
bridge. An agricultural officer in 
Nigeria during the last war, he 
was moved to Kenya, home of the 
famous Mau Mau terrorists, in

Wool Act Extension 
Looks Better Now, 
Says O.C. Fisher

By Congressman O. C. Fisher
Small business had a good week 

in Congress last week. Two bills 
were passed, one giving estates 
the right to make ten anpual in­
stallment payments o f inheritance 
tax, the oher acceleraed deprecia­
tion write-offs of equipment 
costs. The latter would also ap­
ply to farmers. Actually, these 
measures are more accurately 
described as tax postponements 
rather than relief items. But 
they should ease hardship pro­
blems considerably. Both had my 
support.

Reciprocal trade extension was 
assured last week by Senate pass­
age of the House-approved bill, 
with some minor changes. Design­
ed to facilitate trade negotiations 
and policies with foreign coun­
tries, this legislation contains no 
protection for domestic indust­
ries that are plagued by the 
dumping of low-cost competitive 
products on our markets. A  good 
many of us felt some procedural 
safeguards should be included to 
enable a domestic industry to 
have a “ day in court”  for an ob­
jective and factual determination 
o f its complaints.

A wool bill, to extend the pre­
sent wool program, which expires 
next Spring, gained hope for ap­
proval at this session when the 
Senate included the extension in 
an omnibus farm measure that 
was approved last Friday. It is 
now up to the House Agriculture 
Committee to act, and the out­
look is fairly favorable.

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Get Your Child's 
Birth Certificate 
Ready For School

I f  you are the parent of a 
younster who will start school 
for the first time this fall, you 
can help yourself and the State 
Department of Health by re­
questing a copy of his birth re­
cord now.

Most school systems requere 
a birth certificate to prove the 
child was six years old on Sep­
tember 1. By raakipg early re­
quests for birth records', parents 
can save themselves needless an­
xiety, their children some missed 
classwork, and the Department 
a gri'cat deal of time.

Several hundred parents have 
already requested and received re­
cords of their children’s birth, 
but tens o f thousands of addi­

tional records will have to be 
producessed between now and the 
time school doors swing open for 
the new term. If too many people 
delay until August— as they us- 
usally do—the resulting bottle­
neck could very well mean your 
younster will be barred when that 
first school bell rings.

The reason is obvious: The 
limited staff of the Di'vision of 
Vital Statistics— despite long 
hours of night and weekend work 
without overtime pay—can search 
just BO many files, extract just so 
many records, and photostat just 
so many copies in time for school 
opening.

All parents have to do is give 
the child’s name and date and 
place of birth, the mother’s 
maiden name and the name o f the 
father. That information, plus the 
legal fee of one dollar will buy 
anyone a copy of their birth re­
cord, providing the original is on 
file.

There is just one more thing: 
If you don’t care to write to the

State Department o f Health in 
Ausin, check with your local re- 
gistar or country clerk, chances 
are he can supply the record.

In either case do it soon. That 
fall bind can get mighty tight.

Night fishing is right popular 
—right now.

Such fishing always is beet 
following prolonged hot weather.

One sure can’t blame the fish 
for diving deep and staying 
down below, where the water is 
cool, especially when the sun 
shines so warmly overhead. They 
don’t move around much during 
the day either. 'They prefer to 
stick close to the bottom and in 
deep water.

Excepition is the lure of fast 
moving water just below a big 
dam. They can be found there 
most anytime.

Early morning and late even­
ing is about the only daylight 
fishing time that pay o ff nowa­
days. Rut after dark—man, you 
can make some big hauls in the 
right spots.

Shallow water at the entrance 
to a cove usually is an excellent 
area for real productive night 
fishing. There you seldom need 
to sink a minnow more than 20 
or 30 feet, if that far. As always, 
fishing over “ flats”  is tops.

Some nightime fishermen use 
sealed beam lights and submerge 
them slihtly under water. Tod- 
Light, Inc. of Oklahoma City 
makes a “ Nite Pisher”  for this 
purpose. It thorows a beam which 
penetrates the water. Because it 
will either float or submerge it 
tempts the fish without attract­
ing bugs. It works on a 6 or 12- 
volt wet or dry battery.

Old standby of course is the 
Coleman lantern. It uses white 
gasoline or Coleman fuel and pro­
duces a brilliant light -with silk 
mantles. Great majority of the 
night fishermen using such il­
lumination also attach a reflector 
to direct the glare to the surface 
of the water. This attracts in­
sects. They fall into the water. 
Then the big fish are attracted 
by the little fish feeding on the 
insects.

Undoudtedly you’ve done lots 
o f night fishing. You go about it 
one way, your pardner goes ^ o u t 
it another way, and both of you 
catch fish. Here's the way we do 
i t .

As soon as we get to our loca­
tion and are anchored dcwn, we 
flip our minnow bucket over the 
side of the boat. Then we attach 
one of T. D. Mallison’s Little 
Giant lantern brackets to the 
other side of the boat, about the 
middle.

Incidentally, we’ve tired several 
latem brackets and this inex­
pensive little device which weighs 
only 8 ounces and fits in any 
tackle box outdoes them all. The 
Dallas inventor should be ' right 
proud of that little item.

To the Little Giant bracket we 
attach our Coleman lantern, al­
ready lit and brilliantly aglow, 
and direct the light onto the 
water.

line. Experience has proven that 
a straight up lift on the rod 
works best for us. This Is no time 
for a snap jerk, because those 
whites are plenty smart. Besides 
their mouths are tender and you 
can jerk a hook mighty easy.

Crappie fishing is done much 
the same way, except that the 
weight is on the bottom and the 
hooks are on leaders tied on a 
foot or two above. Often more 
tthan one leader and hook is used 
in crappie fishing.

We’ve learned too that if you 
want large fish, use a large hook. 
That calls for big minnows— 
and big fish go for big minnows.
