Game Animal, 
Bird Breeders 
Need License

Breeders of game animals br 
game birde are reminded by 
Game Warden Nolan W. John­
son that they are required to 
comply with Section 7 of the 
Texas Game and Fish Law which 
provides that:

1. Any person holding in cap­
tivity game birds or game ani­
mals must hold a game breeders 
license.

2. Such persons must have 
pens, coops, or enclosures meet­
ing specifications of the state 
game department and these shall 
be subject to inspection by any 
game and fish warden at any­
time and no warrant shall be re­
quired therefor.

3. Such fowl or animals must 
have been purchased from an 
authorized game breeder hold­
ing a current game breeder’s 
license and such fowl or animals 
must be properly tagged or band­
ed according to law.

Any person violating any pro­
vision of this act shall be deem­
ed guilty of a misdemeanor and 
upon conviction shall be fined in 
a sum not less than $50 nor more 
than $200, and each bird or ani 
mal sold or purchased or held in. 
violation of this act shall con­
stitute a separate offense.
