For Bids On Dry Devil's River Site 1

Judge J. W. Elliott received 
plans and specifications this 
week for the construction of a 
floodwater retarding structure at 
Site 1, Dry Devil’s River.

The structure will be located 
on the R. D. Johnson ranch some 
six miles southwest of Eldorado. 
The drainage are includes 
il3,191 acres of rangeland.

The dam will be 47 feet high, 
and will contain approximately 
258,510 cubic yards of earth and 
rock fill. A 200 foot rock bottom­
ed emergency spillway will be 
built at each end of the dam.

Bids on Site No. 1 will be open­
ed 10:00 A jM. at Sonora on May 
2. The successful bidder will have 
243 calendar days in which to 
complete the contract.

Award of a contract on’ Site 
1 will bring 12 of' the 13 planned 
structures under construction.

Four dams on Lowrey Draw have 
been completed and the fifth 
structure should be completed in 
May.

Good progress is being made 
on the six structures under con­
struction on Dry De'vil’s River. 
Site 8 on the G. H. Da'vis ranch 
is over half completed, and Site 
7 on the Ben Meckel ranch is 
nearing the halfway mark. Sites 
5 and 6 on the ranch owned by 
Mrs. Pearl Martin, Site 2 on the 
Homer Byrd ranch, and Site 4 
on the Ben Mittel ranch are in 
early stages of construction.

The last structure. Site 3 on the 
Ben Mittel ranch, is planned to 
be contracted in June. This is 
the only structure which is locat­
ed on a draw below another dam. 
All other structures are on side 
draws o ff the main stream 
channels.

Census Taken 

To Count Inmates 

Of County Jail
Census enumerators in Sutton 

County will visit the county jail 
Friday, April 8 in a special drive 
to count persons who do not have 
a fixed address. District Super­
visor Wililiam G. Stacy said Wed­
nesday. Persons who do not have 
a fixed address are included in the 
population of the place in which 
they are located by the census 
takers.

The district supervisor pointed 
out that under Census law, all 
persons 18 years old and over are 
required to answer official Cen­
sus questions. The same law 
specifies that personal informa­
tion collected by Census takers 
must be kept confidential. The 
person who willfully refuses to 
answer the official Census ques­
tions is subject to a maximum 
fine of $100 or 60 days in jail, or 
both. The Census taker who re­
veals information about indivi­
duals to anyone other than a 
sworn employee of the Census 
Bureau is subject ,to a fine of 
$1,000 or two years in jail, or 
both.

The purpose of the contest as 
defined by Mrs. O. T. Evans, 
president of the Auxiliary and 
wife o f a prominent Wyoming 
sheep producer, “ is to encourage 
home sewing and show young 
girls how ea-sy it is to sew with 
wool.’’

Contest rules stipulate that all 
garments submitted must be en­
tirely the work of the contestant, 
and must be fashioned from 
American loomed wool,”  our 
American heritage."

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Sesame Seed 
Now Available 
To landowners

lA seed mixture of early and 
late maturing sesame has been 
prepared by.the Texas Research 
Foundation for landowners and 
sportsmen to plant for feed and

: cover for dove and quail this fall 
: and winter.

The mixture coming from the 
, research farms at Renner, Texas, 
contains three varieties of semi 
and no-shattering sesame, which 
will begin releasing rseed in Sep­
tember.

All three varieties are heavy 
producers, and a continuous sup­
ply of seed they provide will 
carry game birds through the 
dormant season in excellent con­
dition for the spring mating sea-

The mixture now is being put 
up in 5 to 100 pound bags for 
distribution to landowners.

Proper preparation of soil be­
forehand is urged, with conven­
tional farm equipment. Small 
areas should be prepared with a 
rake. The seed bed should be roll­
ed or firmed after the seeds have 
been planted.

The feed was developed after 
field observations showed bird 
preference for this type of seed.

about what othei people thought 
about me, consequently I don’t 
get riled up over what the tele­
vision industry thinks of the 
American public, but this doesn’t 
go for some people.

I was reading in a newspaper 
only this morning where the head 
of the national PTA was outrag­
ed at what the television people 
are offering, the public, especial­
ly the children.

She said there is far too much 
violence, too much silliness, too 
much trash, offered the 30 mil­
lion children watching TV these

days. Also she said if the tele­
vision industry would take a sur­
vey they’d find the American pub­
lic isn’t as moronic as the in­
dustry apparently thinks.

Well, it’s my opinion that thel 
television people aren’t in much! 
shape, mentally speaking, to be 
surveying anybody’s intelligence, 
judging by some of the programs 
I’ve had a chance to see.

But back to the violence angle, 
the brutality, the shooting, the 
crime, the delinquency, the stu­
pidity, shown on television, with 
millions of kids watching. I know 
there are some people who say if 
you don’t think your children 
ought to see such programs, turn 
the thing off, but they don’t 
understand the control the kids 
have over the situation. The only 
way to keep most children of 
most parents from watching

television is to wait till the pic­
ture tube blows out.

Consequently, the argument is 
that the only way to improve the 
situation is to improve the pro­
grams, and until they do, we’re 
liable to have more juvenile de­
linquents, more youthful crime, 
more children' with the wrong 
viewpoint toward life, etc.

Well, now. I’ll tell you. I think 
a lot of kids could stand some im­
proving, but I doubt if improving 
television will do it.

And if you want to protect 
children from hearing about vio­
lence, silliness and stupidity, 
you’d better not let them read the 
newspapers or listen to the radio 
or read history. In fact, you’d 
better not let them associate with 
adults at all.
