260,000 cancer victims who will 
get cancer this year Hope for 
them rests with scientists who 
are searching for breakthroughs 
that will cure all types o f can­
cer or perhaps prevent them.”

cases at once in order to conduct 
the eradication program effec­
tively. Livestock owners who re­
port screwworm cases promptly 
will get the earliest and most 
thorough relief.

If worms are found in animal 
wounds, their identity should be 
established as quickly as pos­
sible. Ranchers in Sutton County 
should collect 10 or 12 worms 
from the wound, put them in a 
bottle of water or alcohol, and 
bring them to the ASC Office, 
the Chamber of Commerce office,

or the County Agent’s office. 
These samples will be send to 
Screwworm Identification, A. D. 
E., U. S. D. A., Box 969, Mission, 
Texas. Identity of the worms will 
be made known to the owner im­
mediately and control measures 
will be started.

Screwwords generally become 
active in Sutton County around 
the first o f April, so it is very 
important that we are alert and 
report the first cases found in 
order to prevent their spread in 
Sutton County.

Report Made For 
First Season On 
Sandhill Cranes

The report of the first open 
season on sandhill cranes in Tex­
as was made at the Central Fly­
way Waterfowl Council Technical 
Meeting in Denver last week, by 
A. J. Springs, wildlife coordina­
tor, Texas Game and Fish Com­
mission.

According to his reports, the 
average weight o f the cranes 
killed in Texas last year was 
6% pounds on juveniles, and 
slightly more than 7 pounds on 
adult cranes.

The sandhill crane season was 
authorized in West Texas and 
New Mexico last year to harvest 
the surplus of this game species. 
Although no official state-operat­
ed checking stations were set up, 
spot checks were made by Game 
Department personnel in various 
hunting areas. It was estimated 
that approximately 2,100 hunters 
went after cranes, and approxi­
mately 1,900 birds were harvest­
ed.

Springs also pointed out that 
fewer depredation complaints 
have been received by the Com­
mission since the opening of the 
season.

A statewide inventory of sand­
hill crane populations made in 
November and December by war­
den personnel in 183 o f the 254 
counties in the state indicated 
no unusual movement of the 
birds as a result of the hunt.

It is estimated that at least 
half of those who develop cancer 
could be saved through earlier 
diagnosis and prompt treatment.

Play Your Fish-
Never “horse in” a fish. Chan­

ces are you’ll lose it.
Instead, “play your fish.”
So long as your line is tight 

and the rod bowed1, the fish has 
little chance of throwing the 
hook.

Don’t  reach for the fish until 
it’s pooped, belly showing. Then, 
use your landing net, if you 
have one. If not, grab the fish 
firmly over its back, just be­
hind its gills. This partially 
paralyzes it.

Hold firm until the fish is se­
curely in boat.
Check Your Flies-

Check the bite of your flies 
if you have trouble keeping the 
striking bass on the hook.

Some of the heavier flies have 
too small a space between hook 
and fly. This causes the hook to 
fail.

Spread hook point farther 
away from the fly body if you 
have this trouble.
Bottom Bouncing for Bass-

When bottom bouncing for 
bass you will catch more fish if 
you handle your lure in such a 
way that it roils up the bottom 
sand and mud.

Such action attracts more fish 
than does a straight retrieve and 
bounce.

To accomplish this, drag the 
lure a short distance along the 
bottom, after each bounce. 
Emergency Bait Idea-

Salt water fishermen some­
times find themselves far from 
shore with an empty bait bucket.

Should this happen to you, try 
cutting a belly strip from almost 
any medium weight fish you may 
have caught.

Cut a rought triangle, then 
slice toward the tail, making in­
dents' for wings to stir up action 
when trolled.

Sew to leader with half-stitch­
es to take trolling pressure off 
the hook.
Sure Getter-Upper-

Nothing is more exasperating 
than to oversleep and miss the 
early-moring golden hour® of 
fishing.

If you’re camping out— open 
the valve of your air mattress as 
soon as the alarm goes off. It 
won’t take long fqr the air to 
leak out.

Have you ever tried sleeping 
on a deflated air mattress?
Good Substitute Gaff-

Next time you leave on a 
fishing trip, without your gaff, 
look for a bailing hook such as 
farmers and ranchers use. In 
fact, most farmers will lend you 
one.

Such hooks can be bought in 
most country stores at small 
cost.
Warn Ships With Foil-

Salt water fishermen who pur­
sue their sport near the ship­
ping lanes should carry a good- 
sized sheet of aluminum foil to 
hoist should a fog ' close in un­
expectedly.

The metal foil enables any 
passing or approaching ship to 
detect your whereabouts on the 
ship’s radar.
Novel Garfish Bait-

To catch large garfish try 
this:

Attach a fair-sized plug to a 
long piano wire leader. Then 
wrap part o f a squirrel pelt 
around the plug, and sew or 
pin in place.

Gar seem to really go for this

offering.
Cushion Jaws of Pliers-

When working on delicate 
parts of fishing equipment with 
pliers or wrench, cushion jaws 
of these tools with small trips 
of adhesive tape for protection 
of parts.
Thumb Causes Backlash-

Backlashes usually are not 
caused by your rod, reel, or line. 
They are caused' mostly by im­
proper pressure o f your thumb. 
Use The Right Lure-

Gamefish, such as bass, are 
predators who live by eating 
smaller fish.

Small fish are quicker in 
movement than the predator 
bass, so the big bass hide around 
stumps, lily pads, etc., to sur­
prise them.

Your lures must imitate these 
small fish if you are to fool the 
big bass. And they must be pre­
sented just right!

Here are a few suggestions:
Work the shoreline with sur­

face lures such as chuggars. If 
you get no strikes at surface, 
or near surface levels, try one 
o f the sinking baits like a river 
runt.

Should you still have zero 
luck, chances are the fish are 
somewhere else. So experiment 
with jig  and eel, or similar bait, 
among the lily pads and' moss 
pockets.

Antlerless Deer 
Figures Released

There were 3,587 antlerless 
deer taken in the 1961 season in 
the eight county section making 
up the Possum Kingdom Game 
Management Area, according to 
a report released this week by 
Clyde Holt, wildlife biologist in 
the area.

Only 42.56% of the antlerless 
deer permits issued were used 
by hunters. In Bosque County 
there were 170 bonus deer tags' 
issued. However, only 43 of the 
bonus tags were used.

In Brown County, there were 
819 antlerless deer permits is­
sued to 80 landowners on 57,330 
•acres. This represented an antler­
less deer permit for each 70 acres 
in the county. There were 445 
antlerles® deer harvested in the 
county, which represented an 
antlerless deer kill of one to each 
128.8 acres.

In the eight county area, made 
up of Bosque, Brown, Ellis, 
Erath, Hood, Jack, Palo Pinto, 
and Stephen counties, there was 
a total o f 8,380 antlerles® deer 
permits issued to 1,048 land- 
owners on 1,138,416 acres. Most 
of the permits were in Jack 
County, which received 2,653 
antlerles® permits.

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Sonora Long Time Leader 
In Texas Racing Circles
(Editor’s Note: The following 

story is being reprinted, with 
permission of the author, from 
an article in the April issue of 
the magazine “ American Quar­
ter Horse Journal” .)

Quarter Horse Racing, and 

many of our great Quarter Run­
ning horses of today, can attri­
bute a great deal of their status 
and success to a small but very 
active Quarter Racing town call­
ed “ Sonora” .

Sonora? lying 2,230 feet above 
sea level, is located in the heart 
of the Edwards Plateau Region 
o f Texas. Sixty-seven miles 
southwest of San Angelo, its ele­
vation gives cool, pleasant, sum­
mer evenings.

Sonora is proclaimed by its 
3,260 citizens the “ Friendliest 
Town in West Texas” . Having 
been there, it would be hard to 
dispute their slogan.

The quiet, contented, but in­
dustrious town has a not too old 
but most colorful background. 
According to Buzzie Stokes, 
manager of the Sonora Chamber 
of Commerce, in the 1880’s and 
90’s the sheepmen would winter 
their flocks, without water, on 
what is now the townsite. This 
was possible because of the 
abundance of lush green vegeta­
tion. After the winter, the sheep 
were driven back to water holes 
to spend the summer months.

A  pioneer named Adams, 
Stokes related, brought his sheep 
in one particular winter and set 
up camp. After enjoying a couple 
of beautiful serene West Texas

mornings, Mrs. Adams decided j 
this was the land in which she 
wanted to settle, and readily con­
vinced her husband of that fact.

Adams bought a section of 
land to find later that he had 
bought the wrong section. Since 
the land belonged to a New York 
Syndicate, he sneaked o ff to New 
York to buy the correct land be­
fore anyone else heard about his 
mistake. He bought the correct 
section on the second go-round 
and thus began the town of So­
nora, Texas.

According to o l d - t i m e r s ,  
“ Short-Horse” races have been 
popular around Sonora since the 
90’s. Such noted horses as “ The” 
Traveler, Gussie Sykes, Mamie 
Sykes, Judge Thomas, Midnight, 
and other great foundation horses 
of the breed raced at Sonora in 
the early days. Reportedly, there 
were a lot of colts and fillies 
sired by Harmon Baker which 
were raced at Sonora all, of 
course, before records were kept. 
Also, there were numerous colts 
and fillies raced there which were 
sired by Little Joe, Uncle Jim­
mie Gray, and before that a lot

of Sykes’ mares and horses.
Bud1 Stokes, one of Sonora’s 

elder citizens, Quarter Horse 
Breeder and Racer, now a Cattle 
Broker, recalled a match-race 
between Judge Thomas and 
Mamie Sykes around 1898.

“ There was just a doggone 
bunch of money up on that race,”  
Stokes said, “ everybody in the 
country, seemed like, was there 
to see it. They were starting lap 
and tap, of course, and it took 
a long time to get the race start­
ed.”

Stokes went on to say that, 
“John Stokes, my uncle, owned 
Mamie Sykes at the time and 
John Cooper of Sonora owned 
Judge Thomas. Course I was 
just a little kid at the time, but 
I remember that it was a hard 
fought race all the way. They 
were running the quarter and 
along toward the end of the 
race Judge Thomas pulled out in 
front and just barely won by 
a head.”

“ That same year, they took 
Judge Thomas to Montana and 
he was supposed to have set a 
world’s record1 for the quarter

mile,” Stokes related.
An editorial by James Sunt 

and Ralph P. Mayer, written for 
the Devil’s River News, publish­
ed at Sonora, stated that, “An­
other well-known horse in this 
area was Little Joe by Traveler, 
owned toward the end of his 
career by 0. W. Cardwell of 
Junction. The dam of Little Joe, 
Jenny II, was by Sykes Rondo, 
foundation sire of the Sykes 
f a m i l y .  Another well-known 
horse owned by Cardwell was 
Sam King, a great producer of 
broodmares. Sam King was bV 
Hondo, which was by John 
Crowder, which was out of Pai- 
sana. Paisana was the mare 
which produced most of the foals 
by Old Billy that developed the 
Billy Family.”

Many of the foundation sires 
and mares of the Quarter Horse 
breed have been in or near So­
nora at one time or other. “The” 
Traveler was reported to have 
been match raced in Sonora at 
one time.

According to Helen Michaelis 
in her “ Quarter Horse Blood 
Lines”  recorded in the Volume 1, 
Number 1, AQHA Stud Book, 
John Cooper of Granbury, Texas 
traded a mule for Traveler and 
later the famous sire was mov­
ed to Alice, Texas.

Whether the John Cooper 
mentioned above is the same John 
Cooper of Sonora is not known 
to this writer, however, it seems 
feasible that since Traveler was 
in that part of the country he 
could very likely have been rac­
ed at Sonora. To back up this 
theory, John Cooper of Sonora 
owned and raced Judge Thomas, 
a son of Traveler.

In more recent years, the 
names of Jap and Nell Holman 
of Sonora were quite well known 
in West Texas and Sonora Quar­
ter-Racing circles. Jap had a 
well-known horse, to people in
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those parts, called Yankee 
Doodle. Yankee Doodle was by 
Red Bug out of a Dogie Beasley 
mare. He was reported to have 
had one of the most tremendous 
starts o f any horse in the area 
at that time, leaving many an 
unbelieving jockey at the start­
ing line. In those days, they used 
a surcingle rather than a racing 
saddle and those who saw “Yan­
kee”  run say that the jockey sure 
had to grab a handful to stay 
aboard.

Probably two of Yankee

Doodle’s most famous races 
were match races with a horse 
from Oklahoma which they were 
calling Hickory Bill. Actually, 
the horse called Hickory Bill was 
none other than the famous 
Billy Van. The first match was 
run close to Mason, Texas 
around 1940. A clip from the 
Mason newspaper stated that, 
“ Texas’ entry, Yankee Doodle, 
won the matched race against 
Hickory Bill (Billy Van), a four- 
year-old dun stallion belonging 
to B. B. VanVactor of Carter,

Oklahoma in the feature race.”
