FROM THE STATE CAPITOL 
HIGHLIGHTS ANDSHaiGHTS

A fter a four-year test, Texas’ 
May-Jhine primary election set­
up may be on its way out.

A  cursory check o f legislators 
at a recent gathering here found 
strong support, particularly 
among the big-city members who 
had Republican opponents fo r  a 
return to the August-September 
primary system.

Growth of the Republican 
party in Texas means that 
Democrats now face hard cam­
paigns, in many districts, in the 
fall months, in addition to the 
strenuous spring campaigns. 
Many legislators are talking seri­
ously about moving the primaries 
to August and September. This, 
so voters won’t have to be whipp­
ed up to voting moods twice in 
a year.

There is some strong resistance 
to returning to the old way, how­
ever.

Sen Abraham Kazen, Jr. o f 
Laredo, a member o f the special 
election law revision committee, 
said a change like this would re­
quire complicated revision o f the 
code that would be almost im­
possible to accomplish during a 
regular session.

Kazen represents an area in 
South Texas where thousands of 
migrant farm workers, who leave 
home for the summer and fall, 
have had their first chance to 
vote in the primaries under the 
May-June system.

Some legislators would block 
a change because so many school 
teachers are at home to vote in 
May, but are in colleges or on 
trips in the summer. The late 
Rep. Marshall 0. Bell o f San An- 
tohio, who pushed fo r  the change 
to spring primaries, once amid 
that August run-offs worked a 
real hardship on candidates like 
himself, since many o f their best 
financial backers were out of 
state during the summer.

PO LL TAX  OONTROVERSY- 
The Texas Election Study Com­
mittee heard many divergent 
opinions on the requirements for 
a voter registration law during 
its public hearings in the senate 
chamber.

Main point o f discussion was 
whether or not a literacy test 

I should be required i f  the poll tax 
system is abolished.

League o f Women Voters, re­
presented by Mrs. Maurice H. 
Brown o f Waco, did not approve 
o f a literacy test. Mrs. Brown 
said her group recommended a 
uniform registration plan fo r all 
voters, and offered the commit­
tee a draft o f a bill which calls 
for permanent registration.

■Several witnesses, including 
Isaac Satterfield o f Marshall, a 
memiber o f the State Democratic 
Executive Committee, itdvocatBd 
a literacy test.

Senator Kazen spoke out 
against it. He said since no lite­
racy test now is required, he saw 
no reason why it should be neces­
sary. “The only reason fo r  a 
literacy test is to keep someone 
from voting,’’ Kazen retorted.

Roy R. Evan.s, secretary-trea­
surer of the state APL-CIO, said j 
his organization opposed any 
discrimination against a person's 
national origin, financial status

But, likely as not, it is too much 
of a gun fo r the little woman.

Today there are calibers just 
as effective and not nearly so 
rough on the shoulder®. So this 
year i f  hubby is willing to buy a 
new gun, get her a nice light .243. 
I t ’s perhaps the nearest to an 
all-around gun for all game in 
the United States.

O f course there is the .244, 
also a nice light gun. But it 
just hasn’t  appealed to the pub­
lic’s fancy like the .243.

Now— something about cart­
ridges and the guns that shoot 
them:

'The .243 was developed by 
Winchester; the .244 by Reming­
ton. Ballistically, they are vir­
tually the same. Both are fla t 
shooting, hard hitting bullets. 
They are ideal for deer and ante­
lope. In the hands o f a good shot 
they are adequate for any game 
found in the United States.

Although the .243 was develop­
ed by Winchester, all the major 
arms companies producing big 
game rifles make giuis o f this 
caliber.

Winchester, o f course, has its 
model 76, which is a bolt action. 
It also makes the model 100, a 
semi-automatic, and the model 
88, a lever action, o f this caliber.

Reminigton produces it in the 
model 700 series in the bolt ac­

tion, a:.d no doubt shortly w ill 
be making it in the 740 and 760 
models, which are semi-auto and 
pump.

Savage makes the .243 in the 
famous old model 99 lever action 
and the 110 bolt action, either 
right or left banded.

Kodiak and Browning also 
make the .243 in bolt action®. 
Then there are mail order houses 
selling the guns under their own 

I brand names. j
! Right now commercial p ro -. 
' duction o f the .244 rifle has prac-1 
tically ceased and perhaps it will 
be out of the picture entirely in 
a few  more months, despite the j 
fact that it is a very effective 
caliber.

What is the best type o f gun 
for mama when she go®8 o'»*

1 after deer ?
Again it ’s a matter o f prefer­

ence, because they are equally 
effective. Target and varmint 
shooters will tell you that, for 
accuracy, the bolt action is the 
best. And they are right.

However, for everyday shoot­
ing at game, there isn’t a nickel’s 
worth o f difference in the accur­
acy o f the guns, whether they be 
bolt, lever, auto or pump.

The bolt action gun is the 
slowest for getting o ff the se­
cond shot. I f  the shooter is left 
handed, there is only the Savage 
llOiL. But it’s a good gun.

Next slowest would be the 
lever action. However, hunters 
used to handling one, can get 
o ff  the shots pretty fast.

Then comes the pump and final­
ly the semi-auto. They w ill shoot 
rapid fire.

Perhaps the best bet for a wo­
man who shoots a pump Shot gun 
is the pump Remington. I t  is a 
first class deer gun in any of 
the popular calibers.

I f  the little woman is a shot- 
gunner and prefers hunting smal- 

i ler game, then you have just as 
I many selections to choose from.

I For the woman shooter, the 
20-gauge is without a doubt one 
of the best. Many women do use I the 12 gauge successfully. But 
the 12 gauge will give a man a 
black shoulder if  he doesn’t  hold 
the gun just right; and it 
punishes a woman entirely too 
much.

The 20 gauge comes in many 
excellent makes, in anything 
frdm a popular priced bolt action 
to a fine automatic.

Then there are the ever-popu- 
lar pumpgrune and the doubles.

Stay away from the single shot 
because she’ll never be satisfied 
with it, even i f  she goes out just 
once a year. There is too little 
difference in the price.

Also avoid the .410.
Despite the fact that many 

husbands talk about getting aj 
.410 fo r their wives, it is a poor'

gun for any but expert shots. I t  
leaves too many cripples in the 
field.

With a 20 she can shoot in 
anyone’s company and be proud 
o f it.

Now lets do a bit of Christ­
mas shopping. And may this 
column mean a Merry Christmas 
for the outdoorswoman!

Devil's River Philosopher Comes 
Out For Entertainment Expense 
Deductions On Ranch Income Tax

Editor’s Note: The Devil’s
River Philosopher on his bitter- 
weed ranch on Devil’s River 
won’t get anywhere yfith his idea 
this week, but you can’t  blanis 
him for trying.
Dear editar:

The trouble with us ranchers 
is that we’re a little slow about 
catching on to a good thing.

For example, take entertain­
ment as a business deduction on 
your income tax.

As I  understand it from read­
ing the newsiMipers recently, the 
economic wellbeing o f this coun­
try is based on one business man 
taking another business man out 
to dinner and being allowed to 
take the expense o ff his income 
tax. While they’re eating, one of 
them sells the other a big order, 
and business booms.

I don’t  understand this, but 
i f  they say it works, it ’s all right 
with me. What I ’m interested in 
is figruring out a way where a 
rancher can work up some enter­
tainment expense to come o ff his 
income tax.

Now I  recognize it would be 
hard to convince the Internal Re­
venue Service how, if my neigh­
bor Invited me over fo r a meal 
and charged it up to expense, it ’d 
help either one o f us produce 
more. I ’m going to work about 
the same, whether I  eat in or 
out.

But entertainment is important 
t > a rancher, riding up one fence­
line and down another day after 
day, requires a break; without 
ir a man could get stale and 
dangerously and the national 
economy head for a tailspin. 
’Therefore, I  would like to see the 
Internal Revenue Service set up 
some rules allowing entertain­
ment expense deductions for 
ranchers. Keeping ranchers hap­
py and producing is as important 
to the national economy as keep­
ing business associates well- 
dined and ordering more mer­
chandise. I  have worked out a 
few.

For example, going into So­
nora after five days of hard 
work on a ranch around here is 
a legritimate form of entertain­
ment, lots of ideas exchanged, 
lots o f goodwill created, and 
ought to be deductible on a

rancher’s income tax. Like big 
business men, we wouldn’t want 
to be bothered with a lot of 
record-keeping on what we spent 
in town and what for, just a sim­
ple, honest report like: Trip to 
town Saturday afternoon, $8.96, 
ought to sufflè«.

Or take television. Watching 
T.V. after a hard day’s work in 
the pens certainly ought to be 
a legitimate ranch expense, in­
cluding the cost o f the set, re­
pairs, electricty, etc. I t  seems to 
me setting a randier down in 
front o f a T.V. set is a boon t^ 
next day’s agricultural produc­
tion just as much .as taking a 
manufacturer of T.V. sets out to 
a night club is a boon to the pro­
duction of T.V. sets.

Why, the more I  think about 
it, I believe even subscribing to 
’The Devil ought to be a legiti­
mate entertainment expense for 
ranchers. Let’s get to work on 
this.

National Bank opened at its present site on January 7, 1929. He 
wos named president in February 1954. Neill is a Schleicher 
County native and is a rancher by birth. Hobbywise, he is a 
fisherman. "Jack" Neill has been with the bank since October 
1918, when according to the records, he came over to help dur­
ing the flu epidemic and stayed on. Neill is a director and trea­
surer of Sonora Wool and Mohair; he is president of First Loan 
Company of Sonora. The San Angelo Standard Times in 1929 
described Neill as the man who probably knows more people in 
Sutton County than any other one person. This is still true today.

Southwest Animal Health Foun­
dation says in its December 7

progress report that fly  release
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to Sonora will receive an average ' 
o f 200 files per square mile week­
ly  until it is determined that 
BCrewworms have not overwinter­
ed in the area. South o f this

will continue within the present, line f ly  release rates will be in-
drop area but that weather will 
force intermittent cessation o f 
treatment in the northern half.

The region north o f a line run­
ning roughly from Port Lavaca 
through northern San Antonio

Throughout the remainder o f 
the fiscal year, increasing atten­
tion will be given to individual
