Both Houses have adopted the 
bill, with a small difference. Sen.

I Ralph Hall of Rockwall added an 
amendaient to give county com­
missioners courts approval power 
on recreation facilities planned 
at reservoirs built under the pro­
gram. Since no county money 
will be involved, the House took 
out this provision.

Voters approved the plan last 
November by which the Texas 
Water Development Board will 
be allowed to use up to half o f its

00,000,000 borrowing power to 
pay for, or contract to pay for, 
the building of added height on 
dams to be built by local or 
federal agencies.

Highly complicated procedures 
were written into the bill to safe­
guard the money. Cash from fu­
ture sales of water or storage 
space will repay the state bonds 
issued to finance the projects.

INDUSTRY PLAN— State 
loans would be available for 
building new, or expanding old, 
factories in Texas, if the House 
and the voters approve a plan by 
Sen. Martin Dies, Jr. o f Lufkin.

Dies got the Senate to approve 
his plan for a $260,000,000 state 
bond issue from which loans 
would be made.

Theory is that the industries 
would repay the loans with in­
terest, and this would repay the 
state’s  debt, also with interest.  ̂
State’s borrowing power is such | 
that it would have lower interest 
rates, and the difference in in- j 
terest would pay costs of ad- j 
ministering the progra^m.

TAX OUT—While legislators 
begin consideration o f tax in- ' 
creases to help finance state ] 
government activities, mainly the 
growth in higher education, two 
industries are about to get tav 
increases to help finance state

government activities, mainly the 
growdh in higher education, tw» 
industries are about to get tax 
cuts.

Both Houses of the Legislature 
passed a bill to reduce the tax 
on sulphur producers.

House also has passed, and 
favorable Senate action is ex­
pected, on a bill to exempt state 
banks from the sales tax and 
the corporation franchise tax.

Both groups are putting op 
persuasive arguments. Sulphur 
lobbyists say that Louisiana'* 
tax on sulphur is only $1.03 .a 
ton, so Texas should cut its rat» 
to that level.

Owners of state-charterai 
banks a i^ e  that national bank* 
are exempt from state sales and 
franchise taxes, so state bank» 
ought to be, too.

Apparently, the tax prograps 
o f Gov. John ConnaUy for the 
rest of the Texans is gathering 
support. It calls for expansion of 
the new sales tax by eliminatii^ 
exemptions on low-cost clothing 
and farm implements, and for 
extending the corporation fran­
chise “ surtax” which has been i* 
effect on a “ temporary”  basi* 
for four years.

CRIMINAL LAW S-^enator 
Dorsey B. Hardeman o f San An­
gelo piloted through the Senate 
a 398-page revision of the code of 
criminal proceduce—the first
complete revision in a long, long 
time.

Piupose of the code, as draft­
ed by a State Bar Committee and 
revised by Hardeman, is to re­
move some of the loopholes and 
uncertainties in present criminal 
procedure.

House action is expected, since 
lawyers from all sides of crimdnaj 
practice are agreed that refomtf 
are needed.

wasn’t, I emphasize something 
else. Nobody in his right mind 
seeks a loan or runs for office, 
as the case- may be, on a crop 
failure or a Bay of Pigs. The 
only time I’m interested in list­
ing my failures is on my in­
come tax report.

However, I’ve found it’s pretty 
hard to keep a banker or the 
American public in the dark very 
long, and most things eventually 
come out. The average man 
makes mistakes he’s not going toi 
be too harsh on an official when 
he makes one, and most people 
are judged not on how many 
mistakes they make but what 
they do in between mistakes. At 
least that’s what I try to tell 
my banker.

Now in Russia they’ve got 
managed news all right. When 
the government o-wns the news­
papers and the television and 
radio stations, it’s no trick at all. 
That is, it’s no trick to keep it 
out of print and o ff the air, but 
keeping it out of the people’s! 
minds is another thing. The Rus­
sian people may not be able to, 
read about Russian crop short­
ages, but I have a notion they 
know something happened to the 
food.

Occupants of group fallout shelters being. located and 
developed across the nation for millions of Americans 
would not find the nuclear emergency accommodations 
plush, or even very comfortable, but they would find food, 
water and other necessities already placed for their use.

Under the shelter program of the Department of De­
fense’s Office of Civil Defense, supplies of food and water, 
medical and sanitation items and a kit of radiation detec­
tion instruments will be provided for public shelter spaces. 
The National Fallout Shelter Survey has located 50 to 60 
million spaces in some 120,000 buildings.

By 1967, the Defense Department has projected 235 mil­
lion shelter spaces within the United States. This would 
provide day and night fallout shelters for everyone.

Supplies for 30 million shel­
ter spaces are now on order, 
including 150 million pounds 
of a special long-life canned 
biscuit, 265,500 medical kits 
and nearly a mUlion sanita­
tion kits. Tests conducted to 
find the best means of water 
storage in shelters have 
determined that lightweight 
metal containers with plastic 
inner liners would be best.

Specially-trained archi­
tects and engineers will thor­
oughly check all shelters for 
the amount of radiation 
shielding they offer, for avail­
able ventilation and power fa­
cilities, and for any changes 
the shelters might need to 
meet Federal standards. The 
present program is keyed to 
the stocking, starting later 
this year, of shelter spaces 
for 50 persons or more in 
which radiation would be cut 
to at least 1/lOOth of what it 
would be without protection.

Fallout Shelter 
Classes Offered

Courses are now being of­
fered by the Department of 
Defense, Office of Civil De­
fense, to train persons to in­
struct others in management 
of group fallout shelters.

'The classes at Brooklyn, 
N .Y., Battle Creek, Mich., 
and Alameda, Cadif., are 
open to persons assigned by 
local civil defense directors 
as shelter manager instruc­
tors or community shelter 
coordinators. Application 
should be made through local 
civil defense directors. Six- 
day courses will start on 
these dates:
