Wilson Gets Many Replies to Letter

Robert E. Wilson, Bovina farm-
er and a director of the Parmer
County Grain Sorghum Producers
Association, who wired Secretary
of Agriculture Benson April 23 urg-
ing him to support grain sorghums
comparable to the support given
corn, has received ‘“‘at least 20" let-
ters from senators and congress-
man concerning the wire.

Thanks for your telegram quoting

the one you have sent to Secretary
of Agriculture Benson in regard
to the urgent need for an increase
in the support price on grain sor-
ghums.

I agree with you fully and cannot
understand how the Agriculture
Department will justify increasing
the support level on corn and not
on this crop which is just as basic
to so many farmers in Texas.
Needless to say, I was sorely dis-
appointed over the President’s veto
of the farm bill including the pro-
vision to support feed grains at
85 per cent of parity. Since that
time, I have been working with
members of the Agriculture Com-
mittee and the Department to see
whether some type of new legisla-

tion can still be approved at this
session. At the moment, it is dif-
ficult to say what action will finally
be taken, but you may be sure of
my continued help in every way
possible both here in the Congress
and through the authority which is
already vested in the Agriculture
Department to increase the sup-
port level on these commodities,

Your wire reached me at almost
the same time I learned of the
President’s latest and highest bid

for the vote of the corn farmers.
I am advised this afternoon he an-
nounced he was going to pay corn
farmers in the commercial corn
area only $1.25 a bushel even when
they violated their acreage allot-
ments. As far as I know, this is
the first time the government has
ever seen fit to pay anybody for
violating their allotments d, of
course, he is going to pay them a
great deal more than he will pay
you as a sorghum grower although
you violate no regulation.

I can’t follow this line of reason-
ing except that the President ap-
parently believes he can buy the
support of corn States and that he
doesn’t think that the South will
sell out so cheaply. Of course, it
seems clear to me that this pro-

cedure is going to mean more
corn and, of course, his veto means
more feed grains. The difference is
going to be that the corn man is
going to get a good return whereas
you are going to do well if you can
break even. Of course, in the long
run, it is going to mean more grain
and that is finally going to mean
more Hvestock.,},can see no pros-
pect of a substantial and lasting
recovery in the cattle market
under these circumstances. In fact,
I just don’t see any chance of re-
covery until we make a change of
Administrations.
