Continued vigilance on the
part of ranchmen is advised, es-
pecially with fall goat shearing
underway in portions of the
county. All shearing wounds
should be treated before stock is
returned to the pasture to pre-
vent any infestation.

All suspected cases should be
treated at once, with extra at-
tention given to cleaning wounds
completely, and larvae specimens
turned in immediately to D. C.
Bruce or Pat Clifton at Twin
Oaks Motel.

About this time, unfortunately,
the fire of genius was just what
the examiners were demanding
proof of, before they would grant
a patent.

In 1952 Congress decided there
weren’t enough geniuses to go
around and changed the patent
laws.

The requirement, however,
proved no obstacle to: Mark
Twain, who received three pat-
ents. In 1873 he was awarded
one for “Mark Twain’s Self-Past-
ing Scrapbook,” a book of blank
pages coated with gum or ve-;
neer. He sold 25,000 copies dur-
ing the first royalty period, lead-
ing one writer to comment that
this “was weli enough for a book
that did not contain a single
word that critics could praise or
condemn.”

ficiences of the pool:

1. The walls of the pool are
not thick enough to support the
volume of water in the pool.

2. There is only one skim gut-
ter, located at one end of the
pool, where there should be gut-
ters all around.

3. The pool will not meet
health department specifications
that require filling and drawing
for every so many users.

4. Water is not clear enough
to satisfy health department re-
quirements that a standard size
disc be clearly visible at the deep
end of the pool.

5. The high driving board is
too close to the wall for safety.

6. Health department require-
ments call for a complete turn
over of water every six hours.

7. One wall has a six-inch
bulge resulting from inadequate
wall structure.

Green further advised that a
filter type pool, 40 by 75 feet,
would be adequate for use here,
meeting requirements of 20
square feet for each swimmer.
The filter type pool would in-
volve only addition of water in-
stead of draining and refilling,

Following the meeting, Lions
and city and county officials paid
a visit to the pool for inspection.
