Newspaper folks seem to have
taken newspaper publisher, Horace
Greely’s words, “Go west young
man’’, as the gospel.

Many of the great newspapers
in Southern California and Arizona
are the result of eastern report-
ers and editors taking this advice.
One of the famous newspaper men
of that.time, George Wilkins Ken-
dall, founder of the New Orleans
Times-Picayune, came west. But
not so far west as the others or to
engage in the newspaper business.
He came to west central Texas to
raise sheep.

Kendall settled in the Fredricks-
burg area during the 1850’s and is
regarded as one of the pioneers of
the Texas sheep ranching industry.

In a collection of letters written
to a ranching friend in Vermont
by the newspaperman-turned-sheep-
man, Kendell related his first visit
to his ranch and his encounter with
his sheepherder.

He wrote that his herder looked
like a hermit, armed with twin
Colt revolvers, two Bowie knives
and a sawed-off double barreled
shotgun for protection against
Comanches.

Kendall was astonished at the
harshness of the land and the de-
termination of people. He had ex-
pected quiet, green, pastoral scenes
that he was familiar with from
his travels to sheep-raising areas
in Scotland.

He stayed, though, until ill
health forced him to return to the
east.

Things probably have not changed
much since that time except for
the Comanches, the price of wool,
and the gospel of “Go west young
man’’.

Those 16 Amendments

The ballot for the November 8 election is not as
complicated as it may first look to the unsuspect-
ing voter who goes to the polls unprepared. Fully
one-half of the sheet is devoted to 16 constitutional
amendments; the other half offering the voter col-
umpns headed Democrat, Republican, Constitution,
and Conservative parties, and one headed write-in
—for those who are hard to please.

The following brief break down of the 16 consti-
tutional amendments is supplied through the cour-
tesy of Senator Murray Watson.

Amendment No. 9 — Increases number of judges
on the Court of Criminals Appeals to five and
lengthens the term. (S.J.R. No. 26)

Amendment No. 10 — Provides stability for school
taxes or bonds voted regardless of any changes
in district boundaries. (H.J.R. No. 65)

Amendment No. 11 — Allows issuance of addition-
al bonds by the Water Development Board and ex-
panding uses of such money. (S.J.R. No. 19)

Amendment No. 12 — Provides for methods of
dissolution of hospital districts. (H.J.R. No. 48)

Amendment No. 13 — Authorizes legislature to
provide for consolidating the functions of govern-
ment within large counties. (H.J.R. No. 69)

Amendment No. 14 — Allows members of the
armed forces to vote in Texas upon satisfying re-
quirements. (H.J.R. No. 38)

Amendment No. 15 — Authorizes the use of pri-
vate and federal funds through the state for train-

ing the handicapped by private and local agencies. |

Amendment No. 16 — Establishing the date on
which newly-elected members of the Legislature
qualify and take office.

A steer isn’t all steak. When
a 1,000 pound steer of high qual-
ity is marketed from a feedlot,
about 400 pounds will be removed
before the retailer buys its carcass
explains County Agent D. C.
Langford.

Thus the retail outlet receives
only about 60 percent of the steer’s

original weight. By the time the
meat is prepared for display, an-
other one-fourth of the carcass
weight is accounted for in waste
such as bone, fat and trimmings.
Much of this waste comes as 2
result of changing consumer pre-
ference for closely trimmed meats
and boneless cuts, says Langford.

Educafion Will Be Number 1 Problem
In Legislature Session, Says Barnes

Education is the No. 1 problem
that will face the next legislature,
says Ben Barnes, speaker of the
Texas . House.

Addressing the 40th annual meet-
ing of the Texas Home Demonstra-
tion Association recently, Barnes
said we will spend twice as much
on education in 1966 as in 1963.”

He emphasized that “we are al-
ready experiencing an enrollment
problem. By the year 2000, our
populationn will double, from 12 mil-
lion to 24 million,” Barnes predict-
ed.

Enrollment in the 22 state-sup-
ported colleges and universities was
200,000 this fall, Barnes said. ‘But
this will double to 400,000 in five
years,” he added.

The legislature must consider
money, planning and construction
of buildings—and the problem of
finding space for the buildings is
becoming more complex all the
time,” said Barnes.

cation, he said, is the high: percen-
tage of students who do not com-
plete high school. Only 54 in every
100 students graduate from high
school, and only 36 go to college.
Then only 18 get bachelor degrees,
and only 1 of the original 100 gets
a master’s degree or Ph.D.”

Barnes emphasized that Texas
schools are providing only 11 per-
cent of persons with graduate de-
grees needed by industry..

Yet more important, said Barnes,
is the problem of the 46 who do
not graduate. ‘‘Here, vocational and
technical training is needed to help
them increase their income.”

Tourism, highway safety and wa-
ter resources are other matters
that will face the legislature next
session, Barnes '.told the Texas
homemakers. More laws concern-
ing safe roads and driving are
expected to come before the 60th
Legislature, Barnes said.

Cattle Lice Control
Imporfant In Winfer

A noninfectious disease which at-
tacks the cerebral cortex of the
brain of affected animals has been
tabbed by veterinarians as ‘‘polio-
encephalomalacia.”

So far, it has not been reported
in Texas but has been described in
Colorado, Wyoming, South Dakota
and Michigan, says Dr. C. M. Pat-
terson, Texas A&M University Ex-
tension veterinarian. He adds that
a severe type and a mild type of
the disease have been found.

The severe type is usually seen
in feedlot cattle. In early stages
there is marked muscular tremors
and twitching of ears, eyelids and
facial muscles. Vision is impaired.

The milder type is observed in
pastured cattle in the summer. Af-
fected animals separate from the
herd, push against solid objects and
become blind. Twitching of the face
or ears, simulated chewing motions
and excess salivation is seen. Ani-
mals are not able to take roughage
into the mouth. There is no fever
and the disease runs its course in
from one to several days, says Pat-
terson.

The severe type Kkills about 90
percent of the diseased animals
and about 50 percent of those af-
fected by the milder form die. Re-
covery may be associated with
mental dullness and impaired vi-
sion.

Polioencephalomalacia affects an-
imals mostly in the 12 to 18-months
age group in the Hereford, Angus,
Holstein, Shorthorn and Guernsey
breeds.

The veterinarian says specific
cause of the disease is unknown
but toxins found in feeds have been
suspected. There is no specific
treatment, but Michigan reports in-
dicate that injections of B complex
vitamins apparently relieve some
animals.

Symptoms of the disease may be
confused with many others which
affect the brain including rabies,
sporadic bovine encephalomelitis
and listeriosis. A specific diagnosis
may be made in the laboratory
when the brain is examined by a
pathologist. The disease also af-
fects sheep and may be seen in
other domestic animals. It has not
been reported in man, and should
not be confused with poliomyelitis.

Pesticide Users
Should Use Care

The responsibilities of pesticide
users end with the safe disposal
of surplus material and ‘‘empty”
containers, reminds County Agent
D. C. Langford.

Regardless, he adds, of the
disposal method hazards can be
minimized by draining any pes-
ticide remaining in the container
into a pit (18 inches deep) dug
in sandy soil if possible; rinsing
glass and small metal containers
several times and putting the rinse
water into the pit; keeping lids
and bungs tightened at all times
when containers are not being
used and keeping all “empty”
containers in a secure storage
area until safe disposal can be
made.

Combustible containers, such as
cardboard boxes, paper bags and
plastic containers should be burn-
ed but only when conditions will
not cause smoke to drift over
nearby homes, people, livestock
or crops. Avoid breathing smoke
or fumes from the burning con-
tainers advises the county agent.

Metal containers should be punc-
tured on all sides and crushed.
Glass containers should be crush-
ed and both types should then be
buried in a pit dug on level ground
away from homes, wells, streams,
crops and livestock, suggests Lang-
ford. And, he cautions, don’t burn
weedkiller containers.

He emphasizes the importance
of storing remaining pesticides in
a separate building, ronm or en-
closure. The storage area should
be kept dry, well ventilated and
under lock and key. Weedkillers,
herbicides or defoliants - should
be stored in a separate room.

Storing and disposing of pesti-
cides and their containers in a
safe manner is an important part
of pesticide safety, concludes
Langford.
