Brucellosis Laws 
Amended by USDA

Brucellosis regulations governing 
the interstate movement of cattle 
have been amended to provide fur­
ther safeguards to animals mov­
ing through markets, the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture has an­
nounced.

Previously, cattle would move 
interstate when they had been 
tested for brucellosis at a mar­
ket and found negative. Now in 
addition, these animals must be 
from herds not kno™  to be af­
fected with brucellosis. ’This ap­
plies to animals moving through 
markets the same safeguards that 
have been in effect for m a n y  
years on the interstate movement 
of cattle directly from one farm 
or ranch to another. The amend­
ment was scheduled for publicat­
ion in the Federal Register Ap­
ril 12 and will become effective 
on publication.

Experience has revealed t h a t  
this additional precautionary mea­
sure needs to be initiated to pro­
tect the gains already made. To­
day, 92 percent of the Nation’s 
counties have achieved a Modi­
fied Certified Brucellosis status by 
reducing the incidence of the di­
sease to less than one percent of 
the cattle population. Approximat­
ely 31 percent of the N a t i o n ’s 
counties have reached the ultimate 
goal of the Cooperative State-Fed­
eral Brucellosis Eradication effort 
—a Certified Brucellosis F r e e  
Status.

lose nearly a dollar in purchas­
ing power in those same three 
years. It means that if a Texas 
family had 500 dollars in savings 
three years ago and has left it 
there, it has depreciated in buy­
ing value to only 460 dollars worth 
of savings.

It means that Texans who re­
tired with an annual retirement 
income of 25-hundred dollars three 
years ago have lost more than 
200 dollars of that annual income 
to inflation.

We face a 20-Billion-dollar debt 
this fiscal year. Next year it will 
be at least 10-Billion more. In 
five years it is 50-BiUion. The to­
tal indebtedness of our nation now 
more than 352-billion dollars.

That’s our debt. It’s growing 
by leaps and bounds. We keep 
spending abroad more than we 
earn abroad. Our interest rates 
are marked up to the highest lev­
els since the Depression.

We are in money trouble. And, 
we simply won’t get out of it with­
out cutting spending and bringing 
in more tax revenue. It’s a dis­
tasteful medicine—but it is a very 
sick patient we have on our hands.

We are a national family faced 
with potential bankruptcy. We 
have worried and talked for near­
ly a decade, now. If we don’t act 
promptly the next decade may be 
a sorry one, indeed, for our na­
tion.

CLASSIC GUIDELINES

Last week I invited 0. G. Bab­
cock, who was for many years 
associated with the Ranch Ex- 
er,periment Station as an entomo­
logist, to attend the final port­
ion of the sheep breeders’ field 
day.

Tw'o of the three speakers were 
from New Mexico. Hi Overton who 
spoke in a humorous vein and 
defined “ happiness”  as “ being in 
the sheep business.”  Too many 
sheep men, he pointed out, have 
a negative attitude. They need to 
be visionary. In the past twenty 
years in the United Kingdom the 
annual per capita lamb consump­
tion has increased from four to 
twenty pounds, while in the Unit­
ed States there has been little 
gain. He said sheepmen need to 
develope markets and raise sheep 
that produce good wool and good 
meat.

Another New Mexico sheepman, 
P. H. Harris, presented several 
charts showing the effects achiev­
ed by selective breeding on the 
basis of various factors in wool 
production.

Jim Menzies, of the Experiment 
Station, was the last speaker, who 
presented the figures showing the 
results of the 20th annual per­
formance test.

Be sure to give your 
social security number as well 
as your name and address, and 
indicate when you filed your re­
turn.

Millions of tax returns were fil­
ed in April, and our personnel 
are working on processing these 
returns as speedily and efficiently 
as they can. Requests to check 
on refunds slow this processing.

However, if you receive nothing 
after waiting ten weeks, and then 
write a thorough investigation wiU 
be made to determine the status 
of your refund.

a square yard. Ridge poles were 
formidable, w o o d e n  jobs, bulky 
and heavy. A typical four-man 
tent made from army duck wei­
ghed about 80 pounds.

The American Medical Asso­
ciation has for many years annu­
ally warned of the dangers inher­
ent in flammable fabrics. There are 
many injuries and not a few deaths 
every year—mostly in the winter 
» fro m  clothing fires.

This winter something new 
»--s been added to this danger—

:r clothing.
Paper clothing—mostly wom­

en’s dresses—is so new that as yet 
there are few data on the potential 
bum  dangers.

A top government safety offi­
cial warned recently that people 
who wear paper clothing 
burning themselves if they wear it 
near an open flame after it has 
been laundered, dry-cleaned, or 
worn in a soaking rain.

The Journal of the American 
Medical Association reports that 
approximately 2 million persons 
annually are burned severely 
enough to require medical atten­
tion, and that 100,000 of these re­
quire hospital care. About 2,000 
Americans die of burns each year. 
Far too many of these burn victims 
are injured when their clothing 
catches fire.

Whether the garment is paper 
or cloth, it might ignite if the 
wearer gets too close to an open 
flame. It’s a temptation to huddle 
close to a stove or fireplace on a 
cold morning. It also can be fatal.

Simple firescreens or protec­
tive shields can eliminate some of 
the danger from open flames. 
Check your home today for such 
potential hazards. If you find one, 
correct it promptly.

Using kerosene or a commer­
cial "fire starter” for the fireplace 
or barbecue grill also has potential 
hazards. If there are hot coals in 
the fireplace or grill, the volatile 
liquid may flare up or explode, 
especially in a closed room.

Little girls’ dresses with flimsy, 
flaring skirts are obviously a fire 
hazard. So are flowing robes and 
night gowns. Small boys in their 
blue jeans are much safer. But 
even jeans will flame up if ignited.

If someone’s clothing catches 
fire, roll him on the ground or 
floor, using a blanket or a rug to 
smother the flames. If the victim 
panics and runs, the flames will 
flare even higher.

Caiise and Effect
Was Mrs. O’Leary, whose cow 

kicked over the lantern, legally 
liable for burning down the whole 
city of Chicago? After all, if she 
had not left that lantern in the 
bam, the fire never would have 
gotten started in the first place.

Obviously, in following the 
chain of cause and effect, it is only 
fair to cut responsiblity at some 
point. Even if you do something 
wrong, the law won’t blame you 
for every single consequence, from 
here to eternity.

But just where is the cut­
off point? 'That is a cmcial issue 
in a great many of the personal 
injury suits so common in our 
courtrooms today.

To begin with, you are not liable 
at all if no causal connection can 
be shown. Suppose you are driv­
ing with an expired driver’s li­
cense, and a pedestrian steps in 
front of your car—too suddenly 
for you to stop.

True, you did wrong by driving 
with an expired license. But that 
would not make you liable for hit­
ting the pedestrian, since there 
was no causal connection between 
the two events.

Even assuming a causal connec­
tion, you are stiU not liable if your 
action was not the “ proximate”  
cause of the final harm.

What is a proximate cause? Of 
course, no two cases are identical. 
But what the law looks for most 
often is foreseeability. That is, you 
usually aren’t held liable if harm 
was not reasonably foreseeable as 
a result of your action.

On the other hand, if harm was 
indeed foreseeable, you may be 
responsible even if the exact form 
of the harm was not. Pulling away 
someone’s chair, making a minor 
bump likely, could lead to liability 
for a major injury as well.

What if there is an “ interven­
ing”  cause—some misconduct by 
a third party, following, your own 
misconduct, and leading to the

accident? Does that intervening 
cause let you “ off the hook” ?

Often it does. Yet you might 
still be liable if that intervening 
cause was something you could 
fairly have expected.

For example: a hardware deal­
er left a rake, standing upright, 
in a busy aisle. A small boy, run­
ning by, stepped on the teeth of 
the rake, snapping the handle a- 
gainst a woman’s head.

When she sued the hardware 
man for damages, he argued that 
his original error was nullified by 
the boy’s later misconduct in run­
ning through the aisle. However, 
the court held him liable in spite 
of this intervening cause.

Reason: he should have foreseen, 
when he left the rake there, that 
boys — especially small one—will 
be boys.

Texas Liquor Control Board is 
heading for an early showdown 
test of its new get-tough policies 
on subterfuge private clubs.

In a surprise order, the Board 
outlawed cash sales in all bottle 
clubs.

Some club operators, who al­
ready were complaining mightily 
about an earlier LCB directive 
prohibiting manager - m  e m b e rs 
from issuing guest cards to waUc- 
in customers, were hard hit. One 
promptly filed a lawsuit here to 
enjoin the board’s regulations.

Net result of the cash sale re­
quirement will be to eliminate the 
c a s u a l  guests, since operators 
wouldn’t want to run the risk of 
granting total strangers a month’s 
credit for a highly perishable com­
modity.

Hotel-motel clubs who expect to 
solve the problem by putting club 
charges on room tabs may find 
the Board’s definition of a cash 
sale quite restrictive: “ It shall be 
deemed that a cash sale has been 
made if payment for a service 
or commodity is made on the

Clubs also received a long list 
of new instructions for keeping 
records and running their affairs a- 
ccording to by-laws and through 
boards of directors.

More rules are expected to be 
forthcoming from the LCB. Times 
may be hard for all but strictly- ^  
private and proper clubs in the t, 
near future.

LCB Attorney Lynwood Elliott 
said he thinks the cash sale di­
rective will restrict clubs: “ I feel, 
quite frankly, that when you pro­
hibit a club from making a cash 
sale it will be less inclined t o 
serve the public at large and will 
start serving properly s c r e e  ned 
members.”

Situation is expected to bring 
new pressure for liquor-by-t h e- 
drink legislation. C l u b  owners 
claim they are being made po­
litical footballs.

AU Department of Public Safety 
officers have undergone an inten­
sive, accelerated r i o t  control 
training p r o g r a m .  Plans are 
drawn for maximum assistances to 
local authorities. State also is buy­
ing $200,000 worth of anti-r i o t 
equipment f o r  use of National 
and State Guards.

DPS reported it stands ready to 
make “ m a j o r  commitment”  of 
personnel and equipment on re­
quest from a local law enforce­
ment agency—although it hopes 
none will be necessary.

’The company, which contracted 
with the city for this and other 
engineering studies, first recom­
mended the conversion of the main 
power circuit, serving the wes­
tern portions of Sonora, to be 
more than doubled in its capa­
city. The circuit is presently a 
2.4 kilovolt circuit. Engineers rec­
ommend it be changed to a 7.2 kil­
ovolt capacity.

The circuit, the engineering 
firm says, is overloaded and cau­
ses the whole area to suffer ex­
treme low voltage each time the 
lights in the city recreation area 
are turned on. According to the 
firm, the conversion can be ac­
complished by changing only two 
transformers.

A second recommendation sug­
gests that several lines in the vi­
cinity of the railroad be increased

The engineers recommended the 
installation of several capacitors, 
devices designed to store power, 
in the vicinity of the commercial 
customers having a large motor 
load. The devices would control 
voltage when large machinery is 
turned on and prevent fluctua­
tion in power.

The fourth recommendation con­
cerned the installation of reclos­
ers on the 7.2 kilovolt circuits to 
improve the reliability of the e- 
lectrical system and continuity of 
service in case of line fault in one 
of the circuits.
