CONGRESSMAN O C FISHER

This telegram was received in
the news office December 12, and
postmaster James Trainer was also
notified by Congressman Fisher
that Sonora is assured of mail
delivery by postal carrier.

Trainer said two new employees
will be hired and applications will
be taken for those desiring to take
the civil service examination.

Applicants for post office posi-
tions who achieve an eligibility on
the examination will be considered
for employment in any post office
listed on the ‘“List of Post Of-
fices” provided an applicant. Eli-
gibles who wish to restrict their
availability for employment to just
one .or a few post offices must
specify the post office or offices
which they would accept an offer
of employment.

Trainer added that the post of-
fice department here has not re-
cently had any applications from
persons seeking an appointment
with the department. Applications
can be obtained at the local post
office, and all qualified applicants
will receive consideration for ap-
pointment without regard to race,
color, religion, national origin, sex,
political affiliations, or any other
nonmerit factor.

Trainer said that it is general
knowlege that veterans seeking ap-
pointment are automatically giv-
en a 5 point credit on the civil
service examination. Rate of pay
for a substitute employee who will
work approximately 40 hours per
week is $2.80 an hour, and the
hourly rate for a regular employee
with approximately 20 hours per
week is $2.72 an hour.

City To Install Street Markers

One of the big problems facing

the city will be the installation
of street markers at all intersec-
tions within the town that are not
now marked.

Trainer says he feels the respon-
sibility of numbering the houses
could probably be undertaken by
one of the civic organizations and
is not a problem for the individual
to be concerned with at this time.

Postal Patrons who plan to re-
ceive delivery will be responsible

for installing the proper mail re-
ceptacle. Some areas of town will
have curbside delivery only, while
others will have door delivery. Be-
fore mounting a receptacle, the
individual should check with the
post office to see which type of
delivery will be provided for his
particular part of town.

In having ninety days to pre-
pare for the actual start of de-
livery by carrier, Trainer says he
hopes most of the difficulties nor-
mally encountered in making this
type of transition can be over-
come within that period of time.

Sonora Broncos, led by all-state
halfback Ed Lee Renfro, thundered
to a 47-0 semi-final win over the
Clifton Cubs. The win bolstered
the Broncos season record to 12-2,
and added one more game to their
previous ten game winning streak.

Renfro scored 33 points while
picking up 281 yards on 12 car-
ries and did not see action in the
final quarter. Jesso Cook was the
number two rusher for Sonora al-
though he carried only once. Cook
ran a quarterback keeper for 72
vards and a Bronco tally. Sopho-
more fullback Kerry Joy pounded
out 58 yards on 14 carries.

Cub halfback Wayne Prescher
gained 107 yards on 26 carries.
Prescher was injured midway
through the third quarter on an
ankle tackle by Sonora’s safety
Sammy Perez. However, Prescher
returned in the final quarter but
was unable to continue his suec-
cessful runs.

Neither team could get its
passing attack to click while So-
nora tried 0-3 and Clifton 3-13. The
Bronco defense intercepted three
of Garland Braune's passes. Cook
snared two and Robert Mata one.

Sonora kicked off to begin the
game, but held Clifton and the
Cubs were forced to punt.

The Broncos wasted no time in
moving their offense. Mata return-
ed the punt 28 yards to set up
the ‘“Big Red” at Clifton’s 46.

Eight plays later Renfro went
off tackle for 17 yards and the
first Sonora touchdown of the night.
Renfro added his own extra point
and the Broncos led with 6:16 re-
maining in the first quarter.

The Broncos added a second
touchdown when Renfro rambled
66 yards to score with 7:19 Ileft
in the half. The drive covered 70
yvards and took three plays. Renfro
again added the PAT and it was
the Broncos 14, and Clifton 0.

The Broncos capitalized on the
Cub mishap and scored seven plays
later. Again it was Renfro who
climaxed the drive, this time on
a 39 yard sprint.

24 seconds before halftime, Mata
returned a pass interception 65
yards for the final Bronco score of
the half. Renfro’s PAT failed, but
the Sonora team led 24-0.

Clifton never seriously threaten-
ed at all during the first half,
but they seemed to have new life
as they came out in the second
half. They drove to the Bronco 2
before Prescher was thrown for
a five yard loss and the drive
fizzled.

Sonora Broncos took over on their
own seven and two plays later
they added six points to their tot-
al. The first play saw Joy hit
off-tackle for three yards, and then
Renfro rocketed down the sideline
for 90 yards and the fifth Sonora
touchdown. Bill Green booted the
point after and the Broncos led
34-0.

A fumble by Prescher gave the
Broncos the ball on the Cub 28.
Two plays later it was Renfro a-
gain. A 14 yard run through the
Clifton line and a Green extra
point made it 41-0 with 5:18 re-
maining in the third quarter.

The Cubs gathered their wits and
drove to the Bronco 25 before a
six-yard loss and pass incompletion
killed the drive.

Sonora wasn’t through and with
6:15 léft in the game, Cook, play-
ing quarterback behind his offen-
sive team composed of second and
third stringers, surprised the whole
Clifton team and galloped 72 yards
for the final Sonora score.

0. G. Bahcock Gives Insect Collection
Specimens To Angelo State College

~ Insect specimens collected over
nearly a lifetime in the West and
Southwest have been given to the
Angelo State College biology de-
partment by Orville G. Babcock,
former longtime entomologist for
the U. S. Bureau of Entomology.

Babcock, 83, turned his collection
over to ASC after deciding to re-
side temporarily in Houston at the
home of his son-in-law and daugh-
ter, Dr. and Mrs. Robert H. Kok-
ernot. He said he hoped the in-
sects would be helpful to zoology
students.

“The collection will be extreme-
ly valuable to the college.” said
Dr. Gordon Creel, head of the ASC
biology department. ‘“This is the
sort of thing that takes a life-
time to put together and Mr. Bab-
cock has spent a lifetime on this
collection. Now he has turned it
over to us and we’re extremely
grateful.”

Along with the collection of
thousands of insects, the retired
entomologist has given the college
a collection of some 200 samples
of native woods, also from the
Western and Southwestern states.
Each sample comprises a cross
section, longitudinal section and
bark segment of some particular
tree or shrub.

Babcock also turned over to
ASC his accumulation of thousands
of reprints of scientific articles,
including many of his own, and
a box of original documents deal-
ing with his pioneer work in the
use of sulphur in parasite control.
In addition, he is giving the col-
lege a collection of scientific jour-
nals dating back to the 1920’s.

Dr. Creel said all of the items
will be extremely useful to zool-
ogy and botany students, espec-
ially after graduate studies are in-
agurated in those fields. Wood
samples, he said, are not avail-
able commercially and the scien-
tific papers and journals are no
longer available in their original
forms.

Creel said Babcock’s work ‘with
sulphur in parasite control was
“of inestimable economic value”
for a period of 39 years—or until
more sophisticated insecticides
were developed during recent
years.

All of what Babcock terms his
“bug collection” is being cata-
logued by ASC scientists and the
insects are being placed in her-
metically sealed cases.

The documents, including scores
of autographed papers written by
Babcock, will be preserved in the
biology department’s museum and
will be available for research by
advanced students.

One of the papers describes a
new genus and species of louse
discovered by Babcock and H. E.
Ewing during the winter of 1932.

The parasite was found on a
month-old peccary (javelina) cap-

tured about halfway between Juno
and the Pecos River in Southwest
Texas. After determining that the
“bug” had not been reported pre-
viously, the two scientists named
it ‘‘Pecaroecus javalii” and de-
scribed it in a scientific paper.
Another parasite later was named
after Babcock, in recognition of
his pioneer work in parasite con-
trol.

¥ Babcock retired in 1948 after 30
years of service in the Bureau of
Entomology. Most of that time was
spent working out of the Ranch
Experiment Station.

A native of Colorado, Babcock
was reared on a farm near Den-
ver and attended public schools
there. He graduated from Colo-
rado A&M, now Colorado State Un-
iversity, at Fort Collins in 1910
after working in the metal mines
in Silver Plume and Cripple
Creek and in a sugar beet factory
as a chemist. After receiving his
B.S. degree with major in horni-
culture and minor in entomology,
he worked briefly for the U. S.
Reclamation Service. ;

“Then I got into bugs,” Babcock
said.

He spent a summer collecting
fossils for the University of Wy-
oming, before going to the Uni-
versity of Maryland, then an agri-
cultural college, where he spent
two years teaching entomology and
doing research work in botany. It
was in Maryland that he and the
late Mrs. Babcock were married
following her graduation from the
University of Wyoming.

After his work at the Univer-
sity of Maryland, Babcock went
to the University of Minnesota
where he was a teacher, research-
er and extension worker. He start-

ed work for the Bureau of Ento-

mology in 1918.

One of Babcock’s most notable ‘

assignments was exploratory work
in entomology in the Carlsbad
Caverns in 1924, prior to opening
of the caves to the public. He
and Dr. L. H. Bailey were com-
missioned by the National Geo-
graphic Society to do a study of
life in the caverns. Babcock did
the insect phase of the study and
Bailey examined mammalian life.

The veteran entomologist has
been staying with Dr. and Mrs.
Kokernot in Houston since the
death of Mrs. Babcock in Sonora
October 5. He has one other daugh-
ter, Mrs. Edward B. Tipton Jr.
of Houston, and a son, Kenneth
K. Babcock of McCamey.

ASC biologists are transferring
Babcock’s ‘“bug collection” from
the handmade boxes in which he
kept the specimens to sealed cas-
es in the college’s new science
building in order that the boxes
can be returned to their maker.

“We think he may want to start
another collection,” explained Dr.
Wilmot Thorton of ASC, longtime
friend of the Kokernots.

Dealers Selling Firearms, Ammunifion

Confronted By Strict

A new law went into effect De-
cember 16, covering the purchase
of ammunition and firearms. It
also covers the sell of firearms
and other ‘‘weapons’”’ to minors,
or youths under eighteen.

Public Law 90-618 passed by the
90th Congress October 22, 1968, is
headed ‘‘an act to amend Title 18,
United States Code, to provide for
better control of the interstate traf-
fic in firearms.”

In checking the bulletin issued
to George Barrow of Barrow Jew-
elry and Sporting Goods, some of
the rules pertaining to the sell of
firearms and ammunition are as
follows:

First, if the merchant wants to
continue selling ammunition he
must obtain a license which will
cost $10 a year.

Second, he must file a form en-
titled ‘Firearms Transaction Re-
cord”, recording the name, age, an
residence of each purchaser, along
with other information.

A dealer must not sell if he has
reasonable cause to believe pur-
chaser is ...

—a fugitive from justice or un-
der indictment or has been con-
victed of a felony.

—a narcotics addict.

—unlawful user of marijuana or
other drug. :

—an adjudged mentally incom-
petent person.

ed also. The State law for Texas
(Tex. Penal Ann.) an act cited as
“Gun Control Act of 1968”, reads
as follows, in part:

“any person who sells, or gives
a minor, pistol, dirk, dagger,
slung shot, blackjack, hand chain,
night stick, pipe stick, sword cane,
spear, bowie knife, or a knife with
a blade over 5 inches in Iength
without written consent of a par-
ent or guardian of such minor,

shall be fined not less than $25
nor more than $200 .

The lengthy document was sent
by the Internal Revenue Service,
alcohol and tobacco tax division,
and Barrow said he thought the
simpliest thing for most merchants,
“or at least speaking for myself—
is to turn the document over to a
tax attorney to be sure that every-
thing is clearly understood in re-
gards to the sell of ammunition,
et cetera.”

As one man said, “all these new
laws are enough to make any
dealer think twice.”

Texas offers: one 'type of fish-
ing that recognizes no particular
season.

The day can be as hot as blazes
—or as cold as the nose of houn’
dog on a frosty morning—but this
kind of fishing is always good.

We're talking about snapper fish-
ing off the coast of Texas.

Year in and year out you can
catch snapper if you are willing
to take the punishment dealt by
the weather.

Actually, it isn’t the heat or the
cold that will stop you from catch-
ing snapper. It's the wind and the
waves. Sometimes the waves get
mighty ‘‘high—and wide’”’ between
the shore and the snapper reefs.
But if you can whip them, you've
got it made—summer or winter.

Most snapper fishing on the Tex-
as Gulf Coast has been done out
of Galveston and Freeport. They
are not too far apart, and usually
the fishermen go into virtually the
same area. There is a heavier
concentration of party boats around
Freeport so it is safe to say that
most of the snapper fishing for
sport is out of there.

You can reach snapper banks
from many other places along the
coast — such as Port Arthur, and
Port Isabel, and the Corpus Chris-
ti area.

There’s another access point, too.
It’s out of Port Mansfield. These
new banks are located closer to
the mainland but as yet the gen-
eral public hasn't become aware
of their existance.

Since the banks out of Port Mans-
field are close enough they can
be fished with outboards. Difficul-
ty is that few of these smaller
boats are equipped to locate the
banks.

Actually, successful snapper fish-
ing depends almost entirely on lo-
cating the reefs. Most of them are
down from 10 to 40 fathoms, and
some even deeper. It takes a good
boatman with proper electronic e-
quipment to locate them. Some-
times due to the wind and wave
action, it is even difficult for the
experienced boatman to find them.

But once you're over the:banks,

There’s Still Time to shop Wes-

it becomes fairly simple to get
all the snapper you want. And for
a bonus you might catch a dozen
different species of deep water
fish, including ling, grouper, jew-
fish, kings, and quite often sharks.

Snapper fishing off the party
boats usually is the meost produc-
tive. Sometimes a boat will return
to its dock by 6 o’clock with its
ice boxes loaded down with a ton
of snapper. And every fisherman
completely worn out.

Hauling up one of these fish
from the bottom — with a heavy
rod and reel — is a pretty good
chore. Some weigh as much as 30
pounds. After you catch a few big
ones you are ready for a rest
and something to eat.

It takes very little preparation
to go on a’ party boat fishing trip.
Party-boats operators know your
needs and are ready to serve.

Most of the regular snapper
fishermen have their own equip-
ment. It consists of a heavy rod
not more than 5 feet long and not
less than a 4-0 reel and a line
that will test over 100 pounds.

You’ll need a heavy rig. It con-
sists of a steel or heavy mono-
filoment leader, with two hooks
at the end of the stageons extend-
ing from heavy swivels. Some 16-
ounce lead weights are tied to the
end of the leader. Their purpose

is to carry your bait quickly to
the bottom. Usually the water depth
will be at least 150 feet. Extra
large, heavy hooks are a neces-
sity.

A few personal items chould he
part of your equipment. These in-
clude heavy canvas gloves to use
while handling the fish, a pair of
fish grippers or heavy pliers, and
a large ice box cr garbage pail
in which to carry your fish.

Another must is an old hand tow-
el. Tuck it under yeur belt and
use it to wipe your hands after

handling the slimy fish or after
baiting your hook with frozen
squid or sand {rout. Bait is furn-
ished by the operators when you
sign on to one of the party boats.
If you do not have this equip-
ment’ and don’t want to acquire
it for such an occasional trip, it
can be rented from the boat op-
erator for a nominal price.
Operators furnish the ice. Also
drinking water. Take along plenty
of food and beverage because you
will build up quite an appetite.
Better take along some sea sick-
ness pills, too, just in case.
Whenever you want to go snapper
fishing, write the chamber of com-
merce in any of these coastal cit-
ies and you will get detailed in-
formation.
