flying champagne corks.

“A flying champagne cork can
pop with the impact of a mine
blast,” says Dr. John W. Ferree,
director,  ““and the cork can reach
the eye from 2 feet away in less
than .05 of a second—faster than
the blink reflex.”

This is not
intended to be a ‘crusading’ col-
umn, but I thought if the proper
persons were informed about this
situation, a miracle might happen.

There is a new home going up
on the old highway out by the
Carl Cahill plant. We understand
it is to be the new address for
the Jack Sharp family.

I suppose the ‘flu’ has reached
epidemic proportions in Sonor a,
judging by the crowded condition
of our hospital. I tried to go into
Ruth Shurley Jewelry, but found a
note on the door stating that both
Ruth and Helen Johnson were ill.
Later Ruth called and said they
were both in the hospital.

Incidentally, it is bad enough to
be in the hospital under the best
of conditions, but such an exper-
ience assumes tragic proportions
when one is hospitalized hundreds
of miles from home and is deaf
so that he cannot communicate by
telephone with his family.

I received a long distance call
from Louisiana last week anxiously

inquiring about a couple from Bat-
on Rouge who had been involved
in an accident near here on De-
cember 21 and hospitalized. Both
were deaf and the relatives were
concerned. Fortunately, they were
well cared for and making nice
recovery, and I sent reassuring
word back to their relatives.

It was good to see at least one
Bronco on each of the All West
Texas teams named in Sunday’s
Standard-Times. Ed Lee and Eras-
mo were on the first string, of-
fensive and defensive; and Monte
and Jim on the two second string
teams. We are eager to see how
many Broncos make the All State
Team which should be named be-
fore this is in print.

Sergeant Santos and platoon lead-
er First Lieutenant James Clark
of Reno, Nevada, directed a base
of fire that eliminated two of the
enemy. Much of this fire power
was provided by M-60 machine-
gunner, PFC Ronald McDonald,
Tupelo, Mississippi, who moved un-
der fire from his position in the
left flank as soon as the initial
contact was made.

The third Viet Cong was stopped
as he fled by PFC Joe Garcia of
Galveston, who chased the enemy.

Later, a search of the surround-
ing jungle revealed many bunkers
and fighting entrenchments in the
early stages of construction.

for it by Congress. It has no right
to prevent mere salesmanship, even
though exuberant. For example:

The FTC objected to the claim
that a certain weight reduction plan
was ‘“‘easy to follow”. But a court
overruled the FTC’s objection.

“The term is obviously relative,”
said the court. “Such words as
‘easy,’ ‘perfect,” ‘amazing,’ ‘prime,’
‘wonderful,” ‘excellent’ are regard-
ed in law as mere puffing, upon
which no charge of misrepresen-
tation can be based.”

On the other hand, the FTC may
indeed stop outright deception, not
only in the field of health but in
most other fields of business ac-
tivity as well.

Thus, the FTC has struck down
a ‘“French” perfume that never
saw France, a ‘‘university”’ that
had neither faculty nor library, and
a “lifetime guarantee’” good for
one year only.

At first, the FTC was set up
primarily to protect one business-
man from another. It could take
action against a false claim only
if honest businessmen were being
harmed by their dishonest com-
petitor.

But under a late amendment,
the FTC was made the champion
of the consumer as well. Even if
other businessmen do not complain,
the FTC may step in to protect
the consumer from being duped.

In other words, the law has re-
treated from the old marketplace
rule of ‘“‘caveat emptor—Ilet the buy-
er beware.” As the Supreme Court
said, in holding an FTC order a-
gainst a phony ‘‘free book” deal:

“Laws are made to protect the

trusting as well as the suspicious.
The rule of caveat emptor should
not be relied upon to reward fraud
and deception.”
