Did you know that at present 
there is no federal law which 
prohibits the transportation of nar­
cotics across state lines? That 
there is no federal law which 
makes it illegal for an adult to 
involve a juvenile in an illegal 
drug transaction?

These and other shortcomings 
of Federal drug laws will be dis­
cussed when the Education and 
Labor Subcommittee reconvenes 
in Washington, September 8, af­
ter a series of hearings across the 
nation.

Representative James M. Col­
lins will propose a bill to provide 
a minimum of 10 years and a 
maximum of a life sentence in a 
federal prison for t h o s e  who 
transport drugs across state lines. 
Similar penalties would be in­
corporated in the bill for adults 
employing juveniles in illegal 
drug actions.

The West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce, meeting in A l p i n e  
August 15, passed a resolution 
urging the State Legislature make 
any new and necessary taxes 
take the form of direct rather 
than indirect taxes. This, they 
said, would let the ultimate tax- 
payer-consumer KNOW what tax­
es he is paying.

The resolution points out that 
indirect taxes, often called “ hid­
den,”  are placed on business and 
industry rather than the consum­
er. The taxes are passed along 
as a part of the purchase price, 
but the consumer does not know 
that he is paying the tax.

This round-about way of collect­
ing taxes, aside from not being 
evident to the purchaser, hinders 
a healthy business climate, does 
not attract new business and in­
dustry, and does not inform the 
consumer that he is paying tax­
es says the W.T.C.C.

And one sure way to determine 
the social conscience of an indi­
vidual is to get his tax reaction.

Elvery since 1776 that stuggle 
(to divide fairly among the people 
the obligation to pay) has been 
between two forces. On the one 
hand there has been the vast ma­
jority of our citizens who believe 
that the benefits of democracy 
should be extended and who are 
willing to pay their fair share to 
extend them. On the other hand, 
there has been a small, but power­
ful group which has fought the 
extension of these benefits, be­
cause it did not want to pay a 
fair share of the cost.

This portion of a speech by 
former Senator Paul H. Douglas 
of Illinois seems timely while the 
question of tax reform is fresh in 
the minds of Americans.

Although Americans might dif­
fer in the ways they would re­
form taxes, most agree that a 
reform of some sorts is needed. 
Here is an example of how the 
present law affords some of those 
citizens most able to pay taxes 
an escape from their share of 
the cost of running the country.

The present law allows individ­
uals to receive several kinds of 
income. Income such as wages 
is fully accounted for on the tax 
return and subject to the rates 
in the tax table. Other income is 
exempt or partially exempt from 
taxes.

One such exemption is 50 per­
cent of the gain made from the 
sale of property held for more 
than six months. This is a capi­
tal gain and one-half the money 
that this taxpayer makes is not 
subject to taxes. ’This is not the 
only advanage he has over the 
wage earner. He is also permitted 
to reduce the balance of his in­
come by the full amount of de­
ductible expenses including those 
expenses that were incurred in 
making the gain.

The U. S. ’Treasury Department 
details an example where a tax­
payer with earnings in excess 
of $1% million was able to take 
advantage of these two loopholes 
and paid only $383 in taxes. This 
is about what a family of four 
with an income of $5,500 per year 
pays. This taxpayer, in round 
figures, has capital gains of $1,210 
000. He only had to report one- 
half of that—$605,000. He was also 
allowed to deduct $588,000 in inter­
est that undoubtedly was used to 
finance the purchase of this prop­
erty. This double loophole reduc­
ed his capital gain income to 
$17,000.

Other deductions offset other 
income so that he was taxed on
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only $2,386. His $383 tax bill was 
only three one hundredths of one 
percent of his income. Most tax­
payers in the $5,000 to $15,000 
pay bracket pay between 10 and 
20 percent of their income—300 
to 600 times this rate.

Tliat a situation like this can 
happen is surely proof enough 
that our tax laws could stand a 
thorough and compressive study 
and reform which would see that 
all who enjoy the benefits of 
American government pay their 
fair share of the cost.

some of the problems they’ll be 
facing after they leave the aca­
demic world,”  so he has come 
up with a plan to let college 
students take off from classes a 
few months at a time and work 
with ranchers and other rural 
people who he says are for the 
most part living below the pover­
ty level. He proposes that they 
teach the ranchers how to pro­
duce more, how to market it 
more intelligently, how to eat a 
more balanced meal, etc.

I am interested in this pro­
gram, I ’ve got a fence around 
my pasture out here that’s so far 
below the poverty level I figure 
it’ll take the riot leaders from at 
least 14 colleges to fix. Another 
10 or 12 could vent their virath 
on my barn, but I ’d like to spec­
ify rioters specializing in Engine­
ering because the first thing an 
ordinary English major would do 
is pull the props out on the 
north side, which is the direction 
it’s leaning in, at a great loss 
not only to Literature but to my 
bam.

As for teaching me how to 
market my produce and eat a 
balanced meal, I won’t want to 
impose on these college k i d s ,  
they may not be that mad. If 
they’ll handle the producing end 
of the job and get the stuff 
grown, gathered and loaded and 
into town. I’ll take over and han­
dle the marketing and buying of 
a balanced meal.

I never dreamed I had the an­
swer to college rioting right here 
under foot.

The Texas Legislature is roar­
ing through the final week of a 
called special session with accom­
plishment of its major goals—a 
doption of a budget and a tax 
bill— in sight.

Senate scored a major break­
through on its tax bill after a 
four hour floor debate and days 
of gloomy predictions of a dead­
lock.

Here are how tax bills passed 
by the House and Senate stack- 
up, pending conference committee 
adjustment:

Senate—An increase in the sales 
tax rate from three to 3.25 per­
cent with the levy extended to 
beer-liquor and telephone - tele­
graph services; four cents a pack 
increase in the cigarette tax, from 
11 cents to 15 cents; 50-cent raise 
in corporation franchise tax rate 
(to $3.25 per $1,000) with base for 
computing the tax expanded to 
include 25 percent of out-of-state 
sales; boost in the natural gas 
production tax from seven to eight 
percent and addition of a new 
documentary stamp tax of 50 cents 
per $500 value on land transfer 
documents.

House—An increase in the sales 
tax rate to 3.5 percent; a new 
service tax of the same amount 
on telephone and telegraph, pro­
fessional entertainment, auto, ap­
pliance and jewelry repairs, park­
ing, laundry and dry cleaning; 
a five cents a pack raise in the 
cigarette tax and a 10-cent trans­
action levy on sale or purchase 
of stocks and other securities.

Total yield of the House bill 
was calculated at about $325 mil­
lion. Senate biU originally was 
figured at $360 million, but a 
delay in its effective date may 
reduce the take sharply.

Senate bill would share with 
those cities levying a local sales 
option tax the new income from 
tax on telephone and telegraph 
and alcoholic beverages. House 
bill did not propose such sharing 
from services levy.

Differences in the $1.2 billion 
Senate and $1.1 billion House gen­
eral revenue budgets also are be­
ing hastily adjusted.
WELFARE BENEFITS TO RISE 

Proving that what comes down 
eventually will go up, state wel­
fare benefits will increase Sep­
tember 1.

Aid to families with Dependent 
Children (AFDC), sharply reduc­
ed May 1 due to fund shortages, 
will rise least 50 percent.

Maximum grants to the aged 
will increase from $110 to $125 a 
month. Aid to the disabled maxi- 
mums will go up from $84 to $100 
and aid to the blind from $96 
to $110.

Increases were made possible 
by voters August 5 adoption of 
the constitution amendment t o 
raise the welfare spending ceiling 
from $60 million to $80 million 
a year.

Public welfare board authorized 
an increase in AFDC to 75 per­
cent of budgeted family needs. 
AFDC checks were reduced May 
1 to 50 percent of budgeted needs.

New level of assistance will rep­
resent a 30 percent increase over 
the average AFDC grant as of 
Jan. 2, 1968, effective date of a 
federal requirement that by last 
July 1 amounts used to deter­
mine needs in the AFDC pro­
gram must reflect regular cost- 
of-living increases.
PRIVATE CLUBS RULES STAND 

An Austin district court has 
refused to block Texas Liquor 
Control Board from enforcing new 
rules for private clubs effective 
Septemeber 1.

Club operators asked the Board 
for a delay pending their appeal, 
but the Borad said its rules ap­
pear clear enough and will be 
enforced pending an a d v e r s e  
court order.

Primarily at issue are sections 
of the rules which would require 
that club guests be personally in­
troduced by a regular club mem­
ber or accompanied by a mem­
ber and that bills incurred be 
sent to and paid by a member. 
Latter would ban cash sales by 
clubs.

LCB member Joe Burkett Jr. 
of Kerrville told complaining club 
operators they may be needlessly 
“ gun-shy” . .Agency, said Burkett, 
is not interested in making un­
warranted arrests and prefers 
a “ warning system”  to a “ com­
plaint system.”

“ The Board has no desire to 
be punitive,”  said Chairman Tom 
Gordon of Abilene. “ But it is 
our duty to enforce the Texas 
Liquor Control law—and that is 
precisely what we intend to do.”

Gene Ralph Daniels; Hyden Al­
bert of Austin, supervisor of Tex­
as Department of Public Safety 
polygraph section; Bobby Harvel 
Musser of Houston; James David­
son Williams of Dallas; William 
Dodge Starcher of Lubbock and 
Dee Estes Wheeler of Fort Worth.

Dr. Billy R. Walker, Ph. D., 
of Abilene was named Saturday 
as superintendent of San Angelo 
Center for Mentally lU and Men­
tally Retarded. He has been as­
sistant superintendent of Abilene 
State School since 1967.

DPS promoted to Texas Ranger 
captains Sgt. Bill Wilson of Aus­
tin and Sgt. J. F. (Pete) Rogers 
of Houston. Wilson will command 
Company B in Dallas, and Rog­
ers Company C in Lubbock.

ATTORNEY GENERAL RULES
State Board of Insurance can 

consider insurance company in­
vestment income in setting auto 
coverage premium rates, Atty. 
Gen. Crawford C. Martin has 
held in a new opinion. But Mar­
tin said he could offer no advice 
as to whether the Board should 
take investments into considera­
tion in rate making.
, In other recent opinions, Martin 
held that:

New theft-of-fish law may be 
enforced by Parks and Wildlife 
Department officer if the offense 
is committed in their presence 
or view and fish taken from the 
fish farm have value in excess 
of $200. Otherwise, enforcement 
lies with regular peace officers.

Dimmitt Feed Yards Inc., a 
custom cattle feeding lot, is not 
obligated to furnish to county 
tax assessor a list of the names of 
those owning cattle located with­
in its confines on January 1. 
WATER STUDY

Rep. Bill Clayton of Springlake 
introduced a resolution creating 
a legislative-citizens study com­
mittee to take a full look a the 
Texas Water Plan, now that the 
voters refused to approve the $3.5 
billion state bond issue to help 

, finance the 50-year water pro­
gram.

Committee would be composed 
of three private citizens, three 
senators and three representa­
tives. T h e y  would investigate 
other possible ways of financing 
the state water plan. Opponents 
of the bond issue raised the ques­
tion that the effect of 67 reser­
voirs and two large canals on the 
ecology of the state had not been 
given enough consideration by the

Texas Water Development Board. 
Committee would hold hearings 
over the state on that.

Recommendations w o u l d  be 
made to the' Legislature in 1971, 
thus making it possible for a new 
election to be held that year or 
in 1972 on a finance plan.

If the shipping department of a factory had not made an error, the world would 
never have known of Musa-shiya the Shirtmaker and the most astounding advertis­
ing campaign in history would never have been launched.

Following World W ar I an English textile factory was getting back on a peacetime 
basis. In error it sent a full five year backorder of shirting material to Musa-shiya, a 
Japanese shirtmaker who operated a small shop in Honolulu. Business was poor and 
Musa-shiya was near bankruptcy, when the customs office informed him that certain 
bales of cloth and a fat bill for duties awaited his pleasure at the port of Honolulu.

When the little shirtmaker realized what had descended upon him, he asked for 
time and went into the silence for purpose of mental refreshment. Remembering a 
friend in a big mercantile establishment, he hied himself there and sought counsel. 
How in the name of the horned prophet of evil was he ever to get rid of all that 
English shirting? And in the meantime where was he to put it? His little box of a 
shop wouldn't hold one bale.

"You 'll have to advertise," advised his friend. "Leave it to me. I'll have our adver­
tisement agents help you out."

This merely compounded the little Japanese shirtmaker's troubles. Advertising to 
him was an uncharted sea. The advertising agent called on Musa-shiya and sug­
gested $300 as a modest starter. "Too-o-o much. Maybe I think thirty dollar plenty," 
said the shirtmaker. He was told that wouldn't even get him in print. The agent ex­
plained the costs of various advertisements and finally Musa-shiya agreed to try the 
plan and what was destined to be the most astounding and far-reaching campaign 
in the history of advertising was launched.

Exclusive of storek, which find most easi­
ly, many persons not finding little shop of Musa-shiya the shirtmaker in King Street, 
Makai side, between fish market and river."

Tourists started sending copies of Musa-shiya's ads to their friends in many coun­
tries. Soon Musa-shiya was receiving orders from all over the world as well as doing 
a thriving business in Hawaii.

And that is the story of how a well planned, small advertising campaign made an 
unknown Japanese shirtmaker not only wealthy but world famous.

Your local newspaper doesn't promise to duplicate this story for its advertisers, but 
it does take your sales message into the homes of your customers where full and 
careful consideration is given your suggestions. Who knows, perhaps you too can be 
a Musa-shiya.

A tax bill in the House, and 
funds for ABM in the Senate, 
got approval last week, as Con­
gress prepared for a 3-week Sum­
mer recess. The 367-page tax mea­
sure contains some desirable pro­
visions and some equally objec­
tionable ones.

It is replete with technicaUties 
and confusion, which prompted 
an Assistant Secretary of Treas­
ury to say the bill would better 
be known as “ the lawyers and 
accountants relief act of 1969!”  
It was a mother-hubbard effort, 
and the committee which drafted 
it did so hurridly and under con­
siderable pressure in time.

It deals with Foundations, which 
need to be dealt with. It contains 
provisions which may discourage 
charitable donations. It jeopardiz­
es the saleability of municpal and 
school bonds by diluting the incen­
tive for their purchase. The bill 
cuts oil depletion allowance down 
to 20 percent—which action stands 
a good chance of nudging the 
retail price of gasoline to con­
sumers up by a cent or two a 
gallon.

The measure does provide for 
some needed graduated t a x  
reliefs, and it assures that no one 
in high income brackets will es­
cape paying taxes.

Because of so many unknowns 
in the bill and some objection­
able features, I w'as constrained 
to vote against it. I thought it 
needed further study. But it’s a 
start, and it is certain the Senate

Grass fires continue to plague 
ranchers, and three worn-out fire­
fighting trucks used to make out 
of town trips make even getting 
to the ranch fire a problem.

patrolled through the night, but 
started again the next day and 
burned another 25 acres Sunday. 
The fire department again was 
called to help put out the fire.

James Hunt said Tlieday a few 
stumps were still smoldering, but 
thought the fire was under con­
trol. The county put up a fire 
guard around the area.

Still smoldering Wednesday is 
a fire that started Sunday on 
the Aldwell ranch. It burned a- 
bout 100 acres, but was under 
control Monday evening. It is still 
being watched since it is in an 
area where cedar has been push­
ed. The cedar is still smoldering, 
and grass catches fire again 
when the wind blows. S t o c k  
sprayers are being used now to 
control new flames.

Other fires have been at the 
Buster Shroyer ranch Saturday, 
the Bubba Whitehead ranch in 
Edwards County and the Burton 
ranch (old Mary Luckey ranch).

The Hunt and Aldwell f i r e s  
were in the back of the pas­
ture and the Luckey fire was 
caused by lightning. Whitehead’s 
fire started from the highway 
shoulder, probably by a motorist.

There was also a small grass 
fire in the city limits August 8 
behind the Joe Martinez house.

Carroll explained that there are 
27 firemen a n d  about fifteen 
of these volunteers man the old 
trucks when they answer a fire 
call in the country. The remain­
der of the men and the two new­
er trucks stay in town should a 
fire break out in Sonora.

He described the trucks used 
to fight country fires as old and 
obsolete. “ On occasion the fire­
men start to a ranch fire with 
three trucks and get there with 
one. The other two have to be 
towed back to town for repairs,”  
he said.
