Texas Lags In Voter Registration
In 1970, Texans will elect a 

United States Senator, Governor 
and Lt. Governor, plus Congress- 
njen. State Senators and House 
Representatives. The outcome of 
these elections will be determined 
by the number of voters register­
ed in the three days before voter 
registration ends January 31.

Local offices of county clerk, 
county treasurer, county judge, 
two county commissioners, and 
the office of justice of the peace 
are Sutton County offices open 
to election.

Texas lags behind the nation in 
voter registration. Ohio, for ex­
ample, a state of similar size, 
registers more than 5,000,000 vot­
ers, while Texas has never reg­
istered more than 4,000,000.

recorded history.

In 1840 the one vote of a miller 
in Indiana started a chain of 
events which ultimately brought 
five states, including Texas, into 
the Union. The miller intended 
to stay home and grind flour 
but was finally persuaded by a 
friend to go vote. The candidate 
for whom he voted was elected 
to the State Legislature by one 
vote.

In those days U.S. Senators 
were chosen not by popular vote 
but by the selection of the State 
Legislature. TTie Indiana Legis­
lature elected Edward A. Hanne- 
gan to the U. S. Senate by the 
margin of one vote—the vote of 
the State Legislator from the mil­
ler’s district.

In Washington Senator Hanne- 
gan, acting as presiding officer 
of the Senate, cast the deciding 
vote which broke a deadlock over 
admitting Texas as a state. That 
one vote led to the war with Mex­
ico, the end result being a land 
purchase treaty for new terri­
tory which is now California, New 
Mexico, Utah and Arizona.

Not convinced about one vote 
being important?

In 1812 our Congress declared

war on England by the margin 
of one vote.

In 1876 Rutherford B. Hayes 
became President by one elec­
toral vote.

By the margin of one vote the 
Selective Service Act of World 
War II was passed in the U. S. 
House of Representatives.

And so it goes. One vote does 
count.

income) levied, assessed or im­
posed subsequent to July 1, 1969, 
upon or allocable to the Com­
pany’s distribution operations, by 
any new or amended law, ordi­
nance or contract.

The "N e w  H o ra lily"

There is a spirit of seeking 
and searching abroad in our 
iand as we enter the 1970’s. There 
is deep discontent with the values 
and priorities of the recent past, 
a determination to find a better 
way of iife.

Victorian ancestors made t h e  
God-given relations of men and 
women a dark and cheerless bus­
iness. ’There was little sense of 
the holy and joyful meaning of 
sexuality as a creative f o r c e  
reaching far beyong physical in­
timacy. The younger generation 
is not all wrong in its cry for a 
new freedom and a new realism.

But it is equally important in 
our search for new standards to 
understand the old truths that 
are still valid. ’The family is still 
the foundation unit of society and 
must be protected.

’Tis said that the sunflower is for 
for the birds. But now it’s also for 
industry.

Texas fanners within the past few 
years have learned that sunflowers 
are a valuable crop. Sunflowers are 
processed for their vegetable oil with 
a value equal to or better than soy­
beans.

It seems the program was started 
in southern Canada where a group of 
farmers planted a Russian variety. 
The flower is about the size of a 
breakfast plate, but when properly 
cultivated its production is heavy.

With a short growing season, the 
sunflower can be harvested and grain 
or sorghum planted on the ground 
for a later season.

Birds love the sunflower seed. 
Where fields have been harvested 
with combines, there is a great con­
centration of doves, particularly in 
the fall of the year.

Last year Texas farmers harvested 
heavy crops of the seed. This was 
done through the efforts of the Texas 
Cotton Seed Crushers Association of 
Dallas. Seeds were processed at local 
cotton oil mills.

Perhaps the greatest concentration 
of the sunflower crop is around Pecos 
where some 2,000 acres are haiwested. 
Other active areas include the Pan­
handle, the McKinney section north 
of Dallas; the honey producing fields 
of Uvalde and in Central Texas 
around Rockdale and Thorndale.

Dove hunters like the sunflower

fields for their shooting. In the past 
these have been wild sunflowers, 
many of them not much larger than 
a silver dollar but a few are as large 
as a saucer. They grow in profusion 
along fence rows, country lanes and 
even low mesquite pasture land.

When they are near a stock tank, 
there is both food and water for doves 
and quail and the birds spend much 
feeding time there.

Of the domestic sunflower, there 
are several varieties. Basically, how­
ever, they are about the size of a 
breakfast or salad plate, not the large 
decorative heads that grow in back 
yai’ds.

Seed for them sells at around 25 
cents a pound and a pound will plant 
an acre of ground. They do demand 
some attention, however. They must 
be cultivated to keep out weeds and 
sprayed to keep down bugs.

They are hai’vested with modified 
combines, usually operated on a co­
operative basis. Crop dusting is done 
pretty much in the same manner. 
County agents have been able to get 
good assistance for the growers and 
the same crop dusting equipment 
used in other row crops is available.

Sportsmen would be wise to plant 
a few acres of sunflowers in their 
fayorite hunting areas. Although the 
seeds are much larger than the wild 
sunflower, they do attract the bird 
just as well.

All of which makes for better hunt­
ing!

Mother
Any man whose wife conimils 

adultery has grounds for gelling 
a divorce. Is he al.so entitled to 
custody of their children?

Not always. Most courts will 
look not only at the specific fact 
of adultery but also at the general 
family picture. Above all, they will 
consider whal is best for the chil­
dren.

Thus, in one custody dispute, the 
evidence showed that the wife had 
indeed been guilty of adultery. But 
it tilso showed that she had always 
been devoted to the children, took

excellent care of them, and saw 
to it that they did well in school.

Giving her custody of the chil­
dren, the court commented:

“Although she may have been 
a bad wife, she (has also been) a 
good mother.”

Furthermore, special needs of 
the children may strengthen the 
mother's side of the case, despite 
her adultery. For example:

One mother won custody be­
cause the child was only two years 
old ("because of the tender age of 
the child, the law favors the 
mother”).

Another mother won custody be­
cause the children were female
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("the welfare of little girls ordinar­
ily lies with their mother, and they 
should not be taken from her for 
any except the most cogent rea­
sons").

And another mother won custody 
hcctiuse the child Wiis ailing (“the 
child will continue to receive prop­
er care and attention”).

Nevertheless, even though adul­
tery is not the only factor in de­
ciding custody, it still weighs 
heavily indeed in the scales of just­
ice. Again, the reason lies in seek­
ing what is best for the children. 
As one judge said, in giving custody 
of a child to a wronged father:

“Courts usually award custody 
to the innocent party not as punish­
ment (to one parent) or reward (to 
the other), but upon the assump­
tion that the child will be reared 
in more wholesome moral sur­
roundings.”
