The reason that Holy Week is 
so meaningful for Christians 
throughout the world is that 
God speaks to them in a special 
way through all that Jesus faced 
in those memorable days.

It is not just assent to 
a proposition about God, but a 
sustaining tmst in His reality 
and power. It is betting one's 
life that God wins out, that 
good is stronger than evil.

Here is light on how to pray 
and how prayer is answered. At 
every step of the way toward the 
cross Jesus was in constant com­
munion with God. There is

indication that he spent one 
whole day, Wednesday, in 
quiet retreat with his friends 
Mary, Martha and Lazarus in 
the village of Bethany outside 
Jerusalem. Before his crucifix­
ion he cried out in Gethsemane: 
"O my Father, if it be possible, 
let this cup pass from m e." The 
cup did not pass, but he was 
given power to say, "Neverthe­
less, not as I will but as thou 
w ilt." (St. Matthew 26:39)

person troubled by fear of death 
Jesus made clear that he did 
not seek the cross, but he did 
nothing to avoid it. To him the 
tragedy of life was not the 
death of the body but the death 
of the soul. He did not see 
death as a door which closes, 
but as a door which opens.

the Texas Travel Trails.
Pictured on the map cover 

is a po rt io  n of the Trans­
mountain Loop at El Paso, a 
s t a r t i n g  p o i n t  for the 
Mountain Trail. Completed 
in 1969, this spectacular 
highway is officially designat­
ed Loop 375.

More than a half million 
copies of the 1970 Official 
State Highway Map rolled off 
the presses in the first print­
ing, and they are now being 
distributed by the Department. 
Before the end of the year an­
other million copies will be 
printed to meet the ever­
growing demand for this pop­
ular map. More than a mil­
lion 1969 maps were distribu­
ted to motorists through High­
way Department District 
offices, tourist bureaus and 
visitor centers, and on written 
request to the Department in 
Austin.

The Texas motorist will find 
the new highway map easier 
to read because of an enlarged 
type face. Area inset maps on 
the reverse side of the map 
have been enlarged, and 
more towns ate shown by out­
line rather than by a circle.

Added this year are more 
than 100 miles of the Inter­
state highway system including 
IHIO in Sutton County.

A1 though construction em­
phasis may have been on the 
Interstate system, the map in­
vites the motorist to follow 
the 10 Texas Travel Trails, 
as routes to adventure.

Visitors will find expert as­
sistance in planning travels 
along the Travel Trails or 
along high-speed Interstate 
routes at 11 tourist informa­
tion bureaus operated by the 
Highway Department. Ten 
bureaus are marked on the 
map. The eleventh is in the 
Capitol Building in Austin. 
Trained travel counselors in 
these information bureaus and 
centers assisted a million 
tourists last year.

drinking fountains, fireplaces, 
and special travel displays 
featuring both statewide and 
local points of interest and 
handy map dispensers. Motor­
ists also will appreciate the 
familiar shaded picnic tables.

Roadside parks are indicated 
by the familiar green dot 
symbol, and green triangles 
show the location of State 
parks. They also are listed in 
an index on the map face.

Other helpful information on 
the map includes listing of 
Highway Department district 
offices, Department of Public 
Safety offices, and Highway 
Department Tourist Bureaus 
and Visitor Centers.

Back again this year is a 
handy conversion table in 
Spanish for the benefit of Lat­
in American visitors. The table 
converts kilometers to miles 
and liters to gallons.

The Official State Highway 
Map is one of the most popular 
of more than eight million 
pieces of travel-oriented lit­
erature distributed each year 
by the Texas Highway Depart­
ment. Copies of the map ate 
available at Highway Depart­
ment Tourist Bureaus, at De­
partment District offices and 
from the Texas Highway De­
partment, Travel and Informa­
tion Division, Austin 78703.
