Somewhat of a legendary
figure in Sonora's history, he
moved here with his family in
1934, to take over the practice
of the late Dr. A.]J. Blanton.
This issue of the Devil's River
News is dedicated to his mem-
ory. There is little to add to
the many tributes that have al-
ready been made to him, some
of which we will recount here.

In 1966 on his 70th birthday,
he was honored with a recep-
tion at the First Methodist
Church. Many humorous wall
posters, complete with illustra-
tions, depicted the life of a
small town physician, but most
especially the life of Dr. How-
ell. Among those illustrations
aposterwaslabeled" 1, 000, 000
Night Calls", Other signs read
82 Years Faithful Service",
"18 Years Without Hospital",
"32 Years Avid Bronco Booster
(Ole Miss Too!)" and many
others.

Dr. Howell was much admir-
@ ed for his individuality. The
Rev. John Weston, pastor of
First Methodist Church, said
"...his joy, strength and en-
thusiasm will long live as a
memorial to him". Others
said Dr. Howell had an un-
erring ability to judge when a
person was truly ill and without
hesitation he would advise
them to seek the skills of other
doctors in larger cities.

Dr. Charles F. Browne, who
has been closely associated
with Dr. Howell during his
long tenure here, said"...he
spent thirty-seven years of
conscientious effort adminis-
tering to people here; and
though he was paid for it some
might say, still he was cer-
tainly always on call and was
never neglectful of his patients

Editor s note: The Devil's River
Philosopher on his bitterweed
ranch on Dry Devil's River
wanders around through some
statistics this week.

Dear editar,

It's not very important, but I
was reading in a newspaper last
night that there are now 255, - |
200, 000 telephones in the
world.

Furthermore, as you might
guess, nearly half of those, or
114, 798, 000 are in the United
States. We've got one phone
for every two people.

But what interested me was a
further breakdown in the statis-
tics, reporting that people in
the United States last year
made 156, 450, 000, 000 phone
calls. If you lost track of the
zeroes, that's over 156 billion
calls.
