History books and parents
have told the younger gener-
ation how fleets of airplanes
and ships came into being
during World War II as if by
the waving of a magic wand.

Oceans Breathe
Air Poltution

Fact or fiction? Carbon
dioxide from smoke stacks of
the northem hemisphere is
being "inhaled" by the North
Atlantic and "exhaled" by the
South Atlantic.

It's a fact, according to
the prestigious Woods Hole
Oceanographic Institute in
Massachusetts. Just how it
works and what it all means
may not be apparent for some
time. But that it happens at
all is a revelation.

Tracing the path of carbon
dioxide through the oceans
of the world is one of the
goals of an international
project in which the research
skip Knorr was involved. The
Knorr surveyed the Atlantic,
while other ships are now
probing other oceans. The
measuring and sampling
devices aboard the ships are
said to be the most elaborate
and highly computerized
equipment of their kind ever
sent to sea.

Carbon dioxide is absorbed
by oceans as well as by
plants. But there have been
fears that current production
of the gas by industrial
activity could overwhelm

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Revision 0f Constitufion
Is Well Underway

The once in a century
effort to revise the Texas
Constitution is well under -
way.

The Texas Constitutional
Revision Commission, *
charged with studying the
need for constitutional
change, has entered the
decision - making stage of
its program.

The report will be a report
to the legislature November 1.
The legislature will meet as
a Constitutional Convention
in January, 1974, to act on
that report. The revised
document will be submitted
to the people for their ap-
proval in an election.

The process actually
started in the general election
last November, when voters
approved Amendment Four,
which authorized revision
of the 97 - year old Consti~
tution and provided a
procedure for doing so.

The 1972 amendment was
the first time since 1876
that Texas voters have
agreed to look hard at the
framework of their state's
government. The last, and
only other, call to a Consti-
tutional Convention was
overwhelmingly rejected by
the voters in 1919.

The 1972 amendment
provided for a Constitutional
Revision Commission, which
the 63rd Legislature promptly
created.

The Commission has 37
members, selected by the

The commissioners, who
were nominated by the
public, come from all areas
of the state and represent a
broad spectrum of occupa-
tions, interests and political
persuasions.

The Commission was ordered
by the legislature to seek
public opinion on the Con-
stitution by holding six pub-
lic hearings. One of the first
official acts by the body was
to expand the number of
hearings to 19.

In May and June, the Com-
mission traveled accross the
state, holding one - day
hearings in every major geo-
graphic area. The hearings,
which ended in Austin June 29,
produced a wealth of testi-
mony on the content of a
revised Constitution.

The Commission is now
deep into committee work.
To faciliate the process, the
Commission divided into
seven standing committees,
dealing with the Executive
Branch, the Legislative
Branch, the Judiciary, finance,
education, local government
and general provisions.

These committees, in
keeping with a schedule
recently approved by the
Commission, will present
preliminary recommendations
to the Commission at a
meeting July 27, 28 and 29
in Austin.

The Commission will vote
on the recommendations at
meetings in August and
September.

The Commission's report
to the legislature November 1
is by no means the final step.
Amendment Four provides
that the legislature will con-
vene in January, in joint
session, as a Constitutional
Convention.

The Convention, by a vote
of two - thirds of its members,
may submit to the voters a
new Constitution, which may
contain alternative articles
or sections, or it may submit
a revision of the existing
Constitution.

The Convention may

Runaway Trailer

To move some household goods
to the country, Watson hitched up
his trailer and set out along the
highway. But as he was climbing
a hill the trailer broke loose,
veered across the center line, and
slammed into a car coming the
other way.

The other driver was seriously
injured,and in due course brought
suit for damages. At the trial,
Watson insisted that he was not to
blame because ““it all happened so
suddenly.”

But the evidence showed that
the trailer hitch had a faulty weld,
and that the defect had been
plainly visible before the accident.
Result: Watson was held liable.

Anyone who undertakes to haul
a trailer on the public roads must
also undertake reasonable precau-
tions. He must exercise a degree
of care commensurate with the
size and speed of this extra ve-
hicle.

Furthermore, he must conform
to the special requirements—such
as a ‘“fail safe” set of chains—
that may be called for by the local
traffic code.

Even if a trailer does not actu-
ally break loose, it may still be
dangerous because of swaying.
Another driver incurred liability
because his trailer, swinging from
side to side, knocked down a wo-
man walking on the shoulder of
the highway.

On the other hand, not every
injury inflicted by a trailer is the
driver’s fault. Consider another
case in which a runaway trailer
caused a collision. This time, the
trailer came loose as a result of
the shearing off of a pin in the
hitching mechanism.

But there was nothing to put
the driver on guard for such an
eventuality—no visible defect, no
prior experience to warn him of
danger.

Accordingly, a court refused to
make him pay damages.

“The collision,” said the judge,
“was the result of an unavoidable
accident.”

Sutfon County Produced
$3.5 Million In Pefroleum

cedented demand for Texas'
crude oil and natural gas.

Sutton was one of the 190
of Texas' 254 counties which
produced oil and gas valued
in excess of $100, 000 in a
record production year for
the state's No. 1 industry,
according to figures compiled
by the Texas Mid - Continent
0il and Gas Association.

The county ranked 136th
in the state in the value of
petroleum produced, $3.5
million. The sale of crude
oil brought $572, 000; natural
gas, $3 million.

But despite this record
year, due in part to nine
months in large production
at 100 percent of the maxi-
mum efficient rate, the
nation's largest producer of
petroleum could not produce
enough to satisfy demand.

"To further stimulate pro-
duction, we need a restora-
tion of the open market
force," said Robert Bushman
of San Antonio, president of
the Association.

"This would produce two
much needed effects: First,
it would channel the state's
petroleum products to the
most efficient and highest
priority uses; second, it
would help provide part of
ule capital needed so des-
perately to build refineries
and superports and to carry
on expensive exploration and
production activities," Bush-
man added.

This study by the Associa-
tion also shows that production
last year in Sutton County
resulted in the payment of
$442, 000 to royalty owners.

The State of Texas re-
ceived $249, 000 in pro=-
duction taxes from county
wells; $26, 000 on crude
oil output and $223, 000
from natural gas production.

0il and gas producers and
developers spent $6. 2 mil-
lion.drilling 91 wells in the
county last year, with $1.2
million of that figure lost
in 31 dry holes.

According to the Texas
Employment Commission,
70 oil and gas industry em-
ployees worked in the
county in 1972 and shared
a payroll of $680, 000.
