After a 23 hour delay in 

Chicago we finally arrived at 
our first stop, Athens, Greece. 
Athens reminds me so much of 
Mexico because of its square 
architecture, hot weadier, and 
flea markets, but when I saw 
the Acropolis on- a distant hill 
I knew I was in Greece. Our 
first day in Athens was spent 
sleeping but we finally caught 
up with out rest and started 
seeing the city. We visited

such places as die Acropolis, 
theTemple of Poseidon and 
the beach along the Mediterr­
anean Sea. James Buchannan, 
Michelle Rousselot and I 
talked our way into die 
National Gredt Theatre and 
were given a private tour by 
the director. The language 
barrier was nothing —we all 
talked with out hands.

Molly Morriss, Larry Berger, 
and I took a tour to Delphi—  
die navel of die world. We 
felt we were in biblical times 
as we drove along seeing goat 
herders, grass huts, and donkeys 
with packs of straw. When we 
arrived we started climbing 
the mins and saw the treasury 
of Apollo, the navel of the 
earth and the Olympic Stadium.

We were then taken to the 
Museum and there saw many of 
the sculptures of Greek warriors 
and Gods that were originally 
in the building of Delphi.

Our last day in Greece was 
spent touring the mins at 
Corinth. We saw a tomb 
which was built in a hill side.
It was most impressive because 
of its gigantic size and die

workmanship which seemed 
impossible for that day and 
time. That evening we went 
to Epidaums to the ampitheatre 
and saw the most famous 
Greek actress perform. Need­
less to say it was a beautiful 
performance but unfortunately 
it was " all Greek to us."

After our five days in Greece, 
we flew to Venice, Italy.
This was my favorite because 
it was like a storybook. We 
were fascinated by the way it 
seemed to be built on nothing 
but water. Here we saw many 
things such as die Doges 
Palace, St. Mark Cadiedral, 
die campanile of St. Mark 
Bell Tower, a glass factory 
and of course the fabulous 
St. Mark's square with all its 
side walk cafes, stores and 
pigeons.

From Venice we went into 
Communist country, Ljubljana, 
Yugoslavia. This was a very 
dreary place even though die 
country side was beautiful.
One boy on our tour lost his 
passport so we smuggled him 
in under the luggage. He

needed a break so was let off 
the bus for a few minutes to 
stretch his legs. He walked 
up a hill and was greeted by 
three machine guns. Needless 
to say he hurried back to the 
bus. We were only in 
Yugoslovia one night but while 
diere we saw die opera " Faust" 
done by the Warsaw -Polland 
Touring Co. It was beautiful.

We left Yugoslovia and went 
to Vienna, Austria. The 
country side was picmresque 
with patchwork mountain 
sides and farm houses. While 
in Vienna we saw Schonbrum 
Palace, St. Stephens Cathedral, 
many gardens, jiarks and pastry 
shops. Here we performed 
twice.

It was a beautiful 4  hour 
drive throu^ rolling hills and 
green countrysides. We 
stopped for lunch at Bmckness 
Abby and then on to Sals burg. 
Here we saw where "The  
Sound of Music" was filmed. 
We performed here to the best 
and most receptive crowd yet. 
From here we went to Innsbruck 
and on the way stopped to eat 
at Milch, which was Hitler's

Eagle Nest during World War 
II. We performed again here 
in Innsbruck to a fun crowd.
We were surrounded by snow 
tipped mountains. Both 
Salsbury and Iimsbruck were 
very picturesque.

We spent the next day on 
a bus going to Frankfort, 
Germany. We passed by Ulm, 
Germany where I spent the 
first year of my life. This 
was exciting to see even 
thou^ I was too young when 
I lived there to remember 
anything. In Frankfort we 
took a boat up the Rhine 
River half way to Amsterdam 
and the rest of the way by bus. 
In Amsterdam we toured the 
city and it really gave me a 
feeling of war. On the sides 
of buildings are protest signs 
and paintings. The buildings 
are very old and this is a very 
over populated city . There 
are about 300, 000 bicycles 
in the city  and if you need one 
you just take one. Here we 
toured the Rijksmuseum which 
was filled with Van Gogh and 
Rembrandt paintings, Anne 
Franks house, the diamond

factory, the shoe and cheese 
factory. In the evening we 
went to the Ballet Festival 
which was wonderful. Here 
we began freezing--cold and 
rainy— and continued tiirough 
the rest of the trip. From 
Amsterdam we flew to London.

This was a very quaint city.
It was great to speak English 
again even thou^ it was so 
English drat it was hard to 
understand. We went on many 
tours which included, West­
minster Abby, Windsor Castle, 
St. Marys Cathedral, Crown 
Jewels, Big Ben, changing of 
the guards at die Queens palace 
and many others. I saw five 
musicals including a Shakes­
pearian play" As You Like It" 
in an open air theatre. Our 
best performance was here. 
They really loved us and had 
us go out in die audience to 
visit with everyone. They 
asked us thousands of questions 
all about our trip and our 
American ways of life. I 
loved visiting with people 
diroughout our entire trip.

Senate Bill No. 123, 63rd 
Leg. R, S, (1973), (die "18 
year old rights bill"), which 
becomes effective on August 
27, 1973, amends Sections 2 
and 3 of Article 5949, V. A. T. 
S . , being the sections that 
set out the eligibility require­
ments for appointment as a 
Notary Public. The Act 
changes the requisite age for 
appointment as a Notary 
Public from twenty-one (21) to 
eighteen (18) years of age, and 
subsequent to the effective 
date this office will consider 
for appointment as a Notary 
Public any person meeting the 
remaining eligibility require­
ments of Article 5949 who Is 
at least eighteen (18) years of 
age.

A Bishop 
Looks at Life

WHAT CAN ONE PERSON DO?

By Everett H . Jonefs, 
Retired Bishop of the 

Episcopal Church

Any thoughtful, conscientious 
person who has kept up with the 
Watergate hearings must ask 
himself this question: What can 
one person do to correct our 
political system and to prevent 
such abuses in the future?

There is one American who 
saw clearly in advance of Wa­
tergate the serious weaknesses 
now being disclosed. That man 
is John W. Gardner, the former 
secretary of Health, Education 
and Welfare under President 
Lyndon Johnson.

Because he was so concerned 
about responsibility and a c ­
countability in public office, 
Gardner began a movement in 
the fall of 1970 called Common 
Cause. In the three years since 
then, 220, 000 persons have 
rallied to his call. They have 
already proven very effective 
during several political battles 
on Capitol Hill.

Gardner's basic idea was to 
provide an answer for the con­
cerned citizen who felt help­
less before the size and com ­
plexity of the political system. 
Common Cause is a form of 
non-partisan citizen action to 
give the individual American a 
voice, a sense of participation 
an influence. It has been called  
" a citizens' lobby."

"Our agenda," said Gardner 
recently, " is about how to get 
responsive government, govern­
ment you can hold to account, 
government to which the c iti­
zen has access. All the Consti­
tutional guarantees that have 
been violated by Watergate 
were attempts by the Founding 
Fathers to produce responsive­
ness, accountability, and a c ­
cess."

The theme that runs through 
the movement is the need to 
overcome secrecy and to open 
up the political process at ev­
ery level of government. Gard­
ner believes the public deserves 
to have mote information 
through the disclosure of cam ­
paign financing, to know more 
fully how and why pressures are 
exercised by lobbyists, and to 
be better informed through mote 
open meetings.

He feels strongly about die 
power of money to corrupt the 
public process. He says; "Mon­
ey is still the hydra-headed 
monster that will wreck our sy­
stem if we don't chain it down. 
The final answer is public fi­
nancing of campaigns."

This column is not often de­
voted to a promotional purpose, 
but I believe riiat the crisis in 
America is not only political 
but moral and spiritual. I be­
lieve in John Gardner and what 
he is trying to do.

to us. Most are bUled as a "sure­
fire" means of trimming off excess 
pounds.

The American Medical Asso­
ciation's home health book. T o­
day's Health Guide, points out 
that weight can be lost on virtually 
any dietary plan, good or bad, that 
ensures a calorie intake less than 
energy used. It is apparent, how­
ever, that many diets are only 
temporarily effective and do not 
promote the fundamental purpose 
of permanent weight loss.

Reducing diets, ideal weight 
charts, calory-counting tables are 
available almost everywhere. I t  is 
our purpose here to discuss briefly 
some principles of the good reduc­
ing diet.

• The diet should be indivi­
dualized in harmony with income, 
national origins, religious princi­
ples and personal circumstances.

• The diet should be practi­
cal, consistent with work patterns 
and other everyday obligations and 
responsibilities.

• The diet should be bal­
anced, and in conformity With 
good nutritional practice.

* The diet should be a pat­
tern for life, not just for the pe­
riod of weight reduction.

Generally, physicians do not 
recommend the crash diet in rou­
tine weight reduction. Instead, 
they are more likely to prescribe 
a diet aimed at a gradu^ weight 
reduction over several months.

Your physi­
cian can help you worit out a diet 
that will be satisfying and at the 
same tim e perm it you to lose 
weight.

National television shows 
have made several references 
to the closure of La Grange's 
Chicken Ranch, or was it Farm? 
Our governor closed an institu­
tion and some of the citizens 
are a little perturbed. Some­
how it hardly seems a task 
befitting a state governor, or 
does it? The institution was, 
and had been for years a part 
of the La Grange community 
tradition. Its contributions to 
churches, schools, the hospital, 
and the tax coffers were 
tangibles.

Here we have an institution, 
generally regarded as intolera­
ble making an identifiable 
contribution to the good of the 
community. It might warrant 
our taking a look at die overall 
picture in search of the validity 
of the reaction to the closure.

Before we embark, you must 
stable your great white horse 
of Puritanism because on this 
trip the requirement of clarity  
is essentially residual minimi­
zation, We, of necessity, must 
look at the facts, not as we 
wish they were, but as they are 

and as they have been for time 
immemorial. It would also 
be a good idea to throw your 
rose colored glasses on the 
sidewalk and step on them.

The primary issue under 
consideration is a business 
transaction involving the sale, 
or temporary lease of a highly 
perishable commodity, the 
virtual epitome of America's 
vaunted free enterprise. There 
is a maritet, and flourishing 
is hardly an adequate adjective 
to describe it. We Americans 
have fought tooth and nail 
against this transaction , or 
perhaps it could be called a 
service, for 197 years. What 
success have we had? It is not 
detectable, but we have 
accomplished two things;
First, we pushed the price of 
the service out of the price 
range of the individual who 
needs it. Second, we have 
subsidized organized crim e by 
increasing the income it derives 
from this particular enterprise. 
At best, any observational 
point you choose gives the same 
answer- we need a new 
approach to this problem, if in 
fact it is that much of a 
problem.

People in the "know" assure 
me that the profession is on an 
efficient operational level in 
every Texas city over 15, 000. 
Yet only in La Grange does, or 
rather did, it make a recog­
nized contribution to the good of 
the community. Considering 
that we have a confirmed 
(fire-tested over 197 years) 
inability to wipe out this busi­
ness, there seems to be no 
alternative to existing with it.

At this point we are left with 
one simple question: If this 
situation of coexistence must 
be endured, which is the 
preferable form, one which 
provides a tangible benefit to 
the community and facilitates 
disease control, or, one which 
does neither? Depending on 
how the La Grange citizen ry 
answered the question, their 
answers are reflected in their 
reaction, with logic.

Looking at the surrounding 
sphere one encounters some 
apparent contradictions. Your 
attention is invited to divorce 
courts records. Therein you 
will find the records of a lady 
who married a well known 
multimillionaire and lived with 
him for 48 hours, followed by 
a divorce settlement of several 
hundred thousand dollars. 
Remembering the antics of 
Mencken and the quips G. B. 
Shaw one can hardly forego 
the remarks "If only I could 
have done so well in my 
profession." On one hand we 
place a phenomenally high 
value on a commodity, and

simultaneously we place 
restrictive limits on its con­
tractual negotiation. Some­
how I feel it is a restriction of 
trade which will not be pro­
secuted by the justice depart­
ment.

I simply do not undetstan d, 
and I suppose I never will.
Man, in his logic, has a tool 
which will solve every single 
problem confronting him.
How does he approach his 
problems? Scrapping his logic, 
he wades in wielding naked 
bmtal emotionalism. 1 guess 
it is all a tempest in a teapot 
because the present moral 
trends make it highly likely 
that the environment will 
become totally untenable for 
the professional.

One must wonder if this
society will ever recognize 
that the major principle 
separating man, as he is, from 
man as he should be is vice.
It remains to be demonstrated 
that vice is not indigenous to 
man. We all have vices; greed, 
lust, selfishness, bigotry, 
intolerance, ego, vanity, and 
so on and on to list a few. The 
ludicrously humorous thing 
about the situation is our 
unwillingness to tolerate the 
other man's or woman's vices. 
The fact that we have the 
freedom of choice not to be 
affected by the vices of others 
does not affect this position 
one whit.

I believe we could all profit 
by a meticulous study of the 
New Testament. We should 
pay particular attention to 
those items which Christ 
concerned himself with during 
his ministry. It may be a 
shock to you to note how 
infrequently, if at all, he 
referred to many things we are 
belabored with today. It is 
apparent that a tonal change 
resulted from the sociopolitical 
religious crises which have 
subsequently occurred.
Looking at your tolerance and 
mine, one wonders about tenet 
distortion.

It seems to m e that in a 
strict numbers balance sense, 
vice if it is to exist, must 
carry its own weight. It must

be recognized as existent, its 
operation must be controlled, 
and its income fully taxed.
If you can wipe it out, fine,
I'm with you. Unfortunately 
you can wipe it out only for 
you and you alone, and if we 
all turn back to the fundamen­
tal teachings it vrill vanish.
We are a nation of free men, 
supposedly capable of individ­
ual self control. I do not know 
about you, but in my case I 
assure you diat nobody, short 
of killing me, is going to 
force my indulgence in a vice 
not to my liking. On the 
other hand, short of capital 
punishment, tfiere is no 
permanent déterrant to a 
citizen bent on partaking of 
some vice. Simple facts, 
yet on an emotional plane, 
so unacceptable to so many.

Should we not deal with man 
as man is, not as we know he 
should be? Is there not a lesson 
to be learned from our attempts 
to change man against his will?
I go to Nevada and visit 
schools built by vice income, 
drive on highways which re­
ceived vice benefits, and look 
at pensionary contributions.
Yet I have never put one cent 
in a Nevada slot machine 
because that form of gambling 
is not one of my vices. 
Returning and looking at Dallas. 
San Antonio, Houston, and El 
Paso it occurs to m e that Texas 
has plenty of v ice - a surplus.
I am left with one question; 
Where are the benefits which 
are so evident in Nevada?
They go to organized crime, 
cormpt political people, and 
other undetermined sources, 
and we are left with a hole 
in our tax purse expended 
on an obviously unsuccessful 
war on vice. Which is the 
most realistic system?

As an afterthought, I 
vividly remember our governors 
lavish campaign promises 
about urban and interurban 
transportation systems. I 
wonder if I will live to see 
them? My recall is not so 
vivid, however, on promises 
about padlocking any 
bordello. It was an extra 
dividend I guess.

Beef cattle producers will 
get an earfull on forage pro­
duction and utilization at the 
upcoming Beet Cattle and 
Pasture Forage Short Course 
at Texas A&M University 
Aug. 20-21. Dr. W. C. 
McCormick of Tifton, Georgia 
will discuss the various types 
of bermudagrasses, dieir 
feeding valu e, and how to 
graze and harvest them prop­
erly. He will also discuss 
winter pastures as they relate 
to brood cows, stockers and 
finishing cattle. The entire 
short course is built around 
die efficient and effective use 
of forage to boost beef cattle  
profits.

Platform Shoes
The rising popularity of 

platform soled shoes has 
created a serious accident 
hazard at work and on the 
highways, according to Lloyd 
Palmer, general manager of 
the Texas Safety Association.

Clogs and platform shoes 
have resulted in a dramatic 
upswing in the number of 

omen injured in falls. Palmer 
said.

New York designer Laura 
Tosato agrees; "With the speed 
of life what it is today, clogs 
are dangerous because they 
don't hang o n ."

Palmer explained that foot 
specialists are warning that the 
girl in platform shoes runs 

much increased risk of a 
twisted ankle.

One leading orthopedic 
surgeon in Texas noted that 
most platform shoes are not 
as dangerous as the "spike 
heels" of the 1950's because 
they have a broader base of • 
support.

He was quick to add how­
ever, that stability and 
sensitivity are diminished by 
platform shoes and clogs— 
indicators that the shoes can 
contribute to falls.

"The higher the soles of 
the shoes get, the more likely 
you are to misgauge your 
step. It is kind of like having 
a new pair of b i-focals," he 
said.

The doctor said also that 
platform shoes with soles that 
slope sharply upward at the 
toe are a particular danger.
Dr. Robert Morris of Irving, 
President, Texas Podiatry 
Association, supported that 
opinion, explaining the force 
with which the off-balance 
feeling such shoes create can 
be compounded.

When we walk, our feet 
strike the floor with four times 
our weight. So, a 150 pound 
person makes a 600 pound 
impact on his foot with each 
step, "said Dr. Morris.

Palmer cited the latest in 
fashion footwear as a hazard 
to the driver also. The 
thicker soles make it more 
difficult to place the foot 
smoothly on the clutch, the 
brake or the accelerator. In 
an emergency, an error in 
switching from the accelera­
tor to the brake could be 
particularly disasterous.

In addition, decreased 
sensitivity can make applying 
the brakes and accelerator 

a guessing g am e," Palmer 
said.

One Pennsylvania safety 
expert may have found an 
answer to the problem.

"If car manufacturers must 
recall their autos for safety 
defects, it would seem logical 
for fashion designers to be 
similarly responsible," said 
Roy D. Hanshaw, Safety 
Director of the Keystone Auto 
Club of Philadelphia.

A mote likely solution, 
according to Palmer, is to 
choose shoes to fit the wearer's 
activities, remembering 
stability and sensitivity 
problems of platform shoes.

Considering the recent 
hi-rise in men's fashion foot­
wear, males should recognize 
trouble afoot too, he noted.

"Then, if people must wear 
four or five inch soles, Texas 
Safety Association urges them 
to carry driving shoes to avoid 
an elevated accident potential 
on the road," Palmer said.

Owners Urged Te Protect Against 
Eipdhe Encephalemyelitls

Horse owners who have not 
yet had their animals vaccinat­
ed against all three types of 
equine encephalomyelitis in 
1973 should check with their 
local practicing veterinarians 
about a vaccination schedule, 
reminds County Extension 
Agent Clint Langford.

He reports that an outbreak 
of a disease thought to be a 
form of equine encephalomy­
elitis has occurred recently in 
an area north of Beaumont 
near Silsbee and Lumberton. 
Seven horses have died thus 
far, and although a confirmed 
laboratory diagnosis is still not 
available, it is possible that 
the disease is a form of sleep­
ing sickness.

Langford noted that local 
veterinarians have sent samples 
of blood and tissue for diagnosis 
to the Texas Veterinary 
Medical Diagnostic Laboratory 
and to the National Animal 
Diagnostic Laboratory in Ames, 
Iowa.

While it is highly possible 
that the disease is caused by 
either the Eastern or Western

strain of equine encephalomy­
elitis, local veterinarians say 
there is no indication that the 
horse deaths have been by 
Venezuelan equine encephalo­
myelitis (VEE) that invaded 
Texas in 1971.

" The three types of equine 
encephalomyelitis can cause 
serious illness and even death 
in humans as well as horses," 
the county.agent reminds, "so 
it is important to prevent its 
spread in the horse population."

There are effective vaccines 
for use in horses, but each 
protects the animal only 
against one particular strain of 
the disease. " That is. Eastern 
and Western vaccines do not 
protect horses against VEE, nor 
vice versa," Langford said.

Horses vaccinated against 
VEE. in 1971 should be revaccina7 
ted, and Eastern and Western 

vaccines should be repeated 
each year.

Control of mosquitoes will 
help prevent the disease spread, 
said Langford. He recommends 
the use of insecticide repellents, 
screened stables where practical, 
and area control of mosquitoes.

WildINe Diseases 
Dangerous To Man

Of all tile diseases which 
may be transmitted from wild 
animals to man, rabies is tile 
most feared.

Texas State Department of 
Health Laboratories report* that 
during tiie first four months 
of 1973 there have been 85 
conflrmed cases of animal 
rabies. Of that number, 61 
involved wildlife — 45 skunks, 
11 foxes, one coyote, two 
racoons and two bats.

Texas had 343 cases of 
rabies last year —  281 in 
wildlife.

The state led the nation in 
1971 with 323 rabies incidents 
which was a far cry from the 
658 cases reported in 1961.

The Texas Parks and Wild­
life Department reports that 
tile chances of transmitting 
rabies to humans are slim.
Most of the public will never 
come in contact with the 
disease unless tiieir occupation 
involves handling sick animals.

The last documented death 
from natural exposure to 
rabies in Texas was in 1962. 
Last year one death was 
reported which was attributed 
to exposure to the rabies 
virus in a laboratory.

Rabies is caused by a virus 
which requires from one to 
six months to incubate within 
an animal.

The disease begins with a 
depression of the spirits and 
swelling of the lymphatics in 
the region of the wound. 
Choking and spasmodic 
breathing follows with increas­
ing spasms of the respiratory 
muscles.

Fever, mental derangement, 
vomiting and secretion of 
saliva often accompany the 
disease. Death usually occurs 
vrithin two to five days after 
the appearance of the first 
symptoms.

Positive diagnosis of rabies 
involves killing the suspected 
host to examine brain tissues.

Formnately, however, man 
seems to be highly resistant 
to rabies and only 20 percent 
of those bitten by a knowft 
rabid animal will contract the 
disease.

Treatment for rabies in man 
is a painful series of shots in 
the fatty deposits of the 
stomach.

Why bother with such pain -  
ful treatment if man has only 
one chance in five of con­
tracting the disease?

Once the first symptoms 
appear, the only treatment 
for the disease is making 
the individual as comfortable 
as possible because death is 
almost inevitable once the 
disease reaches such an ad­
vanced stage.

The rabies cycle  begins in 
Texas each spring when m i­
grating bats return from Mex­
ico to their homes. It has 
been estimated that five per­
cent of alTbats returning to 
Texas are infected with rabies. 

Bats react slowly to the

The disease begins to spread

animals such as foxes and

young bats.
Traditionally, rabies builds 

to a peak in August and Sept­
ember and declines with the 
onset of cooler weather.

Rabies can be controlled in 
pets with vaccination but, as 
yet, there is no practical 
means of controlling tiie 
disease in wild animals.
