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Law  Enforcement 
in Area Counties 
Aw arded Grants

Governor Dolph Briscoe 
recently awarded three grants 
for a total of $48,217, for 
improving law enforcement 
and justice in the area served 
by the Concho V alley Council 
of Governments, San Angelo.

The money will come from 
the Governor's Office, Criminal 
Justice Division. CJD adminis­
ters the state's block grant from 
the Law Enforcement Assistance 
Administration under the Crime 
Control Act of 1973.

Two of the grants go to the 
Concho Valley COG, which 
serves the counties of Coke, 
Concho, Crockett, Irion, 
Kimble, McCulloch, Mason, 
Menard, Reagan, Schleicher, 
Sterling, Sutton and Tom Green.

The largest CVCOG award, 
$18,300 provides third-year 
funding of the region's law 
enforcement teletype network.

A regional drag abuse council 
will be established with a 
$12, 000 award to the Concho 
Valley COG. A method for 
drug abuse planning, resource 
development and education 
will be provided, with the aid 
of a drag abuse advisory com­
mittee. Already existing drug 
abuse programs in the area 
will be coordinated and 
evaluated by the council.

The equipment 
will be used in crime-scene 
investigations, as well as in the 
police department's identifica­
tion section.

The CVCOG applications 
were among 52, for a total of

Auto Registration 
Renewais To Arrive 
In January Mail

Owners of some 8. 4 million 
motor vehicles in Texas will 
have some important mail 
coming their way early in 
January.

Registration renewal applica­
tions will be put in the mail, 
shortly after die holiday season 
by the Motor Vehicle Division 
of the Texas Highway Depart­
ment.

The same quick and easy 
method made possible by 
modem computet technology 
will be in effect this year as 
it has been in the last few 
years.

Vehicle owners can save 
time that used to be spent 
waiting in long lines at county 
tax offices throughout the 
state by ordering their 1974 
license plates by mail.

All that must be done is to 
send the entire three-part 
application by mail to the 
county tax assessor collector 
in the owner's home county, 
enclosing the registration fee 
plus $1 for each vehicle to 
covet handling and mailing.

There are three things to 
remember:

1. Leave the three-part 
form intact. Don't separate 
the three parts.

2. Mail it to the county tax 
office in your home county. 
(Mailing it to the Highway 
Department will only delay 
getting your 1974 license plates)

3. Be sure to include the 
registration fee, plus $ 1 for 
each vehicle for postage and 
handling.

You may apply for license 
plates by mail after January 1. 
However, county tax offices 
won't mail plates until after 
February 1. Owners should 
allow at least 30 days from 
the time they apply for the 
license plates to be returned.

In-person registrations will 
begin at county tax offices and, 
in some counties, at substations 
on February 1. Even though 
the automated registration 
application procedures have 
speeded up the process, waiting 
lines will grow progressively 
longer as the April l  deadline 
approaches.

Governor's Boy Seoul Drive Exceeds 
Recruiting Drive Launched In Sept.

GRASSROOTS O P IN IO N
The human brain is supposed 

to be the most remarkable 
piece of machinery ever creat­
ed, But die human mind, 
being so adaptable, introspec­
tive and imaginative, has a lot 
of drawbacks to which every 
creature possessing one of the 
infernal machines in good 
working order will attest.
Maybe some other animal 
species are better off than we 
are in some respects.

Consider, for example, the 
family ca t—most people have 
known one at sometime in their 
lives. The cat knows what he 
or she is and seems to have a 
pretty good idea of his life's 
purpose. Whatever his circum­
stances, a cat goes about the 
business of being a cat with a 
considerable amount of satis­
faction and assurance. If he 
is contented, he is likely to 
purr, and everyone around him 
or her, as the case may be, 
knows that things are going 
along in quite an acceptable 
manner.

Most people do not fare 
nearly so well. One problem 
may be that of all the animals 
on Earth, man is the only one 
aware of his own mortality, 
and this in itself can be a 
pretty unsettling thing. To 
take care of die question of 
where they will go when life 
ends, people, no matter what 
their condition, have a religion. 
They have a concept of a 
superior being or beings and 
usually a " life hereafter" —at 
least most of us do. We have 
a sense of right and wrong, a 
conscience and all those things 
that cause us trouble within 
ourselves. Material comfort 
itself cannot bring happiness.
We know our time is limited, 
and we are afraid we may be 
missing some experiences we 
would enjoy or perhaps are not 
as happy as we should be. So 
most of us find ourselves in 
pursuit of happiness.

According to a feature article 
in U. S. News & World Report, 
die state of happiness has 
proved to be for many an 
"Elusive Goal in Affluent 
America." It is pointed out 
that by all the usual standards 
the people of the United States 
should be happy. They have 
enjoyed freedom from oppres­
sion for nearly 200 years. In 
an atmosphere of freedom, 
they developed the most pro­
ductive economy in the world, 
which has delivered a higher 
material standard of living to 
more people than any nation 
ever before achieved. Most 
Americans have what in other 
nations and other times were 
unheard-of dreams. Such 
things as home ownership, 
travel, college educations, 
good health care, physical 
comfort, food in abundance 
and a wide-ranging list of 
luxuries are commonplace.

But, with more possessions 
and material abundance, we 
have also created centers of 
manufacture, urban develop­
ment and air, water and land 
pollution. A high percentage 
of people in the U. S. live 
crowded together in a relative­
ly small land area and suffer 
from their proximity to each 
other and from dre tensions, 
noise and irritations which this 
creates. Most Americans also 
have the leisure to worry about 
pursuing the state of happiness 
and about the things that they 
cannot possess or be. U. S. 
News reports that 10 million 
people in the U. S. need treat­
ment for depression and that 
between 1956 and 1971 the 
number of children under 18 
receiving psychiatric treatment 
increased by two thirds. Know­
ledgeable experts attribute this 
to ," . . . .  increasing stress in 
families, uncertainty about 
values and, according to one 
psychiatrist, 'a more automat­
ed, less personal society.

More Americans are emigrat­
ing to odier countries, apparent­
ly tired of the rush and stress 
of life here. There is an em­
phasis on selling happiness 
through encounter groups, 
happiness symbols on T-shirts 
and the suggestion that hap­
piness can be found in physical 
and intellectual training pro­
grams, singles clubs and all 
kinds of merchandise—from 
deodorant to motorcycles and 
high-powered speed boats. 
Church attendance is high, and 
U. S. News quotes Dr. David 
Allan Hubbard, president of 
California’s Fuller Theological 
Seminary, who says, "Amer­
icans growing up in the Depres­
sion thought greater affluence, 
raising the educational level 
and solving our social problems 
were good goals. Some of 
these goals have been achieved, 
but many Americans are with­
out real happiness. Now we’re 
seeing an expression of a 
human need that goes beyond 
what education, economics, 
technology or creature com­
forts can provide."

Most of the world's people, 
even in developed nations and 
no matter what their govern­
mental systems, are striving 
to get more of the better things 
of life—the things which most 
Americans already have. In 
the final analysis, happiness 
and contentment for people, 
as for the cat, has to be found 
within ourselves in a quiet 
satisfaction with what we are 
and what we are doing with 
our lives. The English philos­
opher John Stuart Mill, in his 
writings 100 years ago, expres­
sed an astounding number of 
truths concerning the human 
condition that are timeless in 
their wisdom. U. S. News 
quotes one of these; " Those 
only are happy.. . . .  who have

their minds fixed on some object: 
other dian their own happiness; 
on the happiness of others, on 
the improvement of mankind, 
even on some art or pursuit, 
followed not as a means, but 
as itself an ideal end. Aiming 
thus at something else, they 
find happiness by die way." At 
the frenetic pace most people 
have set for their lives, they 
might find this a tough regimen 
to follow. But to try would be 
worthwhile.

to take inventory, but we do 
not have an accurate count for 
1973, so we migjit benefit from 

look at our 1970 inventory. 
The census is a beautiful com­
pilation of data for an insight 
into a society, so let's wander 
through the 1970 census for 
Sonora and Sutton County to see 
what we can leam, and more 
important, what changes should 
be made.

The county’s population was 
3175 people (2149 in the city).

It is more blessed to give 
than to receive. . .especially 
when you are entering a 
freeway.

In this case, giving means 
yielding right of way to the 

cars already 
on the free­
way. If you 
try to force 
your car in­
to the traffic 

V  n  f 1 o w , you  
could force a 

driver to hit his brakes and 
he could receive a severe jolt 
in the rear from the car 
following him.

Getting on a freeway safe­
ly is your problem, not the 
problem of drivers already 
there. If they vary their speed 
to accommodate you, they 
could cause a major pileup.

Entrance ramps usually 
lead to an acceleration lane, 
and it may be a long one or 
a short one, or it may branch 
off into an exit. If traffic is 
heavy, you must find a gap 
between cars and time your 
approach to bring you to 
that gap as close as possible 
to the prevailing speed of 
the other cars.

Turn on your turn signal, 
check your rear-view mirrors, 
and take several quick glances 
over your shoulder. If you 
are alert, you will usually 
be able to blend into the 
traffic flow. If you are follow­
ing another car, keep in mind 
that it may slow down or 
stop suddenly if the driver 
is having trouble getting into . 
the traffic.

A WHEEL OR A ROAD?

Do you think of life as a wheel 

or as a road?
It is an important question 

because it makes a vast differ­
ence in your whole outlook.
And there is no better time to 
decide your answer than just 
before the beginning of a new 
year.

Often we think of life as a 
wheel. We say, ” I have been 
going around in circles. " Or 
we look around us and see die 
cycle of birth, growth, decay, 
and death thru which plants, 
animals, human beings and 
institutions all pass. The end­
less succession suggests a rotat­
ing wheel - and perhaps the 
cynic's conclusion that "All is 
vanity. "

To carry the analogy further, 
we sometimes want to escape 
the endless motion by moving 
to the center of the wheel 
where all is still. There we 
can observe the ceaseless 
movement without being 
involved in it.

The Jewish-Christian tradi­
tion, by contrast, has used the 
symbol of the road to describe 
the meaning of life.

In this religious view all 
things come from God and all 
things find their fulfillment in 
God.

If my life is a wheel, if I can 
look forward to nothing but an 
endless repetition of past mis­
takes, disappointments and 
failures, the natural result is 
not only boredom, disillu­
sionment and desperation.

But if I am on a journey, and 
it is a journey planned by God 
in which God is my companion,
[ have a totally different at­
titude toward me future. I can 
rise above past mistakes and 
failures. I can make new
discoveries of God at work in 
my life and in the world around 
me. Each day can be an ex­
citing new adventure in self- 
discovery and self-realization.

2 cans (16 ounces each) 

pinto or kidney beans 
1 quart water 
1 can (16 ounces) peeled 

tomatoes

1 cup chopped onion 
1/2 cup Karo dark corn 

syrup
1 tablespoon salt 
1 clove garlic, minced 
1 to 1 1/2 teaspoons 

chili powder 
1 teaspoon dry oregano 

Dash pepper
1 cup sliced link sausage, 

partially cooked 
Mix together beans and bean 
liquid, water, tomatoes, on­
ion, corn syrup, salt, garlic, 
chili powder, oregano and 
pepper in heavy 4-quart 
saucepan or soup kettle. 
Bring to boil. Reduce heat; 
cover and simmer about 
11/2 hours. Stir occasional­
ly to mash beans. Add sau­
sage after soup has cooked 
about 1 hour. Uncover and 
boil gently, stirring occa­
sionally, about 30 minutes 
or until soup is thicken­
ed. Makes about 8 (1 cup) 
servings.

Note: Bits of leftover 
ham or pork may be used 
to replace sausage.

S I T A T E  C A P I T A L
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AUSTIN, Tex. -  Richard M. 
Nixon would complete his term 
of office as president and 
Governor Dolph Briscoe would 
have a second term if Texas 
newspaper editors and publish­
ers had their way.

Texas newspaper publishers 
polled last week by this column 
voted on the questions about 
President Nixon, Governor Bris­
coe and the 1976 presidential 
campaigns.

They voted 72' yea and 36 
nay on the question “should 
President Nixon complete his 
term in office as president.” 
The vote was 79 yea and 24 
no on the question “should 
Governor Briscoe be elected to 
a second term.”

Leading the choices for 
Democratic nominee for presi­
dent in 1976 was Henry Jack- 
son. He received 26 ballots 
with others in order Bentsen, 
15; Wallace and Kennedy, 9; 
Baker, 5; Humphrey and Mus- 
kie 2; Lindsay, Byrd, 1.

Republican nominees and 
the votes were: Leader Con- 
nally with 43 votes and Ford 
with 11; Reagan, 10; Percy, 3; 
Goldwater and Nixon 2; Bush, 
Tower,Rockefellar and Laird, 1.
CONVENTION SET -  Physical 
plans for the 1974 Texas Con­
stitutional Convention, the first 
in 99 years, are complete.

The Convention will open in 
the House of Representatives 
chamber at the state capitol 
January 8, with the 181 state 
legislators as delegates. Speaker 
Price Daniel Jr. is assured of 
election as presiding officer.

Desks and chairs are arrang­
ed in a semi-circular pattern, 
with all delegates facing the 
podium. Seating was assigned 
by random drawing. Writing 
tables replace the historic desks 
on the House floor, and new 
chairs which are replicas of 
those used by delegates to the 
1875 convention have taken 
the place of familiar high-back­
ed styivel chairs.

A new voting machine has 
been installed for the delegates, 
with two boards registering 
“aye,” “nay” or “not voting” 
for all 181 delegates.

SU P E R PO R T  PLANS CON­
TINUE — A Texas Offshore 
Terminal Commission member 
has recommended an onshore 
superport facility on Galveston 
Island.

The Commission staff earlier 
suggested a $400 million, state 
financed deepwater port 30 
miles south of Freeport in the 
Gulf. Pete Miller of Galveston, 
the commission vice-chairman, 
put forward the alternative re­
commendation, with a cost peg­
ged at between $400 million 
and $482 million.

Representatives of 13 oil 
companies said the Freeport 
project should be constructed 
and operated by private indus­
try.

The Commission in Houston 
began a review of recommenda­
tions and was expected to con­
tinue here January 4 or Jan­
uary 7. Three public hearings 
are planned after the final report 
is adopted.
SP E E D L IM IT  H EA RIN G  
SLATED — A public hearing is 
set for January 8 on the new 
statewide speed limit author­
ized by the legislature in its 
recent special session.

Texas Highway Commission 
will conduct the hearing in the 
highway building auditorium, 
11th and Brazos Streets,Austin. 
Written or oral testimony will 
be accepted from any interested 
person.

The new act gives the Com­
mission authority to lower the 
speed limit for 15 months as a 
fuel-saving measure and to pre­
serve federal aid. A 55 miles 
per hour limit is expected to 
be fixed.

Enforcement probably won’t 
begin until late January or early 
February. Any order entered 
by the Commission will not 
take effect for eight days, dur­
ing which the Governor will 
have an opportunity to review 
and veto if he chooses. About 
two weeks will be required to 
post new signs.

COURTS SPEAK -  A federal 
district judge at Brownsville 
ordered the state to pay 
$131,248 to Platoro Ltd., an 
Indiana salvage firm, for recov­
ery of treasure from Spanish 
galleons off Padre Island.

You'd better look back over 
your shoulder before you toss 
that litter out on die highway 
or on beaches and park land.

If a Highway Patrolman sees 
you, you're a 100-to -1 shot to 
get a ticket.

And if you get one, you're 
better than 9 to 1 draw a fine 
of $25 to $200.

More than 800 Texans dis­
covered the odds last year, and 
arrest records for the first six 
months of 1973 indicate die 
total will go above 900 this 
year.

Those,*are just for the cate­
gory of throwing glass, wire, 
and cans and odier litter and 
for the related one of leaving 
refuse on the highway.

There are more than 8, 600 
arrests a year for the broader 
Department of Public Saftey 
classification of " miscellaneous 
violations, of which about 
2 , 000 ate for spillage from 
motor vehicles.

Col. Wilson E. Speir, direc­
tor of the Public Safety Depart­
ment, said recently that litter­
ing is just as much a misde­
meanor as any others on the 
statute books. He told his 
men to watch closely for viola 
tions and take appropriate en 
forcement action.

"State law prohibits the 
dumping or depositing of refuse, 
garbage, mbbish or junk on 
public streets, roads, or high­
ways", Speir said. "It is also 
unlawful to dump any sort of 
waste on rights-of-way, beaches 
parking areas or in inland 
streams or coastal waters."

A breakdown of DPS figures 
for the first half of 1973 shows 
the sub-district headquartered 
at Tyler as the worst offender.
Its 17 counties produced 20 
charges of depositing litter on 
highways and 43 of leaving 
refuse on the highway.

Next worst offenders were in 
the 15-county area headquarter 
ed at Houston. It showed 35 
litter violations and 26 charges 
of leaving refuse.

Abilene's 35-county district 
produced 20 litter charges and 
18 for leaving refuse.

The 22 counties served by 
the sub-district around Waco 
turned up with 20 litter charges 
and 30 refuse tickets.

Corpus Christ! area patrolmen 
arrested 22 for litter and 18 for 
refuse.

The Dallas sub-district office 
had 16 litter arrests and 20 re­
fuse. Beaumont's had 8 litter 
arrests and 17 for leaving refuse

Other sub-district office 
figures for the six months of this 
year:

Midland--10 litter and 10 
refuse.

Amarillo—'12 litter and 8 re­
fuse.

Austin--10 litter and 8 refuse. 
The littering arrests have 

been running 800 to 900 for die 
past few years. In 1960 there 
were only 225— indicating 
either less litter or less enforce­
ment.

Even the higher rate for 1973 
seems insignificant in view of

the many thousands of miles 
of highway and the constant 
litter pick-up work carried 
on by the State Highway De­
partment, Maurice Acets of 
Beaumont, president of the 
Beautify Texas Council, said.

But, he added, the police 
work is not a simple matter of 
writing tickets. Officers must 
see the offense or be close be­
hind the offender. The enforce 
ment effort probably prevents 
repeat offenses by those caught 
and fined.

And agencies such as the 
Beautify Texas Council--seeking 
to cut down litter through pleas 
for public pride—hope diat en­
forcement will augment educa­
tion and possibly frighten 
potential litterbugs.
