Statewide Speed 
Limit Set At 55

Any Unusual Signs At Your House!
In the past few weeks many 

signs on die state highways 
near here have been removed 
from the posts. This could be 
charged as stealing and de­
facing public property. This 
is punishable by a fine o f $10 
to $100. Some o f these signs 
are very necessary for public 
safety, such as "Stop", "Yield" 
and " Speed Limit" signs.
Others are information and 
destination signs. These signs 
ate made and erected with 
YOUR TAX MONEY at an 
average cost o f $20. 00 each, 
stated Cullen Luttrell, main-

tenance engineer o f the local 
highway department.

The highway department 
has information where some 
of these signs are and will 
give a short period o f time for 
them to be returned. To you 
parents - if you know of any 
o f these signs around or in 
your house, it would be advis­
able for you to have them 
returned and no charges will 
be filed. The highway depart­
ment requites this practice be 
stopped. After all, it is your 
money that pays for replacing 
these signs, added Luttrell.

The Texas Highway Com ­
mission recently set a statewide 
maximum speed lim it o f 55 
miles per hour, effective at 
12:01 a .m ., Sunday, January 
20.

The action was taken in 
keeping with the law passed by 
the recent special session of 
the Texas Legislature, empow­
ering the Commission to set 
lower speed limits to comply 
with federal energy saving 
actions.

Under the terms o f the 
Emergency Highway Energy 
Conservation Act signed by the 
President January 2, a state not 
establishing a 55 m. p. h. 
maximum speed lim it would 
not receive its share o f federal 
highway construction funds.

Federal taxes on items 
related to the operation of 
motor vehicles—notably a 
four-cents-per-gallon levy on 
gasoline—go into the Federal 
Highway Trust Fund. These 
funds are apportioned back 
to the state for the federal 
government's share o f highway 
construction.

Texas’ share amounts to 
some $240 million annually 
which would be withheld if  the 
lower speed limit were not set 
by early March.

This action is subject to 
review within eight days by 
Governor Dolph Briscoe. "The 
lower speed limits will apply 
to all highways in the state, 
including highways under the 
control o f the Texas Turnpike 
Authority, cities and counties.

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Nature's Friend
A hunting sportsman may be 

many things, but he is not a 
menace to wildlife. The 
National Rifle Association's 
purchase o f over 30, 000 acres 
of land in New Mexico to 
establish a wild-life-conserva- 
tion complex provides one 
example o f this fact.

The complex will include 
conservation projects, camp­
ing areas, a youth camp, com ­
petition ranges and research 
facilities combined under con­
trol o f the NRA, an organiza­
tion representing a million 
U. S. gun-owning citizens. 
Many animal species would be 
extinct had it not been for one 
o f the best friends nature ever 
had, the sportsman, whose 
license fees help finance wild­
life conservation programs and

whose routine thinning of the 
animal population by regulated 
hunting ensures its survival.

We must, therefore, clear 
the cobwebs o f misconception 
and emotionalism from the 
minds o f the public in regard 
to hunting enthusiasts and other 
gun owners. Possession of fire­
arms is a consititutional right 
which millions of Americans 
handle responsibly and with 
proper respect for the law. It 
is easy to pin all of society's 
troubles on one scapegoat-- 
firearms. Instead, we must 
punish the criminal, not his 
weapon, and leave the funda­
mental right o f gun ownership 
by law-abiding citizens for 
sport and protection o f home 
and property firmly intact.

TransportaliÆ tmperalive
The ramifications of an 

energy shortage are virtually 
widiout limit. Think for a 
moment of the railroads. They 
mn on diesel fuel. They move 
the farm products, the machin­
ery, the chemicals and a thou­
sand and one other things that 
maintain the normal rhythm of 
daily life in every community 
o f the nation. Moreover, rail 
transport requirements are 
increasing.

A rail authority reports that 
in 1972 the railroads had their 
big year. Rail revenue ton- 
miles totaled 780.7 billion, an 
increase of 5. 5 percent over 
the previous year. This year, 
the authority said, "we are so 
far running 9.3 percent ahead 
o f 1972. " To meet increased 
transport demand, the railroads 
have been compelled to in­
crease motive power. The ma­
jor lines, during the first eight 
months of 1973, added 380 
diesel locomotives to their 
fleet. The new units are 
tlmost twice as powerful as

those being retired from service 
and have an aggregate total o f 
more than 2. 5 million horse­
power. Their gigantic trans­
portation capacity is essential, 
and every one of these multi­
thousand horsepower behemoths 
depends upon diesel fuel--fuel 
that must be made available 
without fail. Again quoting 
ihe rail industry authority, 
"Should it develop that rail­
roads cannot secure sufficient 
diesel oil to meet their full 
needs, then some services 
could not be performed. The 
impact of such an eventuality 
would be felt all across the 
economy because, as a practi­
cal matter, rationing o f trans­
portation would not be feasible.

Viewing the potentially 
disastrous magnitude o f a fuel- 
short rail transportation indus­
try, the rail authority proposed 
that the production o f distillates 
should be increased at the ex­
pense o f the production o f gaso­
line shortage, will take excep­
tion to the railroader's view. 
However, the point is that when 
it comes right dowm to bed­
rock truth, the United States 
must now resort to the most 
drastic measures to repair the 
breach in the energy base of 
our country that has been creat­
ed by a forced slowdown in 
energy production.

The strangest things have a 
way of happening in Washing­
ton. Now more about tapes.
It will be recalled that one of 
the reasons President Nixon 
gave why his private confident­
ial taped conversations with his 
aides and others should not 
become public property was 
because o f the concept of pri­
vacy and confidentiality as­
sociated with an essential to 
the office o f the Presidency.

Finally 7 tapes were released 
to a federal judge, for use only 
as related to subject matters 
being investigated by a grand 
jury, probably o f relatively 
little probative use. But that 
broke the ice, and in rushed 
Ralph Nader with Nader's 
Raiders, that super-duper group 
o f reformers who engage in 
rooting out injustice, malfeas­
ance, misfeasance, wrong­
doing, and bad judgment o f 
all description--you name it, 
they raid it, they file lawsuits 
willy-nilly, right and left.

The Nader crowd proceeded 
to file a suit and subpoena a 
tape recording of a meeting 
o f March 23, 1971, attended 
by the President, some aides, 
and attorneys and spokesmen 
for the nation's three largest 
milk cooperatives. A week 
later the parity price of milk 
was raised, and in due course 
the milk people made a po­
litical contribution.

The Naders showed scant 
interest in the fact that some 
30 prominent members of Con­
gress, including Senators M c­
Govern and Humphrey, had 
demanded that the President 
raise the ceiling on milk--and 
there was, in fact, good sound 
economic reason for the raise.

And so, to keep peace in 
the family, the President under 
court order mrned his private 
tape over to Nader's lawyer, 
one Bill Dobrovir, who before 
the tape was ever used in court 
proceeded to have two dupli­
cates made and cook the original 
to a cocktail party in George­
town and played it for the 
entertainment o f the revelers. 
It's being said that the Nader 
lawyer violated court proced­
ure and rules o f legal ethics 
by openly and brazenly mis­
using that particular tape.
It remains undecided whether 
disbarment or other proceed­
ings will be filed against the 
jubilant Dobrovir.

Local time is, a gimmick of 
geometry devised so that in a 
specific area, in fact every 
specific area, we peasants can 
anticipate the sun to be on our 
meridians at noon. Unfortunate 
ly, we peasants were distributed 
rather uniformly around the 
globe, and the possessors of 
watches could not continually 
be setting them so a compro­
mised system o f divisions was 
made. Arbitrarily it was 
decided that the sun is over 
every meridian once in 24 
hours or it shines directly down 
on 360 degrees in 24 hours-- 
from there simple division gave 
15 degrees per hour so starting 
at Greenwich, England, they 
marked 7  ̂ degrees to the east 
and 7  ̂ to the west and said 
this is the Greenwich time 
zone, although the sun was 30 
minutes late on the western 
edge of the zone. Then the 
15 degree zones were scribed 
off and political alterations 
were made. The mish-mash 
result was what we now live 
with in time zones. A good 
example is extreme West 
Texas versus Eastern New 
Mexico-although El Paso is 
West of Eastern New Mexico 
its time is one hour later.
To be more specific, El Paso 
is 3 degrees-13' west of Clovis, 
and should have a local time 
about 14 minutes earlier than 
Clovis, so it is a 1 hour and 
14 minute discrepancy. Some­
how political division superim­
position upon our time zones 
seems o f questionable benefit.

Given our eccentric time 
zones, during the period of 
minimum daylight we push the 
panic button and superimpose 
daylight saving time to con­
serve energy. In means that 
we get up well before sunrise 
(now) to get to an 8:00 a. m, 
job—more lights required and 
closer to the daily minimum 
temperature makes a greater 
use o f heat likely. Automobile 
commuters using more head­
lights; the energy for those 
lights has to com e from some­
where. Children at school bus 
stops in the dark and mothers 
driving children to school who 
normally ride the bus, for 
another energy loss.

The result has been that 
businesses and schools have 
simply moved their hour o f 
opening up one hour to offset 
the effect o f daylight saving 
time, when there is no daylight 
in evidence. There are almost 
no beneficiaries to daylight 

saving time at this time of 
year-the impact is a minimum 
on cities like Clovis, and a 
maximum on cities like El- 
Paso, but the impact is there 
on all o f them.

One must wonder in 
retrospect, if the desired end 
was energy conservation why 
the working day was not altered 
instead o f standard time. It 
would have been more benefi- 
cal to have staggered the work­
ing day with tlie hours o f sun­
light by individual time zones.

It would have been quite a 
simple operation to have the 
working day begin one hour 
after sunrise. The beginning 
o f the working day could be 
made earlier in monthly in­
crements as the sunrise comes 
earlier. The result would be a 
flexible daylight saving time 
which would give a maximum 
energy saving just as daylight 
saving time does in the summer, 
but it would give a minimum 
energy loss in the winter, 
instead o f the losses induced by 
an arbitrary panic-button push­
ing one hour advance o f the 
clock. One-hundred and 
seventy million people setting 
approximately two timekeepers 
ahead one hour is, in itself, 
quite an energy loss.

If energy conservation is 
necessary, why not have a 
working day which begins at 
nine o 'clock  in December 
and slowly moves in varying 
increments to seven o 'clock  
in June? It would save all the 
mental activity, national 
media time and rubbish such 
as "Spring forward. Fall back" 
which are devoted to insuring 
that we peasants set our tim e­
pieces correctly. The time 
zones are fouled up enough 
as they were, but that, in these 
times, does not seem to be a 
relevant criteria.

WAYS TO 
CONSERVE 
AND SAVE

ON WINTER HEATING
For savings on energy, set the thermostat on the 
temperature setting that provides adequate com­
fort (the President suggests 68°). Don't contin­
ually switch it up and down. Remember, the lower 
you set the thermostat in the winter the more 
money you save on energy.

A routine service inspection by a qualified service 
man is advisable prior to the heating season. Fol­
low the manufacturers recommendations on this. 
Clean filters keep the heating unit operating at 
maximum efficiency and economy. Filters are the 
most neglected part of any forced-air heating 
system.

A wood burning fireplace should be equipped 
with an efficient damper. Be sure to keep the 
damper closed when not in use. A chimney with 
the damper open carries warm air out the house, 
wasting heat.

To decrease heat loss and reduce energy cost in 
rooms that are not in use at night or in extremely 
cold weather, draw the draperies and lower the 
shades over the windows, glass panels and doors. 
If the sun is shining on glass areas, open the 
draperies. The sun shining through the glass will 
supply additional heat at no cost.

Some wall heaters have fan-forced circulation. To 
clean, turn the unit "OFF". Blow dust out of unit 
with vacuum exhaust attachment. Clean the grill 
cover with a vacuum or warm detergent water.

Proper insulation and weather stripping will 
make your home more comfortable. It will help 
keep dust and dirt from blowing in, and will help 
to eliminate cold drafts in the winter time, thus 
saving money on your heating bill.

Looks at Life

im a g e  o r  r e a l it y ?

Retired Bishop o f the 
Episcopal Church

Edwin Booth, the famous 
actor, once made a tour to 
several American cities. In 
one o f them a minister was 
very anxious to see his perform­
ance but feared his parishioners 
would not approve. He wrote 

to Booth asking that he might 
have a seat vAere he could see 
without being seen.

Booth personally responded 
to the minister in one sentence; 
"My dear Sir; There is no 
place in my theater where God 
cannot see ."

This story comes to my mind 
as I look back on some of the 
unhappy events o f the past 
year. It seems to me the les­
son to be learned, above all 
others, is the tragic folly of 
being more concerned about 
how we look to others than 
about how we appear before 
God, o f putting image before 
reality.

We might call it " the public 
relations com plex." It is an 
obsession which is not limited 
to Washington, D. C . , tiiough 
this is our most conspicuous 
example. It has spread to all 
areas o f our personal and 
social life.

It is the illusion in business 
that it is more important how 
a product is advertised dian 
how honestly and effectively it 
is produced.

It is the illusion in a com ­
munity tiiat leadership means 
personal publicity and making 
money, no matter how.

It is the illusion in a family 
that a respectable appearance 
is more important than the 
spiritual foundations that are 
being laid.

It is the illusion that Ameri­
ca can be the leading nation 
in the world as long as we have 
the greatest economic and 
military power, and successful­
ly cover-up our moral failures.

It is the illusion that my own 
personal destiny depends on the 
appearance and reputation I 
achieve rather than on my 
Inner integrity and character.

In the Bible the word 
" image" refers to an idol.
Usally the idol is a crude 
figure carved in stone or 
metal, a substitute for the 
living God. It was against 
this practice that God gave 
the second of the ten com ­
mandments. Again, in the 
idolatry of our time, God com ­
mands US; "Thou shalt not."

Joe Pete Fuller, One of a Kind
Joe Pete Fuller, maintenance people with whom he works 

superintendent for the Texas
Highway Department at Beau­
mont, is one o f a kind.

Recently, he received his 
50-year service certificate 
from State Highway Engineer 
Luther DeBeny. What makes it 
unique is that it is the first such 
award made and it is the only 
one that will ever be presented.

Fuller went to work for the 
H i^w ay Department in 1923, 
classified as a common laborer. 
He canied water to toad crews.

I was hired for two weeks 
and if they didn’t kill you in 
that time, they kept you." 
Fuller survived those two weeks 
and a half-century mote.

Child labor laws and a man­
datory 65-year retirement age 
in die Highway Department now 
prevent anyone from racking 
up 50 years’ continuous service.

Fuller’s career has other 
unique aspects. He has never 
had an accident, for one thing. 
For another, he has never miss­
ed a day o f work due to Illness,

I took sick leave once for 
three days," he recalls, "but it 
was not due to illness. My wife 
talked me into checking into a 
hospital for a physical, but I 
felt as good as 1 do today."

In the course o f his career. 
Fuller served as assistant main­
tenance foreman in Jefferson 
County and moved to the dis­
trict office in Beaumont in 
1947 as maintenance superin­
tendent.

Fuller and some 9, 000 other 
Highway Department mainten­
ance employees throughout the 
state not only work to keep 
roadways and roadsides in good 
shape for the safety and conveni-i 
ence o f the traveling public, 
but also stand ready to work 
around-die-clock in bad weath­
er or natural disasters. It is 
hard and sometimes dangerous 
work.

Franklin Young, district engi 
neer at Beaumont and Fuller's 
boss, lauds Fuller; "He traly is 
a most dedicated employee, 
both to his work and to the

"Last year when we had the 
big snow I was in Austin. I 
called the office at 9 p .m . 
and Pete answered the phone. 
When 1 called the next morning 
at 5;30 a .m ., Pete answered 
again. He answered again.
He stayed at the office and 
manned die radio and telephone 
keeping in contact with the 
whole district. This has hap­
pened not once, but many 
times. ’’

In presenting Fuller his serv­
ice  award, DeBerry said; " Most 
important in Pete Fuller's 
unique career is that tiiese have 
been 50 ’quality’ years. We 
are not honoring him for mere­
ly hanging on to a job for 50 
years. Pete gives his best to 
his jo b ."
