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Flu Virus Seeks 
Out Younger Set
For the past few weeks a 

virus, known only as the "flu 
bug” has plagued most of 
Texas including Sonora. A l­
though local illness attributed 
to the virus has not reached 
the peak it has in many 
area cities and communities.

This virus seems to be almost 
totally confined to school 
children. Reports Monday from 
our local school report a total 
o f 173 absenteeisms.

Of this 173 students absent, 
108 were elementary age 
(kindergarten throu^ fifth 
grade); 45 junior high students 
and approximately 20 high 
schoolers.

Many schools have closed 
because o f this bug, with 
the peak of the illness seem-

ingly over after a few days.
The bug, which is accom ­

panied by fever, sore throats, 
headaches, body aches, and 
sometimes nausea, has held 
sway in Texas for the past 
three weeks. Reports have been 
made of school closings in 
Brownwood, Commanche,
Brady, and Ballinger.
, The State Health Department 
is making an investigation of 
the illness in order to deter­
mine what strain of influenza 
the bug is.

IH Extension

A series of informal meet­
ings to discuss the possibility of 
extending IH27 southward from 
Lubbock has been scheduled in 
six West Texas cities by the 
Texas Highway Department.

Meetings will be held during 
mid and late March at Lubbock, 
Lamesa, Big Spring, Snyder, 
Abilene and San Angelo.

The IH 27 extension is 1 of 10 
routes nationwide for which 
congress directed feasibility 
and necessity studies as part of 
the 1973 Federal Aid Highway 
Act. Two other studies will 
include routes that cross parts 
o f the Texas Panhandle.

The IH 27 meetings, as part 
o f the study, will provide 
citizens with the opportunity 
to discuss and make recom­
mendations regarding the feas­
ibility, necessity and possible 
routing of a route extending 
from Lubbock or vicinity south­
ward to IH 20 and IH 10.

Mr. Phil Wilson, Engineer- 
Director o f die Highway De­
partment's Planning and Re­
search Division in Austin, stress­
ed the importance o f the m eet­
ings.

This study could be most im ­
portant to the future transpor­
tation network of West Texas, 
Wilson said. All interested per­
sons should make every effort 
to attend and participate in one 
of these meetings.

The Sonora Independent 
School District has been select­
ed as one o f 35 districts in the 
state to be a part of a pilot 
project o f the State Property 
Tax Committee, according to 
Rep. John Poemer o f Hondo, 
a member o f that committee.

Sonora was among the 35 
selected by random on a com ­
puter basis to evaluate the ac­
curacy of determining the 
state's wealth.

"Data derived from this 
sampling o f districts," Rep. 
Poemer said, "w ill be used in 
a statewide plan the Commit­
tee is formulating as part of 
its duties to provide the Gover­
nor with a new statewide school 
financing plan.

'These 35 school districts rep­
resent a broad spectrum of 
districts in Texas,” he continu­
ed. "Each of them will serve 
as a benchmark for all districts 
in their geographical area and 
in their ADA standing. They 
also serve as a wealth inven­
tory resource category."

One statistic noted on the 
random sampling was an aver­
age ADA per-school sample o f 
2,266. This figure was only 
seven students below the 2,273 
average ADA per school state­
wide.

ADA figures revealed in the 
sampling ranged from a low of 
18 at Terlingua CDS #4 in 
Brewster County to a high of 
26, 884 in the Nordieast Inde­
pendent School District in 
Bexar County. Sonora's total 
stood at 771 in the sampling. 
Some 79,292 students were 
represented in the 35 school 
districts selected by the com ­
puter.

General Telephone Sets Construction 
Project For 400 New Sonora Customers

General Telephone Company 
has two major telephone con­
struction projects in Sonora 
scheduled for completion this 
spring and early summer, ac­
cording to J. B. Goss, San An­
gelo division manager.

"Central office equipment 
which will provide facilities 
for 400 new General Telephone 
customers in Sonora is now be­
ing installed. The new equip­
ment will also provide improv­
ed service to our existing cus­
tomers by eliminating problems 
associated with crowded fa cil­
ities, " Goss said. The project 
is scheduled for completion in 
April.

In addition to the switching 
equipment project, an outside 
cable project Is also underway. 
This project calls for the place­
ment o f several telephone 
cables in practically all sec­
tions of the community. A 600 
pair cable, capable o f serving 
600 customers will be placed 
along Concho Street south to 
2nd Street. Another 300 pair

cable will be placed down 2nd 
Street to West Del Rio.

In the north portion of the 
city, plans call for a 2i00 pair 
cable to be placed on Crockett 
Steet from Oak to 8th Street. 
Several small cables will be 
connected to these major" feed­
er” cables to provide service 
to residential areas. When 
completed in early summer the 
project will almost double the 
telephone cable facilities 
in Sonora.

Goss indicated that tempo­
rary problems and service out­
ages might be expected during 
projects of this magnitude. In 
addition to the many transfers 
from the old to the new distri­
bution systems, he said there 
are usually minor problems en­
countered in the new construc­
tion that cannot be detected 
until the service is established. 
"In such instances, we appreci­
ate the understanding and co ­
operation o f our customers 
while the problems are being 
corrected," Goss added.

A $100-million federally f i ­
nanced public cooperation to 
run a nationwide legal ser­
vices program for the poor has 
been approved by both the 
House and the Senate. It now 
goes to a conference committee 
to iron out the differences be­
tween the two versions.

Approved by the House last 
year, this expanded project is 
to take the place of one OEO 
launched during LBJ's time.
It now has some 2, 500 law­
yers on the payroll, drawing up 
to $25, 000. The new version 
vastly expands the total outlay.' 
It adds up to more federal bur­
eaucracy.

Traditionally, local bar as­
sociations made arrangements 
among members to represent 
the poor, where needed. But 
under this program lawyers on 
this payroll have an incentive 
to promote business, mostly 
against Uncle Sam, some seek­
ing lawsuits for forced busing, 
prisoners' rights, abortions and 
higher welfare payments, and 
class action litigation.

Boiled down, it may help 
poor lawyers more than it will 
help poor clients.

I ’m opposed to any pay 
raise for Congressmen, federal 
judges, cabinet members and 
some others included in a sal­
ary increase proposal of a com ­
mission created to make peri­
odic recommendations on the 
subject. In fact, I voted a- 
gainst the last increase, some 
six years ago, the last raise for 
those in this category. In these 
times when we need to be 
tightening our belts such raises 
set bad examples.

So we have another candidate; 
a potential at least, entering 
a suit against Governor Briscoe 
over $600, 000 in campaign 
funds and promises. It sounds 
like a heckuva lot o f money. 
The first conclusion is that if 
you imbibe in the gastronomic 
delights of " Briscoe's Beanery" 
it is an excellent idea to be in 
the men’s room when the check 
arrives. The second conclu­
sion; " What is Dolph Briscoe 
doing in politics?" If he can 
make that much money on 
one meal, his potential in 
the restaurant business is total­
ly beyond the ultimate limit 
of belief. We must wonder if 
he has franchises for sale. May­
be that was the purchase.

Second thoughts, however, 
emerge and although they are 
mostly questions, &e shadow- 
box implications are some­
what unsavory. Considering 
die individuals who made con­
tributions, or promises, it is 
almost a foregone conclusion 
that the people who have a 
vast surplus of money in to­
day's society do not spend 
money for nothing. Did, or do 
they expect a return in kind?
It is a mute question, and 
needless to say, one for which 
direct answers are just not 
forthcoming.

Looking at the lavish cam ­
paign promises against the 
hindsight evaluation of our 
"good" governor's perfor­
mance, and the capability of 
the governor's office (known 
to him when he made the 
promises), several points e - 
merge. Governor Briscoe is a 
rancher, but there is obviously 
no affordable beef on the Tex­
as political scene. It must be 
conceded, however, that there 
is an over abundance of a read­
ily recognizable byproduct of 
beef production smeared lib ­
erally across every facet of 
our political scene.

Looking further at the sur­
face performance, there is 
little evidence which would 
warrant the expenditure o f six- 
tenilis o f a million dollars of 
special interest's money. Is 
there in existence, or an an­
ticipated arena o f remunera­
tion which is not and will not 
become visible? Put on more 
basic terms; the money flow­
ing in one direction is visible, 
is there a return flow? We can 
remember that the Gulf Stream

the Counter-Gulf Stream(much 
larger) was discovered. The 
fact of a counter flow is not 
really important, but if it does 
exist the source of funds is 
terribly important to you and 
to me.

The mere possibility o f spec­
ial interest remuneration for 
campaign donations should be 
enough to bring our legislature 
and congress into action. All 
political campaign funds must 
come from public monies. 
Private contributions should be 
made illegal, and certainly 
not income-tax deductable.
" Bought" people, regardless of 
their profession, are hardly 
acceptable. Why do we not 
have such legislation? Is the 
obscurity of legislative fore­
sight pure insensitivity or has it 
been paid for?

We have arrived at our present 
unenviable position through the 
lack of foresight, or something 
worse, on the part o f our pre­
sent political incumbents, and 
their predecessors many of 
whom were, or have been, in 
office entirely too long. Cas­
ual observation leaves the im ­
pression that it is "business as 
usual" across the gamut o f the 
American political scene. In 
the face of this trend, you and 
I can be absolutely certain that 
in this social, political, e co ­
nomic horror story we are act­
ing out, the worst (climax) is 
yet to come.

Examine, if you will, our 
present situation, or better yet 
examine your wallet and coin 
purse. The cost of the essen­
tials for living are on the verge 
o f outstripping the earning 
power o f our working men. Top 
this with the energy shortage, 
soaring gasoline prices, even 
small luxuries, slipping be­
yond the reach of the econom ­
ic capabilities of ordinary 
men, soaring interest rates and 
any way you slice it, it spells 
a deteriorating standard of liv ­
ing.

It is not beyond the time for 
reaffirming to our insensitive 
politicians their responsibility 
both to and for the voters?
What better way to provide a 
not-too-subtle reminder than 
to make "outs" from all the 
" ins". A consistent vote across 
the board against incumbency 
for three elections might do 
wonders.

Looks af Life

AN ARMY WITH BANNERS

This year is an important 
one for two branches o f the 
Christian Family in our part of 
Texas.

It marks the 100th anniver­
sary of both the Roman Catho­
lic  Archdiocese o f San Antonio 
and the Episcopal Diocese of 
West Texas,

Those who will enter into the 
spirit o f these celebrations 
(and it is hoped that the whole 
area will feel involved in 
them) have many reasons to 
give thanks to Almighty God.

Not only has there been great 
material growth in the past 
century--reflected in increased 
population, new industries, 
thriving cities, and economic 
development--but also the 
work of God has been strength­
ened and expanded.

It is always hard to measure 
spiritual progress, either as an 
individual or a community, 
but there are many encouraging 
outward and visible signs: the 
growth in membership; new 
churches; new church-oriented 
schools, hospitals and other in­
stitutions: the larger number 
of ordained clergy and lay 
leaders.

For me the exciting aspect o f 
these anniversaries is that they 
bring to mind the long relay 
race o f Christian evangelism of 
which we are a part.

It is "terrible" 
in the sense that it makes an 
impact; it is effective; it 
changes history.

These banners have been 
passed to us, often at tremen­
dous cost. They are now ours 
to carry with gratitude, with 
joy and with dedicated 
fervor.
