Krueger Tells
Rule Changes On
Nursing Homes

Federally supported Medi-
caid nursing home patients
now will be allowed up to 18
days a year to visit relatives
or friends, according to
information released today
by Congressman Bob Krue-
ger. Such visits formerly were
limited to three days at a
time, six a quarter, and 18 a
year.

From now on, Krueger
explained, the only restriction
will be 18 days annually, with
the Federal Government
paying its share of the cost of
the nursing home bed during
the patient’s absence.

‘‘Patients were initially
being asked to pay for the
nights they were not staying
in a nursing home,”’ Krueger
said, ‘‘which, in effect,
discourages people from
getting out to see their
friends and families. We
should encourage this type of
activity,”” he continued,
‘‘since it not only is
therapeutic, but provides a

sense of dignity to people

who need and deserve it.”’
According to John A.

Svahn, Acting Administrotor

of HEW’s Social and Rehabi-

nursing home leaye policy
was eased in response to
comments from Congress,
State officials, and the
general public.

A Bishop
Looks at Life

by Everett H. Jones, Retired
Bishop of Episcopal Church
How Show It?

As Thanksgiving Day
comes again a good question
to think about is this: “‘If we
are genuinely thankful to
God, what are some of the
ways in which we can show
it?”’

The first obvious answer is:
‘““We can tell Him so. This
can be done daily, even
hourly, and it can be done
anywhere. It can be done
amid household duties or in
the midst of a business
meeting or while driving a
car. Just as we never tire of
hearing expressions of love
and gratitude from our
children, so God never tires
of hearing such expressions
from us.

There is much to be said,
also, for at least a weekly
overflow of a grateful heart in
God’s own house, the church.
Usually the presence of other
grateful people and all the
holy associations of the place
make it easier to remember
just how many blessings we
have.

A second answer is: ‘“We
can put gratitude into
action.”” A famous thanks-
giving prayer contains this
petition: ‘‘that we show forth
thy praise not only with our
lips, but in our lives, by
giving up our selves to thy
service.”” There is something
shallow and unsatisfying
about gratitude that does not

he

go beyond words. A part of
adventurous Christian living
is to think out at least one
new way each day to do an
act of loving service, not out
of duty or obligation, but in
sheer gratitude.

Still another answer is:
“We can trust God.” If we
mean it when we speak of
God as ‘‘our Help in ages
past,”” we shall quickly add
‘‘our Hope for years to
come.’’ There is something
radically inconsistent about
praising God for all He has
done in our lives and then
allowing ourselves to be filled
with fear and anxiety about
the future - as though His
goodness had suddenly come
to an end.

The greatest result of living
in a continuous state of
thankfulness is a sense of
inner peace and security. We
have the assurance that God
will never forsake us, and
that He will give us strength
equal to whatever we are
called to face.

Second incomes have many
effects on families.

how to help New York.
Here’s where my sugges-
tion comes in.

Mule Déer Populafion Down

There is little doubt that
mule deer harvest will be
down in the Trans-Pecos this
year. Population of this
species has declined approx-
imately 25 percent from last
year in this sprawling,
nine-county area that is home
to the bulk of the state’s
mule deer herd.

Reason for the decline was
the limited fawn crop in 1974,
following a period of almost a
year with very little moisture.
The number of surviving
fawns was just not sufficient
to make up for the annual
mule deer mortality.

What does this mean for
the hunter who plans to take
part in this year’s Nov. 29 -
Dec. 14 mule deer season?:
