West Texas Counties

Screwworms  continued
their warm-weather move
into west Texas counties
during July as 2,498
infestations were recorded
in 137 counties, says a
U.S. Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) spokes-
man.

This compares to 1,383
in July of 1975 and brings
to 6,772 the count for the
year, says Dr. Robert
Miller. He is veterinarian
in charge of sterile fly
distribution for the Screw-
worm Eradication Program
which is operated for
USDA by the Animal and
Plant Health Inspection
Service(APHIS).

Screwworms are mag-
gots of the screwworm fly.
Adult females of this
species deposit eggs on

wounds in warm blooded
animals.

Most counties in the
Edwards Plateau and
Trans-Pecos area tallied
screwworm infestations
during July. Two-dozen
plains area counties added
to the list.

Screwworms covered
the region from Travis
County on the east; to Val
Verde and Brewster coun-
ties on the south; to El
Paso County on the west;
to Dallam, Hansford, and
Collingsworth counties on
the Texas-Oklahoma state
line.

Fire Ants Continue To Spread

Imported fire ants are
now common in virtually
all of the eastern half of
Texas and are continuing
their trek westward.

‘‘Although records on
the distribution of fire ants
are somewhat behind
actual field observations, it
seems the fire ant has
infested counties extend-
ing from Coke County in
North Texas all the way
down to Kleberg County at
the southern end of the
state,’”’ points out John
Jackman, an entomologist
for the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service. ‘‘Fire
ant infestation also ex-
tends as far west as Kerr
and Bandera counties in
the Texas Hill Country.”’

Jackman says that 74 of
the counties that have a
fire ant problem are under
partial or complete federal
quarantine or are labeled
suppression areas. This
means that soil and
earth-moving equipment
must be cheeked when
being transported from' a
quarantined county to one

When Thomas Jefferson
decided on three things to
be placed on his tomb-
stone, he omitted mention-
ing his service as Presi-
dent of the United States,
and included instead that
he had been founder of
the University of Virginia,
author of the Declaration
of Independence, and
author of the Virginia
Statutes on Religious Lib-
erty. The relationship
between religion and poli-
tics, church and state, has
been an important one
from the time of the first
settlers in this country.
Many of our earliest
settlers came here in order
to be allowed freedom of
religious practice, al-
though some communities,
once established here,
prevented others from
practicing their own forms
of worship.

Nonetheless, the notion
that we are ‘‘One Nation
Under God’’ has been
equally as strong as has
been the notion that there
should be no establish-
ment of a state religion.
Not only were most of the
founders of our country
deeply religious, but even
today the American people
are the most religious of
any industrialized people.
Recent figures show, for
example, that 95 percent
of the American people
state that they believe in
God, a figure about three
times as high as that of
the Japanese, and sub-
stantially higher than any
European country. Fur-
thermore, our Congress
opens its sessions each
day with a prayer, and
prayers are normally heard
at the opening of civic,
business, organizational,
and governmental meet-
ings. Indeed, most Ameri-
cans have a kind of
underlying belief that ours
is a special destiny, and
that the political values
which our country seeks to
fulfill are values that are
universal, and are shared

not under quarantine. This
is an attempt to prevent
transporting the fire ant.

Fire ants have been
classed as eradicated in
Williamson, McLennan,
Erath and Henderson
counties, says the Texas
A&M University System
entomologist.

Mirex, a chemical used

to control the imported fire
ant, continues to undergo

careful evaluation by the
Environmental Protection
Agency. Allied Chemical
Corporation  discontinued
production of the chemical
in February, and Mirex is
now being produced by
the state of Mississippi
and is available through
the Texas Department of
Agriculture.

Jackman says farmers
and ranchers can obtain
the chemical free of
charge by requesting it
through their County
Commissioners court.
Since supplies are limited,
distribution will be on a
first come, first served
basis.

at a basic level by all
peoples.

At the same time,
Americans are equally
opposed to the establish-
ment on any state religion,
and do not wish govern-
mental actions to prefer
one faith above another. In
that context, it is interest-
ing to see some of the
discussions of the religious
beliefs of certain political
figures that are found in
today’s national media.
Until 1960, it was sup-
posed that a Catholic could
not be elected President.
John Kennedy, a Catholic,
met with Protestant re-
ligious leaders in Houston,
discussed his relationship
to his church with them,
and proceeded to be
elected. There were few
complaints about his re-
ligion once he was in the
White House.

Now, one reads that
there is concern among
certain Catholics and Jews
in the northeastern states
about one of the candi-
dates being a Southern
Baptist. It is suggested
that a Southern Baptist
would find difficulty in
understanding their values
and in winning support in
some of those communi-
ties. It is strange that the
forms of religious worship
could assume such poten-
tial importance that they
would overshadow the
substance of faith behind
them. In the end, I
suspect that the American
people will make their
judgements on the overall
qualities that they believe
the competing Presidential
candidates to have. The
tradition of our country
has increasingly been in
recent years not to judge
the person by the religious
organization to which he
belongs, but to judge in
terms of the overall
measure of the individual.
That is as it should be,
and in keeping with the
nation’s goals as espoused
by Jefferson in both his
Declaration of Independ-
ence and his Statues on
Religious Liberty.

If ships have
trouble docking over there,
you ought to see the
trouble a hay truck has
getting in and out of my
barn. If anything needs
improving and modern-
izing, it does, and I’ll
attend to it if the
government will let me in
on some of that 2 percent
money. I'd like about
$100,000. What I'll do is
use $5,000 or so to fix up
the barn and put the rest
out at 7% percent interest.
In 40 years I'll bet I will
have come closer to paying
my loan off than Egypt.

Now as for the other
part of the foreign policy,
the 5 million dollars we’re
giving Egypt to see what
else needs improving over
there, I’ve been looking at
things around this farm for
years that need improving,

TICKS POSE

INCREASING THREAT

Ticks in Texas are
expanding their range and
posing an increasing
threat to human health.
Ticks can give people such
diseases as Rocky Moun-
tain spotted fever, relaps-
ing fever, tularemia (rab-
bit fever) and paralysis,
the Texas Medical Associ-
ciation says.

Ticks carrying Rocky
Mountain spotted fever
pushed their range as far
west as Taylor County

soft ticks usually found in
Rocky Mountain caves, old
cabins and campsites,
mainly bite at night and
quickly leave without at-
taching themselves for
long. One of the most
serious diseases, tick
paralysis, can be treated
effectively by finding and
removing imbedded ticks.
A doctor needs to handle
even cases like this to be
sure ticks really are the
disease cause and to make
sure all the tick is taken
out.

Only 34 humans got
Rocky Mountain spotted
fever in Texas in 1975 but
this is about one third the
entire total for the
preceding 11 years com-
bined.

When a person is in tick
country, there is little way
to avoid them. However, a
person  can greatly cut
down potential problems
by carefully searching for
ticks on the body and
clothing at regular inter-
vals. Hard ticks usually
spend several hours on
their host before they
attach themselves and
start feeding so searching
can get them before they
do any harm. Pay particu-
lar attention to the hairline
where ticks can be over-
looked easily. Fortunately
most tick bites are only
irritating, not dangerous,
to humans.

Danger of getting dis-
ease from ticks increases
the longer the tick is
attached to a person. If a
tick is found, the best way
to pull it out is with a
gentle backward motion.
Most ticks will come out
this way without leaving
any mouth parts in the
wound. Other extraction
procedures include cover-
ing the tick with petroleum
jelly or approaching it with
a burning cigarette so that
it will pull itself out.

The period from spring
to cold weather is the most
dangerous time for tick
attacks since there are
more of them during that
time. Ticks are hardy
pests that can survive
great stress. Tick-related
diseases have been re-
corded in different parts of
Texas year-round, TMA"
says. Some species of ticks
can survive a year without
feeding. In captivity, indi-
vidual ticks have lived
more than 40 years with
only occasional feedings,
the Rocky Mountain Medi-
cal Journal says.

A physician usually can
effectively diagnose and
fight tick-related diseases.
If a person gets sick, be
sure to tell the doctor
about any tick bites so the

Texas Tops In Cattle Slaughter

Texans can now brag
about one more distinction
of their great state. For
the first time in history
Texas is number one in
cattle slaughter in the U.S.

Dr. Ed Uvacek, a
livestock marketing spe-
cialist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service, says this informa-
tion is based on 1975
statistics and applies only
to federally inspected

cattle slaughtering plants.

In 1975, Texas had 82
federally inspected slaugh-
tering plants, and 28 of
these plants slaughtered
more than 50,000 head
each. These 28 plants
accounted for 11 per cent
of the total federally
inspected cattle slaughter,
says Uvacek.

Thirty slaughtering
plants reported a slaughter
of between 10,000 and
49,999 cattle while the
remaining 24 plants
slaughtered under 10,000
head of cattle.

Uvacek notes that Ne-
braska and Iowa followed
Texas in the number of
cattle slaughtered in fed-
erally inspected plants.

The number of federally
inspected slaughtering
plants increased in 1976
while the number of state

There is no sure answer. It depends, to a large ex-
tent, on what Lone Star has to pay its natural gas
suppliers.

AUSTIN—A merchant
may see hundreds of pieces of
identification each day as
customers pay bills with
checks. Drivers’ licenses are
probably the most common,
but student and military ID
cards, Social Security cards,
voter registration cards,
passports, and credit cards are
also used to verify identity.

Our Consumer Protection
Division attorneys say that
proper verification of identity
and a careful check of any
document or card that is
presented may help to reduce
the possibility of fraudulent
use of phony ID’s to pass hot
checks.

And while a customer in a
hurry may occasionally find
the slight delay inconvenient,
most consumers would agree
upon reflection that measures
designed to curb business
losses check fraud
benefit everyone. That’s
because merchants who lose
considerable amounts of
money from such illegal acts
eventually must pass on the
losses to customers in the form
of higher prices.

With check fraud estimated
at $1 billion each year, and
with it occurring more and
more frequently, according to
law enforcement officials, the
problem is a big one.

HOW IS ONE
‘““BORN AGAIN"’?

It is interesting to note
that a national political
campaign has engendered
a new interest in certain
fundamentals of Christian
theology.

The fact that the
recently chosen candidate
of the Democratic Party
has openly declared him-
self ‘‘a born-again Chris-
tain’’ has caused many
people to ask what those
words mean. Surprisingly
the confusion is as great
among Christians as a-
mong non-Christians.

Perhaps a few basic
observations will help to
clarify the situation:

These words are right
out of the New Testament.
In St. John 3:6-7, Jesus
says ‘‘Do not marvel that I
said, ‘You must be born
anew.’”” In Colossians 3:10
St. Paul tells members of
the new young church
‘‘Put on the new man,”’
and in II Corinthians 4:16
he writes ‘‘The inward
man is renewed day by
day.”

Sometimes the exper-
ience of rebirth is sudden
and dramatic, as was the
case with Saul on the road
to Damascus (Acts, Chap-
ter 9), but more often it is
a gradual re-orientation
of one’s life. It is the
gaining of a new perspec-
tive, the recognition of a
new scale of values, a new
sense of the meaning and
purpose of one’s exist-
ence. We are in the same

On July 15 of this year
the City Council and the
County Commissioners
met in a joint session to
discuss a proposal pre-
sented to both organiza-
tions by City Police Chief
Bill Webster on the
feasibility of consolidation
of the police department
and the sheriff’s office.

efficient police department
and was given the
authority to staff the office
and make necessary ex-
penditures to implement
the department plan. As a
result, on July 1 of ‘74,
Officer Joe Fincher was
employed. Fincher is also
an experienced police
officer having served not
only as a patrolman
before coming here but
also special railroad de-
tective agent and city
detective in Odessa. He
also has eleven years
experience.

In September of that
year, the need arising,
Jerry Kemp was engaged
as an additional police
officer. Kemp was exper-
ienced in a large number
of related fields of police

" work including juvenile

division, narcotics and
intelligence and was a
patrol officer of the
Farmers Branch Police
Dept. before coming to
Sonora.

Rounding out the four-
man city police depart-
ment is Dick Jones, who
was hired in December of
1975. Jones came to
Sonora with nearly four
years experience being
employed by the Texas
Department of Public
Safety in Midland before
coming to Sonora.

Sonora’s police depart-
ment also maintains a
municipal County Judge,
W.T. Hardy, and an
office secretary.

If this seems like an
unduly large staff for a
town the size of Sonora,
you might remember that
data gathered from the
police department files
does not indicate public
service activities such as
house watches for vaca-
tioning or out-of-town
residents, animal com-
plaint calls, emergency
messages delivered, non-
criminal related calls
which occur after S p.m.,
and on all weekends. In
spite of the complete
nature of the records, it
can be discerned from the
available information that
78.8 percent of the cases
actually filed were related
to traffic law enforcement.
However, it should be
noted that traffic law
enforcement represents
only 37.9 percent of police
department activities.

In a summary exhibit
provided by the police
department 529 cases were
filed with a total of
$11,162.00 in fines col-
lected during the year
from July ‘75 to July ‘76.
This of course did not
include 42 calls answered
for disturbances, nine for
criminal mischief, two
simple assault, 118 acci-
dents, 19 burglaries, one
forgery, 14 thefts, and 11
theft cases of over $200,
15 funeral escorts and 340
miscellaneous reports re-
