“ If this happens, you’re 
going to see a boom like 
you ’ve never seen

Faircloth is plant super­
intendent for Mitchell 
Energy Corp., responsible 
for the cyrogenic plant 
which processes gas from

products and methane.
Faircloth presented the 

Lions Club a brief explana­
tion of the cyrogenic plant 
operation before opening 
up to questions.

Most questions centered 
around the theme of 
federal controls o f the 
natural gas prices.

How does it affect 
liquified gas production?

“ The cost of operations, 
and specifically the cost of 
the gas at the well, has 
skyrocketed in the past 
two years,’ ’ Faircloth 
explained.

“ Yet the price we are 
allowed to receive for the 
liquified products remains 
at the same level. We get 
eleven per cent liquified 
products and normally 
around 89 per cent 
methane (natural gas) 
from these w ells ,’ ’ he 
continued.

The methane is proces­
sed and entered into the 
La Vaca system for 
distribution to residential 
and industrial customers 
in Texas.

This natural gas distri­
buted in the state sells for

a free-niarket price and is 
not regulated by the 
federal government.

It is the sale o f the 
methane through intra­
state systems that helps to 
make up for the losses in 
revenue from the artificial­
ly enforced liquified gas 
prices.

“ It’ s really not right for 
Texans to, pay more than 
$2 per thousand cubic feet 
of natural gas, when 
people out of state buy our 
gas for 50 cen ts,”  
Faircloth commented.

But that’ s exactly what 
has been happening to the 
producing states. Gas 
producers who have been 
involved in interstate sys­
tems have been tied to an 
unrealistic price structure, 
which is inresponsive to 
the supply and demand or 
the costs of production.

“ Until we get some 
relief from the federal 
controls, we just can't 
afford to go after the 
gas,”  Faircloth added.

“ Two years a,go when 
we built our plant the cost 
was about $1 million...now 
the costs have doubled,”

he,emphasized.
It now costs between . 

$500,000 to $1 million to 
complete a gas well in 
Sutton County...the cost of 
drilling non-producing 
wells is another factor 
often overlooked by the 
gas consumer states.

Nation-wide there has 
been much attention to the 
shortage of natural gas, 
but according to Sutton 
County gas producers, the 
shortage is not due to the 
lack of reserves.

“ George Mitchell be­
lieves Sutton County has 
the biggest gas field in 
Texas,’ ’ Faircloth com ­
mented, “ and yes, there is 
plenty of gas in the 
ground.”

But without the incen­
tive of a free-market price, 
much of that gas will go 
undiscovered.

Our friends in the 
northeast may learn what 
Texans have known for 
some time...it costs money 
to produce gas and oil, 
and someone has to pay 
for it. We may pay more 
for ours, but we do have 
an adequate supply of 
natural gas.

Sutton County ranchers are faced 
with a set of grass range problems 
brought about by the excessive fall 
moisture and the unusually cold 
winter season.

Higher Prices 
for Natural Fibers

It’ s a safe bet that most sheep 
producers are more concerned with 
how their stock are wintering than 
with what’s big in winter fashions. 

[iWith the possible exception of the 
riie and fall o f the miniskirt, 
ranchers usually have more 
im;f)ortant things to worry about 
ithan staying abreast of the “ in”  
¡look.
i This year, however, may mark a 
[jchange.

No, w e ’ re not suggesting that 
[sheepmen spend their evening 
ihours deciding what original to 
¡wear when they feed in the 
||morning. It might be wise, though, 
to keep an eye peeled for general 
trends in upcoming fashions -  the 
nb̂ ws could be welcome, fabricly 
speaking.
l^*'Those with their fingers on the 
«garment industry’ s pulse are 
[ predicting a healthy degree of fair 
weather ahead for natural fibers. 
The unstable future of synthetics 
obviously has something to do with 
it, but woolen mills are presently
finding more manuf^urers willing, 
even eager, 
their fibers.
even eager, to pay mgh prices for

Much of it presently is attributed 
to consumer demand for fabrics . 
su«h as shetlands, tweeds and 
flannels, but whatever the explana- 

|;tkvi, wool is making a comeback.
■ Fabric men say that a major 
■reason for the increased sales of 
I'woolens has been feedback from 
retailers who claim their customers 
are willing to spend more money 
for products with a combination of 
[value and quality. Value and

quality you get what you pay for. 
Knowledgeable folks have been 
using terms and phrases like that 
for a long time, and those who’ve 
bothered to listen either knew it in 
the first place and acted 
accordingly or smiled knowing 
smiles and spent their money on 
synthetics. The latter bunch bought 
often. They had to.

At any rate, natural fibers, 
especially wool in the major fashion 
garments, appear to be the coming 
thing.

Though still more expensive than 
synthetics, woolens won’t have a 
disturbing effect on the cost of 
major items; an international 
manufacturer of men’s suits says 
the cost of the fabric used today 
represents a diminishing percent­
age of the total cost of the finished 
product, labor, natural being the 
big item. “ Many manufacturers 
would still have a $175 suit even if 
they paid nothing for the cloth,”  he 
explains.

There you go -  your product is in 
demand. Even if the current 
demand is explained as a fashion 
whim, it’ s a good bet that the 
scarcity of petroleum for future 
synthetics will eventually take over. 
All the wool producer has to do is 
see that his scarcity doesn’t exceed 
that of the artificials. And who 
knows, with the present decline in 
sheep numbers, Washington might 
some day declare them an 
endangered species -- and allow 
their protection from other so-called 
“ endangered”  species.

Tennis sweater, anyone?

“ Although we had a lot of rain 
and the grass is high and 
plentiful,’ ’ County Agent Clint 
Langford explains, “ this additional 
moisture retarded the maturing and 
curing of the grasses...which lowers 
the overall protein level in the 
grass.”

In fact, a recent study shows that 
the protein content o f Sutton 
County grass was estimated to be 
five per cent or less. The normal 
required protein level is between 11 
and 12 per cent.

“ Our cold weather has been a 
major factor in the lower protein 
level,”  Langford continues, “ be­
cause the winter season weeds and 
grasses have been unaltle to 
grow ...it ’ s just been too co ld .’ ’

The lack of good winter weeds 
and cool season grasses results in 
lower protein level than meets the 
requirements of the animals.
The lack of good winter weeds and 

mature grasses creates a low-pro­
tein level in the animals, and 
particularly sheep.

“ When sheep aren’t able to get 
good protein from grasses and 
weeds, they begin to crave the 
green bitterweed...and that really

causes problems,”  Langford com­
ments. “ Bitterweed is poisonous to 
our sheep, and they have to be fed 
a nutritious feed to keep them from' 
craving the bitterw eed.”

Although the bitterweed may 
affect goats and cattle during 
extreme drought, it is not a 
common problem.

“ Lots of folks think that goats can 
just live o ff the land, no matter 
what the grass conditions...but that 
just isn ’ t r igh t,”  Langford adds,

“ When goat protein level gets 
too low, the kid crop is in 
trouble...and in 1976 the Sutton 
County estimate was 30 per cent on 
its kid crop, we’d like to see it at 70 
to 100 per cent or better.” -

The low success rate of our kid 
crop is partially due to the 
inadequate protein level o f the 
nanny. When the nanny’s nutrition 
is poor, she will abort the 
fetus...and often even at birth the 
kid is nutritionally starved and has 
small chance for survival.

Supplemental feeding is the 
rancher’ s answer to Mother 
Nature’ s unpleasant surprises.

We tried to get a photo of Vestal Askew’s sheep feeding in one of the 
specially built feeding pens...this is as close as we could get...His 
supplemental feeding program allows the sheep to feed on their own 
and frees the rancher from the daily task of carrying feed to the 
animals.

Texas Cattle Losses Mount 
Due to Cold, Wet Weather

Cattle losses in Texas have been 
mounting in recent weeks due to a 
combination of cold, wet weather 
and lack of quality forage.

“ Losses have been up sharply in 
some counties in the Gulf Coast 
region because of a combination of 
these factors,”  points out Dr. Larry 
Boleman, area beef cattle specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

“ Also adding to the losses is the 
fact that the cattle in this region of 
the state are mostly Brahman and 
Brahman- crosses that cannot 
withstand a lot o f the cold, wet 
weather that has been around since 
last fall.

W ool and Mohair Report
By Fred Campbell

The big news of course is the 
energy crisis. Continued cold 
weather around the country will 
certainly increase the sale of wool 
clothing as people dress warmer. 
Although the effect o f increased 
retail sales has already been noted, 

•it is anticipated that further 
increases will become apparent as 

• stocks are reduced.
Prices for wool being sold in the 

Australian auctions are firm. Values 
for the finer grades are increasing 
as compared to the lower grades, 
more in line with traditional 
difference which have existed for

the various types of wool. Markets 
in New Zealand and South Afi-ica 
have opened firm and are 
continuing the trend.

Sales of wool in the U.S. are very 
limited as unsold stocks are 
extremely low. Shearing is now 
underway in California and Arizona 
and it is presumed that the market 
will open in these areas soon. In 
our section some 12 months wool is 
coming in but on a very limited 
basis.

Angora goat shearing is now 
beginning to get started. We have 
received about 30,000 pounds of 
early shorn mohair at this date. We

have scheduled a sale o f 22,500 
pounds for later this week.

Generally around the country, we 
continue to hear that livestock are 
not doing well in this cold weather. 
Lice and ticks on cattle, sheep and 
goats drag them down in condition 
as well as the weather. The next six 
weeks can make a tremendous 
difference in the profit or loss 
picture o f a sheep and goat 
operation. We urge everyone to 
feed their stock well during this 
period in order to save those lambs 
and kids and their mothers. If you 
don ’ t save them you can’ t sell 
them.

“ Most cattle can tolerate either 
wet or cold weather to some extent, 
but this fall and winter we’ve had 
the two together and that’ s been a 
big part of the problem. The fact 
that the type of cattle in this area 
have short hair and a greater 
surface area per unit of weight to 
tolerate hot summer weather also 
works to their disadvantage during 
wet, cold conditions.”

Boleman also emphasizes that 
poor nutrition coupled with the 
adverse weather has led to many 
cattle deaths. “ Cattle need quality 
roughages during these critical 
periods. However, many producers 
either do not have good quality hay 
available or have not been able to 
get to their herds with the feed due 
to boggy pastures.”
The Extension specialist explains 

that when a mature cow is in good 
winter condition, she generally is 
not too seriously affected when the 
temperature drops from the comfort 
zone of 60 degrees to around zero 
degrees F. as long as she is full of 
forage, has a dry hair coat, and is 
exposed to dry, still air.

Boleman uses the term “ Critical 
temperature”  in talking about cow 
maintenance during certain weather 
conditions. “ This is the 
temperature at which a cow can 
keep up its body heat without 
additional feed intake. It is slightly 
above the temperature at which 
cattle begin to shiver.

“ A cow not getting any feed will 
reach a critical temperature at 
about 55 degrees F .,”  notes 
Boleman. “ Supplying her with 
about 15 pounds of hay per day will 
lower the critical temperature to 
about 23 degrees F. If feed 
consumption is increased to the 
point that the cow can consume all 
the hay she desires along with 
three to five pounds of protein

supplement, her critical tempera­
ture will drop below zero degrees 
F.”
The specialist adds that wet hair 

coats and increased wind speeds 
increase the critical temperatures of 
cattle.. A change in wind speed 
from one-half to 10 miles per hour 
will cause cows to increase their 
heat production by 20 to 35 per 
cent to maintain body temperature.

In addition to feeding cattle all the 
hay they can eat during cold, wet 
periods, Boleman also advises

producers to provide shelter for 
cows that are calving.

Looking ahead, there appears to 
be no relief from the cold, wet 
weather that has plagued much of 
Texas during the past few months, 
particularly in the coastal regions. 
The 30 day outlook issued by the 
National Weather Service indicates 
continued cool, wet conditions.

“ This means that producers must 
continue to give close attention to 
maintaining their cattle herds by 
providing additional hay and 
protein feed,”  adds Boleman.

Cattlem en See 
Hope in 1977

Although cattlemen may have a 
difficult time seeing a pot of gold at 
the end of the rainbow, 1977 does 
offer a ray of hope.

Dr. Edward Uvacek, a livestock 
marketing specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service, sees 
a reduction in fed cattle marketings 
for the early part of the year, about 
nine per cent below last year’ s 
level. But he believes marketings 
will increase slightly—two to three 
per cent--during the second 
quarter, April through June. This 
rather small increase, together with 
lower levels o f cow and non-fed 
cattle kill, should keep cattle 
slaughter low for the next six 
months.

“ All this means that beef supplies 
should be down for a while,”  says 
Uvacek. “ Therefore, fed cattle 
prices should move up during the 
next few months. This, plus more 
favorable feed grain prices, could

stimulate an increase in feedlof 
placements.”
Thus, if the feedlbt business does 

pick up during the first part of 
1977, then some beef supply 
problems could develop during the 
latter part of the year.

Because of a limited carryover of 
calves from last year and a lower 
calf crop, feeder cattle and calf 
numbers should be down during 
most o f the year, adds the 
specialist.
This means feeder cattle prices 

should also show some improve­
ment, following the pattern being 
set by the fed cattle market.

Taking Advantage o£ Tax Angles 
May Save Thousands o£ Dollars

I  qTaking advantage o f tax angles 
Iwiren buying or selling real estate 
|!n|ay save a rancher thousands of 
Idollars, contends an economist for 
Ithe Texas Agricultural Extension 
liService.

“ After buying a ranch, it’ s 
Jiiroportant to set up the right tax 
||‘basis’ for the land,”  says Dr.

'ayne Hayenga. “ The basis is the 
¡ ’amount of money allocated for land 
llout of the total purchase price of

the estate. This is the amount that 
will be used for figuring taxes if 
you sell the ranch or are involved in 
an estate settlement.”
Next, allocate part o f the total 

price to livestock, advises the Texas 
A&M Universitv Svstem economist. 
This amount will be the starting 
point or basis for figuring net profit 
or loss realized on income tax 
during the year they are sold.

“ How much you allocate can make

a lot of difference in the amount of 
taxes you pay,”  contends Hayenga.
“ The higher the amount allocated, 

the less income you will have to 
pay taxes on when you sell.
All buildings, equipment on the 

land must also be given a value. 
These amounts will establish a 
basis for setting up depreciation 
schedules.

“ If mineral and water rights are 
included in the purchase price of

the estate and are considered 
valuable in your location, put a 
value on these a lso ,”  notes the 
economist. “ It’ s a good idea to get 
professional help when figuring 
these values.”
When transferring a ranch to a 

son or daughter, one way to avoid 
charging a fixed price is to arrange 
payments in the form o f a 
percentage of the annual receipts 
over a number o f years, Hayenga

points out.
“ In this arrangement the buyer 

could not claim a tax deduction on 
payments made, but the seller 
would not be taxed for payments 
received until the basis or original 
cost o f the farm was recovered. 
After that, payments would be 
taxable under the capital gains 
rate.

“ If you decide to use this type of 
agreement, be sure to draw up a

clear and concise contract,”  
Hayenga advises.
Good management of the sale of a 

ranch residence with a ranch can 
also save money on taxes.
If you sell a ranch residence with 

a ranch at a profit and reinvest 
some or all of the proceeds within a 
year in a house in town or another 
ranch residence the profit from the 
house sold is not taxable,”  says the 
economist.
