$900,000 School Bond To Be Voted On

The polls will open at 7
a.m., Thursday morning
and voters in the county
will begin to make a
definite decision on the
$900,000 bond election to
build a new junior high
school building.

Election will be held at
the courthouse and polls

will close at 7 p.m. All
registered voters in the
county are eligible to vote.

School officials have
estimated the cost of the
new junior high building
will be $1,306,000 but cash
reserves will reduce the
amount to $900,000.

The bond election will

not raise property taxes
but will be paid with tax
dollars collected over a
period of seven  years.
School board trustees have
voted to reduce taxes per
$100 valuation for the past
three years. In last week’s
school board meeting
taxes were reduced from

the present $1.31 to $1.29
per $100 valuation.

The
defense by Paul for faith is
based on history as it is
recorded in the Old
Testament Scriptures, and
as those Scriptures are
seen as fulfilled in the
Promise given to Abra-
‘ham, namely Jesus Christ
crucified and raised from
the dead.

Paul truely shows how
reasonable and logical it is
to choose faith in Christ.
Paul shows how utterly
impossible it is to gain
righteousness = demanded
by God in the Law. Now
before 1 am misunder-
stood, let me say that I do
not want to do away with
God’s Law. I believe a
Christian should strive to
obey the Law of God and
when he or she fails to
keep this Law of God ,
they flee to the cross of
Jesus Christ and have
faith in Him to forgive all
sins which he or she may
be guilty of. You see, the
Law of God is Holy and it
is good, but it does not
have the power to save us.

Referendum Discussed

Mohair producers attending the
Mohair Council’s summer directors
meeting here on Thursday, August
25, learned they will vote on a
proposed 2%2 cents per pound
increase in the present deduction
rate when Mohair Referendum is
conducted early in 1978.

The announcement of the
proposed deduction rate increase
came during a report on collections
made during the past year by the
Texas Mohair Producers Board.

Board officials told the Council
meeting that the present 2%2 cents
per pound being deducted voluntar-
ily from the sale of mohair is
providing only about half enough
money needed to conduct Mohair

Council promotion programs at the
present level. Board  officers
explained that the = voluntary
checkoff program, initiated in Texas
in March, 1976, was originally set
up to bring in about $250,000 per
year which would come from the
2% cents per pound deducted on
an estimated 10 million pound per
year production.

However, it was brought out in
the meeting that Texas mohair
production is now estimated at less
than eight million pounds per year
and the present deduction rate will
not provide adequate funds for
future mohair promotion programs
after 1978.

‘““We have only two choices,’”’

observed Board chairman Sid
Harkins of Sanderson. ‘‘We either
boost the deduction rate and get
additional funds to pay for
effective promotion of our product,
or we cut our budget drastically
and just try and maintain our
product’s image in the marketplace
in whatever manner we can
afford,”’ he continued. -

Harkins, who also serves as
Mohair Council presdent, said the
referendum would be held by mail
ballot during the last of January,
1978, along with the biennial
election of board members whose
terms expire.

It’s unfortunate that this is not
necessarily the case, that indeed
the major notice of range fires is
taken by those whose range is
threatened, and often not all of
them.

As our western society has
changed from that of a rural,
agriculture-oriented land to that of
an urban, agriculture-ignoring land,
the heart-stopping effect of range
fires has diminished.

The once fire conscious migrating
settler has been replaced by the
careless traveling tourist, and
ranchers and rangeland have paid
the price.

Thousands of acres of grazing
have been recently lost to range
fires in West Texas alone, and dry
weather and cured grass are both
still with us.

Still, the unthinking traveler is
not the only cause of range fires;
most of the recent West Texas
losses have been blamed on
lightening fostered by blustering
but unproductive thunderstorms.

If traveling and tourism went out
of style overnight, ranchers would
still face range fires and they would

still be the ones to swallow the
losses.

They then are the ones who must
work the hardest to prevent or
control such disasters.

Bill Sims, executive secretary of
the Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers’
Assn., asks that landowners work
with their county and state highway
officials to see that right-of-ways
are mowed, and fireguards con-
structed either inside or out51de
fencelines.

Basically nothing more than
strips of cleared ground, fireguards
have been recognized as effective
in preventing the spread of fires
generated by thoughtless travelers.

WTU almost totally

_relies on natural gas for its

electric  generating power,
therefore, allocation of
natural gas from Texas to
energy-short areas of the
midwest and the northeast
will have a direct affect on
our supplies of natural gas
and electricity.

The current energy plan
if passed by the U.S.
Senate, will give the
president  the power to
‘‘allocate’’ gas from pro-
ducing states to other
parts of the country. This
plan will create gas
shortages in Texas.

West Texas Utilities
Co., like all other electric
service companies in the
Southwest, depends main-
ly on natural gas for boiler
fuel at its power plants.

Some of its generating
are capable of
burning  residual oil for
varying lengths of time
during periods of extrem-
ely cold weather when the
gas supply is curtailed.

But no other forms of
fuel is used, or can be
used at the company’s
eight major generating
stations. Therefore, any
drastic cutback in the
supply of natural gas could
have a damaging effect on
the people and businesses
in West Texas Utilities
service area.

A look at the WTU
territory is enough to
explain why natural gas
has always been the best
fuel for the company.

The WTU generating
system evolved logically. It
was designed to make use
of the most available and
most - economical * boiler
fuei. /

Since the area, which
extends from the Red
River to the Rio Grande.
had, and still has, one

of the largest supplies of
natural gas in the world,
this clean, efficient and for
many years cheap, fuel
was ideal.

But the energy crisis,
which first surfaced in
1973 and was dramatically
publicized last winter, has
changed the course for
WTU and the other
electric /generating com-
panies in Texas.

WTU’s Fort Phantom
Hill Unit Number Two,
located near Abilene, was
completed this past spring
and will be one of the last
gas fired generating plants
to be built in the United
States.

From now on, by orders
of the Railroad Commis-
sion of Texas there will be
a gradual phase-out in the
use of natural gas for
boiler fuel.

By 1981, the amount of
gas being used to generate
electricty must be cut to
10 per cent below the 1975
level. By 1985, it must be
cut to 25 per cent below
the 1975 level.

This means that WTU,
and other electric utilities
in the state, must start
turning away from their

Utility Seeks Better Price

Austin utility consultant
Joe K. Wells Jr. told a
Railroad Commission ex-
aminer today that Gas
Utilities Inc. has an annual
revenue  deficiency  of
almost $20,000 on its
Campbellton system and is
seeking to charge an
average of $7.04 per Mcf
to collect what it needs to
earn an eight percent
return.

Zinder and Associates,
testified at the Gas

days.

come, WTU will continue
to rely chiefly on natural
gas, and fluctuations in
the supply and the price
of natural gas will directly
affect . WTU and its
customers.

Through the company’s
requirements in terms of
cubic feet of natural gas
.appear huge, WTU Presi-
dent Durwood . Chalker
points out that the
company actually is a net
producer of energy.

On an average day,
WTU burns about
114,500,000 cubic feet of
gas in its boilers. On peak
days, which occur usually
in July or August, it uses
about 160 million cubic
feet. This adds. up to
almost 42 billion cubic feet
per year.

But these amounts,
when compared to the
total production of natural
gas in WTU territory, are
almost infinitesimal.

WTU creates much
more energy in the form of
electricity than it expends

ing on the Campbellton
rates as well as at a
Monday héaring on the
Pettus, ‘Tuleta and Tulsita
system for which Gas
Utilities Inc. is seeking a
rate increase to an average
of $5.67 per Mcf. The
revenue deficiency on that
larger system totals some
$55,000.

Wells and Austin attor-
ney Frank Youngblood
represented the gas comp-
any at both proceedings.

Wells also testified that
the cost per Mcf he cited
for both the Campbellton
system and the Pettus
system, which included
Tuleta And Tulsita, repre-
sented amounts needed
before necessary steps are
taken to comply with
requirements of the safety
section of the Gas Utilities
Division.

The lost and unaccount-
ed for gas ratio to total
purchases in 1976 totaled
38.89 percent on the
Pettus system' and 27.88
percent on the Campbell-
ton system, Wells testi-
fied.

After taking steps to
reduce the unaccounted
for gas figure to 10
percent of sales, Wells
said the per-Mcf cost on
the Campbellton system
would to $7.48 while the
Pettus system would drop
$4.90 with the decrease
coming from the value of
the gas previously classi-
fied as unaccounted for.

in the form of gas and oil.
Probably no other elec-
tric utility firm in the
nation is more
linked with the petroleum
industry than WTU.

There has always been a |

natural mutual depen-
dency between the two.
Each finds the other
necessary in its own
operation. WTU buys gas
and oil and converts it into
electricity. It then sells
electricity to the petroleum
producers, who use it to
produce and transport oil
and gas.

The electricity is used
for many purposes. Most
oil and gas fields have
been completely electrified
for at least a decade.

Pump jacks, formerly
powered by gas engines,
now are run by electricity.
Waterfloods, gasoline
plants, refineries, pump
stations and other oil field
operations depend  on
electric energy.

But faced with the
Railroad Commission order
calling for a gradual
reduction of natural gas,
and realizing that even
stricter orders may come
from Washington, WTU. is
making plans for some
coal-fired generation.

These - plans include
sharing the cost of a new
coal plant being built near
Tulsa by Public Service
Co. of Oklahoma, which is
one of - WTU's sister
companies in the Central
and South West Corp.

There are also plans for
a huge coal-fired plant to
be built within WTU
territory and jointly owned
by other 'members of the
Central and South West
System.
