The First Baptist Church
celebrates its centennial
this Sunday, Dec. 18
beginning at 10:50 a.m. in
the church sanctuary.

Wool prices have weak-
ened some the past few
days overseas. The cause
is attributed partly to the
Holiday period and also to
poor re-order conditions
existing in the textile
trade.

In the U.S. trading has
been limited to clean-up
sales. Some remaining
Texas 12 months wool has
moved at clean, delivered
limits of 1.85 which
translates to 85 to 93 cents
depending on yield. Some
warehouse ~accumulations
of clippings have sold this
past week at 53 cents FOB
warehouse.

Mohair trading is about
over for the season. The

last sale in South Africa
was held December 6 and
this completed their sea-
son. Their next sale will
be March 6, 1978. Prices
at this sale in Port
Elizabeth were up about
2% percent across the
boeard for all types.

In Eldorado last week a
reputation clip was offered
for sale. The clip shorn
last spring brought 3.176
and the fall clip sold at
2.917.

There has been an
estimated 40,000 pounds
of new spring adult
contracted at 3.03 at one
warehouse with unreport-
ed amounts elsewhere at
the same price.

“Winterize” Cow Herds For

With winter approaching, stock-
men can take certain steps to
‘‘winterize’’ their cow herd for a

more efficient operation, points out
Clint Langford, county agent with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Efficiency is increased mainly by
culling unproductive cows that

Sutton County is one of six Texas
counties that have gained top status
in the cooperative state-federal
campaign aimed at eradicating
brucellosis, reports the U.S.

Sutton County
Received
*2,235,000

Sutton County received
$2,235,000 of the State’s
$6,075,952,000 travel
receipts in 1976, a national
study commissioned by the
Texas Tourist Develop-
ment Agency has dis-
closed.

The 1976 figures reflect
an increase of 1S percent
in travel receipts over 1975
when Sutton County’s
travel business accounted
for $1,941,000.

In  addition to gross
receipts, the study found
that Sutton County in 1976
had 88 of the state’s
227,258 travel-related jobs,
with an annual payroll of
$453,500.

It also estimated $88,900
in state and $18,600 in
local taxes were paid by
county visitors in 1976.

The study was done by
U.S. Travel Data Center in
Washington, D.C., an
independent travel re-
search organization funded
jointly by public and
private sectors.
