Swine

Fever

No/w U.S. Threat

African Swine Fever,
probably the most deadly
of all hog diseases, is
rapidly spreading through
the western hemisphere
and is posting a serious
threat to swine in the
United States. Clint
Langford, county agent
with the Texas Agricultur-
al Extension Service, says
each livestock producer
can help prevent the
spread of the disease
should an outbreak occur
in this country.

The disease was report-
ed in Brazil in early June
and one month later had
spread to the Dominican
Republic, which is less
than 100 miles from
Pureto Rico.

Clint describes African
Swine Fever (ASF) as a
virus disease which
spreads rapidly within a
herd, killing most of the
swine. Some types may
have a lower mortality
rate, allowing some pigs to
survive and spread the
disease.

Since rapid diagnosis is
the key to halting the
spread of diseases, any
disease causing swine to
die rapidly should be
reported immediately to a
veterinarian. The Texas
Veterinary Medical Diag-
nostic lab has trained
personnel to  diagnose
ASF, hog cholera and
other swine and livestock
diseases.

Federal authorities are
responsible for preventing
the entrance of exotic
animal diseases into the

United States, but vigilant
producers can provide
valuable assistance
through prompt reporting,
contends Langford.

What about the spread
of ASF?

Since infected uncooked
pork scraps in garbage can
transmit the virus, the
spread of ASF into Brazil
and the Dominican Repub-
lic was probably by

" infected pork scraps fed to

swine, usually near an
airport or seaport.

Along with thoroughly
cooking all garbage fed to
swine, Clint recommends
that  producers  watch
swine closely on a daily
basis for any abnormal
conditions. Hogs may die
in four to seven days after
showing a fever.

’78 Hunting Prospects Not Bright

Prospects - for- the 1978-
1979 hunting season are
not bright. A five county
survey made by Soil
Conservation Service Bio-
logists Frank Sprague of
Temple  and Willard
Richter of San Angelo
found ranges and wildlife
suffering from the drough-
ty conditions of the past
14 years.

Deer reproduction ap-
peared to be normal with
the appearance of a good
fawn crop on the ground
in May and June. Survival
of fawns depends largely
on the doe’s " ability to
furnish enough milk to
carry the fawns for
approximately 90 days
until they are weaned. The
doe’s milk production
depends entirely on the
availability of green forbs
and tender browse plants.

Due to the drought, forb
production this spring was
80-90% below normal.
This will have a severe
impact on the survival of
the 1978 fawn crop.

The- - reproduction - of
ground nesters such as
turkey and quail was also
severely reduced by the
drought conditions. High
temperatures and extreme-
ly dry conditions are
detrimental .= to  ground
nesters.

Many paired birds were
observed during the sur-
vey, however, very few
coveys of young birds
were seen.

Coveys that were ob-
served averaged 2 to S
chicks when 10 to 15 is
normal.

Recent rain came too
late for ther deer and
turkeys, however the im-
proved moisture conditions
may induce some quail
pairs to attempt a late
hatch.

On deer ranges where
an overpopulation exists,
die-offs during the late
summer and late winter
are  natures
reducing the population to
the ranges carrying
capacity.

Too often land owners
overreact to die-ffs by
reducing the hunting pres-
sure or not hunting at all
for one or two seasons. In
two years the deer herd
can again increase to an
overpopulations,  setting
up the conditions for
another die-off. Wildlife
die-offs ar a waste of
renewable resources.

Harvest of deer in
reasonable numbers dur-
ing times of drought is a
good management tool in
several respects. It will
reduce the pressure on the
forage resources which in
turn leaves more food and
cover for the remaining
population and reducing
the numbers subject to
die-off.

Secondly, it will keep a
population more in balance
with the ranges ability to
produce food and cover for
that population.

Small game species such
as quail are subjected to
an annual overwinter mor-
tality factor of 75 to 80%
of the fall population.
Drought conditions and
hunting pressures have
very little effect on this
annual phenomenon.

Low hunter success
during the coming bird
season will be the most
immediate effect of the
drought as far as quail
hunters are concerned.

Hunter success and the
quality of the game as
antler size and body
condition of the wildlife
will be somewhat below
average for the 1978- 1979
hunting season. Business
as usual should be the
byword for the 1978
hunter and land owner.

Harvest by a hunter is
more humane than a slow
death by starvation.

Crops, Livestock Suffer
Heavy Flood Damage

Flooding and the ac-
companying destruction of
lives and property was by
far the overwhelming
interest of  Southwest
Texans last week with crop
and livestock interests
sustaining their share of
the havoc.

“This was the most
destructive flooding of an
area 1 have ever seen,’
said Werner = Lindig,
Bandera County Extension
Agent. ‘‘Losses in human
lives, homes, businesses,
livestock and crops are
almost overwhelming.

“‘Erosion was servere in
the path of the water with
many old cypress trees
being swept away. Old
timer’s tell me the flood

of 1900 was much lower,
judging from the marks on
the cypress trees. The
river was a mile wide in
some areas where it could
spread out.

I"“]t is impossible to
estimate total losses,”’
Lindig said. “It will run
into the millions. The
Medina River will never
the same again in my
lifetime or the next
generation. The sight is
depressing.”’

In Kerr County where
extreme flooding from .
almost 25 inches of rain
also took place, Extension
Agent- Dwight Harkey
estimated at week’s end
that 85 per cent of the
county’s barley and corn
for grain crops were lost in
the rain and flooding.-
