There cannot be quail without
cover, Existing cover usually
can be improved by fencing out
livestock. A small amount of
light cover is adequate if near
a good food supply. A cover of
a field the size of an ordinary
house or a double fence for a
hundred yards may do., The
two main considerations are:
(1) the locatdon must be close
to food; and (2) livestock must
be kept out,
