Two suspects are in custody

Monday morning Sheriff Bill 
Webster and Deputy Sheriff Joe 
Fincher received a cail from a 
woman who claimed she had been 
raped.

Upon investigation, the woman 
and her male companion, both of 
Canada, claimed they left San 
Antonio heading west on IH-10 and 
picked up the alleged suspects 
somewhere between San Antonio 
and Boerne.

Approximately five miles west or 
Sonora, the two hitchhickers 
allegedly pulled knives on the 
couple, forcing them to a location 
on a ranch off Ranch Road 1989, 
two miles off the Caverns Road 
exit.

mortality in livestock when 
grazed after they have 
been frozen and wilted are 
Johnson and Sudan grass­
es and sorghum or hybrids 
of these.

The most dangerous 
time as far as the grazing 
of these plants is concern­
ed is following frost when 
the plant material begins 
to wilt, emphasizes Clint. 
Livestock should not be 
allowed access to the 
wilted material until it has 
dried completely. This 
usually takes three or four 
days of good sunlight. 
New plant growth usually 
becomes nontoxic and can 
be grazed within 10 days 
to two weeks following a

ram.
As far as prussic acid 

poisoning is concerned, 
the poison acts rapidly and 
can kill animals within 
minutes. In most acute 
cases,' animals become 
affected within 10-15 min­
utes after eating toxic 
material and can die in 
two or three minutes. 
Symptoms may include a 
brief period of stimulation 
followed by depression 
and paralysis. Signs of 
colic may be present. 
Stupor (loss of sensibility), 
difficult breathing and 
frequent convulsions may 
result. Death is caused by 
suffocation since oxygen 
remains in the blood and

is not exchanged to the 
tissues. This also • causes 
the blood to appear, bright 
red.

To prevent prussic acid 
poisoning in livestock, 
Clint outlines these steps:

1. Allow plant material 
affected by frost to dry 
thoroughly before grazing. 
This may require a week 
or more of good sunlight.

2. Feed animals hay or a 
supplement before turning 
them in on plants that may 
contain prussic acid. An­
imals that are not hungry 
will not be affected as 
seriously by toxic material 
since their intake will be 
limited.

3. Remove all animals 
from the pasture if one in 
the herd shows any signs 
of poisoning.

4. Call a veterinarian 
immediately if an animal 
appears to be poisoned. 
An antidote to treat 
affected animals is highly 
efficient if given early. 
This product is available 
from veterinarians.

5. Have suspect plant 
material checked by the 
Texas Veterinary Medical 
Diagnostic Laboratories at

Contemplating what one 
is told is a new dawn on 
the political and economic 
horizons there is a 
sneaking intuitive feeling 
that the possibility exists 
that the solar disk may be 
going down instead of up 
a harbinger of a somewhat 
dark period.

Poerner was the lunch­

eon speaker during the 
third day of a gas 
proration rules and forms 
educational seminar put on 
by the Railroad Commis­
sion for gas operators. 
Purpose of the seminar is 
to familiarize operators 
with the forms and filing 
procedures of the Commis-

Poemer said the Com­
mission has already begun 
the process of learning the 
finer details of the new 
federal natural gas legisla­
tion which is expected to 
be signed into law soon.

“ It is incumbent upon 
the Railroad Commission 
to administer the provi­
sions of the bill to the best 
of our ability even though

it may be contested in the 
courts,”  he said.

According to the energy 
and transportation official, 
the Commission’ s legal 
staff has spent many long 
hours in Washington try­
ing to persuade the 
Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission to accept the 
RRC’s data and proced­
ures without the necessity 
of very costly and detailed 
data that will add to the 
administrative overburden.’

“ We will attempt to 
minimize confusion and to 
issue rules and regulations 
that are concise and not 
ambiguous,”  Poerner as­
sured his audience.

In his talk, Poerner 
gain pointed to the 

unfairness of the energy 
legislation as it affects 
Texas and other major

energy producing states: 
“ The State of Texas 

compares to the child of a 
large family who saved his 
money, planned for future 
hard times, and when 
shortages did occur, was 
called upon to share with 
his brothers and sisters.

“ The passage of the 
Natural Gas Act of 1978, 
soon to be signed by the 
President, tracks that line 
of thinking. The President 
will have the power to 
allocate our reserves to 
other states that have not 
planned for the future.”  

Poerner asserted that 
historically, federal legisla­
tion has destroyed many of 
the benefits that were 
rightfully Texas’ , pointing 
to the millions of acres of 
public lands which our 
(state’s) forefathers set 
aside for the benefit of

public education and 
which will now be disturb­
ed under the federal 
energy law.

“ We as Texans and 
primarily you, as gas 
producers of this state, 
have all been high on 
action and low on adminis­
trative debate,”  Poerner 
maintained. “ Your produc­
tion has paid for so much 
of our education and one- 
of our education and 
one-fourth of the cost of 
our state government.”

Poerner concluded: “ I
want to assure you that 
this is one Railroad 
Commissioner who will 
continue to fight for your 
independence to produce 
with the least amount of 
regulation and interven­
tion.”

Drilling 

Permits 

Down for ’78

Applications for permits 
to drill oil and gas tests in 
Texas toaled 16,747 in the 
first 10 months of 1978, 
compared with 19,869 in 
the same period of 1977.

Applications to drill, 
deepen, plug back and for 
service wells in the 1978 
period amounted to 19,723 
against 23,103 in the 
year-earlier period, the 
Railroad Commission’ s Oil 
and Gas Division reported 
in a preliminary summary.

The report showed 968 
applications to drill new oil 
and gas tests were filed 
from Oct. 16 through Oct. 
31, 1978. Applications to 
drill oil and gas tests 
totaled 1,194 in the 
year-earlier period.

The report also showed 
24 oil discoveries and 46 
gas discoveries were com­
pleted in Texas in the Oct. 
16-31 period.

Oil discoveries included 
six in West Central Texas, 
three each in the Refugio, 
Southeast Texas, San 
Angelo, and Midland 
areas, two each in deep 
South Texas and the North 
Texas areas, and one each 
in the San Antonio, East 
Texas and the Panhandle 
areas.

Gas discoveries included 
18 in the Refugio area, 17 
in deep South Texas, five 
in West Central Texas, 
three in Southeast Texas 
and one each in the San 
Antonio, East Central 
Texas and East Texas 
areas.

The Oil and Gas 
Division listed 11,859 oil, 
gas or service well 
completions in the first 
ten months of 1978, up 
from 10,933 a year ago.

There were 349 oil 
completions in the second 
half of October 1978 
against 350 in the same 
period last year. There 
were 214 gas completions 
in the 1978 period against 
219 in the year-ago month.

In the Oct. 16-31 
period, 161 exploratory 
and field tests wound up 
as dry holes.

Grass Tetany Threat to Cattle Herds
Cattle in some parts of 

Texas may find lush 
forage to their liking this 
time of the year, but the 
grass could be a “ death 
trap.”

The problem afflicting 
cattle, especially cows in 
late pregnancy or early 
lactation, is known as 
grass tetany or grass 
staggers, points out Don 
Dorsett, forage specialist 
with the Texas Agricultur­
al Extension Service.

“ Grass tetany is caused 
by a deficiency of magne­
sium in the animal’s 
diet,”  explains Dorsett. 
The problem is most 
prevalent in early spring 
and late fall when forage 
is often lush but is low in 
magnesium. Dry grasses 
can also be a factor once 
cold weather hits.

“ Grass tetany is most 
often a problem when 
cows are on a strict grass 
diet. It is particularly

prevalent in pregnant cows 
or those with young calves 
that have a high energy 
requirement which cannot 
be met with grass alone,”  
notes Dorsett.

To prevent grass tetany, 
the specialist suggests 
supplementing cattle, es­
pecially cows, with a grain 
or other high energy, 
magnesium containing 
feed and establishing 
legumes in grass pastures.

Now Open...

Legumes contain adequate 
amounts of magnesium to 
meet animal requirements.

When should a cattle­
man suspect grass tetany 
in his herd?

‘ ‘The physical symptoms 
are broad and include a 
depressed appetite, ner­
vousness, stiff movements, 
twitching of the muscles, 
extreme excitement, grat­
ing of teeth, convulsions, 
coma and finally death of 
the animal,”  explains 
Dorsett. “ From the onset 
of the symptoms until 
coma usually takes less 
than 10 hours, and few

animals survive once coma 
is reached.”

Although physical symp­
toms of grass tetany 
appear suddenly, the con­
dition actually occurs over 
a period of several weeks, 
notes the specialist. Live­
stock can store magnesium 
in their bones, and during 
short periods of deficiency 
in feed, they have the 
ability to use this magne­
sium. However, when the 
stored supply is exhaust­
ed, the physical symptoms 
appear, first in older 
animals.
