Growth Outlook 
Bright for Sonora

W hile many economic experts are 
predicting at least a slight recession for 
early 1979, the outlook for Sonora is still 
one of continued growth.

Construction will soon start on a new 
Gibson’s. The land at IH-10 on Highway 
277 N. has been leased from Joe David 
Ross, and the opening date has been set 
for this summer.

A  new Sonic drive-in is near completion, 
and according to manager Billy Burch, 
should be open sometime this month.

Several current establishments are alM  
slated for a move to new headquarters in 
the next year.

The new yard for Halliburton Services 
on lH-10 next to the airport should be 
ready by March or April, and the law firm  
of Moriss, Sherrill and Ervine are 
expected to move in their new offices on 
Highway 277 N. by February.

The ^ n o ra  Independent School District 
also reflects the community’s groiwth as 
they are currently building a new junior 
high adjacent to the campus. Plans call 
for the building to be completed by June 
witli ample time for the opening of school 
in August. ^

The school is also renovating the old 
gymnasium to accomodate new facilities 
and is expanding the current lockerrooms 
at the football field.

Sutton County is not left out of the act 
either as County Commissioners are 
processing plans for a new jail and have 
also appropriated land to house the

Women’s Club Librai^.
Along with growth in population comes 

a growth in housing development. Several 
new houses are in various stages of 
completion, and numerous others are 
being planned. A  townhouse complex on 
East 2nd street is also nearing completion.

A  10.999 acre tract purchased by 
Charles Graves and Tommy Thorp from 
HNG could be one of the most important 
developments as far as the growth of 
Sonora is concerned.

The land, at the intersection of Poplar 
Street and IH-10, is set for development 
and could do much to alleviate the current 
shortage of homes afflicting Sonora.

The outskirts of the town are not the 
only section receiving a facelift. W a lt^  
Pope’s remodeling of the Mercanti e 
Building downtown is proceeding nicely 
d ^ p ite  some structural setbacks and 
should house several businesses and 
offices once completed.

The growth of the community is also 
reflected by the churches, and the Church 
of Christ is currently expanding its old 
building to include new classrooms, a 
kitchen area and a larger seating capacity 
in the auditorium.

W ith such patterns of growth so easily 
visible, it is evident Sonora’s future is 
bright. To all of those progre^ive 
individuals and businesses who have 
invested their time, money and energy in 
the future of ^ n o ra , our hats are off.

have forced some actions 
that do not look to good. 
First, in our frantic almost 
childlike drive for peace in 
the middle east, we 
pressured the Israel gov­
ernment to return to Egypt 
a majority of the oil fields 
captured in the 1967 war. 
Second, as an insurance, 
we guaranteed Israel’ s 
petroleum supply, and the 
government of Iran agreed 
to supply the oil.

The religious backed 
movement against the 
Iranian government is a 
beautifully executed stroke 
against Israel, and at the 
same time, it reconfronts 
the Carter administration 
with a second opportunity 
for an expediency decision 
surprisingly like the 
China-Republic of China 
decision that everyone 
seems to be ‘bitchin’ 
about. These decisions 
are block busters, ex­
pediency says one thing.

in the light o f survival, but 
unfortunately international 
creditability says some­
thing else.

The relative importance 
of the Iranian Revolt to 
Israel and the United 
States is far overshadowed 
by its relevence to the big 
losers; the Arabs in the 
Persian Gulf area. Revolt 
is a concept more than an 
activity, and between the 
concept of revolution and 
the concept of evolution, 
only evolution seems to 
deliver genuine progress.

The problem with revolt 
is the order that replaces 
the system destroyed, and 
the high risk that the 
resulting disorder will 
spawn a system entirely 
beyond the wildest dreams 
of the revolutionaries. 
One thing is certain, the 
brutality which is general­
ly used in restorations of 
order, and the utter 
disregard of human rights

usually exceeds the system 
that was destroyed.

The Iranian students’ 
alliance with the ultra-

conservative religious 
leaders leaves the impres­
sion that as students they 
are not all together 
brilliant-some where I the 
lesson of Jonesville was 
overlooked. The track 
record o f the radically 
conservative religious 
sects makes the Marquis 
de Sada appear a docile

chicken farmer.

One must essentially 
sympathize with President 
Carter, because the result­
ing crackdown on dis­
sidents in the entire 
Persian Gulf area is going 
to ' leave a trousers at 
half-mast configuration

with regard to hts and 
Andrew Young’s lack of 
flexivility on human rights. .

The odds favor a bet 
that the big winner will be 
Russia and that down the 
road four to six years, Iran 
will emerge as a puppet to 
Russia.

Chance

A new radical group was formed last weekend. 

Calling themselves the Football Widows for 
Sanctification o f the public airways (FWSPA), the 
angry women (and a few men) started a rampage 
unequalled-in the history of Sonora.

gathered a small army of women who shared my 
resentment.”

The women gathered at the logical center of their 
complaints-the television cable company where they 
proceeded to cut all main wires of die system.

I Then, dividing themselves into small bands, they 
began a path to torture and destruction reminiscent 
of the purges of Stalin, the raids of Hitler’ s Storm 
Troops and the invasions during the McCarthy ’ ’Red 
Scare” .

Bars and other 
public establishments showing football games were 
looted and burned to the ground.

Grown men were seen in front of their homes 
crying after not being able to see the fmish of the 
Cotton Bowl game. The most humiliating terrorist 
tactic was when men were forced at gunpoint to 
scream at the top of their lungs, “ Earl Campbell is 
an Aggie; Harvey Martin is a pansy” .

more than $50 million 
annually, so it’ s important 
to control them, says Clint 
Langford, county agent 
with the Texas Agricultur­
al Extension Service.

Lice begin to reproduce 
rapidly with the onset of 
cool weather, so peak 
populations on cattle occur 
in late winter and early 
spring. Uncontrolled lice 
can soon infest a whole

herd because with cold 
weather, cattle tend to 
bunch up more so that the 
pests can move easily from 
one animal to another. 
Heavy hair coats on 
animals during cole, weath­
er also afford protection 
for the parasites and allow 
for increased reproduction.

Both types of lice- 
bloodsucking and biting- 
infest cattle. Sucking lice 
pierce the animal’ s skin

and suck blood while 
biting lice feed on parti­
cles of hair, scale, scab, 
andskin exudation, ex­
plains Clint.

Lice infestations irritate 
animals, causing itching, 
scratching and rubbing on 
fences or anything else 
available. This produces 
denuded areas, bruises 
and lacerations on the 
affected animal. Heavily 
infested animals will have

an unthrifty appearance 
and will suffer weight 
reduction, decreased milk 
production, anemia or 
even death. Lice infested 

' animals may also be more 
subject to infectious dis­
eases. Heavy lice infesta­
tions often stunt calves.

Spraying or dripping 
infested animals with the 
proper insecticide is the 
most effective means of 
controlling lice, says Oint.

However, properly placed 
and maintained dust bags 
offer effective control and 
save both time and labor. 
Position dust bags prior to 
lice buildup so that cattle 
can become accustomed to 
using the bags. A dust 

.bag station should serve 
about 30 head. Depending 
on cattle size, place the 
bags so that they hang 
18-24 inches above the 
ground. Forced-use of the 
dust bags, where they are

placed so that cattle must 
pass under them to get 
feed or water,begin to 
control lice sooner than 
those used free-choice. By 
allowing a two-to-three 
week adjustment period, 
free-choice bags can be 
about as effective as 
forced-use types.

In a spraying or dipping 
program an animal must 
receive a thorough soaking 
in each of two applications 
14-18 days apart to

effectively control lice,
contends Langford. The
second spray or dip will 
kill any lice hatching from 
eggs that were laid prior 
to the first spraying. 
When spraying, use a high 
pressure ’ )250 pounds per 
square inch) and thorough­
ly wet animals to the skin.

For a list o f effective 
insecticides for controlling 
lice, Clint suggests that

Check the label on the 
insecticide container and 
pay particular attention to 
warnings, restrictions and 
waiting periods, especially 
if some of the cattle are 
being prepared for slaugh­
ter, cautions the County 
Agent.

Cost Increases

For Fed Cattle 
Seen for 1979

Despite higher prices for 
fed cattle, the cattle 
feeding business may well 
be in for a squeeze in 1979 
due to increasing costs. 
These costs are in the 
form of high feeder cattle 
prices.

“ While there will be 
good feed supplies at 
generally favorable costs, 
people in the cattle 
feeding business will be 
faced with higher prices 
for the cattle they will be 
putting into their feed- 
lots,”  reports Dr. Ed 
Uvacek, livestock majjeet- 
ing specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service.

According the the Texas 
A&M University System 
specialist, high feeder 
prices are a result of two 
things-massive liquidation 
of the cattle herd since 
1975 which has brought 
on a dwindling supply of 
feeder cattle, and inspira­
tion from spring and 
summer profits in cattle 
feeding.

Looking at feeder prices, 
Uvacek points out that 
Choice yearling steers at 
Amarillo will average in 
the upper-$50s (per hun­
dredweight) for 1978, 
about 46 percent higher 
than last year. Prices will 
likely not increase half 
that much in 1979. 
However, Choice yearling 
feeder steers will probably 
average in the mid- to 
upper- $60s.

As far as the feeding 
business is concerned, fed 
cattle prices should also go 
up next year and will 
likely average in the 
upper-$50s. This rise, 
however, will depend upon’ 
supplies of competing 
meats and consumer de­
mand. notes Uvacek.

W allace Expresses Hope fo r Energy Awareness
The chairman of Texas’ 

oil regulatory agency ex­
press^  hope that the 
Organization of Petroleum 
Exporting Countries’ an- 
iwtmced 14.5 percent 
increase in oil prices will 
stimulate Washington into 
the production of incen­
tives to boost oil and gas 
output in this country.

Mack Wallace, speaking

to an audience o f industry 
observers and representa­
tives at the conclusion of 
the Railroad Commission’ s 
monthly hearing to deter­
mine Texas’ rate of oil 
production in January, 
prefaced his expression of 
hope with an observation 
that the OPEC cartel is 
"dictating to us what we 
pay for the lifeblood of

this country.’ ’
Referring to recently 

enacted federal legislation, 
Wallace declared:

“ We have had a 
national energy policy 
offered to us that was not 
designed to provide incen­
tives to the industry. I 
would hope now that the 
situation with rising oil 
and gas prices and with

the very critical situation 
in Iran tihat there would be 
some sort of decision 
within the administration 
that we must come 
forward and give incen­
tives to the industry to 
produce sufficient oil and 
gas to maintain our 
position in world affairs 
and to permit us to once 
again design and formul­
ate a.̂  foreign policy that

will be beneficial to the 
United States.”

Wallace and fellow- 
Commissioners Jon 
Newton and John H. 
Poerner set the Texas oil 
production allowable for 
January 1979 at 100 
percent of market demand 
with the exception of 11 
fields that are assigned

lower legal rates of flow 
for conservation reasons.

January will be the 
twenty-third consecutive 
month Texas oil Hlowable 
has been pegged to the 
maximum market factor 
and the 79th time since 
the Commission went to 
the 100 percent allowable 
for the first time on April 
1, 1972.

Action of the Depart­
ment of Energy’ s Econo­
mic Regulatory Adminis­
tration in denying a 
proposal to import lique­
fied natural gas “ is a 
serious blow to U.S. gas 
consumers as will become 
increasingly apparent in 
the future,”  The El Paso 
Company said last week.

El Paso, which has in 
operation an LNG project 
currently br ing ing

Algerian gas to the 
eastern seaboard o f the 
United States, has pro­
posed a second project 
which would involve the 
importation of LNG equi­
valent of approximately 
one billion cubic feet of 
natural gas per day for a 
period of 20 years to a 
terminal on Matagorda 
Bay on the Texas Gulf 
Coast. This gas primarily 
will serve El Paso’ s

markets in the West, and 
a portion is destined for 
the southeast and eastern 
areas of the country.

“ We believe this gas 
supply will be needed in 
addition to other supplies 
that hopefully will be 
forthcoming from new 
discoveries in the lower 48 
states; from Prudhoe Bay 
in Alaska; from Canada 
and Mexico; LNG from 
Indonesia, and from do­

mestic supplies o f synthe­
tic gas. However, this 
nation should not gamble 
that these unrealized sup­
plies will materialize and 
will be adequate to meet 
the future needs of the gas 
consumers. Moreover, the 
decision reflects a policy to 
‘drain American first’ to 
which we cannot sub­
scribe. Accordingly, El 
Paso intends to appeal this 
decision.”
