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Sonora Cavern’s to Cpen
Feet Cf New Cave

The Cavern’ s of Sonora, Sutton 

County’ s greatest natural wonder, 
is opening 2000 more feet of 
newly-developed active cave. Jack 
Burch and Richard Doak, cavern 
experts, have been working eleven 
months to open this new part, 
which contains some of the most 
beautiful formations yet seen by the 
public. The original entrance to 
the cave, which contains mainly 
dead formations, will be by-passed 
and the exit will now become the 
entrance. A tunnel of seventy feet 
long was blasted so that a loop 
could be made to connect two 
passageways preventing back­
tracking in the new section.

There are about a hundred million 
new helietite formations to be seen. 
These are formations growing out 
of the walls in every shape and size 
imaginable. Soda straws are thin.

hollow calcite crystals growing out 
o f the ceiling. The new formations 
of these are of much better quality 
than the ones previously seen by 
the public. They are very 
crystal-like and some are up to four 
feet long.

The new part of the tour will 
include the Christmas Tree Room, 
characterized by large Christmas 
tree-like formations. The Sentry 
Room has a very large, lone 
stalagmite rising from the floor of 
the cave. The Lake Room contains 
Halo Lake. This is a crystal-clear 
lake that Miss Wool of 1962 was 
lowered into by cable. A short 
promotional feature movie was 
made with her swimming in the 
seven foot deep pool in a woolen 
swimsuit. This room was 
unreachable except by cable until

Steps downward will take you to 
the Lower Room which is 347 feet 
long and 50 feet wide. This room 
contains many fish-tail-like forma­
tions. At the Hall of White Giants, 
there are huge white columns. The 
Little Lower Room goes under the 
Red Top formation, a part of the 
original tour. It is 150 deep at this 
point of the tour. Going through 
Turkey Head Alley, the visitor will 
see many helietite formations that 
truly look like turkey heads.

The entire tour will take an hour 
and a half and includes both the 
original and new part of the cavern. 
Jack Burch hopes the opening of 
this new section will attrack many 
more visitors. People in Sutton and 
surrounding counties are certainly 
invited to come spend some time at 
this very interesting underground 
wonder.

tt.$. Department Of Energy Says...

Retail Gasoline Dealers 
Cannot Require Product Purchase
Retail gasoline dealers 

offering special treatment 
to preferred: customers or 
requiring the purchase of 
a product or service in 
order to buy gasoline may 
be violating federal pricing 
regulations, it was 
announced recently by G. 
Dan Rambo, Dallas, Re­
gional Representative for 
the U.S. Department of 
Energy.

DOE regulations pro­
hibit changes in business 
practices which give spe­
ciai treatment to preferred 
classes o f customers, such 
as credit card holders, 
cash paying motorist, or

regular customers.
Also prohibited are 

tie-in sales that require is 
motorist to purchase pro­
ducts or services sudi as a 
car wash, food, or auto

accessories and repairs as 
a condition to buy gaso­
line. Rambo pointed out 
that these practices occur 
more frequently during

times o f gasoline supply 
shortages and long service 
station lines. “ Any new 
tie-in sale, business prac­
tice or credit arrangement 
may be a violation o f the 
regulations,’ ’ Rambo said.

Rambo emphasized the 
DOE Office of Enforce­
ment currently is investi­

gating service stations 
which are reported to be 
using these sales prac­
tices. “ We want dealers

and motorists to be aware 
that these practices, as 
well as requirements for 
appointments, purchase of 
membership cards, reser­

vation fees, and advance 
payments for gasoline 
services, all may be 
violations of the regula­
tions,’ ’ he said.

Failure to comply with 
the regulations can result 
in civil penalties of up to 
S2,500 per violation for 
each day the violation 
occurs. In the case of 
willful violations. the 
penalty is up to $10,000 
per day for each violation.

Motorists who have 
complaints about discrim­
inatory or tie-in sales 
should call DOE’ s toll-free 
hotline at 1-800-424-9246.

' Savings accounts are not 
all “ pretty much alike”  
she adds.

Mrs. Granovsky is with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, The 
Texas A&M University 
System.

In fact, studies show a 
171 percent difference 
between the highest and 
lowest paying accounts.

To find a savings 
account that pays the 
highest interest, compare 
them on at least five 
different points-rate of 
interest, method used to 
compute interest, com­
pound frequency, grace 
days and penalties, Mrs. 
Granovsky says.

Rate Of Interest
The higher the annual 

percentage rate, the more 
interest the account will 
eam -all other things be­
ing equal.

Maximum rate allowed 
by law for federally 
chartered banks is 5V* 
percent, effective July 1, 
but not all pay the 
maximum rate.

Federally chartered sav­
ings and loans, on the 
other hand, can pay SVi 
percent on passbook ac­
counts, effective July 1.

Other institutions may 
advertise rates up to eight 
percent, but fiiese ac­
counts may not be 
insured, the specialist 
warns.

Method Of Computing 
Interest

dramatic effect on how 
much interest a savings 
account will earn.

There are five ways of 
computing interest--DIDO, 
LIFO, FIFO, and LOW 
BALANCE.

DIDO- stands for “ Day 
of Deposit to Day of 
Withdrawal.”

With this method, 
money earns interest from 
the day it is deposited 
until the day it is 
withdrawn.

LIFO- stands for “ Last

In, First Out.”
When money is with- 

- drawn, the amount with- — 
drawn stops earning in­
terest all the way back to 
the date the last deposit 
was made in that parti­
cular accounting period.

FIFO- stands for “ first 
In, First Out.”

There are two FIFO 
methods.

With the first method, 
money withdrawn stops 
earning interest on the 
date the first deposit was 
made in that particular 
accounting period.

With the second met-_ 
hod, withdrawn never ‘  
earns any interest during . 
the particular accounting 
period in which it was 
withdrawn, even if the 
money was in the account 
for most of that particular 
period.

LOW BALANCE-means 
that only the lowest 
batan^ for the accounting 
period earns interest.

Grace Days
Grace days affect in­

terest, too.
With one type of 

grace-days system,, some

institutions pay interest on 
deposits made by the 
tenth of the month or 
quarter as if they had' 
been made on the first.

With another type of 
grace-days system, other 
institutions may allow days 
of grace by not reducing 
the interest on withdraw­
als made a few days 
before the end of the 
quarter.

Penalties
Some institutions charge 

a fee for frequent with- 
drawals-from 25 cents to 
$1.50 per withdrawal.

Loeffler Comments On Canal Legislation 
Some Relief For Taxpayer

Congressman Tom 
Loeffler said opponents to 
Panama Canal implemen­
tation legislation “ came 
close and lost, but- we 
were able to get $ame - 
measure oJE relief for ,the j 
American taxpayer.”  

Thursday afternoon, the 
House passed H.R. I l l ,  
the Panama Canal Act of 
1979. In a final, definitive 
vote, 209 Members joined 
Loeffler in voting in favor 
of Congressman Hansen’s 
attempt to assure that the 
Panamanian government 
would pay all costs 
incurred by the United 
States for implementation 
of the treaties.

The vote was on a 
last-ditch effort to re­
commit the bill to the 
Committee with instruc­
tions to report it to the 
House incorporating the

elements of the Hansen 
Amendment.

Said Loeffler, “ Unfor­
tunately, the amendment 
failed, 210-216, prim ary 

*'iiue-'“ t»-''an-
. majority of Democratic 
votes against it. It was a 
long, tough fight, and 
those of us opposed to t"® 
treaties put all our efforts 
into passing this amend­
ment. As one of the early 
cosponsors of the Hansen 
Amendment, I thank all 
those Members who voted 
with us.”

Loeffler pointed out that 
“ some good was accom­
plished, however, the one 
good item I can report, 
which resulted from the 
several days’ debate of the 
bill, is that we were able 
to amend the legislation to 
assure that not one single 
tax dollar will ever be paid

to Panama as a result of 
implementing the treaties. 
Although there will be 
some costs for maintaining

Students May Be Required To Take 
Examinations For Language Courses

Students enrolling in 
foreign language courses 
at The University of Texas 
may need to take place­
ment examinations before 
they register for classes 
next fall.

Placement policies vary 
among departments at UT, 
says Gay Chapman, co­
ordinator of the Student 
Information Division of the 
Measurement and Evalua­
tion Center. But most 
departments require pre­
enrollment placement tests 
before a student can 
receive credit in foreign 
language courses.

Students planning to 
study Spanish, French and 
Italian must take those 
tests to determine their 
proficiency levels if they 
have prior knowledge of 
the language, but do not 
have college credits in the 
language.

For Greek and Latin, no 
placement tests are re­
quired. However, stu­
dents with a prior know­
ledge of either language or 
those who have received 
previous college credits 
may take a placement test 
to receive credit at UT for 
earlier work in those 
languages. All students 
registering for Latin and 
Greek will meet with 
faculty advisors during 
registration to determine 
the class level in which 
they should enroll.

For other languages, 
students must take place­

ment tests before enroll­
ing, regardless of whether 
they have prior knowledge 
of the language or college 
credits in it.

Students ■ may contact 
the Measurement and 
Evaluation Center to 
determine their eligibility 
to take placement tests

and to request additional 
information. The center 
requests that students who 
write for information en­
close a stamped, self- 
addressed envelope for 
reply, along with tele­
phone numbers and times 
they can be contacted.

Students also may regis­
ter for foreign language

placements tests and pay 
the required $11 fee my 
mail before the test date. 
The center will mail 
testing room assignments 
to students who have 
pre-registered, although 
students who register and 
pay testing fees during the 
actual testing period.

Placement tests will be

offered through June and 
July and in August, 
shortly before the begin­
ning of the fall semester.

Regular blood pressure 
checks are the only 
accurate way of diagnosing 
high blood pressure, the 
specialist points out.

Ms. Shearer is with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System.

When your blood pres­
sure is taken, ask what 
your blood pressure read­
ing is and obtain a clear 
understanding of what the 
numbers mean.

Below are three 
examples of blood pres­
sure readings and some 
information about these 
readings:

1) 120/80-this is about 
average for most adults, 
although a lower reading 
is also good.

2) 140/90-this higher 
reading presents a dif­
ferent situation. There are 
a few things a physician 
may do for a person with 
this reading.

He may continue to 
closely monitor the person 
to see if there is an 
increase.

He may begin a mild 
non-drug treatment includ­
ing recommendations for 
losing weight, lowering 
salt intake and more 
physical exercise.

Or, if there are other 
risk factors present, a 
physician may prescribe 
regular drug therapy.

3) 160/95-this reading 
will more frequently re­
quire treatment with drugs 
because the person is at a 
greater risk of high blood 
pressure.

Circumstances will vary 
from person to person, 
however, and although the 
blood pressures reading 
may be one of these, it is 
important to closely follow 
the recommendations of 
the physician, Ms. Shearer 
says.

People getting supple­
mental income (SSI) pay­
ments shouldn’t feel 
they’re being singled out 
for investigation when 
they’re contacted during 
the year by social securi^ 
representatives, Franklin 
H. Upp, social security 
manager in San Angelo, 
said recently.

The SSI program makes 
monthly payments to 
people with little or no 
income and limited re­
sources who are 65 and 
over or blind or disabled. 
The law requires that 
eligibility for SSI and the 
amount of the monthly 
payments be redetermined 
once a year for ^everyone 
getting the payments, Upp 
said. ,1

The Social .Securi^ 
Administration gets in 
touch with people to get 
information about income, 
living arrangements, and 
other factors that might

affect their SSI payments. 
This may be done by a 
questionnaire in the mail 
or by personal interview in 
the home or social security 
office.

Social security repre­
sentatives are glad to 
identify themselves, Upp 
said. They never ask you 
to give tiiiem money to 
have something done. It’ s 
their duty to help people- 
in any way then can-to 
get SSI payments in the 
r i^ t  amount.

People can get informa­
tion about SSI payments 
by calling, visiting, or 
writing the San Angelo 
Social Security Office 
located at 2214 Sherwood 
Way. The telephone

parasites.
One parasite that causes 

considerable loss in live­
stock productivity is the 
common cattle grub.

“ This insect probably 
causes greater losses than 
any other pest of cattle,”  
said J.W. Stewart, an area 
entomologist with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service in Uvalde. 
“ Besides damaging meat 
and hides by their 
burrowing, they lower beef 
cattle gains and production 
throughout the year.

Beef cattle producers 
often fail to notice the 
hidden toll these insects 
take, but profit losses are 
estimated in the millions 
of dollars each year.”

Stewart said the cattle 
grub is the larval stage of 
the heel fly and occurs in 
all areas of Texas. During 
late fall and winter, the 
cattle grub makes its

appearance in the backs of 
animals.

“ Every rancher is fami­
liar with the knot-like 
warbles, cysts or ‘wolves’ 
that show up at this time 
of the year,”  the Texas 
A&M University entom­
ologist said.

“ The general tendency 
is to begin control mea­
sures for these pests when 
they appear in the back. 
But when grubs reach this 
stage, most of the damage 
has been done and 
controls are economically 
ineffective.”

Stewart said the opti­
mum time for control is 
during the summer 
months between May and 
September. Systemic 
insecticides (an insecticide 
applied externally to the 
animal which is absorbed 
into the blood system to 
kill grubs feeding on

tissue) are available to 
control this insect. 
Product names are avail­
able through chemical 
dealers.

The entomologist said 
the systemic insecticides 
should be applied either as 
“ pour-ons”  or as sprays. 
He said another benefit 
from these cattle grub 
insecticides is that they 
also control horn flies for a 
period of two to three

weeks.
Stewart said several 

things happen in the life 
cycle of the grub attacking 
beef cattle. They are 
the following;

-The cycle begins when 
heel flies lay their eggs on 
cattle. “ The heel fly has 
no mouth parts and causes 
no pain to cattle,”  Stewart 
said. “ They do frighten 
the animals and make 
cattle difficult to manage.

When attacked by heel 
flies, cattle run wildly with 
their tails in the air.”

He said cattle find some 
relief from heel flies by 
standing for hours in deep 
shade or water. “ Failure 
to graze during this period 
causes reduced milk pro­
duction and subnormal 
weight gains,”  he said.

-The heel fly lays eggs 
in cattle hair. The eggs 
are glued to hairs and

hatch in a few days.
-O nce hatched, the 

larvae crawl down their 
hair to enter the skin at 
the hair base.

-In  the body, the larvae 
begin a course of migra­
tion through the animal’ s 
body for six to eight 
months. At the end of 
this period they eveiitually 
appear in the animal’ s 
back in the fall and winter 
to complete the cycle.

Hay harvesting is in full 
swing in both HUl Country 
and Upper Rio Grande 
Plain counties as farmers 
and ranchers are reaping 
the benefits of excellent 
spring moisture.

Corn crops throughout 
the region have progress­
ed to late roasting ear 
stage. Vegetable harvests 
of onions, cucumbers and

cabbage continue in the 
Winter Garden area.

Peaches in southern 
counties of Frio and 
Dimmit are being harvest­
ed. Dimmit County 
Extension Agent Larry 
Weise said yields are 
good, but insect damage 
on peaches is great. Melon 
harvesting also is under­
way in Frio and La Salle 
Counties.

Wheat harvesting in the 
region is all but complete. 
Darrell Smith, Uvalde 
County Extension Agent, 
estimates that 85 percent

of the wheat in that 
county is harvested. He 
said the greatest problem 
with the remaining wheat 
in the field is sprouted 
kernels due to rain in the 
three preceding weeks.

All wool buyers are not 
out of the market.

The wool buying 
companies are holding

Ranchers Should Resist 
Stocking Rate Increases

Ranchers should resist 
the temptation to increase 
stocking rates even though 
pastures now have abun­
dant vegetative growth.

That suggestion comes 
from Dr. Bobby J. 
Ragsdale, range specialist 
with the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, 
Texas A&M University 
System.

According to Ragsdale,, 
much of the curi-ent forage 
growth is from cool season 
annuals. Warm season 
perennials recover more

slowly from drouth condi­
tions such as those that 
plagued most of Texas the 
past few years.

“ Since livestock repeat­
edly graze good forage 
plants, increasing stocking 
rates will not allow such 
plants to recover from 
drouth damage,”  explains 
Ragsdale.

“ Instead of increasing 
stocking rates, cattlemen 
should shape up herds 
now by reducing overall 
numbers or keeping num­
bers constant,”  contends

the specialist. He
suggests marketing low 
producers, open cows, and 
younger calves and lambs.

“ Good management can 
produce more pounds of 
product from fewer ani­
mals,”  notes Ragsdale.

The specialist says low 
stocking rates allow range 
conditions to improve, 
leading to future stocking 
rate increases. Improved 
range conditions also pro­
vide partial insurance 
against the next drouth.

from a problem to a crisis, 
and the DOE’s budget has 
increased from S5 billion 
to $11 billion,”  Collins 
said.

The education bill, H.R. 
2444, calls for the De­
partment of Education to 
be funded with $14 billion 
and staffed with 16,200 
bureaucrats. Collins noted 
that there are only 16,000 
school districts in the 
United States which means 
that there is a one-to-one 
ratio of bureaucrats-to- 
school district.

Collins said the bill 
would not only centralize 
educational policy at the 
federal level but also 
mandates the new De­
partment to run schools. 
“ They will be in charge of 
all military base schools 
and Indian schools which 
means they will have the 
dual capacity of creating 
and _ ca n ^ g  out policy.

“ Their standards on 
books and courses for 
federal schools could be­
come ‘federal guidelines’ 
for all public schools who 
receive federal money. 
Past experience would tell 
us that ‘federal guidelines’ 
usually become federal 
regulations,”  Collins said.

According to the Texas 
congressman, results have 
shown that as federal 
intervention in education 
increased, scholastic 
achievement decreased. 
He noted that is 1964- 
1965, when the federal 
government first decided 
to become involved in local 
education activities, the 
Scholastic Aptitude Test 
(SAT) averages were 473 
Verbal and 496 Math for a 
969 total score.

“ Every year since, there 
has been a steady decline 
in our students’ test 
scores. In 1977-1978, the 
SAT averages were 429 
Verbal and 468 Math for 
an 897 total. We must 
reestablish leadership in 
the local school board,”  
Collins said.

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Solution To Energy Crisis Can Be Foundin Australia
Texas Railroad Comm­

issioner Mack Wallace 
recently said America, can 
find the solution to its 
energy dilemma in Aust­
ralia’ s record in dealing 
with a similar crisis.

In less than half of the 
five years the U.S. 
frittered away in wrestling 
with its energy problem, 
Wallace told the 25th 
annual meeting of the 
American Association of 
Petroleum Landmen, the 
Aussies pitched in and 
developed several hundred.

million barrels of addition­
al petroleum reserve.

The same energy dis­
aster confronting the U.S. 
hovers over Australia, he 
observed.

Yet, Wallace cited, 
“ Australia has developed 
an active, well integrated 
and well coordinated 
energy policy”  while the 
U.S. has toyed with 
alternatives.

“ In November of 1977, 
the government of Aust­
ralia recognized that it 
must allow crude oU prices

to rise in the direction of 
international levels to 
develop their country’ s oil 
and gas reserves,”  the 
Texas energy official re­
ported.

“ Australia’ s insight 
produced immediate re­
sults leading to an 
increase in recoverable oil 
o f 115 million barrels from 
developed fields and fields 
under development and an 
additional 300 million 
barrels of recoverable oil 
which were not economic 
at former prices.”

Contrasting the Aussies’ 
action, said Wallace, has' 
been a skein of three 
decades during which U.S. 
Presidents and each Con­
gress chose to weaken this 
country’ s ability topro- 
duce petroleum.

“ Their course was the 
course of political ex­
pediency and not of 
forthright and daring lead­
ership,”  Wallace assess­
ed. “ Thus, we are 
evermore vulnerable to 
foreign whims and adven­
turism.”^

Wallace noted that the 
U.S. has become depend­
ent on insecure foreign 
sources for 50 percent of 
the energy “ we consume 
for all purposes in this 
country”  even though the 
country possesses more 
coal than any nation on 
earth, can safely develop 
nuclear power and is the 
mother republic of tech­
nology.

“ The (energy) deficien­
cy from which we suffer in

the country does not come 
from the rilling rig, the 
pipeline, the deep mine, 
the strip mine or file solar 
p a n e l , h e  observed^^

“ The one great deficien­
cy that we must overcome 
is the lack of inspired, 
selfless, courageous and 
proud political leadership.’

Wallace pointed out that 
tankers bearing crude oil 
from the Mideast to 
American ports sail a 
route that is dangerously

susceptible to disruption 
j and destruction by a 
; number of nationsun- 
fiiendly to the U.S. He 
I linked the tanker route to 
an iron lung’ s power-supp­
lying cable that readily can 
be yanked from its socket 
by someone angry at the 
patient or his family.

Wallace urged an all 
fronts acceleration of- 
efforts to find, develop 
;and deliver energy from 
domestic sources.

“ WE cannot afford to 
pay out $52 billion a year

importing foreign crude. 
We cannot wait until 
foreign crude supplies are 
no longer available,”  
Wallace warned.

“ We must produce and 
build refineries here at 
home. We must utilize our 
vast coal and shale 
resources. We must, 
develop synthetics, just as 
Germany did more than 
thirty-five years ago.

“ We must insure our 
energy future, and the 
future of the free world 
before it is too late.”

Reestablishment Of Partnership Between Government And Energy Industry Needed
‘ ‘At end to confrontation 

and the reestablishment of 
a partnership”  between 
government and the 
energy industry is sorely 
needed in the U.S., says 
John E. Swearingen, 
chairman of Standard Oil 
Co. (Indiana).

The terms of that 
partnership could be ex-

simple. hetremely 
believes.

“ The energy industry’ s 
end of the bargain would 
be to find and produce 
more oil and gas; to build 
the necessary refining, 
transportation, and 
marketing facilities re­
quired to get those 
supplies to consumers; 
and tQ_develop alternate

sources of supply.
“ The government’ s end 

would be to establish 
policies that facilitate 
exploration and production 
and relax the impediments 
to energy development 
projects.”

At present, according to 
Swearingen, who made the 
comments at a Harvard

Business School confer­
ence, “ existing policies 
and practices make con­
frontation inevitable.”  

Continuing heavy re­
liance on Mideastem 
sources of crude oil 
threatens our national 
wellbeing and the well­
being of the entire 
industrialized free world, 
he said. “ The situation in

the Middle East and in the 
areas bordering the Indian 
Ocean is delicate and 
precarious, and our vital 
suplies and supply lines in 
those areas are vulnerable 
to the explosive vagaries 
of internal upheavals andi 
geopolitics.”  j

Within a five-year! 
period, Swearingen said, 
“ we have had twqi

dramatic warnings of the 
dangers inherent in our 
overdependence on foreign 
sources.”

However, the warnings 
weren’t taken to heart, he 
said, noting that U.S. 
crude oil imports increased 
from 36% during the oil 
embargo of 1973 to

NewGasAnd Oil Discoveries Made In June
Texas operators report­

ed 71 gas and 15 oil 
discoveries during the 
June 1-15, 1979 period, 
the Railroad Commission’ s 
Oil and Gas Division 
announced recently.

In the year-earlier- 
period 53 gas and 23 oil 
discoveries were filed with 
the state’s energy regula­
tory agency.

Through the first five 
and one-half months of 
1979, Texas operators

have reported 621 gas and 
202 oil discoveries, against 
482 gas and 207 oil 
discoveries in the year- 
earlier period. Successful 
exploratory and field com­
pletions in the five and 
one-half months of 1979 
total 3,589 oil and 2,654 
gas, against 3,724 oil and 
2,551 gas completions in 
A e  same period last year.

Gas discoveries in the 
first half of June 1979 
included 22 in deep South

Texas, 15 in the Refugio 
area, 14 in West Central 
Texas, eight in Southeast 
Texas, five each in the 
East Texas and Panhandle 
areas, and one each in the 
East Central Texas and 
North Texas areas.

Oil discoveries included 
four in West Central 
Texas, three each in the 
southeast Texas and North 
Texas areas and one each 
in the San Antonio, deep 
South Texas, East Texas,

San Angelo and Panhandle 
areas.

In the June 1-15 period, 
operators reported 131 
exploratory and field tests 
wound up as dry holes.

New applications for 
permits to d ^ l oil and gas 
tests totaled 913 in the 
first half of June 
compared with 807 in the 
same period of 1978.

Applications to drill, 
deepen, plug back and for 
service wells in the June

1-15 period amounted to 
1,035 against 933 a year 
earlier.

Operators filed 241 
amended applications to 
drill. A year earlier they 
submitted 218 amended 
requests.

TTiere have been 8,780 
applications to drill new oil

and gas tests this year, 
against 9,050 in the same 
period of 1978. Applica­
tions to drill, d^pen, plug

back and for service wells 
so far this year total 
10,277 against 10,843 in 
the first five and one-half 
months of 1979.

Texas Railroad Commissioner 
Warns Of A Fuel Squeezr

Texas Railroad Commis­
sioner James. _E. (Jim) 
Nugent warned South 
Texas County Judges and 
County Commissioners re­
cently that they must 
maximize fuel efficiency in 
public projects and in use 
use of county equipment 
because of an anticipated 
squeeze on available fuels.

Nugent addressed the 
South Texas county offi­
cials at the South Texas 
County Judges and Com­
missioners Association 
Convention on South 

.Eadre Island near here. 
He backed up his stem.

warning with charts and 
graphs showing a decline 
in Texas oil "a iid '"  gas ’ 
production and reserves. 
Nugent’ s charts also illus­
trated the present and 
future gaps between 
domestic energy produc­
tion and consumption, 
with the present shortfall 
estimated to cost some $50 
billion in imports this 
year.

The petroleum import 
deficit may be as high as 
$100 bUlion by "1985, 
Nugent said.

Commissioner Nugent 
advised that the U.S.

imported about 45 percent 
of our total petroleum 

''supply “ In 1978, and''22 
percent of those imports 
came from countries which 
are unfiiendly to the U.S.

“ Just think what a 
squeeze this permits un­
friendly foreigners to put 
on us. There is definitely 
a worldwide energy short­
age,”  Nugent said, “ and 
our national security is at 
stake because of our 
dependence on foreign 
oil.”

“ By the early 1980’ s 
world demand will exceed 
total world production

capacity, and there is 
bound to be a struggle to 
see who gets how much- 
energy. We must reduce 
our consumption and re­
liance on foreign imports 
as rapidly as possible,”  
Nugent warned the county 
officials, “ and the best 
way to protect ourselves is 
to save where we can, 
while promoting stepped- 
up exploration and 
development of all energy 
sources.”

Mettes Softball From  
The Beginning.....

For the past 5 years- 

beginning in early spring-a 
large number of men, 
some young some not so 
young, are bitten by a 
strange bug. It’ s called 
Slow Pitch Softball.

It was organized by a 
group of men that had 
been meeting and playing 
dominios all winter and 
they decided there was a 
need for the men of the 
community to have an 
outdoor activity. Thanks 
to Joe David Ross for the 
use of his land just off 
Highway 277 and a little 
(or lot) o f donated fencing 
and some work, they 
started the first season 
with 6 or 8 teams. If one 
team was short a few 
men-so waht? There was 
always some one around to 
make a full team so that 
the ball game could go on.

Some of the men that 
started that year are still 
on team rosters. A few 
are M.L. Bounds, Buddy 
Brown, Ralph Crownover, 
Dody Snyder, George 
Kellogg, Charlie Draper, 
Don and Lanny Hooper, 
Max Matin and Bill 
Mobley are now two of the 
umpires.

I’m sure that then, as 
now, the first few weeks of 
play saw some o f the men 
in doctor’ s offices and the 
emergency room. The 
drug store has also done a 
brisk business in Ace 
bandages and rubbing 
linaments. 1 remember 
the first year Charlie 
Draper passed out small 
bottles of his own mixture 
of horse linament, but the 
fun continued and keeps 
on year after year.

1 think the first year our 
rule book was a Little 
League rule book with a 
few exceptions. Who ever 
heard of an infield fly, 
double play, or more than 
one base hit? You were 
considered lucky to make 
it to first! My first score 
book was a yellow legal 
pad with drawn off in 
innings.

The next two years saw 
several changes. For one 
we had a real sure enough 
soft-ball rule book, regular 
score book and as many as 
15 teams. Once again it 
was the young and not so 
young, the good and the 
not so good, that formed 
these teams. Max Martin 
would bat and his son

David would run for him. 
Several others used this 
means of playing, also.

Many Mendships found 
their beginning at these 
ball games and continued 
to grow. There was, as is 
now, fun times and tense 
times, but as each spring 
rolled around the tense or 
bad times were forgotten 
and every one was ready 
for the first call o f “ play 
baU” .

Each year the league 
becomes more organized. 
More and more we were 
going by the rule book. No 
more substitute runners 
and players could only 
play on the team they 
were a member of. In 
1978 three men were 
appointed official umpires- 
Max Martin, Victor Rey­
nolds, and Bill Mobley. 
The rules were memorized 
and the rule books became 
very worn and marked as 
the season went along. 
This year another umpire 
has been added-Rick 
Boswell.

The third year of play 
for the league was one of 
planning on the move to 
the new field in the 
Community Park and poss-

ibly having lights so that 
the games could start 
later.

The move was made at 
the beginning of the forth 
season, but the games had 
to start at 5:30, sometime 
5:00 in 90 degree plus 
temperatures. But, how 
great the pleasure the 
player got from a field 
with no chuck hole and a 
fence all around the 
playing field. They even 
had ¿bgouts! Another 
change was some teams 
had complete uniforms, 
not just caps and T-shirts.

Games became a serious 
business by this time. 
There was quite a battle 
for first place, but despite 
that there was fun, too. 
O.F.T. had the cutest 
uniforms-lace trimmed 
overalls. For the first time 
the season ended with a 
tournament for the top 
teams. It was won by the 
“ dreaded”  first year team 
the Whiz Kids. Dresser 
Atlas took second and 
Amoco, third.

While writing this I am 
remembering some of the 
great plays made, some 
missed, some funny ones, 
some not so funny. Wayne

Doyle caught and held on 
to a home run just as he 
fell over the left field 
fence last year. Alex 
Castro fell on his way to 
third, but managed to 
scramble back to second 
on his hands and knees for 
a safe call. A third base 
coach telling his runner to 
run on a over 
throw, after sliding into 
third, but how fat can you 
get if your head is 
between the third base­
man’s legs? How did 
Dody Snyder get the 
nickname of “ d im  you 
Dody” ? We have our own 
rain maker, George Kel­
logg. It seems when his 
team gets in a big bind he 
can do a rain dance to 
save his team. Ronnie 
Bower caught 10 fly balls 
in one game. There have 
been too many other plays 
that have a place in my 
memory, but they are too 
numerous to mention.

This year we have 
lights. No more playing 
ball in 90 degree plus 
temperature. My sun tan 
has suffered but it is nice 
for everyone concerned. 
The league is buying them 
for the field at ffie cost of

between $9,000 and 
$13,000. They also have 
made most o f ffie improve­
ments to the field with 
volunteer labor. It’ s really 
a source of pride to the 
league that Sonora has 
such a fine softball park.

This year there are 
about 300 men involved, 
including two teams from 
Eldorado, Halberts LP Gas 
and Western Co.

I would like to invite any 
or everyone that hasn’t 
taken the opportunity to 
come out to do so and 
watch some of the games. 
They are worth the time 
and support of all.

Coming to the end of 
this walk down memory 
lane, my husband and I 
would like to say “ thanks”  
to every one involved, 
players, coaches and spec­
tators for asking us to be a 
part of this organization. 
Each of use owes a special 
thanks to the officers past 
and present that gets the 
ball rolling each spring. 
Past officers include 
Buddy Brown, M.L. 
Bounds, Royce McKight, 
Bill Woods, Don Bible, 
Tryon Fields and Bud 
Smith.
