The Board of Trustees of the
Sonora Independent School District
met Tuesday August 14.  The
proposed budget for the school year
1979-1980 was presented to the
public in the meeting.

Present at the meeting were oil
company tax representatives Jerry
Willenburg of Amoco Production
Co., Gavin J. Russo of H.N.G., and
Bill Long of Arco Oil and Gas. All
of the school board members were
present, as was Dr. Joe Andrews,
Superintendent of schools, and Don
0. Wootan, tax assessor-collector
for the school district.

Spencer said
that they started putting the guns
into the vehicle, and as Duray Smith
handed a .22 cal. pistol to Joey, the
gun went off.

Duray Smith stated that as he
had handed Kirby the pistol and a
can of snuff, the pistol went off.

The bullet hit Kirby in the chest.
Justice of the Peace Templeton
pronounced Joey dead and did not
request an autopsy. Dr. Owensby
the attending physician.

Fincher were investigating Officers.
the body was removed to Kerbow

With costs of gasoline rising
nearly every day, the budget money
appropriated for transportation has
decreased $23,914. The main
reason for the decrease is no new
buses on the shopping list for this
year.

The total of expenditures has
dropped $1,305,449. There was a
sharp drop in the acquisition of
facilities, and with the construction
and remodeling projects nearly
entirely completed, the bonded
debt of the school district has been
reduced.

The school board voted unani-
mously to adopt the new budget.
They received praise from the oil
company representatives for their
management of money and the high
quality of education the school
district now provides.

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Cable Television Is Growing

Even the nation’s urban
areas have become fertile
markets for cable tele-
vision as consumer dis-
satisfaction with standard
entertainment  program-
ming has grown, according
to a poll of television
viewers in 15 major cities
across the country, con-
ducted by public opinion
analyst Peter D. Hart and
released recently. Con-
sumers polled, most often
named expanded program
choice as their top priority
for television in the
1980’s, along with increas-
ed educational and infor-
mation programming.

The telephone survey,
taken June 7-10, covered
1,533 randomly selected,

non-cable TV homes in the
following cities, chosen for
regional balance: Atlanta,
GA; Charlotte, NC;
Chicago, IL; Cleveland,
OH; Dallas, TX; Denver,
CO; Detroit, MI; Indiana-
polis, IN; Los Angeles,
CA; Miami, FL; New
York, NY; Philadelphia,
PA; San Diego, CA;
Seattle, WA; and Wahing-
ton, DC. The - survey,
commissioned by the Na-
tional Cable Television
Association, was develop-

ed and administered under
the total control of Peter
D. Hart Research Asso-
ciates, Washington, D.C.

The poll was designed
to explore four areas of
consumer attitudes:

1. The role television
plays in urban residents’
lives;

2. Consumers’ viewing
patterns and their pre-
ferences for various differ-
ent types of programming;

33 Urban viewers’
awareness of and interest
in cable television; and

4. Consumers’ pre-
ferences among various
packages of cable tele-
vision services.

Despite growing  dis-

satisfaction with the limits .

of conventional television
programming documented
in this and other surveys,
television continues to
occupy an enormous
amount of Americans’
leisure time, the survey

shows.  Nearly 70% of
urban residents in the
cities polled spend more
than 10 hours per week
before the set; fully one
quarter could be classified
as ‘‘heavy viewers'’, re-
sponding that they watch
more than 25 hours each

Attitudes toward cable
television are strongly
positive, the survey found,
and based on substantive
knowledge of current cable
TV  programming and
services. Nearly half of

Southern Virginia, it was a
long road from their
simple log house to their
first guest appearance on
the Opry in 1961 when
Ernest Tubb introduced
them to the Opry audience
for the first time.
