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Request Made For Access

As soon as the State Highway 
Department determines the need for 
additional access in the area, the 
Federal Highway Department can 
proceed in this matter.

Congressman Loeffler has written 
to Mr. DeBerry about this matter 
and is willing to help in any way that 
he can.

There is no indication of when the 
access roads could be built at this 
time.

Sonora in New Distriet
There has been a re-alinement of 

the schools in the district that Sonora 
High School will compete in next 
year. The new district will be District 
8-3A and include Ballinger, Brady, 
Coleman, Comanche, and Sonora.

The three A classfflcation does not 
indicate a sudden growth in Sonora 
High School enrollment but rather a 

> change in the system used by the

State. Class B was changed to lA  
and all other classes were moved up 
by an “ A” .

Enrollment figures used to classify 
schools now is 135-264 students for 
class 2A, 265-614 class ^A , and 
615-1309 for class 4A.

According to Dr. Andrews, School 
Superintendent, the next year’ s foot­
ball schedule is not complete but

Sonora will play Ozona, Junction, 
Eldorado, Coahoma, Llano, and 
probably Crane in non-district 
games. The dates are not set at this 
time but it looks like Sonora’ s open 
date will be the fast date o f  the 
season.

As bad as Washington’ s 
predator control policies 
are now under the Depart­
ment of Interior, stockmen 
can only hope and pray that 
bureaucrats closer to the 
Carter White House don’t 
take a stronger role in 
decision-making. A May 25

memo that only recently 
found its way out of Car­
ter’ s Council on Environ­
mental Quality outlines an 
executive predator policy 
that would not only stab 
livestock producers in the 
back but would twist the 
knife.

Pared to the bone, the 
CEQ memo, supposedly an 
“ Interpretation”  o f Car­
ter’ s own policy, places 
predators ahead of live­
stock in terms of value. 
Where predators cause 
losses it is the livestock that 
must go, according to CEQ.

For the purpose o f clarifi­
cation it should be noted 
that the Carter statements 
from which CEQ drew its 
“ interpretation”  comprise 
roughly 16 lines of vague 
generalities. The “ inter­
pretation”  itself covers 
more than four pages of 
relatively specific recom­
mendations.

It should also be noted 
that CEQ serves as the 
administration’ s official 
clearinghouse for all mat­
ters relating to environ­
mental issues and controls 
what the public and other 
federal agencies hear about 
Carter’s environmental pol­
icies. CEQ is also domina­
ted by environmental acti­
vist viewpoints; the current 
chairman is reportedly a 
member of the notoriously 
flaky Environmental De­
fense Fund and a founder 
of the Natural Resources 
Defense Council, the same 
outfit now deeply involved 
in efforts to force livestock 
off the millions of acres of 
public grazing land in the 
Western states.

The seriousness of the 
problem falls into clearer 
perspective when you rea­
lize that the Interior De­
partment, which runs the 
predator control program, 
is also an executive branch 
agency. Interior Secretary 
Cecil Andrus, who has been

expected for months now to 
issue a royal ruling on the 
future of predator control, 
is by law a presidential 
appointee and subject to 
administrative policy 
whims. Andrus controls 
the administration, and 
some of the most irrespon­
sible environmental groups 
in America control CEQ.

Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raisers Association execu­
tive secretary Bill Sims 
recently obtained a copy of 
the policy-setting CEQ 
memo, as have apparently 
many other interested par­
ties who found it equally 
alarming. Sims’ answer to 
the memo’s recommenda­
tion pulls no punches.

He describes President 
Carter’s actual statements 
about predators as “ unreal­
istic” , and CEQ’s interpre­
tation of them as “ assi- 
nine” . Sims goes on to 
point out that each of the 
policy “ elements”  detailed 
in the memo is based on 
fallacy, and that in almost 
every individual element, 
“ CEQ is reading something 
into the President’ s mes­
sage that is not there.”  In 
one instance the memo 
attempts to tie Carter state­
ments about public lands in 
with predator concerns, but 
Sims points out that Car­
ter’ s actual words said no­
thing about protecting pre-

dators as a part of the 
“ public land trust,”  and 
certainly nothing about of­
fering such protection “ at 
the expense of rendering 
those same public lands 
useless for grazing sheep 
and cattle.”

Another CEQ position 
holds that no predator con­
trol should be allowed until 
livestock losses reach “ a 
threshold -  say, 6-10 per­
cent.”  Asks Sims, “ should 
you as a homeowner be 
forced to wait until you lost 
10 percent o f your worldly 
goods to robbers before the 
police are called?”

In closing, Sims reminds .

CEQ policy-makers that 
“ when you are discussing 
ecosystems you are talking 
ibout not only the ‘ecologi­

cal system,”  but also the 
‘economic system’ -  one 
without the other is use­
less.

B e lt ordained by the dty  
council of the City of Son­
ora, Texas:

ARTICLE I
Section I - Permit To Keep 

A. It shall be unlawful for 
any person to keep any cat­
tle, horse, mule, ass, sheep, 
goat, chicken or other do- 
mestic fowl of any kind, sax

or desalptlon within the
City Limits of the City of 
Sonora unless the require­
ments of this Ordinance are 
met and a permit Is obtain­
ed. Only persons who com­
ply with the provisions of 
this Ordinance shall be en­
titled to receive such a 
permit. The fee for such 
permit shall be Two Dollars 
[$2.00] per year and monies 
received from the issuance 
of such permits shall be 
used to assist In the cost of 
the printing of forms for 
same. These permits shall 
be compulsory within ten 
days of the passage of this 
Ordinance.

B. It shall be unlawful for 
any person to harbor any 
horse, goat, sheep, cow, 
mule or other animal of like 
species within the corporate 
limits of the City without 
first having said animal 
vaccinated against rabies  
annually. Proof of this vac­
cination shall be required

C. Suspension of revoca­
tion: A permit Issued under 
this section may be tempo­
rarily suspended by the City 
of Sonora upon violation by 
the holder of any of the 
terms of this Ordinance, or 
revoked after an opportu­
nity for a hearing by the 
City Council upon serious or 
repeated violations.

Section IV - Keeping Live­
stock Near Buildings: Area 
Requirem ents For And 
Maximum Number Of Live­
stock

It shall be unlawful for 
any person to feed, breed, 
stable, pasture or keep any 
cows, goats, horses, sheep, 
rabbits, chickens, or any 
other animal of like species 
in or on any lot, pen, build­
ing, parcel of land stable or 
other enclosure in the City, 
any part of which lot, pen, 
building, stable, parcel of 
land or other enclosure, is 
nearer than fifty feet [50’] to 
any building occupied by 
any person any part of the 
day or night. A minimum of 
four hundred [400] square 
feet of area shall be requir­
ed for such animal unit and 
not more than two [2] 
animal units shall be in any 
lot, pen, building, stable, 
enclosure or parcel of land. 
An animal unit is defined as 
follows: 5 sheep, 5 goats, 1 
horse, 1 cow.
Section V - Area Require­
ments For Fowl and Rabbits

It shall be unlawful for 
any person to keep, harbor 
maintain or permit the pre­

corporate limits of the City. 
Section IX - Tieing Animals 
To Posts, Trees, Etc.

It shall be unlawful for 
any person to tie or fasten 
any animal to any lamppost, 
awning post, tree, fence or 
shrubbery belonging to an­
other, or to any hydrant 
belonging to the City.
Section X - Riding Or Lead­
ing Horses Across Side­
walks Or Private Property 

It shall be unlawful for 
any person to ride or lead 
any horse or drive any team 
on or across any sidewalk in 
the City, or across that 
property belonging to any- 
other person w ith in  the 
corporate limits of the City, 
except In such places as 
may be constructed and 
used for that purpose. 
SectlonXI - Indecent Exhibi­
tion Of Animals 

It shall be unlawful for 
any person to indecently 
exhibit any stallion. Jack, 
bull ram or other male 
animal within the City, or to 
let or cause to be let any 
such animal to one of the 
opposite sex on any proper­
ty within the limits of the 
City where the same will be 
open to the view of the 
public.
Action XII - Impoundment 
Of Animals And Fowls

A. It shall be the duty of 
the animal control officer or 
any member of the local 
City Police office sieze and 
impound in the public  
pounding place, any and all 
animals found In violation of 
the provisions of this Ordin­
ance.

B. The animal control 
officer shall, on the day 
after impounding any such 
animal, post three notices In 
public places In the City, 
one of which shall be at the 
City Hall. The notices shall 
describe the animals Im­
pounded, and give notice 
that unless such animals are 
redeemed, they shall be 
sold on the fifth day after 
the posting of such notices, 
to the highest bidder for 
cash.

The owner of any animal 
impounded under the provi­
sions of this Ordinance shall 
be e iltlllM  to redeem the 
same upon satisfactory 
proof of ownership and the 
payment of an, and all fees 
w h l^  amy have been incur­
red under the provision 
herein stated.
Section XIV - Same - Fees 

The fees of the pound 
officer for impounding and 
advertising the sale of such 
animal impounded under 
the chapter shall be allowed 
by State law. Such fees shall 
be paid from the proceeds 
of tne sale of such animal. 
Section XV - Same - Record 
Of Sales, Disposition Of 
Procoods

The animal control officer 
shall keep a record of all 
sales of animals impounded 
and/or sold under the pro­
visions of this Ordinance, 
giving a complete descrip­
tion of the same.

If the owner of anv im­
pounded animals sold shall 
make satisfactory proof of 
his ownership to the animal 
control officer and City 
M anager within six months 
after the sale of said animal, 
he shall be paid the amount 
of such sale less the fees
req^uired by this Ordinance.
