Mexican American community re-
questing bilingual education took
priority as the Sonora Independent
School District Board of Trustees
held its regular monthly meeting last
Thursday. -

Headed by Rebecca Chavez, the
group asked the School Board to
implement the program, at least in
the lower grades, to ‘help the
children who speak primarily Span-
ish when they enter school.

A teacher from the McAllen school
system who taught both bilingual
classes and reading testified to the
benefits the Spanish -peaking stu-
dents received through bilingual
education.

Superintendent Dr. Joe Andrews
and the Board members explained
they were looking at the program
and would do what they decided
would be in the best interest of all
the students.

They also stated the school was
currently in compliance with all state
regulations, the school district must
test all students with Hispanic
surnames each year to determine the
number of students who have diffi-

culty speaking and understanding
English.

If 20 students in any grade test low
in English comprehension, then the
bilingual program must be imple-
mented. Since Sonora’s kindergarten
showed the highest of any grade with
17 students having trouble with
English, the school is within' state
regulations.

Dr. Andrews explained the school
currently uses an E.S.L. program to
help to Spanish speaking students in
their English proficiency. . Each
teacher in grades K-3 also has a
Spanish speaking aide to assist the
students, he said.

He also stated the school district
had shown its concern for the
Spanish speakers by sending all the
early grade teachers to a bilingual
workshop five years ago to help them
deal with the special problems
involved. :

The group was also informed that
curriculum director Wendall McAn-
drew was currently compiling a
study of bilingual programs in other
schools to help the Board in making a
decision.

It would be intersting to run a check at Television

Enterprises to see how many people got Home Box
Office in the last week. The reason--the flood of
television coverage on the Republican Convention. I
know of at least a couple of people who sought HBO
last week as an alternative to watching all the hot air.
And the Democrats are still trying to come.

Seriously, I have never been able to figure out why all
three networks have to carry a blow-by-blow account of
the conventions. There is definitely a certain group of
viewers who will want to see everything that goes on,’
but the others get left out in the col.

I've always thought it would be much better to set the
conventions up like the Olympics or the Super Bowl or
the World Series--let all three networks bid for
coverage rights. The winner could carry all the details
with the other two networks blending in spot coverage
of the highlights with their regular programming.

After the first
year’s ratings were released, the various netword brass
might wonder why they thought they had to cover it all
anyway.

The GOP convention did provide some interesting
minutes, however.

The networks stuck their foot in
their mouth, thinking they had a precedent-
setting scoop and announced that Ford would be the
running mate. As everyone knows by now, Raegan and
Ford couldn’t strike a deal and George Bush' was
tabbed.

The networks, along with some early edition daily
papers, had already announced Ford as the VP
candidate. It was somewhat reminiscent of the Chicago
Tribune’s gigantic headline after the 1948 election that
Dewey had defeated Hoover. It’s nice to know us
“‘little guys’” aren’t the only ones that make mistakes.

Gary Vest with West Texas Utilities showed three
films on economic development to members of the
industrial team last Wednesday. The film was very
informative, showing a fictional town and the efforts of
its citizens to recruit industry along with some of the
mistakes they made along the way.

The process of recruiting industry is normally a long,
slow process, one in which many people become
discouraged if no immediate success is seen. But the
crux of the matter is to be patient and above all be
prepared so that an opportunity is not missed. -

Drought Causes Problems For Ranchers:

The extended drought is
posing serious economic
problems to agricultural
producers. Some ranchers
feel that the severity of this
drought parallels the pro-
longed droughts of the 50’s
and 30’s.

The drought of the 30’s
.affected the entire nation’s
economy whereas in the
50’s, onmly individual far-.
mers were hurt. The
national economy during
the 50’s was sound and
farm programs were initi-
ated to alleviate the
drought pressure.

Experts estimate that the
area is due for an extended
drought and will parallel.
the economic impact of the
50’s.

The key economic factors
affecting livestock produc-
tion are centered around
the available forage and the
amount of moisture neces-
sary to produce more for-
age. The record breaking
heat wave will not material-

ly affect livestock,
they can withstand much
daytime heat when accom-
panied by cooler nights as
has been the case during

Serious problems may
occur when night time

temperatures remain above

89 degrees, warns Dr.
LeRoy Hoermann, Exten-
sion Area Livestock Spe-
cialist.

The May rains were late.

in terms of the spring
growing season and failed
to provide subsurface mois-
ture to sustain pasture
growth throughout the
summer months. The hot,
dry days have caused high
transpu'atlon rates result-
ing in high moisture loss.

The total effect is that the
summer dormant season is
almost and very little
‘‘green’’ grass has been
produced, according to Dr.
Larry White, Extension
Range Specialist.

Approximately 70 per-
cent of the year’s total
pasture production is nor-
mally produced in the
spring and 30 percent by
the fall regrowth triggered
by fall rains and cool
weather, says White.

Livestock producers
should consider planning

Nugent raised the charge
in testimony at a U.S.
Senate Finance Committee
hearing on exemptions
from the Windfall Profits
Tax and in a statement at
the RRC’s monthly hearng
to determine the legal rate
of oil production in Texas.
He called for ‘‘fair and

equitable tax treatment’’ of
small royalty owners at

_both sessions.

‘“The royalty owner -- no
matter how small his or her
interest -- is subject to the
same tax treatment struc-
ture as the major com-
panies (under the Windfall
Profits Tax),”’ said Nugent.
He reported:

“In many, many in-
stances across Texas, the
small amount of income
derived from a royalty int-
erest is essential in main-
taining even a subsistence
life style.”

The hearing was
held at the Special Events
Center on the University of
Texas campus and drew a
turnout of more 2,500
people.

““Our state has supplied
approximately one-third of
the oil and natural gas
production in this coun-
try,”” Nugent said and
and noted that Texas’ en-
ergy efforts have been good
for all Americans.

‘“‘But,”’ he insisted, ‘‘it
‘must be recognized that the
energy is not produced
without costs and risks.”’

Contrasting Texans’ ex-

posure of their waters,
farmlands and fresh air to
the hazards of energy

development, transporta-
tion and processing, Nu-
gent pointed to other states
“‘who have been unwilling
to bear the costs and risks
of energy development.”’

He described Californians
who blocked construction of
the Long Beach to Midland
pipeline, ~‘‘those in the
West who oppose drilling in
their wilderness areas, and
those on the East Coast
who have blocked construc-
tion of even one major
refinery in the last 30

years”’ as people ‘“‘who
suddenly are greedy for
Texas energy’’ at bargain
basement prices.

““For years they took
Texas natural gas at less
than replacement cost,”’
Nugent related.

‘It may surprise you to
know that 50 percent of the
natural gas that leaves
Texas today is sold at less
than 70 cents per Mcf
(thousand cubic feet) while
we pay Mexico and Canada
over $4.50 for the same
product,’”’ he explained.

Furthermore, he cited,
‘‘Texas oil is sold today at
approximately one-half of

the world market price.”’

Nugent maintained that
Texas energy consumers
and small Texas oil and gas
royalty owners have been
dealt a ‘‘double-whammy’’
by rising energy costs,
streaking increases in the
cost of transporting coal to
Texas power generating
plants converted from gas,
and severance taxes of coal
producing states.

‘‘While Texas resources
are sold at less than market
value,”’ Nugent said, *‘our
utility bills have been in-
flated by the greed of every
special interest that seized

76 Gas Discoveries Reported

In First Half Of July

Texas operators reeport-
ed 76 gas and 19 oil
discoveries during the July
1-15, 1980, period, the Rail-
road Commission’s Oil and
Gas Division announced
today.

In the year-earlier per-
jod, 61 gas and 24 oil
discoveries were filed with
the state’s energy regula-
tory agency.

Through the first six and
a half months of 1980,
operators have reported
785 gas and 390 oil discov-
eries, against 709 gas and
247 oil discoveries in the
year-earlier period. Suc-
cessfull exploratory and

and field completions in the

six and a half months of

1980 total 6,325 oil and

3,021 gas, against 4,260 oil

and 3,075 gas completions

in the same period last
_ year.

Gas discoveries in the
first half of July included 26
in Sortheast Texas, 14 in
the i.efugio area, 11 in

deep South Texas, seven in .

West Central Texas, S in
the Panhandle area, four
each in the San Antonio and
San Angelo areas, two each
in East Texas and the
Midland areas, and one in
East Central Texas.

Qil discoveries included
six in West Central Texas,
three in the San Antonio
area, and two each in
Southeast Texas, North
Texas and the San Angelo
and Midland areas and one
each in the Refugio and
Panhandle areas.

In the July 1-15 period,
operators reported 87 ex-
ploratory and field tests
wound up as dry holes.

New applications for per-
mits to drill oil and gas
tests totaled 1,217 in the
first half of July compared
with 841 in the same period
of 1979.

Applications to drill,

\
deepen, plugback and for
service wills in the July
1-15 period amounted to
1,352 against 954 a year
earlier. Operators filed 265
‘amended applications to
drill. A year earlier they
submitted 189 amended re-
quests.

There have been 16,132
applications to drill new oil
and gas tests this year,
against 10,442 in the same
period of 1979. Applica-
tions to drill, deepen, plug-
back and for service wells
so far this year total 17,861
against 12,150 in the six
and a half months of 1979.

In other news, a Federal
Appears Court ruled that
the Federal Government
can issue leases for oil and
gas drilling in the Beafort
Sea of Alaska’s North Slope
Coast. In January, a judge
blocked acceptance of $491
million dollars in bids say-
ing the government failed
to comply with two impor-
tant environmental laws.
The court order only allows
for preliminary- work that
must precede actual dril-
ling.
