Speaking to the Permian Basin regionalmeeting of 
the Gas Producers Association, Halbouty charged, 
“ The irresponsibility of this nation’s leaders to act 
prudently in the face o f our desparate need to increase 
domestic energy supply borders on treason-sheer 
negligence and disloyalty to the American people.”

The grossest example of Carter’ s negative policies, 
in Halbouty’s opinion, is the windfall profit tax.

“ It is sheer confiscation of capital. It is the kind of 
law you would expect from a communist government. 
This tax is without doubt the most dangerous piece of 
legislation to come out o f Washington in our entire 
history,”  he said.

“ I know of no other legislation or totalitarian 
directive in the entire world which can compare with 
this extremely high tax on a single industry. On May 8, 
the government approved a $1.5 billion loan to 
Chrysler, which amounts to nothing more than 
subsidizing Chrysler’s failure. This must be compared 
with the windfall tax. Now I ask you, what kind of 
government do we have that subsidizes failure and 
punishes success.”

Halbouty concluded, “ This confiscation or-to  use a 
word I prefer-stealing of petroleum profits lessens the 
nation’ s productivity, increases inflation and unem­
ployment and moves us further in the direction of 
complete socialism. Carter asked for deregulation of oil 
and gas prices. Then he slapped the American people 
with the sociocommunistic act of stealing most o f the 
profits.”

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CETA Program Launches 
New Promotional Campaign

The Texas Department of 
Community Affairs (TDCA) 
announced that it will 
launch a major campaign 
this fall promoting a part­
nership between business, 
and government to create 
employment opportunities 
in over 100 Texas counties.

The campaign is part of a 
new coliaborative effort 
known as the Private Sector 
Initiative Program created 
by n tle  VII of the Compre­
hensive Employment and 
Training Act (CETA).

"Since 80 percent o f all 
jobs lie in the private 
sector,”  TDCA executive 
director Sid Wieser noted 
in making the announce­
ment, "business support is 
crucial -Sn helping solve 
employment problems.”

Using the theme "Work- 
in’ Partnership: CETA’s 
Enterprising idea for Texas 
Em ployers,”  the TDCA 
campaign will encourage 
business and industry to 
hire and train eiigibie work­
ers.

"The goal o f the pro­
gram,”  Wieser said, "is  to 
bring unemployed and un­
deremployed into the main­

stream of the work force. 
Equipping workers with 
marketable skills will allow 
them mobility in the private 
job market and the chance 
to become self-sufficient.”

"This can mean less 
reliance, on government 
support systems, which in 
turn benefits all tax-paying 
residents o f Texas,”  Wies­
er continued.

The partnership is also 
designed to be responsive 
to business needs in train­
ing and jobs programs, 
according to Bud Harris, 
director of TDCA Manpow­
er Services Division.

If a CETA employee 
qualifies under certain 
guidelines, Harris explain­
ed, the emoloyer can be 
reimbursed i o to fifty per­
cent of the wt rker’s wages 
for training costs. In 
addition, if the employee 
qualifies under one of sev­
en specially targeted 
groups, such as Vietnam 
veterans or the handicapp-' 
ed, the business could qual- 
lify for additional tax cred­
its.

“ We want to’ make busi­

nesses aware of the local 
naturof this program ,”  
Harris said. He explained 
that the federal funds are 
locally administered in the 

' lOO-plus counties under 
TDCA sponsorship. The 
counties are divided into 15 
geogra|)hic areas, each 
with a Ideal entity to admin­
ister funds.

“ This allows more effi­
cient use of the monies,”  
he said, “ Since a local body 
has good knowledge of its- 
area’s needs.”

"Moreover, private busi­
ness has a lot to do with the 
use of these funds,”  he 
continued. “ A state Privat 
Industry Council, compos­
ed in the majority of busi­
ness people, creates the 
major link between govern­
ment and business. And 
each area has its own 
Private Industry Task Force 
to represent the business 
community.”

“ This is one of the few 
tim es,”  Harris added, 
“ that business can have a 
direct say in how a federal 
program is run which af­
fects them.”

“ What makes this pro­
gram really viable,”  Harris 
said, “ is that workers are 
trained according to local 
business standards for real 
work situations in the mar­
ket place. The ultimate goal 
is long-term unsubsidized 
employment in the compet­
itive job market.”

This is one program that 
is not just a stop-gap meas­
ure.”  Harris stated. “ It is a 
real opportunity to prepare 
a great many people, from 
the school drop-out to the 
displaced homemaker, to 
be permanent, taxpaying 
members of the working 
community.”

“ Our sponsorship, one of 
several in the state, covers 
counties and towns with 
populations of less than 
100,000,”  Harris concluded

“ There are hundreds of 
businesses in these areas, 
ranging from small retail 
operations to large manu­
facturers. We hope to 
express the program’s ben­
efits to as many as we 
can.”

new rates become effective Novem 
ber 4.

One o f the basic reasons for the 
increase was cited as inflation.

“ The cost of providing electric 
service continues in increase more 
rapidly then revenue,“  the manager 
said.

This rate adjustment would be 
only the second general retail rate 
increase in the company’s entire 
history, which goes back more than 
50 years. The other increase was in 
1973 and amounted to about six per 
cent across the board.

“ W e’ve managed to make that six 
per cent go a long way,”  the WTU 
manager said, noting that every 
other utility company in the state, 
and probably in the nation, has had 
at least one increase since then and 
most of them have had several.

Several reasons were given as to

how WTU has been able to manage 
without a rate increase during the 
past several years of double-digit, 
inflation. Chief among these was the 
timing of WTU’s power plant con­
struction. Its newest and largest 
station was completed in the mid- 
1970’s and provided generation re­
serves sufficient not only to last for 
several years but to allow profitable 
energy sales to other companies.

The Company also cited its reputa­
tion as a conservative company with 
firm control o f its expenditures.

However, the WTU manager said, 
the company can no longer absorb 
the effects of inflation without risk­
ing a dangerous decline in its 
financial condition. Of necessity, the 
company is entering into a multi-y 
year construction program which will 
include a new coal-fired power plant 
and several high voltage transmis­
sion line projects.

The proposed rates were based on 
detailed analyses of each customer 
rate class, including studies of their 
energy usage patterns, the invest- 
mentrequired to serve them, and the 
cost of operation applicable to those 
customers.

The Company’s rate structure, 
whichnow has over 125 rates for 
many types and classes, would be 
reduced to less then 30 rates. The 
effect of the increase on the different 
customer classes would vary accord­
ing to present relative rates^of return

from each class.
For example, the typical residen­

tial electric bill would increase by 
about 10 per cent.

Although customers bills have 
risen ^bstantially in the past few 
years, the increases have been the 
result of more usage and higher fuel 
costs; The average residential cust­
omer’s!) electric usage in the WTU 
system increased from 6,262 kilo­
watt-hours in 1972 to 8*270 kilowatt- 
hours this past year;!)/'

The cost o f fuel has risen from 23

cents per million BTU in 1972 to 
$1.96 this past summer. Generally, 
this fuel cost is the only increased 
expense that has been shared by the 
customer under WTU’s recent rate 
schedule.

The city has several options in 
responding to WTU’s rate request. It 
may approve the increase, deny the 
increase, or suspend the rates for a 
certain period of time. The city also 
his the option of denying the request 
and ^ding future jurisdiction to the 
Public Utility Commission.

“ Kiss Your Baby”  Day will 
be held as part of National 
Cystic Fibrosis Week and 
the local CF Breath o f Life 
Campaign.

Stressing the need for 
greater public health 
education in Sonora, the 
Mayor said that “ Kis^Wour 
Baby”  Day is designed to 
help parents recognize the 
symptom of Cystic Fibrosis 
in their children.

One of the signs o f CF is 
a salty taste to the skin. 
Mothers have sometimes 
alerted doctors to the pos­
sibility of CF when kissing 
their babies and tasting 
salt, explained Mayor 
Gosney.

Cystic Fibrosis is inherit­
ed by approsimately one of 
every 1,600 American 
babies. It occurs when a 
child receives a gene for the 
disease from each parent.
So far, there’ s no cure for 
CF, but early diagnosis and 
treatment are helping to 
lengthen lives. Today, 50 
percent of CF patients - can 
be expected to live past age 
19, where once few sur­
vived to school age.

TRUTH To Appear 
In Sonora Oct. 20

They ,>*Bs(V'eT ‘ nearly 
100,000 miles a year, stay 
in almost 100 motels, some­
times give 10 concerts a 
week and consume untold 
quantities of fried chicken 
and hamburgers while 
watching the countryside 
whiz past from their cus­
tomized bus.

They appear regularly on 
top-rated Christian televi­
sion programs in the U.S. 
and other countries and 
have received both “ Dove”  
and “ Grammy” ' award 
nominations for their re­
cording I excellence.

“ They”  is TRUTH - 18 
college-age musicians who 
are constantly on the road. 
And that road has led them 
from their beginning in 
Mobile, Ala., to New Eng­
land, the West coast, 
Alaska, Jamaica, Mexico, 
Canada and on a tour of 
Europe.

t r u t h ’s leader/founder 
Roger Breland grew up in 
Mobile and, as he recalls, 
music was always special to 
him: “ Music was the one 
thing that put a real tingle 
in my heart.”

Breland played French 
horn and trumpet in high 
school. Then came a 
scholarship to Troy State 
where he earned a Bache­
lor’ s degree in music edu­
cation. He also taught high 
school in Opp, Ala., and 
has served as minister of 
music for five churches in 
Alabama.

TRUTH was bom as a 
youth choir while Breland 
was serving as minister of 
music at Spring Hill Baptist 
in Mobile. The original 
group was called Varsity 
and for awhile. Varsity was 
the only group in the 
Mobile area performing the 
newly-arriving contem­
porary Christian music.

Varsity became TRUTH 
in 1971. The name, which 
stands for Trust, Receive, 
Unchangeable, True Hap­
piness, was picked by Bre­
land’ s wife, Linda, while 
they were reading the Bible 
one night.

t r u t h ’ s early days 
were not always easy and 
the group performed many 
places, including back yard 
barbecues, gas station 
openings and in shopping 
mails.

But, through it all, Bre­
land began to see the 
forem ost purpose for 
TRUTH. “ I found out that I 
was tr)ing to be a musician 
and it wasn’t working be­
cause 1 don’t feel like that’s 
what we’re called to be. I 
think as Christians we’re 
called to be communicat­
ors, and music is the tool 
we use to communicate the 
gospel.”

The group has six sing­
ers, 3 guys and 3 gals, a 
miniature orchestra with 
nine instrumentalists, (four 
brass, four rhythm, and a 
woodwind) plus electronic 
keyboards and a grand 
piano wired for sound.

TRUTH members are 
selected mostly by Breland 
and they come from a dozen 
states and as many denom-

inations. Auditions are 
held everywhere they go. 
Breland says, “ I can hear 
them sing ‘Amazing Grace’ 
and know if they can do it or 
not.”

A TRUTH concert usual­
ly, r ^ s  90 minutes to two 
Hours, depending on the 
situation, and the group 
will sing from 10 to 18 
songs plus share briefly 
how they feel God is work­
ing in their lives.

Breland talks with the 
audience, trying to put 
them at ease. He says, 
“ You try to break down all 
the barriers that could pos­
sibly hurt the communica­
tion factor.”  If this is not 
done quickly, he notes, 
“ you’re dead.”

As Breland talks, mem­
bers of the group are not 
daydreaming. They are 
llistening carefully, b e ­
cause they have to be ready 
to “ go“  MUSICALLY 
WHERE Breland leads 
them.

Breland’ s concept of a 
concert is simple: “ The
whole thing is to let you 
know at the end that we 
have told you three things. 
One-God Loves you. Two- 
That Jesus is the answer. 
And three- committing your 
life to Him is really what 
life’ s all about.”

Breland feels TRUTH is 
kind o f group “ where you 
have to sit down and give 
us a chance. And if you’ll 
sit through one of our 
concerts and test our spirit,
I believe, given an oppor­
tunity, that you can’t say 
we’re dishonest in what 
we’re doing spiritually.”

Breland sums it up this 
way: “ The bottom line in 
life is not how much money 
we’re going to make, how 
many people we’re going ot 
Many people we’re going to 
sing in front of, how many 
friends we’re going to 
make-the bottom line is 
what are you going to do 
about the cross where God 
demonstrated His love for

us when Jesus died for 
us?”

TRUTH will be appear­
ing at the Sonora Rodeo 
Grandstands Monday, Oct. 
20 from 7-9 p.m.

Admission is $4 and 
tickets may be purchased at 
the First Baptist Church in 
Sonora, New Life Bookstore 
in San Angelo or at the 
gate.

Jim Hueent Reports Success In 

Coping With Federai Rules
Efforts of the Railroad 

Commission to prevent fed­
eral rules and regulations 
from interferring with state 
jurisdiction over Texas nat­
ural resources have been 
“ very effective,”  one of the 
three members o f the en­
ergy and transportation 
agency reported.

“ W e have affected 
amendments and modifica­
tions which save Texas 
producers and consumers 
millions of dollars each year 
-  possibly millions of doll­
ars each month,”  explained 
Commissioner James E. 
(Jim) Nugent in an energy 
and regulatory outlook 
commentary during the 
monthly statewide oil and 
gas hearing here.

“ The alteration of a sin­
gle clause, the change of a 
single regulation under 
these (federal) acts can

save — or cost — Texasns 
millions, even billions of 
tax dollars,”  he related.

Nugent noted in particu­
lar that recent efforts of the 
Commission have:

— resulted in a workable 
system for handling more 
than 25,000 well classifica­
tion applications under the 
federal Natural Gas Policy 
Act with “ minimum delay 
and expense.”

— led to the exemtion of 
drilling muds and brines 
from regulations of the 
Enviromental Protection 
Agency on the basis that 
the federal rules were not 
applicable.

— resulted in the revi­
sion • of federal require­
ments that made Texas 
tight gas sands ineligible 
for incentive pricing intend­
ed to boost more domestic 
energy production

Prior to Nugent’s re­
marks,at the public hearing 
attended by representa­
tives tit oil producers, pur­
chaser’s and transporters, 
the Commission set the 
legal oil producing rate for 
Texas wells in October at 
100 percent of market de­
mand. October will be the 
44th month in a row for a 
100 percent allowable and 
the 100th month since the 
first such rate in April 1972.

Nugent cautioned that 
new regulations under the 
federal Safe Drinking Wat­
er Act pose a heavy burden 
we are successful in getting 
changes, more than 9,(X)0 
existing salt water disposal 
wells and 36,000 enhanced 
recovery wells must be 
unnecessarily re-examined 
and repermitted,”  he re­
ported.

Pointing to the Commis­
sion’ s “ proved effective”

program tor salt water dis­
posal Nugent said the RRC 
is working for amendments 
that will remove Texas from 
the federal regulations and 
“ permit us to continue our 
(Underground Injection 
Control) UIC program.”

In the Texas energy pict­
ure, Nugent said “ the real 
growth structure”  appears 
to be anchored in the 
state’s lignite resources.

“ We think that lignite is 
one of the truly bright spots 
in the overall Texas energy 
picture,”  he said.

“ And, you know one of 
the things I like about 
Texas lignite is it is heavy, 
it has low Btu (British 
thermal units) content, it 
can’t be hauled vei7  far and 
used econom ically, and 
them damn yankees can’t 
get it up in the Northeast,”  
he added.

Nugent reported that

The Railroad Commision’s 
Natural Gas Policy Act 
Section today reported that 
as of Sept. 12 Texas oil and 
gas operators have filed 
27,113 applications for de­
terminations of new gas 
well production categories 
under the federal Natural 
Gas Policy Act of 1978.

The Commission initiat­
ed the well classification 
program in December 1978 
pursuant to NGPA mandate 
and guidelines set forth by 
the Federal Energy Regula­
tory’Coihmissidh.

Under the federal rules 
and corresponding RRC 
policies, the section is res­
ponsible for processing 
applications filed by opera­
tors requesting gas well 
determinations under one 
of the different producing 
categories of the NGPA.

Operator applications are 
reviewed through section 
statistical checklists and 
are brought before the 
Commission for action.

Through Sept. 12, the 
Commission has approved 
16,649 applications for the 
requested NGPA producing 
categories, according to the 
section report. Seven 
applications have been den­
ied.

A total of 16,105 of the 
applications have been 
transmitted to the FERC. 
The federal agency has the 
power to reverse or remand 
applications acted on and 
transmitted by the RRC. 
Another 279 applications 
are in a microfilming status 
before being sent to the 
FERC.

Texas lignite production 
rose from 2.5 million tons to 
about 30 million tons dur­
ing the 1970’s. Indicators 
point to an accelerating 
upward trend, he added.

By 1985, he forecast, 
Texas mined and fired lig­
nite is expected to fuel the 
generation of 23 percent^ of 
the state’ s power and 40- 
percent by the year 2000.

Nugent made these addi­
tional projections:

In 1985, eight percent of 
Texas’ power will be pro­
duced with uranium, 54 
percent by oil and gas in 
contrast to 72 percent to­
day.

Twenty years from now, 
oil and gas will fuel 27 
percent of Texas’ power, 
imported coal 25 percent 
uranium eight percent.

W e’ve stomped and we’­
ve hollered and we’ve argu­
ed and pointed out and just 
plain pointed, but nothing’ s 
really done much good. 
Now we’re going about it 
the “ civilized”  way--by 
suing.

By “ we,”  we mean trhe 
sheep industry as a whole, 
though the suit is being 
brought by the Wyoming 
Farm Bureau, the Ameri­
can Farm Bureau Federa­
tion and several individual 
sheep producers -  some of 
whom may actually be 
former sheep producers.

And the suit -- if you 
haven’t guessed by now-is 
to force the federal govern­
ment to accept its legal 
responsibility for predator 
c o n tr^  there’ s even a 
provision demanding that 
the government fork over 
damages for past failures to 
control predation, topped 
off by the very real claim 
that the government’ s fail­
ure to control predation has 
and continues to violate the 
Fifth Amendment rights of 
sheep producers.

Principal defendant in 
the suit is Interior Secretary 
Cecil Andrils-or his succe- 
ssor-and lawmen served 
papers on Andrus recently 
when he steppedbff a plane 
in Cheyenne, that, by the 
way, is where the suit was 
filed, not in some D.C. 
court where coyotes are 
considered the puppy dog’s 
cute country cousin.

Basically, the suit reiter­
ates the Animal Damage 
Control Act of 1931, which 
“ authorized and directed”  
first the Agriculture Secre­
tary and later the Interior 
Secretary to control preda­
tors. that law is still very 
much in effect, though you 
wouldn’t know it from the 
way the government has 
avoided obeying it the last 
few administrations.

In fact, Andrus and other 
Interior brass have publicly 
stated that the law no 
longer means what it says 
because “ times have chan­
ged.”  What they neglect to 
add is that the law itself 
hasn’t changed, that it still

Plains Conservation Pro­
gram and sponsorship of 
the bill which extends the 
GPCP program until 1991.

orders them to use the^ 
“ best methods”  available 
to control predators, reg- 
gardless what they or the 
enviroment%l elitists pull­
ing their strings happen to 
think about it.

Nowhere in the 1931 law 
does it say that unelected 
bureaucrats may obey or 
ignore that mandate as the 
whim strikes them, or that 
growing public ignorance of 
the real world can automat­
ically invalidate the law 40 
or 50 years after it’ s passed

And that’ s precisely 
what’s happened. The 
law’s still there, it’s just 
being openly flaunted. 
How, you might ask, could 
such a thing go on in a 
“ representative”  govern­
ment? Simple. Because no 
one has ever tested this 
particular violation in the 
courts -  no one has ever

gone to court to force the 
government boys to live up 
to their own law, and until 
it’ s done, they won’t.

So now it’ s being done, 
and we’re tickled pink.

Oh, yes, the Fifth Amen­
dment. One provision of 
that basic Bill of Rights 
guarantee says that the

government can’t come in 
and steal (when the govern­
ment does it, it’s called 
“ confiscation” ) private 
property without going 
through the legal motions 
of condemnation and then 
compensating the property 
owner for his loss. The suit 
holds that the government, 
effect, is “ confiscating”  
livestock for the use of its 
protected predators. No 
one bothers to condemn the 
livestock, and no one has 
ever paid for it, they just 
take it.
