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" Ambulance Fund Still
Short By $4,200

The new ambulance is expected to
arrive this week, but approximately
$4,200 is still needed in donations to
completely pay for the new vehicle. -

Two weeks ago, Sutton County
Commissioners agreed to underwrite
the additional cost of the ambulance
until the balance could be raised,
and the City Council last week
agreed to foot a $4,100 bill for radio
equipment.

Pat Campbell, local Emergency
Medical Technician, stressed the
need for the new ambulance, espe-
cially in light of the many times
Sonora and Sutton County are left
without ambulance service during
out-of-town runs.

“A trip to San Angelo usually
takes 3 1/2 hours,”” Campbell said,
“‘while delivering a patient to or
from San antonio takes a minimum of
6 1/2-7 hours, leaving us without any
ambulance service.”’ : o

““Twice in the last three months,
we have had to make back-to-back
trips to San Antonio,”’ he added.
““On the last one, we left at 4:30 in
the morning and didn’t get back (the
second time until 11 p.m.”’

Needless to say, Sonora was left
without ambulance service during
this entire day.

Campell cited another recent ex-
ample while delivering a patient to.
San Angelo. A car wreck occurred 10
miles west of town, and the Ozona
ambulance had to be called, taking
just over an hour to respond to a
serious emergency.

On another occassion, the anibul-
ance was bringing a patient back
from San Angelo and had to respond
to an accident east of town without
. unloading the patient.

On occassion, the ambulance has
to make runs to towns as far away as
Odessa, Templea and even Tyler, he
added.

Campbell said the need for the

He also stat-
ed that fourth quarter earn-
ings will be negatively af-
fected because the LNG
project is still in a state of
idleness. ‘‘With earnings
through the third quarter of
$1.05 per share and no
immediate start-up of the
LNG operation, it now ap-
pears 1980 earnings should
be int he vicinity of $1.25
per share,’”’ he said.
