Briefly, let’s look for a moment at what the latest figures tell us
about the effects of decontrol.

Critics said decontrol would not increase supplies or decrease
demand. The number of newly discovered producing wells was up
41.6 percent from January to July of this year as compared to the
same period in 1980. The number of active rotary drilling rigs in
August of this year was up 36 percent over the same period last
year. Total domestic production of crude oil has increased by
more than 150,000 barrels per day during the past twelve months.

During the first six months of this year our domestic consump-
tion dropped by 232 million barrels of oil from 1980. At the same
time, our total oil imports actually fell for the first time in years
by 300 million barrels over the same period last year.

Critics of decontrol said it would cause substantial increases in
fuel prices, even assuming no large OPEC price increase.

But the average gasoline price for all grades was actually down
an average of 2.6 cents in June 1981, compared to April 1981.
And the average price of No. 2 heating oil was down 4.1 cents in
May compared to March 1981.

The'best news by far is that domestic drilling activity is at an all-
time high while imports of OPEC oil are down to a 13-year low
and likely to dip even further.

While some experts believe that OPEC no longer holds all the
cards in the world oil market, this nation’s and the world’s
energy problems are far from being solved. American industry is
not to blame. For despite the industry’s best efforts, our reliance
on OPEC for approximately one-third of our energy needs means
that those countries will continue to set the price and determine
the availability of the energy we need for American homes and
factories until we regain domestic energy self-sufficiency.

Because crude oil and natural gas still provide more than 70
percent of our total energy needs, we must remove still further im-
pediments to the production and use of our great energy wealth:

e Deregulation of natural gas. Allowing the price of natural
gas to rise to its true value will discourage the inefficient use of
this resource and provide a stable domestic supply of clean-
burning fuel for the future.

e Development and implementation of a sound plan for
mineral exploration on more than two-thirds of our Federal lands
that are either closed or effectively restricted from energy and
mineral development. We can develop these frontiers — which
may contain reserves of oil and gas equal to all known deposits to
date — and do so in an environmentally acceptable manner.

e Elimination of the Department of Energy. This is a $10
billion tax'drain which has not produced one additional barrel of
oil and has«added to the costs all of us must pay for running this
bloated bureaucracy.

e Accelerate filling of the Strategic Petroleum Reserve. In the
event of dn oil crisis, we must be prepared to deal with a supply in-
terruption with energy — not with government rationing stamps.

It is my firm belief that, given the opportunity to earn the
necessary investment funds and the opportunity to compete in the
marketplace without government interference, America’s energy
industry will do its job — using American dollars to provide
American jobs to produce American energy for the future.

Nzarly 200 cattiemen
from Texas and Oklahoma
were on hand to pass the
resolution. The group, a
104-year-old non-profit
livestock organization, rep-
resents 14,000 livestock
producers ‘in the South
west.

The unanimous resolu-
tion noted that, for the first

time in decades, the Inter-
ior Department has a secre-
tary trying to fulfill the

A coalition of consumer
and cattle organizations,
including TSCRA, has en-
dorsed the English Amend-
ment to the National Meat
Inspection Act now in  a
House-Senate conference
committee after passage by
the House recently. The
bill requires species testing
for imported meat and re-
stricts the importation ‘of
meat produced with chem-
icals and additives banned
for use in U.S. production.

USDA and the Reagan
administration oppose any
meat inspection bill, at this
point, as a non-tariff trade
barrier and are trying to get
the conference committee
to drop both proposals.
