INS No'Longer Requires
Aliens To Report Addresses

The Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service (INS) will no longer
request aliens in the United States to
report their addresses to the agency
each January, it was announced
today. The requirement had been in
effect since 1952.

However, all aliens residing in this
country are still required by law to
report a change in their addresses
within 10 days of such change to the
nearest INS office. Such notification
should be submitted on form AR-11
which can be obtained from any INS
office.

The annual address report re-

quirement was eliminated by Con-
gress last week from the Immigra-
tion and Nationality Act. Congress
left subequent reporting programs to
the discretion of the Attorney Gener-
al. Dropping the registration will
save INS $1.2 million annually.

Because the information tradi-
tionally obtained from the addrf:ss
report program has several planning
uses for the government and fqr
state and local governments, INS is
exploring more efficient x'(lethods for
obtaining the information on a

regular basis.

Jan. 15 is Arbor Day in
Texas--a day set aside to
remember one of our most
valuable resources--the
tree.

Some livestock
were lost to flood waters
that ravaged parts of North
Central and West Central
Texas, the Hill Country and
the Coastal Bend in late
summer and early fall.

perished in northern coun-
ties of the Coastal Bend
when fall rains dumped
almost 20 inches in a short
time.

Some livestock also were
lost due to grazing poison-
ous range plants in western
areas. Blackleg, and infec-
tious cattle disease, reared
its ugly head again in South
Texas late in the year after
a long absence. Many
producers also continued to
be concerned about another
cattle disease - brucellosis,
but one ole enemy, the
screwworm, was virtually
absent from Texas this
year.

All in all, then, the
livestock picture generally
was good in Texas except
for one major drawback -
prices. The cattle market,
which was down as the new
year dawned, continued on
its sluggish path. Cattle-
men , kept Jooking ;for. the
slightest hint that things
might get better. General
indications pointed to some
positive signs - fewer cattle
on feed, continued low total
cattle numbers, and a pos-
sible turnaround in the
economy with a new Admi-
nistration. But the upswing
in prices didn’t come until
mid-year, and then price
gains were only mild and
short-lived.

Many cattlemen are
holding on ‘‘by the skin of
their teeth'’, still waiting
for an improved cattle mar-
ket. Traditional heavy fall
marketings were light, and
cow culling has not been
excessive as ranchers try to
hold on to what they have,
hoping that things will be
better next spring. Fortun-
ately they have plenty of
hay to overwinter their

Feeling sad, desperate,
hopeless. and helpless are
the symptons of depress-
ion. When they become
strong enough to overcome
the will to live, the cycle
may end in suicide. 4

When someone really
has the blues, it's not
unusual to play with the
idea of suicide. For most,
that's as close as they come
to harming themselves.
They realize their depres-
sion is time-limited and the
fantasy of escape is not
compelling.

Betsy Comstock, M.D., a
Baylor psychiatrist and
former president of the
American association of
suicidology, said, however,
that there are people who,
sinking in profound disa-
ppointment, become incre-
asingly confused, disorgan-
ized, and self-hating. In
that state of mind an im-
pulse to punish the self may
result in self-destruction.

Although Comstock said

there is no distinct suicide
personality, there are some
factors which seem to in-
crease the risk of suicidal
response to emotional pain.
A chaotic childhood, im-
pulsive behavior sometimes
manifested by frequent
changes in jobs or lovers,
low self-esteem, and an
exaggerated need for other
people's approval are sig-
nals that a person may have
trouble handling depres-
sion.

If this description fits
someone you know, some-
one who may b2 going
through a crisis, and you're
worried about them., Com-
stock said, don't hesitate to
reach out to them.

‘‘People are sometimes
afraid that if they voice
their concerns, they might
put the thought of suicide
into the other person's
mind, or somehow make
the situation worse,’’ she
said  "'This isn't true.
People who are thinking

apout suiciae neea to know
that someopne cares about
them. They need to be
reminded there are other
options, because depressed
people are seldom com-
mitted to the act--they want
to be helped."

“‘Talking openly is much
better than tiptoeing a-
round the issue. If the
family is on eggshells...a-
fraid to frown, afraid to say,
“*You didn't pick up your
clothes this morning,"’ or
“It's your turn to do the
dishes'"...all that kid glove
treatment is burdensome to
the family and works to the
disadvantage of the one
who is troubled."’

Recognizing that fear of
saying or doing anything to
help someone in distress.
while suicide ranks among
the top ten causes of adult
deaths, the American Ass-
ociation of Suicidology has
published a training man-
ual on the subject for PTA,
civic and church groups

Comstock believes many

lives could be saved if more
people became sensitive to
the clues of distress given
by their friends and acqu-
aintances.

“For example,"”" Com-

stock said, ‘‘if a neighbor
from down
should say *'I notice your
garden a lot and |
wondering if
