Gonviscated Plane 
Auctioned Thursday

A plane conviscated during a 1980 
drug raid brought S10.500 during an auction at the Sonora Airport Thurs­

day. About 52 persons attended the

The plane, a 1966 model PA 

23-250, was bought by Ed Brumlow, 
a Mason oilman.

The plane was brought in May 3, 
1980 with four bullet holes in it when 
it was rescued after a pilot attempted 
to take off from an airstrip near 
Sonora. Over 1,000 lbs. of mari­
juana were found in the plane.

"The plane has at least $8,000 to 
$10,000 worth of avionics in it,” said 
Ernie Budde, airport manager. 
"The bidding started at $500 and it 
wasn’t ten minutes and it was up to 
$10.000.”

"Mr. Brumlow could have the 
plane airborne in roughly 30 days. I 
would think.” said Budde.

Proceeds from the auction will be 
applied to court costs.

Guilty Pleas Entered In 112th Judicial Court
According to District Attorney 

Bill Mason, during the week of 
January 25, there were several pleas 
of guilty entered in the 112th Judicial 
District Court in Sutton County:

O  a)Michael Hawby pled guilty to 
voluntary manslaughter and re­
ceived twenty years in the State 
Penitentiary at Huntsville. He was 

charged with a second degree

felony and received the maximum 
allowed under the state’s Penal 
Code. Since the offense was 
committed with a gun, he will have 
to serve at least fifteen years 
before he will even be considered 
for parole.*

b) Rocky Wayne Calhoun, 18, re­
ceived fifteen years m tne state 
penitentiary for robbery of the 
Back Door Lounge in Sonora on

December 23, 1981. This was also 
second degree felony, the penalty 
for which is twenty years in the 
state penitentiary. It is understood 
that Calhoun can be considered for 
parole after he serves one-third of 
the sentence.

c)lsabel Calhoun received five years

probation for a men over two 
hundred dollars committed at the 
Back Door Lounge on the 23rd day 
of December, 1981. It is under­
stood that she presently is being 
held in custody in Abilene, await- 
for robbery.

d)Bobby Vargas pled guilty to 
possession of marijuana and re­
ceived eight years probation. Bob­

by had no previous record. The 
offense occurred on or about the 
11th day of May, 1981 when a 
search warrant was executed on 
the residence of Felipe Vargas 
resulting in the confiscation of 
over four pounds of marijuana, 
numerous marijuana plants, and 
various narcotic contraband.

e)Charlie Preston pled guilty to theft

over $200 in connection with 
removal of diesel fuel from Dono 
Oil Co. He received six years 
probation.

Mason said that there are other 
cases in investigation and when they 
are finished, they will be presented 
to the Grand Jury.

Sonora Sohools Present and Future Needs

G)

The following information is taken from the 
summaries of the facility needs study and recommen­
dations proposed by the architectural firm of S.H.W.C., 
Inc.

The firm, employed last fall by the district, presented 
its final report to the school board two weeks ago.

The solutions presented in this report address 
themselves to providing adequate facilities for the 
Sonora Independent School District now and well into 
the 1990’s. A brief of the solutions is as follows. Other 
information or complete copies of these study are 
available at the School Administration Bldg.

SOLUTION A
GRADES RECOMMENDATIONS 
9-12 Use present High School facility. Add: library, 
science lab. High School administration offices and 
additional parking as land is available.
7-8 Use present facility, move 6th grade out ot 
building.

5-6 Use Elementary building. Remove Kindergarten 
portables. Convert Elementary auditorium to indoor 
play area.
K-4 New facility for 650 (basic facilities for 800). 
Mise. Phase out remainder of portable buildings. 
Needed improvements to be accomplished in phases 
using local maintenance funds. Use stone building 
(resent Middle School) for special programs at High 
School.

Solution A provides for the construction of a new 
Elementary School for Grades K-4, to be constructed on 
a new site to be selected by the school district. The new 
school will include 8 classrooms per grade and will be 
sized so that additions can be made to the school 
without expanding it’s dining and library facilities.

The fifth and sixth grades will occupy the present 
Elementary School building. The auditorium at that 
school will be converted into an indoor play area for

those grades.
The Junior High School will be converted from 

Grades 6-8 to Grades 7 and 8, with no additions needed 
at the campus. . . .

The High School will remain in the present facilities 
with additions being made to provide for an additional 
science laboratory, library, and administration area.

No major work will be required at the stone building 
and that facility will be used to accomodate some 
special programs as needed at the High School.

It is apparent that if Solution A is adopted , the school 
should set as a high priority item the acquisition of land 
adjacent to the present campus to provide for off-street 
parking.

su m m a r y
Solution A has many advantages. The growth 

potential of this solution is almost unlimited. The High 
School will be able to accomodate any enrollment

projections for the foreseeable future by utilizing the 
stone building. Phase !■ of the solution is a first step in 
the decentralization of the Sonora ISD facilities. It 
begins the relocation of students away from the central 
campus and allows for the possibility, at some future 
date, of the central campus being a secondary campus 
only.

This decentralization will go far to remove any of the 
problems now found at the central campus. The 
removal of approximately 635 students will relieve the 
crowded playground situation at the elementary level. 
The present cafeteria and kitchen facilities so badly in 
need of expansion, will again be serving a student 
population that will allow it’s present size to adequately

General Telephone Pres­
ident E.L. (Buddy) Langley 
has announced the com­
pany needs $110 million in 
additional revenues which 
is an approximate 24 per­
cent increase in intrastate 
revenues. A critical need 
forincreased revenues re­
quired to meet customer 
pressure for a better quality 
of service as well as new 
services were cited by 
Langley as the primary 
reasons for the request 
filed today (Jan. 29, 1982) 
with the Public Utility Com­
mission of Texas in Austin.

"To continue our service 
improvement and expan­
sion programs, we must 
have new revenues to have 
earnings adequate to obtain 
investors on reasonable 
terms," Langley said.

The company president 
explained rates being 
charged customers today 
are based on the company's 
averasge intrastate invest­
ment of $1,031 per cus­
tomer line in service at 
Sept. 30. 1980.

"When you take all the 
new equipment and facili­
ties added statewide be­
tween Sept. 30, 1980 and 
1981, the average cost for 
each new customer line 
added to the network is 
about $2,497," Langley 
said. "The difference be­
tween this figure and the 
$1.031 on which we are 
charging rates, multiplied 
by over 51.000 customer 
lines added in Texas during 
the same period, results in 
a $75 million investment on 
which we are not earning 
the return allowed in our 
last rate case."

Langley emphasized the 
high quality of service ex- 
peaed by customers, plus 
the new services available 
through new technology, 
require earnings sufficient 
to attract capital on favor-

able terms. Last year the 
company’s bond rating with 
Standard & Poor’s Corp., 
was reduced from A to A- 
with a warning it will be 
downgraded further unless 
the company can bring its 
earnings up to the accept­
able margin. A lower bond 
rating means higher inter­
est rates up to the accept­
able margin. A lower bond 
rating means higher inter­
est rates on the money 
GTSW borrows which 
means higher rates for 
customers since money 
from bondholders now pro­
vides half the company’s 
capital dollars used for 
improivng service.

Richard D. Funk, vice 
p residen t--revenue re ­
quirements for the com­
pany, said the company’s 
recommendations on how 
to recover the needed reve­
nues reflect a step toward a 
whole new way of doing 
business mutually bene­
ficial to customers and the 
company. Funk explained 
how the company deter­
mines what rates it will 
seek for particular services 
in the rate request, taking 
into consideration the evol­
ving competitive environ­
ment.

"First, the company de­
termines the level of ex­
pense and investment re­
quired to meet the custom­
er needs and then deter­
mines the level of revenue 
needed to meet these 
needs." Funk stated. "We 
then know how many new 
dollars are required; in this 
case, a total of $110 million. 
We then examine services, 
other than local basic ser­
vice, to determine if the 
rates being charged for 
these are enough to cover 
the actual costs of provid­
ing the services. If not. we 
propose new rates for these 
particular services."

Funk continued, "Once 
we have determined these 
rates, we can then deter­
mine how much revenue 
they will generate. This 
revenue is subtracted from 
the total requirement. The 
remaining revenue defi­
ciency must be obtained 
through higher local basic 
service rates."

Funk said the company 
ha determined several area 
from which the new reve­
nues should be obtained.

The company propioses to 
receive $30 million from 
increased intrastate long­
distance revenues. Other 
new revenues would in­
clude approximately $18 
million from terminal 
equipment such as tele­
phones and business sys­
tems. $5 million from mis­
cellaneous services, and 
$43 million from local basic 
service rates.

"In regard to the needed 
long-distance revenues, our 
return on intrastate long­
distance investment is be­
low that received by South­
western Bell, ” Funk said. 
"We are seeking the same 
return that is being receiv­
ed by Bell on the intrastate 
long-distance investment, 
which may require increas­
es in long-distance rates in 
Texas.

"General Telephone and 
other Independent tele­
phone companies are part­
ners in providing long-dis­
tance service and should 
receive the same return on 
investment as received by 
Bell.

"In addition, there are 
other services which cus­
tomers now mistakenly per­
ceive as being ‘free,’ " 
Funk said. "Each service 
has a cost, and if not 
recovered by a direct 
charge, it is recovered from 
all ratepayers through 
higher local basic service

rates--even if the customer 
does not use the service.”

Funk explained the com­
pany has proposed charg­
ing for several of these 
services to keep local basic 
service rates low so that 
customers using the servic­
es pay for them.

"In order to keep the 
local basic rates as low as 
possible and provide a 
more convenient repair ser­
vice, we are offering cus­
tomers the opportunity to 
participate in the mainte­
nance of their service by 
taking their phone to a 
designated location in their 
area for repair, thus saving 
the expense of our sending 
a repairperson to the cus­
tomer’s premise. Of 
course, for customers who 
prefer a premise visit, we 
will respond for a fee," he 
said.

"Again, to keep basic 
rates as low as possible and 
place the cost on the cost 
causers, we are proposing a 
directory asistance charge. 
Each customer would re­
ceive three free calls a 
month to take care of new 
numbers. There would be a 
charge for each call to 
directory assistance after 
the three-call allowance.

"In order to identify for 
the customer what is pre­
sently included in the local 
rates we have separated the 
Extended Area Service ac­
cess charge. Costs for 
EAS, or perceived toll-free 
calls, between two or more 
exchanges are currently 
paid by all Texas customers 
in their local basic ex­
change rate. The charge 
for EAS would apply in 
addition to local exchange 
access rates in only ex­
changes having Extended 
Area Service.

"We hav proposed a 
charge to recognize the 
value of being served by

modern electronic equip­
ment. This would apply 
only to customers with elec­
tronic switching and would 
recognize enhanced ser­
vices, speed and accuracy 
of the newer, more sophis­
ticated equipment. For 
example, if you have two 
cities with similar calling 
scopes, but one has a new 
electronic switching center 
while the other has non­
electronic switching, cus­
tomers with the newer 
equipment would pay more 
for the advantages of the 
electronic equipment.”

Also involved are two 
Federal Communications 
Commission mandates for 
all telephone companies as 
deregulation of the industry 
continues. They are $6.4 
million for the second-year 
change of a four-year phase 
in of station connections 
expensing to be effective in 
October 1982, and $7.7 
million from changes in 
depreciation rates to be 
effective April 1, 1982.

“ We are attempting to 
structure revenues so the 
costs of providing services 
are borne by the customer 
groups from the services, 
and the recognize the value 
of other services in an effort 
to keep local basic service 
rates for all customers as 
low as possible,” Funk 
said.

Langley closed by stat­
ing, “The company’s ur­
gent need for increased 
revenues is brought about 
by:

Need for increased reve­
nues required to meet cus­
tomer pressure for a better 
quality of service and to 
attract capital necessary to 
meet those customer needs 
on favorable terms, contin­
ued strong growth in many 
of the Texas service areas, 
a rapidly changing regula­
tory environment, the in-'  ̂
troduction of competition 
requiring restructuring of 
our prices in order to be ' 
competitive, the introduc-^ 
tion of new technology re-*-' 
quiring replacement of.,; 
equipment much more ra­
pidly than at any time in 
history.

"Despite these changes 
the price of telephone ser­
vice remains one of the best 
bargains available. But to 
keep pace with customer 
requ irem en ts, capital 
needs, new technology, in­
flation, competition and 
growth we must have in­
creased revenues,” Lang­
ley said.

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Agricultural Producers To Face Penalties If Info Is Not Filed

Agricultural producers 
and others who handle their 
own tax and Social Security 
reports face higher interest 
rates on delinquent taxes 
and penalties for failing to 
file certain information 
forms.

Beginning Feb. 1. the 
Internal Revenue Service 
will start charging a 20 
percent annual interest rate 
(up from 12 percent) on 
delinquent tax accounts as

a result of the Economic 
Recovery Tax Act of 1981. 
At the same time, the IRS 
will also pay the same 20 
percent interest on over­
payments.

‘‘The new, higher rates 
will apply to the underpay­
ment of individual and cor­
porate estimated taxes and 
most other tax law provi­
sions imposing interest," 
points out Dr. Ashley C. 
Lovell of Stephenville, eco­
nomist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service,

Texas A&M University Sys­
tem.

The new interest rate will 
be determined each Oct. 15 
and will go into effect the 
following Jan. 1. It will be 
based on 100 percent of the 
average prime interest rate 
for the preceding month- 
September.
means that many taxpayers 
who previously borrowed 
from the U.S. Treasury 
through underpayments or 
by delinquent taxes will be

reluctant to continue these 
practices," notes Lovell.

The new tax law also 
provides for a $10 penalty 
per statement for taxpayers 
who fail to file information 
returns (Form 1099) with 
the IRS, adds the econo­
mist. The previous penalty 
was $1 per statement.

Furthermore, the IRS 
may dock each taxpayer or 
income recipient $5 if he 
does not use an identifying 
number (in many cases the

Social Security number) on 
the various tax forms and 
returns.

Regarding the Form 
1099’s, these along with 
Form 1096 (summary and 
transmittal form) must be 
submitted to the IRS by 
Mar. 1. Information on the 
Form 1099’s should be 
provided to income recip­
ients by Feb. 1.

Form 1099’s are infor­
mation returns that are 
used to repo*^ *otal pay­

ments of S60U or more 
during the tax year to 
another person in the 
course of trade or business. 
Several variations of Form 
1099 relate to payments of 
interest, rents, royalties, 
fees, commissions and 
other compensations for 
services to persons other 
than <*niDloyees.

"Many agricultural pro­
ducers make payments to 
others in their normal 
course of business, and

tnese should be reported of 
a Form 1099," says Lovell. 
“ An exception is if the 
recipient of a payment is a 
corporation.”

Agricultural producers 
also have until Jan. 31 to 
file Form 943 (Employer’s 
Annual Tax Return for Ag­
ricultural Employees). This 
is required if an employer 
withholds and pays Social 
Security taxes or if he 
withholds income taxes un­
der voluntary withholding 
agreements on farm labor

wages paid during the tax 
year. If timely tax deposits 
were made, an employer 
has until Feb. 10 to file 
Form 943.

Lovell suggests that far­
mers and ranchers consult 
their tax advisors and re­
view the "Farmer’s Tax 
Guide” and the “ 1981 
Package X” available from 
the IRS to learn more about 
recent changes in tax laws 
and the various tax forms 
and deadlines for filing.

In recent years we have 
"Waltzed Across Texas” to 
Ernest Tubb and the Texas 
Troubadors. I am amazed 
at the following this man 
still has and how devoted to

still has and how devoted 
he is to his fans. He 
patiently signs autographs 
and poses for pictures.

Ernest Tubb was born in 
Crisp. Texas. He spent his 
early years on the farm and 
ranch and the memories 
ofhis childhood and youth 
are still treasured deep 
within his heart. It was 
while attending the old 
time dances, so popular in 
the rural areas, that Ernest 
first began to entertain the 
public, singing the old time

songs accompanied by the 
small string bands that 
played for these gather­
ings.

in 1933, while still learn­
ing to play his first mail 
order guitar, Ernest se­
cured a job singing with a 
small string band at that 
time appearing over radio 
station KONO in San An­
tonio. Before long he had 
his own program over the 
station, singing, and play­
ing is own accompaniment 
on the guitar.

His rise to popularity was 
rapid. In 1935 he was 
chosen by Mrs. Jimmy 
Rodgers, widow of the late 
famous singing brakeman, 
as successor to "America's 
Blue Yodelcr."

Beside the 
well-known stars like 
Grandpa Jones. Ernest

Tubb & Johnny Gimble, the 
fiddle player, we are intro­
ducing some great new 
talents to the public. One 
whic come to mind is Clyde 
Creel, a mountain of a man 
with the most beautiful 
voice to ever touch ones ear 
drums. We say: Long live 
country music and the peo­
ple who perform it!

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February 25 Set ForPre-Hearing Conference
The Transportation Divi­

sion of the Railroad Com­
mission has set February 25 
as the date for a pre-hear­
ing conference in the appli­
cation of United Parcel 
Service for authority to 
transport packages within 
the state of Texas. The 
pre-hearing conference will

be held in the auditorium of 
the Commission headquar­
ters building here.

UPS already holds Inter­
state Commerce Commis­
sion authority to transport 
packages into and out of 
Texas.

At the pre-hearing con­

ference, parties may file 
motions concerning the fol­
lowing:

- any special procedures 
which may be necessary for 
the proceeding

- legal issues to be raised
- scheduling issues to 

include the setting of hear­

ing dates
- any other matters which 

might simplify the adjudi­
cation of the case UPS filed 
the current application for 
common carrier authority 
with the Commission's 
Transportation Division in 
August. 1978. Following a 
jurisdictional hearing in

September of that year, the 
Commission issued an or­
der in April. 1979, conclu­
ding it did not have juris­
diction to hear the appli­
cation.

The Commission stated 
its belief that applicable 
state law and court deci­
sions do not permit com-

mon carriers to operate 
over irregular routes on 
irregular schedules as UPS 
proposes to do.

The Commission’s deci­
sion was appealed to state 
District Court. That court 
ruled the Commission 
should hear the UPS ap­
plication.

Appellate decisions by 
the Court of Civil Appeals 
and the Texas Supreme 
Court did not change the 
district court ruling. The 
Texas Supreme Court, al­
though stating the Railroad 
Commission should hear 
the UPS application, speci-

fically reserved judgement 
on the question of whether 
state law permits common 
carriers to operate over ir­
regular routes on irregular 
schedules saying, “ that 
question is reserved for 
future determination when 
it is presented for our 
review.” ).»

Shoulder Patch System Helps Keep Quality High
A new shoulder patch 

system now used by the 
Railroad Commission will 
help the public make sure 
they are dealing with quali­

fied. certified operators in 
the liquefied petroleum gas 
industry.

The blue and yellow pat­

ches are presented to licen­
sed operators in the indus­
try when they complete' 
exams given by the Lique­
fied Petroleum Gas Divi­
sion of the Commission. 
The exams are required by 
the Commssion to ensure 
that operators have a know­
ledge of safety procedures

when handling ip-gas.
"It is our hope to get the 

public to go to qualified, 
licensed operators for their

work and to ensure good 
quality work and safety, 
which is our primary inter­
est," LPG Division Director

Hugh Keepers said.

The patches are worn on 
the left shoulder. Bars un­
der the patch indicate the 
specific jobs an individual 
is certified to perform. Job- 
related bars are given to 
those who perform motor 
fuel carburetion, cylinder

filling, and service and 
installation. Bars are also 
given to certified delivery 
truck drivers and transport 
drivers.

“ As a state agency 
charged with safeguarding 
the ultimate consumers of 
Ip-gas. we hope to point out 
to the public that

performing work in this 
industry must first study 
and take a written exam 
and that the companies 
themselves must by licen­
sed by the Railroad Com­
mission regulates the safe 
handling of liquefied petro­
leum gas

RRC Explains Licensing 
Requirements For Vehicles

Inquiries by Texas auto­
mobile dealerships prepar­
ing to market propane po­
wered automobiles have 
prom pted the Railroad 
Commission to explain li­
censing requirements for 
the sale and service of the 
vehicles.

Hugh Keepers. Directors 
of the Commission's Lique-

fied Petroleum Gas Difri- 
sion, explained the require­
ments to representatives of 
the Texas Automobile Dea-

lers Association today. 
Keepers says the expects to 
explain licensing of pro­
pane automobiles to other 
groups as the cars become 
increasingly available to 
Texas dealers through ma-

' nufacturers. Ford Motor 
Company has notified dea­
lers in Texas that factory 
equipped propane powered 
vehicles will be available to 
fleet customers during the 
1982 model year.

No license is required to 
sell, service or repair facto­
ry equipped Ip-gas vehi­
cles. A Ip-gas license will 
be required to sell Ip-gas

containers or Ip-gas carbu­
retion systems. A license 
will also be required to 
install or replace the con­

tainers or carburetion sy­
stems. The conversion of a 
vehicle to Ip-gas including 
dual fuel carburetion sy­
stems requires a license.

Employees involved in 
installation or conversion of

Ip-gas systems must com­
plete examinations re ­
quired by the Railroad 
Commission to show their 
competence and knowledge 
of safety factors when deal­
ing with Ip-gas.

Safety is the Commis­
sion 's primary concern 
when requiring a license to 
work with Ip-gas, Keepers 
said.

The Petroleum Informa­
tion Corporation of Denver 
reports that the number of 
wells drilled, rotary rigs 
working, well completions, 
windcats drilled, total foot­
age. and deep wells all 
reached new platueaus in 
the year just finished.

The number of wells 
drilled for oil and gas was 
up a almost twenty-nine

percent from the 1980 rec­
ord setting year. 78,884 
holes were punched in the 
ground last year compared 
to 62,704 in '80 according to 
Petroleum Information.

Rotary rigs working in 
1981 finished at 4,530 ver­
sus 3,337 at the end of 1980 
reports Hughes Tool Com­
pany. More rotary rigs

were added to the national 
fleet last year than were 
working in 1971. Comple­
tions totaled 39,101 and 
broke the old 1955 record of 
31,567.

Wildcat wells drilled 
jumped 27 percent to 9,331.

Chairman Jim Nugent an­
nounced that 68 refineries 
in Texas processed 
125,757,806 barrels of 
crude oil and hydrocarbon 
blends during September 
1981.

This volume compares 
with 131,128,495 barrels in 
the previous September, 
the Commission's Oil and 
Gas Division reported in its 
monthly recapitulation of 
Texas refinery operations. 
Inputs of crude oil and 
blends totaled 137,936,722 
barrels in August 1981.

Texas refineries ran 
90,238,353 barrels of crude 
oil in September compared 
to 106,387,971 barrels in 
Septem ber 1980 and 
108,505,825 barrels in Aug­
ust 1981.

Products manufactured 
September 1981 totaled 
125,136,046 barrels, down 
from 131,429,981 barrels in 
the same month the pre­
vious year, and down from 
the 139,989,470 barrels in 
August 1981.

September 1981 manu­
facture of motor gasoline 
totaled 53,800,566 barrels, 
compared to 47,512,045 
barrels in the year-earlier 
month and 58,168,621 bar­
rels in August of 1981.

Texas refineries manu­
factured 7,172,138 barrels 
of home heating oil in 
Septem ber 1981--a de­
crease of 2,059,003 barrels 
from thé year-earlier vol­
unte. August 1981 output 
was 9,571,759 barrels.

When Ronald Reagan took office a year ago, he 
promised the American people a “ New Federalism," a 
state*federal partnership which would return to the states 
the powers and responsibilities that belong to them.

This year, in his State of the Union Address, the 
President outlined a program which will take us a long 
distance toward the "New Federalism” goal. Under this 
plan, the states would take over responsibilities for two 
major domestic programs, Aid to families with Dependent 
Children and Food Stamps. This would allow adminis­
tration and formulation of the aid programs to be at the 
local level where they can be more effective and more 
efficient. In return, the federal government would take on̂  
the considerable burden of Medicaid.

Further, more than 40 federal grant programs would 
be turned back to the state where they could be oriented 
toward local community needs and their services delivered 
more efficiently. To finance these programs, federal excise 
tax revenues would provide a trust fund -  initially to 
provide money for the entire current cost and then to be 
phased out at a gradual rate. Thus, we would be allowing 
the states the means and the time to absorb these new -  or 
renewed -- responsibilities.

This S28 billion federalism trust fund, and growing 
savings from Medicaid federalization from fiscal year 1984 
to fiscal year 1987 would provide not only increasing 
revenue sources to finance new state program respon­
sibilities, but also remove federal funding uncertainty fori 
the rest of the decade. The states would have six years to 
determine best the mix of program savings and state tax 
increases before the federalism trust fund begin to phase 
out in fiscal year 1988.

Over the past two decades, we have overloaded the 
federal government with management and fiscal respon­
sibilities. This program would restore the balance of state 
and federal responsibilities. This balance, after all, was the 
original function of the federal-system outlined in our 
Constitution.

The federalism initiative also would largely abolish 
the existing, unworkable federal-state grant-in-aid system 
which tends to transform non-federal units into 
subordinate middle management extensions of the 
Washington bureaucracy.

In other ways, the move toward the New Federalism 
has begun. During the past year, we have cut the growth of 
new federal regulations nearly in half. We have begun 
looking at and modifying existing regulations which are 
counter-productive or cost-inefficient.

Let me emphasize, though, that neither the President 
nor the Congress wants the federal government to shirk the 
responsibilities that belong to it.

The President’s federalism initiative leaves in federal 
hands domestic programs including the social insurance 
system of Social Security retirement, disability and 
Medicare; transfer aid to the needy elderly; health 
insurance and medical insurance, and projects of national 
significance such as Head Start, handicapped education, 
interstate highways and regulatory protections with 
interstate impact.

Hand-in hand with the Administration’s domestic 
reforms is a sustained commitment to rebuilding our 
national defense capability. The significant and 
determining fact is that the domestic programs which 
would go back to the states can be handled more 
effectively at that level. National security can only be 
provided by the federal government. And that function is 
the most essential and most basic of federal functions.

We will continue to improve our national defense 
system to meet our solemn obligations to protect the 
American people and their vital interests in the world. We 
will continue to provide the basic “ safety net” of domestic 
aid programs which have come to be a basic part of the 
American framework. We will continue to regulate those 
aspects of American commerce that affect the rights, 
health and safety of our citizens. But we will work to end 
federal meddling in those areas in which it is neither 
justified nor effective.

Morrow, whose associa­

tion represents nearly 
35.000 Texas educators, 
says the PTA is one of (he 
few organizations which is 
responsible for edueaiional 
improvements in public 
sehiHils. The former San 
Antonio teacher attributes 
the association's aeaim- 
plishments to "open eom- 
m unieaiion" between 
classroom teachers, admin­
istrators and parents.

As examples, he cited

Morrow's leadership de­
velopment talk louehed up­

on the iniporianee of par­
ents mainiaiiiiiig .h i  optimi­
stic attitude. not looking for 
trouble and saying what 
thev mean.

He suggested if “ you 
want to be a probicm-stilver 
you must be a risk-taker. 
It's easy to sit in the 
bleachers and be picky 
about things but inTinilely 
harder to set goals and stick 
to them despite words from 
the prophets of diHtm."

ATPE. the education as­
sociation which Morrow re­
presents. differs fnini other 
Texas teacher groups in 
that it has no national 
affiliation, strongly sup­
ports local control for public 
sehixils and does not en­
dorse aillective bargaining 
for public school em­
ployees.

You would think that 
federal laws would offer at 
least as much protection to 
the honest businessman as 
they do to the criminal. 
But. where government is 
involved, that isn’t the 
ease.

Princess Catherine Caradja To 

Speak Tuesday

Princess Catherine Cara­
dja, who lived in Romania 
during the Hitler domina­
tion and that of Joseph 
Stalin, will speak in the 
High School Auditorium 
Tuesday, February 9, at 
10:(X) a.m. and 1:00 p.m. 
and at the noon meeting of 
the Lions Gub.

Caradja lives in Kansas 
City and has been speaking 
for the past 20 years of 
freedom and the dangers to 
it.

Princess Catherine Cara­
dja was bom in Romania in 
January of 1893 to Princess 
Cantacuzene and Prince 
Kretulesco. Her father left 
her in an orphanage in 
England under a false 
name at the age of three. 
She escaped to Romania in 
1908 and the courts gave 
her to her mother's family. 
She married F*rince Caradja 
in 1914. World War I 
started and when the half of 
her country fell to the 
Germans, she fled to the 
free side with her two 
children.

Through bitter years of 
searching for Princess Cat­
herine. her mother had 
built a Foundation for or­
phans. After her death, her

mother took it over. Cather­
ine took over in 1919. built 
up the Foundation and 
added a foster home section 
in twelve villages near her 
estate.

She worked with the 
Foundation through the 
Nazi occupation in 1940 and 
the bombing of the oil 
rerineries by the Allies. 
One of the planes crashed 
in her land nearby and she 
helped the crew and 100 
other surviving flyers in 
their POW camps in 1943. 
In 1944 she helped 100 
others who fell. She contin­
ued to work for them 
through the Red Invasion in 
the fall of 1944, and the 
ensuing Red Government 
until 1^9. The state offices 
then took over and Cather­
ine loit an the had.

Catherine accepted her 
daughter’s offer to try and 
get her out after several 
get her out. After several 
attempts, she excaped in 
January of 1952. While in 
France, she gave over 160 
talkes about “ Life behind 
the Iron Curtain” and every 
summer spoke on the BBC 
network in London. During 
the winter of 1954-55, she 
spent in Algiers organizing

child relief for a friend and 
giving talks in Algeria and 
Morocco stressing the per­
secution of all religions in 
the Captive Nations.

She finally received per­
mission to come to the U.S. 
in 1955. Since then she has 
spoken in all of the 50 
states and Canada, has 
seen 90 of the first POW's 
and about 870 of the other 
later fallen ones.

She feels that the only 
real way she can be of 
service to the Lost Count­
ries is to tell the Free World 
about the “ Worth of Free­
dom“ and by showing the 
conditions in the Captive 
Nations and encouraging 
the siHl Free World to 
protect and defend that 
precious freedom.

The Freedom Award of 
the Order of Lafayette was 
awarded to Catherine in 
1966. and in 1977 she 
received the one from the 
Valley Forge Freedom 
Foundation.

Strake Hails Variety 

Of Federal Programs

George Strake. candidate 
for lieutenant governor, to­
day hailed as a “ tremen­
dous challenge" the plan­
ned return of a variety of 
federal programs to the 
states outlined last night by 
President Reagan in his 
State of the Union address.

“ Government runs best 
when it is closest to the 
people," said the 46-year- 
old Strake. “ I am confi­
dent we can handle our 
affairs better than beauro- 
erdts in Washington. Turn­
ing these programs over to 
the states is an idea long 
overdue," he continued.

“ We don't know yet 
what the extent of our new 
fisal and administration re- 
sponsibilites will be, but 
they should not be tough if 
the legislature and the rest 
of state government have 
the leadership ability to

provide the proper fiscal 
management." Strake said.

“ Since state responsibili­
ties will expand in the 
future as a result of the 
President's new plan, the 
1982 elections will be very 
important. Voters must 
make sure they elect strong 
leaders who can do a good 
job of looking after these 
added responsibilities." 
Strake added.

“ The lieutenant gover­
nor’s office, which I am 
seeking," he continued, 
“ must play an important 
role in returning these pro­
grams to Texans and seeing 
that they run efficiently."

The conservative Hous­
tonian is widely credited 
with saving the state three 
million dollars, trimming 
staff, and increasing the 
efficiency of operations 
during his three years as 
secretary of state.

“ I am confident I can 
help manage the state of 
Texas in the same fashion 
as lieutenant governor," 
said Strake.

Teh bill also limits to five 
years the time period re­
quired for individual 
record-keeping.

The five-year statute of 
limitations would not apply 
in cases of fraud or willful 
or knowing violation of a 
rule. Any actions are 
records relating to danger­
ous material also are ex­
empted from the five-year 
rule.

The Bentsen bill is de­
signed to guard against 
harassment for unwitting

violations tar in the past, 
and to reduce the costs 
involved in record-keeping.

The measure is by no 
means intended to weaken 
the force of effectiveness of 
nccess'ary federal regula­
tions. But it will protect 
honest business operators 
across our land from the 
lingering fear of prosecu­
tion for an alleged violation 
more than five years in 
the past.

meet the district’s needs. Nearly all of the 635 students 
that will be leaving the central campus are presently 
eating the dining facility. Completion of Phase I will do 
much to alleviate. the crowded cafeteria problems. 
Traffic congestion at the central campus will also be 
greatly reduced, with the initiation of Phase I. Many 
parents now deliver and pick up children before and 
after school and this aspect of the traffic will removed 
from the campus. High School students will no longer 
be driving to and from the same campus serving the 
lower Elementary grades, and Grades K-4 will no 
longer be located on a secondary campus. As has 
already been mentioned, the acquisition of additional 
land for parking should be high priority item, but the 
initiation of Phase I should greatly reduce traffic 
problems on the campus.

Solution B- provides for construction of a new High 
School facility for Grades 9-12 for an initial capacity of 
50() students, but with library, dining and other central 
facilities sized for a maximum enrollment of 800.

Grades 6-8 would use the present High School 
facilities with no additions required, while Grade 5 
would use a portion of the existing Vocational Building. 
The industrial arts shop would be renovated to provide 
classroom space for fifth grade. The school would 
become a fifth grade center. One shop facility would 
stilLbe available in the building for Junior High School 
use.

(jrades 2-4 would use the present Junior High School 
facility. The snack bar area would be remodeled to 
provide a full production kitchen, and Grades 2-4 would 
dine at that facility. The classroom areas would be 
remodeled somewhat to provide an additional four 
classrooms to the building.

Kindergarten and first grade would use the present 
Elementary Building, with the auditorium being 
converted to an indoor play space.

No major work would be required at the stone 
building, and that facility could be used to accomodate 
special programs as needed in the Junior High School.

SUMMARY
Solution B also solves several of the district’s 

problems. The construction of a new High School on a 
seperate site separates High School and Elementary 
school traffic and it solves the High School parking 
problem. However, the solution does have some 
shortcomings at the intermediate grade level. All 
parent pickup and dropoff traffic will still be congested 
at the central campus.

The Elementary children will still be faced with a 
severe shortage of available outdoor play space.

The severe problem now experienced with the dining 
facility would be alleviated somewhat, although 
conversion of the present snack bar at the Junior High 
school to a full service dining facility would be 
expensive. The entire, Elementary school enrollment 
would be served from these two dining facilities, still 
causing some concerns regarding future growth 
expansion capabilities.

These problems, as well as the undesirable nature of 
a separate fifth grade center in the Vocational Building 
and the higher initial cost, makes this solution probably 
less desirable than Solution A. The needs of the High 
School are met very adequately in Solution B, but the 
needs of the lower grades are only partially met.

:Y'ou would think that 
I federal laws would offer at 
I least as much protection to 
I the honest businessman as 
I they do to the criminal.
I But. where government is 
involved, that isn’t the 

f cáse.
■It’s ironic that much of 

the criminal element of this 
country - forgers, embez- 

1 zlers. theives and extorion- 
ists - are protected by a 
statute of limitations. If 
someone in Texas, for ex­
ample, commits a robbery 
and is not caught within 
five years, that individual is 
then “ home free” . He is 
assured of immunity from 
prosecution; no matter how 
strong the case against

him.
But there is no statute of 

limitations for the honest, 
hard-working small busi­
nessman or entrepreneur 
who unwittingly may vio­
late one of the rules or 
regulations that spew forth 
from Washington, D.C. He 
is liable forever.

Larger corporations have 
the resources - legal and 
accounting divisions, trade 
associations - to help them 
stay aware if and comply 
with all federal regulations.

Maior companies find it

easier,for example, to cope 
with the considerable ex­
pense involved in microfil­
ming records. This way, 
they can preserve years and 
years of records just in case 
they are called to account 
by a federal agency for an 
alleged misdeed sometime 
in the distant past.

I feel that the honest 
businessman should get at 
least an even break with the 
criminals in our society.

That is why .I have intro­
duced legislation that 
would place a five-year

statute of limitations on the 
enforcement of rules and 
regulations promulgated by 
federal agencies.

The bill also limits to five 
years the time period re­
quired for individual re­
cord-keeping.

This five-year statute of 
limitations would not apply 
in cases of fraud or willful 
or knowing violation of a 
rule. Any actions and 
records relating to danger­
ous material also are ex­
empted from the five-year 
rule.

The Bentsen bill is de­
signed to guard against 
harassment for unwitting 
violaitons far in the past, 
and to reduce the costs 
involved in record-keeping.

The measure is by no 
means intended to weaken 
the force or effectiveness of 
necessary federal regula­
tions. But it will protect 
honest business operators 
across our land from the 
lingering fear of prosecu­
tion for an alleged violation 
more than five years in the 
past.
