City Council Views ’82-’83 Budget

Wednesday, July 28, 1982 for a 
special call meeting. Billy C. 
Gosney, mayor, presided over the 
meeting. Attending the meeting 
were aldermen Matt Davenport, 
James Trainer, Hershel Davenport, 
Bill Keel, and Lemuel Lopez; Jim 
Dover, City Manager; and Evelyn 
Erwin Rogers, City Secretary.

The major discussion dealt with 
the proposed budget for the fiscal 
year 1982-83. Mr. Dover informed 
the Council that there was a 22 
percent overall increase. The tax 
increase will be 3 percent.

The proposed tax rate increase is 
0.51 cents per one hundred. With 
the new proposed rate increases, the 
water rate minimum will be $5.50 
within city limits and $7.80 for 
outside the city limits. The garbage 
rate will be $3.75 within city limits 
and $5.00 for outside the city limits.

The sewer rate will be $5.30 within 
city limits and $6.30 for outside city 
limits. These proposed increases are 
for residential only. Commercial 
garbage rate increase will be approx­
imately 25 percent per customer.

The Council then had a question 
and answer session on the entire 
proposed budget. Mr. Dover an­
swered all questions and presented 
the Council with the Computer 
print-out on the exact figures as o f 
this date. The Council discussed Mr. 
Dover’ s adjusted figures on the 
budget. Mr. Dover informed the 
Council that there would need to be a 
“ Public Hearing”  on the budget.

Next, Mr. Dover told the Council 
about the Railroad Property and that 
the Deed has been filed. Also, he 
has been approached by two individ­
uals on the purchase o f the “ Old 
Train Station.”  The Council is for 
opening Water Street and East Third

Street as soon as possible. No 
decision was made on the selling o f 
the depot. Mr. Dover told the council 
that he has visited with the property 
owners along the railroad right-of- 
way from Tayloe and the Del Rio 
Highway to the Woolhouse, and they 
are willing to dedicate this land to 
the city.

Next Mr. Dover advised the 
Council o f Dowell’ s offer to give the 
City the cement that will be needed 
to curb and gutter our streets. Mr. 
Dover presented a proposal o f pur­
chasing a machine for this purpose at 
approximately $20,000. He will also 
write letters to property owners 
stating what the City proposes, and 
what they will be expected to 
contribute. Alderman Hershel Da­
venport made a motion to have Mr. 
Dover get a firm bid on the Curb and 
Gutter Machine and to present this 
at the next Regular Council Meeting.

Alderman Lemuel Lopez seconded 
the motion and the rest o f the 
members agreed with the motion.

Next, Mr. Dover suggested to the 
Council that the Draw Area become a 
Park and Playground with a Little 
League Baseball Field. The area 
residents are not interested in pur­
chasing any part o f the Draw. 
The Council discussed this proposal 
and all agreed that something need­
ed to be done with the Little League 
Field. No action was taken at this 
time.

Mayor Gosney asked Alderman 
Hershel Davenport to attend the 
Annual General Assembly of the 
Concho Valley Council of Govern­
ments, on September 11, 1982 at the 
Texas Tech University Center in 
Junction.

The 95,000 member Tex­
as State Teachers Associa­
tion today threw its support 
behind Mark White for 
Governor and vowed to 
help defeat Governor Bill 
elements in November.

General; Bob Bullock for 
Comptroller; and U.S. Sen­
ator Lloyd Bentsen.

ference with Mark White at 
the TSTA building. Presi­

Governor Bill Clements 
says he is “ definitely not 
surprised”  the pro-union 
Texas State Teachers Asso­
ciation (TSTA) has en­
dorsed his opponent. “ I 
would certainly have expec­
ted it,”  Clements said, 
noting that the TSTA con­
tinues its pattern of 1978, 
when it endorsed liberal 
John Hill.

“ Here in Texas, we view 
teachers as professionals, 
not workers in an educa­
tional factory line,”  Cle­
ments said. “ The majority 
o f teachers in this state 
support our system. Yet, 
the pro-union TSTA leader­
ship has defied that major­
ity... their priority is to 
unionize Texas teachers 
and encourage them to 
strike against the public 
interest.”

Clements noted he has 
support from thousands of 
teachers throughtthe state, 
pointing out that average 
teacher salaries have gone 
up 45‘/i in Texas since he 
was elected governor.

Clements said unioniza­
tion of public employees is

checkoff for state employ­
ees. “ W e defeated the 
union dues checkoff in the 
1981 legislative session and 
I unilaterally oppose union­
ization o f Texas public 
schoolteachers,”  Clements 
added.

teachers ought to be paid more 
than poor teachers. A good, 
conscientious teacher cannot 
help but become discouraged 
and disillusioned when he or 
she ends the month with the 
same pay as one whom they 
know to be indifferent.

 ̂ A BALANCED BUDGET 
IS IMPERATIVE

Congress has managed to balance the federal budget only once 
in the last 21 years. As a result o f this failure by Congress, it is im- 
periive  that we get our fiscal house in order.

Timing has never been more critical. Fully 70 percent o f 
government spending is uncontrollable. Without changes in law 
Coi^ress can only control 30 percent o f its entire etq>eiiditure<. 
No'one in business would ever follow such a practice and certainly 
no ^imily nor any business would invest in a company managed 
so recklessly. Yet, the Federal government operates this way on a 
da^.nnd annual basis.

For years. Congress pretended the decade-old law setting a debt 
ceiling would help restrain spending. In fact, earlier this year the 
ceiling was raised once again, pushing our national debt past the 
SI trillion mark. What this means is that in the coming fiscal year 
American taxpayers will pay well over SI00 billion in interest on 
thè, national debt. Most astounding is the fact that in the first 200 
years o f our nation’s existence we ran up a national debt o f SSOO 
biÙion and in the last seven years alone we added yet another SSOO 
billion to that total. This incredible rapid drain on our nation’s 
financial resources simply must be stopped.

Because o f my strong commitment to a responsible fiscal policy, 
I was one o f the earliest cosponsors o f the proposed constitutional 
aniendment, House Joint Resolution 3S0. This amendment not 
only calls for a balanced federal budget, but also limits new tax 
increases by restricting future revenue levels to the rate o f 
increase in “ national income.’ ’

■In'the Hoiise, the amendment has over 230 cosponsors, a clear 
majority o f the membership. Although it is now bottled up in the 
Judiciary Committee, a discharge petition to dislodge it and bring 
tljis vital piece o f legislation to the House Floor for debate is now 
being circulated.
:Part o f the current drive for congressional action on a balanced 

budget amendment comes from the fact that 31 state legislatures 
have adopted resolutions calling for a constitutional convention 
to add a balanced budget amendment to our Constitution. This 
movement by state legislatures, began in 1975, is strongly 
supported by our own State o f Texas. Similar action by only three 
more states would mean that the first constitutional convention in 
200'.years would be convened. However, should Congress act 
quickly, as I clearly hope it will, such a constitutional convention 
will^not be necessary.

I share the great indignation o f the American people, who are 
clearly fed up with the irresponsible spending policies o f the past. 
It ^pears that Congress as a whole is finally getting the message 
thai we simply can no longer spend money on programs we do not 
need and cannot afford. In the 21st District, a heavy volume o f 
mail on this subject clearly indicates that virtually everyone 
writing supports an amendment forcing Congress to put its fiscal 
house in order, balance the budget, and keep it balanced.

Thus far Congress has refused to face economic reality and 
continues to expand programs without regard for the impact o f 
the ever-growing deficit. This unconscionable behavior must 
stop. Because Congress has clearly demonstrated that it cannot 
exert needed-self discipline, that discipline must be imposed. Our 
past actions leave us no other choice.

Gas transportation vol­
umes increased slightly to
70.1 Bcf in the second 
quarter from 67.6 Bcf in 
1981. Volumes totaled
137.1 Bcf for the first six 
months compared to 137.4 
Bcf the previous year. The 
average transportation fee 
charged by Valero in­
creased 20 percent to 14.6 
cents per thousand cubic 
feet (M cf) for the second 
quarter and 25 percent to
14.7 cents for the six-month 
period, compared to 12.2

cents and 11.8 cents, re­
spectively, last year.

Gas liquids production 
increased to 80.2 million 
gallons in the second quar­
ter from 77.8 million gal­
lons last year and to 162.6 
million gallons for the six- 
month period from 147.6 
million gallons the year 
before.

The company noted that 
the second quarter 1982 
results included a special 
$4.5 million charge to de­
preciation, depletion and 
amortization because costs 
incurred in exploring for oil 
and gas exceeded the value 
o f reserves discovered.

The company said the 
principal cause o f the de­
cline in earnings for the 
second quarter and first six 
months o f 1982 was a 
downturn in natural gas 
sales which began in the 
first quarter. The major 
factors in the downturn 
were lack o f interstate de­
mand and the impact o f the 
current recession. Com­
pounding the problem was 
weather-related seasonal 
weakness in gas sales vol­
umes in the second quarter.

The company said that 
based on its best current 
information, it expected 
gas sales volumes to im-

prove in the third quarter 
compared to the second. 
The company also noted 
that based on trends o f the 
past two months, it expec­
ted the average price re­
ceived for its natural gas 
liquids to be higher during 
the third and fourth quar­
ters than during the se­
cond. As a result, third 
quarter earnings should 
show an improvement over 
second quarter earnings.
