““That little boy looked like a
roman candle before we put him out.

“‘His mother started screaming
that her husband and daughter were

_ still in the van and she started
 toward it.

‘] got bztween her and the van
and told her that I would get them
out.

“‘Meanwhile Wade had already
made a second call for a fire truck
and a crowd had started to gather.

““The fire was coming out hot and
heavy in back so I came around to the
front of the vehicle and saw a little
girl crouched between the dashboard
and steering wheel.

““] kicked out the driver’s wind-
shield, reached in and grabbed the
girl by the wrists, pulling her
through the window.

‘“‘She was screaming at the top of
her lungs and I would have been too.

I brushed the fire out of her hair
by rubbing it between my arms and
gave her to Wade who had finished
with the boy.

I didn’t get burned myself at all
except when Ileaned against the van
one time while I was looking in

through the smoke and fire, trying to
find the husband.

“Three times I yelled for him to
come to the front of the van because I
couldn’t see him. All I could see was
smoke and fire.

‘““The front seat had already
burned down to the wires and frame
when 1 saw a pair of tennis shoes
move.

‘I went into the van, grabbed the
tennis shoe, and started pulling the
man out by his ankles.

““I had him halfway out the front
window when Wade came over to
help me finish getting the husband
out.

‘“‘He turned out to be pretty
good-sized man.

‘““Wade and I then moved the
whole family away from the van,
realizing it might explode at any
moment.

‘‘It wasn’t until this point that I
thought about how I could have been
blown to bits.”’

‘“The inside of the van was gutted
in about 45 seconds.

‘“Wade and I tried to make the
family as comfortable as they could
be until the ambulance and fire
trucks arrived.”’

One can tell that Jerry is modest
about his deed of heroism when he
sums it all up by saying, ‘I just
thank the good Lork we were there
to help that family out.”’

A sizable group of ranchers and
hunters recently took a field trip to
tour the Kerr Wildlife Management
Area.

The tour was arranged by the
Edwards Plateau Soil and Water
Conservation District. The group
started out from the 4-H Center.

The Kerr Wildlife Management
Area is owned and operated by the
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, located 12 miles northwest of
Hunt, Texas.

This area contains rolling hills,
fresh water springs, dense .cedar
breaks, and liveoak-shinoak thickets.

Wildlife includes white-tailed
deer, bobwhite quail, javelina, wild
turkey, mourning dove, fox squirrel,
bobcat, raccoon, skunk, armadillo,
ringtail cat, rabbit gray fox, and
many species of reptiles and native
migratory birds.

The area is used to conduct
wildlife research, study the relation-
ships of domestic livestock and
wildlife common to the region and to
demonstrate range improvement and
wildlife management techniques to
landowners and sportsmen.

Airport business
is about to soar

Ernie Budd expects to have a
headache for the next couple of
months--but its the kind of headache
he loves to have.

" Ernie, along with his wife, runs
the Sonora Municipal Airport.

When the hunting season comes
along, business triples, and Ernie
receives an average of 10 to 12
planes landing per day.

Ernie said, ‘‘The hunting season is
coming soon and its gonna get busy
down here. ‘‘These boys that come
down here are just a bunch of happy
hunters with a whole lot of money in
their pockets."’

‘“They’ll start coming in about two
weeks to set up their blinds and put
out feed in preparation of the deer
season.”’

During the deer season about 85
percent of the hunters coming
through Sonora are oil executives
from Louisiana. Some also come for
turkey and dove.

These hunters may number 300 to
500 per week during the season and

fill up most motels in town. Thef:

Fed cattle
figures
remain high

AUSTIN--The number of
cattle and calves on feed in
Texas during 1982 has con-
sistently remained above the
number of cattle on feed for
1981, reversing the trend of
recent “-years, -Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan
Brown has reported.

“Cattle and calves on feed
in the state have remained
above the previous year every
month since April. Texas
feedlot operators report
having almost 1.7 million-
head of cattle and calves on
feed for slaughter as of July 1.
This is a one percent decrease
from June figures for this year
but a four percent increase
over - May figures and an 8
percent increase over the
number of cattle on feed
during July of last year,”
Brown said.

Feedlots in the Northern
High Plains area of the-state
are responsible for 73 percent
of the total. Steers account for
59 percent of the state total
while heifers make up 41
percent.

Brown warns farmers about
telephone pesticide sales

AUSTIN--Farmers being
solicited by telephone to buy
Knock-Out  pesticide are
warned to be aware that the

represented, Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V.
Brown reports.
“We have received several
calls from scattered locations
in the state from farmers who
have purchased the pesticide
after telephone solicitations
and have found that it does
not live up to the sales pitch,”
Brown said.
The telephone salesmen
have stated thatitisas good as
or superior to another well-
known, commonly used
herbicide * (Roundup).. The
most recent telephone solici-
tations have been from Alpine
Farm Products in Long
Island, New York.
~ Knock-Out is registered for
sale with the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture with a
label specifying a 1.8% active
agredient. “There is nothing
illegal about selling this
product, but its performance

TDA actively enforces
state pesticide laws

; AUSTIN--The Texas
Department of Agriculture
(TDA) takes an active role in
enforcing the current
pesticide regulatory statutes
of Texas, Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V.
Brown reports. :

It has only been since 1976
{hat the TDA has had the
authority to investigate
pesticide related complaints
and since that time the
Aumber of complaints investi-
gated has increased ncarly
three-fold.

“In the 1981 fiscal year
alone. TDA personnel made
18.548 contacts in the course
of performing dutics related
{o pesticide statute regulatory
activities,” Brown said.

Last year the department
investigated 488  pesticide
complaints, registered 8,289
products, certificd 1,456
private pesticide applicators,
administered 1,557  tests,
checked 2,025 samples,

inspected 129,654 acres, filed
26 cases, held eight hearings,
suspended 61 user licenses,
revoked four users licenses
and wrote 406 warning letters.

The pésticide enforcement,
registration  and disposal
divisions of TDA are directly
involved with the enforce-
ment of the Texas Pesticide
Enforcement Law which was
passed in 1975. This statute
provides state authority to
comply with the requircments
of the Fedcral Insccticide,
Fungicide and Rodenticide
Act. Major requircments of
this law include product
registration, product labeling,
licensing of decalers and
{raining, testing and licensing
of applicators.

‘*“‘Our inspectors are
constantly working to enforce
these pesticide laws in an
cffort to protect the people
and environment of Texas,”
Brown said.

is being misrepresented. The
pesticide being compared
contains 41% active ingre-
dient.”

Brown urged farmers
before ordering such
pesticides from out-of-state
firms to compare the active
ingredient  percentage on
products formulated for the
same purpose. “There is still
no assurance that the contents
meet label specifications on
purchases resulting from such
telephonce solicitations.™

’
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Estate tax program

Farmers and ranchers
can do something about
high taxes that erode their
estates. The first step is to
learn all about estate taxes
and recent changes in tax
laws, and this is where the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service comes in.

The Extension Service is
planning two 2-day semi-
nars which will help farm-
ers and ranchers learn how
to reduce taxable estates
and learn new methods for
passing their operations to
the next generation.

These special seminars
on ‘‘How to Lower Your
Estate Tax Burden’ are
scheduled for EI Paso,
Sept. 21-22, at the Texas
A&M University Research
Center, and for Waco, Oct.
21-22.

“‘Of major importance ig
how every farm estate will
be affected after the recent
estate tax law changes,”’
points out Dr. Wayne
Hayenga, a lawyer and
Extension economist. ‘‘The
best tax planning of the
past may be the worst
under the new law."”’

Each seminar will begin
with a discussion on estate
taxes, including deduc-
tions, expenses and tax
rates.

Basic estate planning
devices will be explained in
depth. Among these are
wills, by-pass trusts, gifts,
disclaimers and property
titles.

There will also be a
seperate segment of the
program devoted to treat-
ing beneficiaries 'fairly
along with a session on
estate planning tips for
farmers and ranchers with

mineral income and pro-
perty. i

Another discussion will
center on estate planning
tools for agriculture and
will 'deal with corporations,
partnerships and selling
part of the business to
heirs.

The second day of the
program will be devoted to
special estate tax rules for
agriculture. These include
special farm land valuation,

deferred estate tax pay- ‘

ment rules, life insurance,
““Flower’’ bonds and other
property.

Joining Hayenga in
conducting the program
will be Extension econo-
mists Dr. Ashley Lovell of
Stephenville and Dr. Bill
Capner of New Mexico
State University.

The seminars are the
fifth and sixth of a series in
estate planning.

‘‘Estate planning is a
step toward reduced
taxes,’”’ points out Hay-
enga. ‘‘This process should
start when you plan to
inherit substantial pro-
perty, when you have an
active and growing busi-
ness, when you still have
time to take tax-saving
actions, when you have
minor children, and when
your children marry or
divorce.”’ ;

You can look around the
square of any Texas town and
see the backbone of the state
economy—and of the national
economy. It’s small business
and it provides half of all jobs.

The-other recommendation
is that we form a group of
small business development
centers at colleges and univer-
sities statewide.

Wallace wants
strong policy

Wallace said that while
some progress has been
made in the last year, ‘‘we
still have not gone nearly
far enough...we have
delayed. taking the steps
that are absolutely essen-
tial--decontrol of natural
gas is the first.”’

He said, ‘‘this nation,
still dependent on unstable
foreign sources for an
unacceptable percentage of

‘its energy needs, can ill-

afford this continued reluc-
tance in designing a solu-
tion to important natural
gas issues...we have to get
off dead-center. ‘“The
nation,’’ he said, ‘‘needs to
free itself.from. foreign oil
independence--free our-
selves economically and
free ourselves strategi-
cally.” .

Wallace continued, like it
or not, Saudi Arabia will
not solve our energy
problems; Mexico will not
solve our energy problems;
Canada will not solve our
energy problems. They will
be solved by American
workers operating Ameri-
can drilling equipment in
America.”’

Wallace told the inde-
pendent producers that
their role has largely been
misunderstood in the
country. ‘‘These indepen-
dent - producers are not
conglomerates that buy and
sell one another,’”’ he said.
‘“‘Rather, they are indivi-
duals energy hunters who
lease, drill, produce, and
sell in order to survive. And
they have survived in spite
of federal laws, federal
rules, and unreasonable
federal taxation.”” .

He called oil field theft a
‘‘serious problem’’ in
Texas and said reports of
theft have increased drasti-
cally in the last 45 days.
Wallace said the Commis-
sion works closely with the
Texas Department of Public
Safety and state law
enforcement officials but
pointed out the Com-

House Joint Resolution

amendment that prohibits
any state ad valorem tax.
Receipts from previously
authorized state: ad va-
lorem taxes that are col-
lected after the effective
date of the proposed
amendment shall be de-
posited to the eredit of the
general fund of the county
collecting the taxes and
~may be expended for
county purposes. Taxes
collected before that date
shall be distributed by the

legislature among educa- .

tional institutions eligible
to receive those funds un-
der prior law. The pro-
posed amendment also re-
peals a section of the
Constitution levying an ad
valorem tax for a con-
struction fund for 17 state
colleges and universities.

House Joint Resolution
62 as amended by Senate
Joint Resolution 10 pro-
poses a constitutional
amendment that would
eliminate the $80,000,000
ceiling on state” welfare
aid during any fiscal year.
