Postal patrons will also receive instructions concerning
the combinations of the new boxes. Many of the boxes in the
old building were opened with a key,

Dedication ceremonies for the new building have been

tentatively scheduled for Saturday, April 16, Congressman
Walter Rogers is slated to deliver the main address.

The ceremony will begin at 3 on Saturday afternoon. It
will be sponsored by Bovina Chamber of Commerce and
Agriculture in cooperation with postal employees here,

‘“We'll appreciate the cooperation of the people while we
get adjusted to the new facilities,"’ Ezell said in regard to
the move. ““The change will be a major one for us as well
as for post office patrons, We believe, though, that after a

few days of getting adjusted to our new surroundings, the
post office service here will be better than ever,"*

The new facility is part of the Post Office Department's
lease construction program, Under this program, invest-
ment financing is used to obtain needed facilities which
remain under private ownership, pay local taxes to the
community, and are leased to the Federal Government,
This lessens the need for large outlays of money from the
Federal Treasury for construction purposes,

PREPLANT IRRIGATION

As preplant irrigation begins
we recommend that farmers
plan their first watering so they
apply only the amount which
can be effectively stored in the
soil’s root zone,

There are instances where
as much as 12 inches are ap-
plied when six inches will bring
the soil to its field capacity
throughout the root zone. Field
capacity is the maximum
amount of water a soil can re-
tain for crop use, Watering-
deeper than four feet is usually
inefficient and results in con-
siderable losses to deep perco-
lation. Water necessary to sat-
urate the root zone varies with
the soil t’YIie.

Hardlands, such as Pullman
clay loams, hold an average of
2 to 2 1/2 inches of water per
foot ‘of soil, At this rate, it

to apply much more than four
inches per irrigation,

Mixedlands, such as Amarillo
fine sandy loams, hold about 1
1/2 inches per foot of soil. A
six-inch preplant irrigation
should bring the root zone to
field capacity.

To estimate the amount of
water applied per irrigation,
farmers first learn the pump-
ing rate of the well, This gal-
lons-per-minute figure can be
converted to acre-inches per
hour by dividing it by 450,

The acre-inches per hour can
then be multiplied by the time
per set and divided by the area
irrigated to give the number of
inches applied per acre,

For example, this is how you
can figure a 600 GPM well
pumping on 1,5 acres for a six
hour set. (1) The 6-0 gpm well
puts out about 1,3 acre-inches
per hour (600/450 - 1,33), (2)
Multiplying the acre-inches per
hour of 1.3 times the 6 hours
of the set gives 7,8 total acre-
inches, (3) This 7.8 is then di-
vided by the area irrigated or
1.5 acres to give 5.3 inches of
water per acre,

Irrigation is not 100 per cent
efficient because of such things
as ditch losses and evaporation,
Average efficiency is estimated
at about 70 per cent, with open
ditches, so the average amount
of water applied per acre in this..
example is 5.3 inches times .7,
which is 3,7 inches,

Notice that we use the word
‘average’, The water penetra-
tion will be greater at the up-

per end of the furrow and less
at the lower end,

LIQUID FERTILIZERS

Research shows liquid fertil-
izers compared to solid, dry
fertilizers give comparablere-
sults whenthe samerate of plant
nutrients are used,

Some farmers are eyeing liq-
uid fertilizers this spring --
but many have questions about
their use,

Liquid fertilizers can be ap-
plied as individual materials or
as mixtures of one or more
of the plant nutrients. Most
liquid, mixed fertilizers con-
taining two primary elements--
nitrogen and phosphorus,

Producers should keep in
mind that it requires the same
number of pounds of nitrogen
and phosphorus from liquid
sources to produce a given
yield, as required from dry
fertilizer,

Where conditions permit, liq-
uid fertilizer should be applied
in bands below the surface in
the same manner as dry fer-
tilizers,

An advantage of liquid fertil-
izer is east of handling, Liquid
fertilizers can be handled by
mechanical methods (gravity,
pump or air pressure) to avoid
lifting and carrying of fertil-
izer bags, With proper equip-
ment, liquid fertilizers can be
applied very accurately and
combine easily with many
herbicides, fumigants, andin-
secticides,

Disadvantages of liquids are
that they require special appli-
cation equipment and storage
facilities; ‘and® some nitrogen
solutions must be handled under
pressure, Also, with variations
in temperature there is some
chance the dissolved solids may
‘““salt out’’ resulting inclogging
of storage facilities and appli-
cation equipment,

Most agronomists agree the
use of liquid fertilizer will con-
tinue to increase, but any ad-
vantage they enjoy lies in con-
venience and ease of handling
and not in any special agron-
omic value,

Internal Revenvue
Question-and-Answer

This column of questions and
answers on federal tax matters
is provided by the local office
of the U, S, Internal Revenue
Service and is published as a
public service to taxpayers.
The column answers questions
most frequently asked by tax-
payers.,

Q - My wife is filing her own
income tax return, When I file
will [ still be able to claim her
as an exemption?

A - No, If she has income,
you may only claim her exemp-
tion when you file a jointreturn
and include her income -- and
deductions, if youclaim them --
on that return,

Q - I made less than $10,000
last year, including interest on
a savings account, Will Ibeable
to use the short form when I
file? A

A - Assuming youare other-
wise qualified, you can use the
card form 1040A if all but $200
or less of your income consist-
ed of wages reported on with-
holding statements and the re-

mainder consisted of wagesre-
ported on withholding state-
ments and the remainder con-
sisted of either wages not re-
ported on withholding state-
ments, dividends or interest,

If any of your income came
from a capital gain, for exam-
ple, you could not use the short
form,

Q - What do you have to do
to be able to claim someone as
a dependent? I support my moth-
er’'s brother but I've been told
that I can’t claim him since he's
not a member of my household,

A - Since your uncle is one
of the blood relations listed in
the law, he need not be a mem-
ber of your household to qual-
ify as a dependent. You must
meet the other requirements,
too, however, They are the sup-
port test, gross income test,
citizenship or resident test,
and the joint return test, See
the 1040 instructions for ex-
planation,

Q - Does a

common law

marriage entitle you to file a
joint return?

A - If a couple is living to-
gether in a common law mar-
riage recognized by the state
in which it wa entered into, a
joint return may be filed,

Q - Is thereanylimitonwhat
you can deduct per week for
sick pay?

A - Yes, there is, After the
30-day waiting period the max-
imum is $100 a week. Details
on the sick-pay exclusion for the
first 30 days are given in the
1040 instructions,

Q - Some years back I had
some medical expenses that I
was able to. deduct on my re-
turn, Then I could only deduct
that amount that exceeded a per-
centage of my income, Does that
still apply?

A - Yes, this limitation still
applies for those under 65 years
of age, Only medical expenses
exceeding 3 per cent of ad-
justed gross income may be
deducted when you itemize,
Medicine and drug expense must
exceed 19 of adjusted gross in-
come before inclusion in med-
ical expense for the 3% reduc-
tion, For those 65 and over and
their spouses, all medical,
medicine, and drug expenses

A" - According to the law,
most agricultural workers are
not subject to income tax with-
holding, These workers arere-
quired to estimate their yearly
income on Form 1040ES and pay
their tax quarterly. Social Se-
curity taxes, however, must be
withheld,

A - Age is not a determin-
ing factor in whether he is your
dependent or not, If youprovide
more than half his support then
you may continue to claim him
as a dependent,
