A natural gas well exploded here 
Wednesday, March 30 and three 
people were injured. They were 
identified as Gary Gamboa, 19, 
Marty Wolfe, 21, and Jose Muzquiz, 
26.

The men were being observed for 
possible smoke inhalation. All three 
received second-degree burns over 
less than 20 percent of their bodies. 
All were listed in serious but stable

condition in the surgical intensive 
oare unit at the Lubbock General 
Hospital.

The rig, belonging to Tom Brown, 
Inc., of Midland and supervised by 
Travis Gordon, collapsed about 11:30 
a.m. There were approximately 45 
men fighting this raging fire.

The fire started shortly before 7 
a.m. at the No. 2 Hill Randee 
Fawcett Trust “ A” well, located on

the Fawcett Ranch about 10 miles 
out of Sonora on Highway 277 South.

About 3 p.m. the Red Adair Co. 
extinguishing team and officials of 
Brown arrived at the blast.

This was the first rig blowout in 
Sutton County in nine years. The 
'damage cost of the explosion and the 
cause of the explosion, was still 
unknown last Wednesday.

The action comes in response to a 
petition filed by the National Wool- 
growers Association and legislation 
introduced by Congress association 
and legislation . introduced by 
Congressman Loeffler which con- 
tdnded that Argentina employs a 
system of rebates, tax incentives and 
(fther bounties to unfairly subsidize 
Wool exported by that country.

W hen he originally introduced the 
legislation, Loeffler stated “ If we 
desire to restore balance to the

international system of trade, we 
must let out resolye.be known and 
we must send a message to those 
countries which are playing fast and 
loose with the rules. I cannot think of 
a better place to start that message 
than with imported wool.”

In announcing the decision, 
Loeffler added, “ 1 have always 
supported free trade, se long as it is 
fajr trade. This 4eter\nination will 
ensure that our domestic wool 
industry no longer suffers from the 
unfair trade being practiced by 
Argentina.”

The announcem ent by the 
Department of Commerce will apply 
to wool entering the Upited States 
after January 14, 1983. ,

Bentsen Provides 1RS Hints

Now IS the time to prepare 
income tax returns, if it’s a 
chore you haven’t tended to 
yet.

This year there will be 
several changes to watch

for resulting from passage 
of the Economic Recovery 
Tax Act of 1981.

Individual Tax Rates 
were reduced by 10 percent 
on July 1, 1982.

Individual Retirem ent 
Accounts [IRAs] may be 
counted as a deduction now

Texans Against Gamb­
ling (TAG), the political 
action committee of the 
Anti-Crime Council of 
Texas (ACT), has released 
figures on contributions 
and expenditures including 
a list of donors to ACT 
itself.

In a letter to State Repre-

for some workers who 
already are covered by a 
pension plan. It’s not too 
late to establish an IRA and 
get a deduction for it on last 
year’s taxes. The deadline 
for doing so is April 15.

Keogh Plan deductions 
for self-employed indivi­
duals have been increased 
to a maximum 15 percent oi ’ 
income or $15,000 which­
ever is less. Unfortunatley,

it is too late to establish a 
Keogh for purposes of 1982 
taxes, but it isn’t too early 
to consider this for the 1983 
tax year.

The Marriage Penalty,”
so called because married 
couples who are both em­
ployed often pay higher 
taxes than two single indi­
viduals earning the same 
income, has been reduced. 
Couples filing joint returns 
this year may be able to 
deduct up to $1,500.

In another new feature. 
Charitable Contributions
may be deducted up to $25 
($12.50 if married filing 
seperately) for persons who 
do not itemize deductions.

Child and Depndent Care
tax credits have increased 
in range up to $720 for 
under $10,0i00 income and 
up to $480 for more than 
$28,000 income for care of 
one child. For two or more 
children, the new ranges 
are $1,440 and $960, re­

spectively.
Preparing income tax 

returns can be made easier 
by following several helpful 
tips recommended by the 
Internal Revenue Service.

.It 's  better to start early 
on preparing tax returns so 
that if documents or 
records' are missing there 
will be time to get copies. 
The more care is taken 
organizing and filing 
records during the year, the 
simpler preperation will be.

Parimutuel Question Heats Up
sentative George Pierce, 
Allan L. Maley, Jr. of ACT 
and TAG said, “There are 
no legal reporting require­

ments for the Anti-Crime 
Council. Having complied 
with your ’requests’ for this 
information I must tell you 
that I highly resent your

demand for it.”
Pierce is a leading pro­

ponent of pari-mutuel horse 
race wagering and 
Chairman of the House 
Committee on Urban 
Affairs .where the gambling 
bill is assigned. Maley is 
Executive Director of ACT 
and Executive Director and

Treasurer of TAG which 
was formed last month to 
coordinate opposition to 
House and Senate Bills 440 
which would legalize horse 
race betting.

Maley continued in the 
letter to Pierce, “ Because 
’somebody’ has ’alleged’ 
that we might have

receieved funds from out- 
of-state racetracks, you 
have demanded that we 
prove otherwise, even 
though nobody has inferred 
that there is a scrap of 
evidence to substantiate 
that charge.”

“ If 1 charge that the 
mafia is putting money into

Legislative Hearing to be Held

New figures showing that 

public drunkenness arrests 
cost the Texas criminal 
justice system $36.53 mil­
lion in 1981 will be presen­
ted at legislative hearings 
.Monday (March 21).

The Senate Health and 
Human Resources Commit­
tee is scheduled to hold

hearings at 4 p.m. in the 
Senate Chamber on Senate 
Bill 78 by Sen. Chet Brooks 
(D-Pasadena) and the 
House Public Health Com­
mittee at 2 p.m. or on 
adjournment in Room 410, 
Reagan Building, on its 
counterpart HB 436 by Rep. 
Frank Madia (D-San

Antonio).
This bill allows law 

officers the option of diver­
ting public inebriates into 
alcoholism treatment, and 
sets up the treatm ent 
system.

The Study, conducted for 
TCA by the Research 
Triangle Institute of North

Carolina, shows public in­
toxication as the largest 
single category of alcohol- 
related crime. Total alco­
hol-related crime cost $105 
million in 1981.

Driving while intoxicated 
was the next most costly 
offense, with a total of 
$26.9 million.

Ross Newby, TCA exec­
utive director, said that 
262,451 persons were ar­
rested for public intoxica­
tion in 1981, and 89, 466 for 
DWl. Alcohol-related ar­
rests of all types, including 
violent and property 
crimes, .totaled 377,721.

“ For 1982, the costs are

u n d o u b ted ly  h ig h e r ,”  
Newby commented, noting 
that there were 282,304 
public intoxication arrests 
and 112,407 DWI arrests

for that year, according to 
figures recently reported by 
the Texas Department of 
Public Safety.

While this does 
not necessarily mean that 
one must be planning an 
overnight stay at one’s 
destination, the trip must 
be made of such duration or 
distance to make one legiti­
mately a “ traveller.” In

prevent the charge from 
being filed.

(2) One may not deviate 
too greatly from one’s route 
and still lay claim to the 
traveller’s exception. For 
example, if one drives to

about his person, he is 
“ travelling” while going to 
and from Dallas. However, 
once he arrives at his 
destination or' returns 
home, he may not then 
carry the gun around ttie 
city or he will be in viola­
tion of the law.

(3) If one is legitimatelly 
travelling, it is not illegal 
for him to have a weapon in 
his hotel or rnotel room, 
since the room is treated as 
the traveller’s “home.” 
This means that a traveller- 
must take the first opportu­
nity to stow the weapon 
when he reaches his desti­
nation or returns home. 
Otherwise, he may be pro­
secuted for unlawfully 
carrying a weapon.

It should be noted that 
what is said here about the 
law with respect to* carry­
ing weapons while travel­
ling applies only within the 
State of Texas. It may not 
pecessarily be a defense to 
prosecution in another state 
or in a foriegn country, 
wherte the laws may be 

--quite, different.
' , At the beginning of this 
series of articles it was 
noted that the law of owner­
ship, possesion, and carry­
ing of weapons in Texas is 
complicated and sometimes 
confusing.

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Sutton County Ag Come
Hightower and AAontford 
Proposes Admendment

Agriculture Commission­
er Jim Hightower and State 
Senator John Montford (D- 
Lubbock) presented details 
of a water conservation 
proposal that potentially 
“ could save almost 200 
times as much water as 
Texans presently drink.” 

The proposed constitu­
tional am endm ent, co­
sponsored by Senators 
Montford and Bill Sarpalius 
(D-Hereford) would create 
a state Agricultural Water 
Conservation Loan Fund to 
make low-interest money 
available to Texas farmers 
to convert to more water-

efficient crop irrigation 
systems, the proposal is a 
component of a compre­
hensive “ state water 
plan,” a package of legis­
lation unveiled Monday by 
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, 
Hightower and the senate 
sponsors of the bills.

“ More than 70 percent of 
all the fresh water used in 
Texas is used for agricul­
tural purposes,” 
Hightower explained at a 
Thursday news conference 
in the Senate Chamber, “ so 
it goes without saying taht 
agricultural water use must 
be a major component of

any statewide plan address­
ing Texas’ future water 
needs. We’re all in this 
together, so it’s critical that 
we come up with a plan that 
urban Texans and rural 
Texans, West Texans and 
East Texans can agree on.

“ I’m supporting the 
whole package,” 
Hightower said, “ but I’m 
especially pleased with the 
approach of this proposal 
sponsored by Senators 
Montford and Sarpalius. It 
will be financed by the sale 
of bonds, and the loans 
made to farmers from the 
fund would be repaid to the

state, so the cost to the 
taxpayers will be precisely 
zero. Our farmers will save 
money on their production 
costs. And the water they 
save through more efficient 
irrigation techniques will 
then be available to cover 
the needs of industrial de­
velopment and population 
growth. Everybody wins.

“The focus of the entire 
water plan is essentially on 
conservation,” Hightower 
noted, “but in no other 
area of water use is the 
potential for conservation 
savings as great as in the 
agricultural sector.

Currently available tech­
nology can achieve 95 per­
cent efficiency of water 
use-that is, it can get 95 
percent of the irrigation 
water to the plants that 
need it. The fact is, how­
ever, that on the vast 
majority (71 percent) of the 
irrigated acreage in Texas 
today, more than 40 per­
cent of the water is 
wasted” it’s lost to seep­
age, evaporation or run-off. 
If we converted all the 
irrigation systems in Texas 
to the more efficient tech­
niques, we would save 
more than 900 billion 
gallons a year. That’s al­

most 200 times more water 
than every man, woman 
and child in Texas now can 
gulp down even in a year­
long heat wave.”

No Comparison Between Soviet 
and U.S. Agriculture

Most discussions regard­
ing the United States and 
Russia usually center on 
military strength. But in 
the crucial area of agri­
culture and the capacity of 
each country to feed its own 
people, Russia is in deep 
trouble.

“ While our exportable 
food surplus is climbing, 
the Soviet Union’s depend­
ence on imported foods is 
growing,” says Dr. Bill 
Black.
■ “ This year Russia will 

import more than 40 million 
tons of grain, or nearly 
one-fourth of all the grain 
fed to Soviet people and 
livestock. About one-half of 
their grain imports will 
Cbme from the North

American breadbasket, 
mostly from the U.S.,” 
says Black, an economist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University System.

By comparison, the U.S. 
will export about three 
times more grain than 
R ussia’s total imports, 
notes the economist.

Black describes the 
Soviet Union as a centrally 
planned economy in which 
the country’s leaders 
annually plan that their 
agriculture will produce 
sufficient food to feed their 
people and livestock. How­
ever, each year their pro­
duction continues to fall 
short by a growing amount, 
with bad weather generally

blamed for the deficit.
With 3.7 million people 

in U.S. agriculture-of 
which 2.4 million are family 
farm managers-this nation 
produced twice as much 
grain the past year as the 
Soviet Union with its 26 
million farm workers.

“ Individual productivity 
and individual decision­
making in the U.S. make all 
the difference in the 
world,” emphasizes Black. 
“ Our farmers respond daily 
to market signals and in­
formation; they are flex­
ible, adaptive creatures.”

In turn, the government 
makes all the decisions in 
Russia. Farm workers on 
collective farms custom­

arily leave their tractors 
promptly at five o’clock 
regardless of the circum­
stances. “This clearly 
shows that the proprietary 
initiative of the U.S. farmer 
is missing,” says Black.

As long as this situation 
exists, the Soviet Union will 
continue to depend heavily 
on other countries for its 
food and fiber supplies, 
notes the economist.

“ Thislong of ships that 
now connect American 
farms with Soviet dining

tables constitutes a grow­
ing economic link between 
the two countries,” says 
Black. “ This eventually 
could affect their political 
relations as well.”

4-H 'ers Participate in
Beet Program

Beyond souvenir stands, 
commercial exhibits and 
carnival attractions on the 
midway lie what many 
young people might call the 
“ real action” at the fair; 
the junior livestock judging 
events and beef cattle ex­
hibits.

Last year’s fairs are only 
a memory now to many of 
the boys and girls in the 
4-H beef program. To 
others, the experience is to 
come in the next month or 
two. Regardless of time, 
4-H’ers who take part in 
judging contests get a real- 
life workout in decision 
making and confidence 
building that perhaps can

never be duplicated, states 
Charles Gardner, 4-H and 
youth specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

Learn-by-doing exper­
iences like judging and 
showmanship events are 
only part of the 4-H beef 
project. In a variety of 
projects supervised by the 
Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, 4-H members 
from 9 to 19 acquire breed­
ing, feeding and manage­
ment skills they can apply 
to caring for one or more 
beef animals.

4-H’ers also can earn 
awards and scholarships

through the Texas 4-H 
Foundation, sponsored by 
the Independent Cattle­
m an’s Association of 
Texas.

A beginning beef project 
may involve raising one or 
more feeder calves to 
market weight, then selling 
them for a relatively quick

return. More advanced 4-H 
cattlemen can undertake 
beef breeding and stocker- 
feeder projects.

Whatever activity they 
choose, program members 
keep up to date on current 
trends in beef production 
and m arketing, says 
Gardner.

“Timely and accurate 
weather forecasts are vita­
lly important to farmers. 1 
do believe that it is wise to 
begin charging farmers for 
such services as frost warn­
ings. Real net farm income 
is at the lowest levels since 
the 1930’s and it is not 
expected to improve much 
in 1983.”

“The administration of 
the National ceanic and 
Atmospheric Administra­
tion, in announcing this 
latest proposal, has states 
that there are no reliable 
figures to show that this 
sale would save money for 
the American taxpayer He 
states, in fact, that it might

. civil penalties for pollution
•  control violations by three 

individuals and two com­
panies.

Railroad Commission in­
spectors found violations of 
the Texas Water Code, the 
Texas Natural Resources 
Code, and the Commis­
sion’s rules on three oil 
leases operated by Charles 
F. Haas on the east side of 
Lake Texana in Jackson

* County, the Culpepper 
^  lease in Marion County

operated by Canyon 
Operating Company, the 
Fette A and B leases in

Cooke County operated by 
Kiowa Oil and Gas 
Corporation, and the Karl 
Arnold A lease in Bee 
County operated in the past 
by Karl W. Arnold and 
Morris Cannan.

Violations charged to 
Haas included causing or 
allowing pollution, con­
tam ination of surface 
waters, illegal discharge of 
produced salt water, un­
perm itted pits, and 
collection of water and oil 
inside the firewalls of a 
tank battery.

An inspection in 
December documented 
waste water being pumped 
out of an earthen pit onto 
the ground. The water then

drained along a nearby 
road directly into Lake 
Texana. The Commission 
asked the Attorney General 
to seek a court injunction 
against Haas directing that 
the pits be filled or properly 
permitted and that the area 
inside the firewalls which 
surround storage tanks be 
cleaned out to reduce a fire 
hazard.

Unauthorized pits con­
taining salt water were 
found on the Culpepper 
lease in Marion County 
operated by Canyon 
Operating Company of 
Seagoville. Commission 
field inspectors reported 
the salt water threatens the 
shallow fresh water table in 
the area. Inspectors also

found an abandoned well 
on the lease that had not 
been properly plugged.

In the Canyon case, the 
Commission asked for 
appropriate civil penalties 
and a court injunction re­
quiring the pits to be filled 
and the abandoned well to 
be properly plugged.

Commission inspectors 
found 17 abandoned wells 
on the Fette A and B leases 
in Cooke County operated 
by Kiowa Oil and Gas corp. 
Three of the wells were 
leaking salt water and oil 
waste and endangering the 
fresh water in the area, 
particularly the Trinity 
Sands fresh water 
formation.

Karl W. Arnold, the owner 
of the land on which the 
well is located, became the 
operator of the well by 
signing and filing the appr­
opriate documents with the 
Commission.

The Attorney General 
has been asked to seek a 
court injunction against 
Morris Cannan to require 
the plugging of the well and 
to seek civil penalties 
against Karl W. Arnold for 
negligently allowing salt 
water and oil to leak from 
the well.

In each of the cases, 
violations have continued 
despite written directions 
from the Commission’s Oil 
and Gas Division to correct 
them.
