The two teams exchanged the ball several times as
they both failed to score in the first quarter but the
fourth rated in the state Ballinger Bearcats got their
offense rolling in' the second quarter.

They scored on a four yard run and kicked the extra
point to lead 7-0.

Then right before halftime Ballinger’s Brent Brevard
scored on a 16 yard run and after the extra point kick
the Bearcats were up 14-0.

. The Broncos played better in the second half as they
pretty much held the Bearcat offense in check.

The Bronco offense got rolling in the third quarter
and Joe Mike Noriega scored on a two yard run, Scott
Miller booted the pat to make it 14-7 after three periods
of play.

The Broncos put another time consuming drive
together and scored with just under S minutes left in
the game on a one yard run by Jeff Brittain. Instead of
going for a tie the Broncos elected for the two point
extra point and a win.

Quarterback Jeff Britain covered the three yards to
give the Broncos a 15-14 lead with just under five
minutes left in the game.

The Bearcats came back led by the passing and
running of their quarterback Aaron Keesee. Maybe the
biggest play being a 10 yard run by Keesee on a third
down and eight deep in Ballinger’s own end on the field
that kept the drive alive.

93rd Year

The oil-industry oriented businesses of Sutton "

County will be paying for 95 percent of the bonded
indebtedness of the new high school, if the bond issue
passes next Thursday, October 27, the ranchers will be
paying 4 percent, and the average homeowner will pay
1 percent, according to reports in a special meeting of
the Sonora Independent School District Board \ of
Trustees Wednesday, October 12.

The meeting was held at 7 p.m. in the vocational
building with over 30 persons attending including
several representatives of the oil and gas related
industry. According to members of the board, the major
concern of most tax payers in Sonora and Sutton County
is whether or not the oil companies will be here to help
pay for the indebtedness throughout the seven year
commitment.

“We’ll still be here in seven years,”’ stated Gavin
Russo, a representative of Houston Natural Gas Co.
who traveled from Houston for the special meeting.

All of the oil company representatives present were
in agreement that the oil industry has slowed down to a
certain extent, but that the slow-down by no means
indicated that the oil fields were ‘‘giving out”’ in the
county.

‘“The reserves are there regardless of gas produc-
tion,”’ stated Tom Clifton, a representative of AMOCO
Oil Company out of Odessa.

Eighty three cents out of every dollar of tax revenue
is paid by major oil companies and these companies do
not get a vote in the bond election, although they will be
paying 95 percent of the debts.

It was.pointed out by the board that there has been a
S0 percent cut in mineral production and out of
$500,000,000 only $12,000,000 was.lost because of that
cut.

Stanley Operating Company representative, C.D.
Holmes of Abilene, emphasized that the first thing an
industry checks before moving into a community is the
condition of the school system and the quality of the
education children in the area are receiving.

According to a member of the board, the local
children are not receiving the type of education that
they need at this time and the state of Texas is
presently working to up-grade the standards of
education. ;

With this up-grade, the educators will be faced with
extra classes which in turn will create the need for more
classroom space in order to teach the new subjects.

According to reports, SISD schools are already
overcrowded and there is no space in which to begin
new classes at this time.

The board members also pointed out that while
Sonora High School has been graduating 60-70 seniors
yearly for the past three years, between 130-150 new
students enter every year.

One member stated that ‘“We cannot keep up with
the influx in students. We are presently running
anywhere from 900 to 1000 students per day through a
cafeteria that was built to accomodate 350 students in
1950. We are educating students in science laboratories
that were built back in 1937 and the graduates have
trouble competing on higher educational levels.’’

Russo commented that his company H.N.G. has 500
gas wells in Sutton County and are drilling about 30
wells per year at this time. He expressed the opinion
that production will remain level for one to two years
and then will start to pick up.

Holmes added that the life of the field depends
entirely on how much is pumped out and at what rate.
Despite the current slump in the gas and oil market, he
pointed out that the net loss in production value was
only $12 million, or a minimal loss on a total assessed
valuation of over $500 million.

Russo then told the board and the audience that the
current reduced production will certainly prolong the
life of the Sutton County fields, and that HNG would be
in Sonora seven years hence, and longer.

Don Wooton, chief appraiser for the Sutton County
Tax Appraisal District, noted that as long as the
minerals were in the ground that they would be
extracted.

In answer to a question from Mrs. Julie Pollard
concerning a fluxuating tax to pay for the high school,
Wootan replied that the tax rate would fluxuate
according to the overall tax base. McAndrew pointed
out that the Interest and Sinking rate to pay for the
junior high started out at 11/ cents and gradually
decreased to nothing, due to the interest earned on
funds deposited.

Mary Adele Balch asked for an explanation of the
homestead exemption laws and Wootan replied that at
the age of 65, school taxes have a ‘‘cap’’ placed on
them. At that time homesteaded property can have no
school tax increase by state law.

Sam Perez, board member, stressed the point that
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the tax increase of approximately 20 per $100 of
evaluation necessary to pay off the bonds would apply
only to the school tax, not to city and county taxes, and
on the average home would cost only $6 per
month--‘‘not much for what the district is trying to
accomplish.”’

Mrs. Charlotte Wilson, a longtime teacher and
building representative for Sonora High School, took
the floor to say that the bottom line of the entire
question of the bond was that the high school is so
crowded that the quality of education for the students 1s
bound to suffer in the near future if something is not
done,

James Bible, principal of Sonora High School, then
addressed the audience and board, pointing out that
the room in which the meeting was being held (in the
vocational building) was the physical science classroom
and that the only lab facilities were strictly makeshift.

McAndrew commented on the suggestions of the
Governor’s Committee on Public Education, saying that
among the recommendations were a longer school day,
a longer school year, computer science literacy tests
prior to graduation, and more credits required for
graduating from the state public school system.

Texas Tech University in Lubbock is still interested in
establishing off campus courses in the Sonora area
according to a telephone conversation Monday morning
with Dr. Michael Mezack, director of continuing
education at Tech.

He added that the ‘determination of establishing
courses here depended on the survey printed in the
local newspapers as well as the availability of staff.

Dr. Mezack stated that he has a meeting set for
November 2 withall of his contact persons at Tech and
the subject of off campus courses in this area is on the
agenda.

W.A. McAndrew, superintendent of Sonora schools,
said Monday that facilities would certainly be made
available at the Sonora school buildings for any
continuing education program both now and in the
future.

Senator Bill Sims has corresponded with Dr. Mezack
and stated in his letter, ‘‘Several people from Sonora .
have been in contact with me concerning the possibility
of off-campus courses to be taught in Sonora. I am sure
that you recognize that Sonora is one of those typical
West Texas towns that is not close to anywhere, and if a
person wishes to continue his education he will either
have to commute 70 miles to San Angelo or move.”’

He added, ‘I think it would be very beneficial to the
people of that area if Texas Tech could see fit to develop
a continuing education course for Sonora. I think it
would also benefit the people of Ozona, Eldorado,
Menard and possibly Junction.’’

Communication will be kept up between the Devil’s
River News and Dr. Mezack and any further
developments will be reported.

The Texas Education
Agency is proposing a third
year requirement in both
English (which our district
already mandates) and
mathematics, as well as a
course in computer literacy
in order for graduation
from high school.

3/4 cup creamy peanut
butter

THE GERMAN-AMERICAN TRICENTENNIAL YEAR
On October 6, 1683, the first German immigrants
to the New World landed on North American shores.
Thirteen Mennonite families from Krefeld on the Rhine
had crossed the Atlantic on the sailing ship Concord in
search of a better life. They established a colony where
the Concord had landed and named it Germantown,
larger city eventually grew up beside Germantown,
known as Philadelphia. )

During the next three centuries, seven million
Germans would choose America as their homeland and
today, some 60 million Americans-in every state in the
union-claim German ancestry.

Earlier this year, by a joint resolution of the

With the arrival of Dr. Karl Carstens, President of

the Federal Republic of Germany on October 3, out two
nations’ official celebrations are formally joined. On
October 4, President Reagan attending along with other
Members of Congress of German descent. On October
S5, President Karstens breaks ground for the German-
American Friendship Garden, to be located near the
Lincoln Memorial, and plants the first tree. :

This garden will symbolize the contributions of
German-Americans and the strength of the partnership
between the United States and the Federal Republic of
Germany. It also expresses our faith in the continued
friendship of the two countries.

Finally, on the actual anniversary date, October 6,
President Karstens and Vice President Bush will
journey to Philadelphia to participate in special
ceremonies. Following this festive week, the President
of West Germany then travels to other cities
throughout the country. His stops in Texas coincide
with German Day at the Texas State Fair,

As a fourth generation Texan of German descent, I
take special pride in this celebration and in the

contributions of the German community to Texas and to -

the nation.

According to Glen Lich of Kerrville, author of The -

German-Texans, the first German pioneers arrived in
Texas over 150 years ago, settling in 1831 in the Small
East Texas town of Industry. The idea for Texas Hill
Country settlements began with the 1842 formation of
the League of Nobles. Members of this German League
wished to provide the opportunity for people to better
themselves and, naturally, they looked to settlements
in America to provide this opportunity. In .1845,
farmers, intellectuals, and artists from Frankfurt,
Mainz, and Wiesbaden founded New Braunfels. The
following year Fredericksburg was settled and other
settlements soon followed.

Those who- left their homeland suffered hardships
and loneliness on the Texas frontier. However, they
persevered and enriched the American melting pot.
The first surgery with anesthetic in the Southwest, for
example, was performed by a German physician in San
Antonio. Techniques to improve the sheep and goat
herds of the Hill Country were perfected and shared by
these early Germans who also brought to Texas the
waltz, barbed wire and-in concert with the Czechs-Bar-
B-Que.

Like all immigrants, these German pioneers came to
America in search of a better life-to live the American
Dream. And, like those who had come before, they
found not only a better life but also worked to make
America a better place.

We pause, in this German-American Tricentennial
Year, to reaffirm not only the contributions of these
German immigrants but also to reaffirm the American

I have simplified the pros and cons and have only
mentioned a couple because in the end the answer is
the same: The need for a new high school exists.
Besides others with more knowledge on the specifics
wrote letters last week.

Finally, I have stressed to the Mexican-Americans of
this community, the importance of their voting.
Traditionally, M-A have always been accused of staying
at home rather than voting.
