Gosney re-elected

Incumbent Mayor Bill Gosney was re-elected to serve
another term'as Mayor by the voting public of Sonora in
Saturday’s City elections. Gosney was opposed in his
re-election bid by a strong campaign for write-in
candidate Hershel Davenport. Gosney received: 399
votes while Davenport’s name was written in on 302
ballots.

Four candidates were vying for two Alderman seats
on the Sonora City Council. Incumbent James D.
Trainer was re-elected to another term with a total of
363 votes, while Margaret Cascadden earned a seat on
the Council with a total of 325 votes. Les Robertson
received a total of 263 votes, while Ann Cates received
a total of 186 votes.

Members of the Sonora Industrial Commission
Committee (SICC) agreed last Tuesday to set a
_ designated time for the ‘‘Clean up Sonora’’ campaign
and to allow individuals and businesses the chance to
work voluntarily to comply with various local ordi-
nances.

City Administrator Jim Dover stated during the
meeting that citizens may call the city offices at any
time during the week for special Friday pickup of trash.
This service has been available for several years, but
members of the SICC agreed that most individuals were
unaware of it.

It was the general consensus of the group that the
city and county should be divided into four sections for
the clean-up project. Each of the four areas would be

given special attention until it is clean, then the
committee would concentrate on another area.

_ City and county property may be cleaned by
individuals, civic clubs and organizations, school
groups and Church groups. However, in order for
private property to be cleaned voluntarily, the owner
must give his or her permission.

In order to get your lot or lots on the list for cleanup,
you may contact Edith James at the Sonora Chamber of
Commerce office.

Volunteers are also needed for 'the clean-up
campaign. Those desiring to be a part of improving the
appearance of Sonora may also contact Mrs. James.

Various trash dumpsters are located throughout
Sonora for depositing trash, but the ‘‘city’’ requests
that persons bag trash and use some method to tie the
bags shut.

The| Sonora girls track team put on a sterling
performance Friday at Bronco stadium and captured
the District 6AAA track championship. It was the end
result of a goal set two years ago when most were
freshmen and sophmores.

It was Senior Casey Crites that got the Broncos off to
a good start as she leaped 17’4’ in the long jump to
capture first place in that event. Miss Crites’ jump was
a personal best and a new district record.

Bonnie Jackson then threw 30’4”’ in the shot put to
capture third place for the second straight year.

The other senior on the team, Lorri French, tied for
sixth in the high jump at 4'8"".

This accounted for all 16%2 points the Broncos were
to get out of the five field events. Crane had 56 points
out of the same five events to make up the difference as
they scored an impressive 130 points in the ten
remaining events.

In the first of the running events, sophmores Gina
Heffernan and Lori Webster combined for 14 points as
they took first and fourth respectively.

In the next event, the 400 M relay team of Leah
Evans, Becca Powers, Kate Mathews, and Casey Crites
ran a fine 52.65 and took second place behind the team
from Colorado City.

In the third race it was a one-two Bronco finish. Lorri
French took the gold medal in the 800 M with a fine
2:27.9. Freshman Gaye Ann Dobbs hung on at the tape
to take the silver medal.

In the 100 M low hurdles, defending regional and
district champion Lorri French successfully defended
her title and took the gold. Junior Anita Balch running
very well was nipped at the finish line by two other
runners and had to settle for fourth even though she ran
a al best with a time of 17.01.

e next race saw the Broncos come up with seven
important points. Junior Leah Evans led the Bronco
charges as she captured the bronze medal and
Freshman Michelle McCleery took seventh place in the
100 M dash.

It was then time for the 800 M relay team of Debbie
Shannon, Becca Powers, Casey Crites, and Gaye Ann
Dobbs to perform. And perform they did as they took
the silver medals behind the team from Ballinger.

The 400 M was the next race and it was a fine fourth
place performance by Freshman Kate Mathews.

In the 200 M Michelle McCleery came in fifth with a
personal best performance.

In the next to last event, that being the 1600 M run it
was the one-two finish by Gina and Della Heffernan and
Mary Ann Rogers 6th place that slammed the door on
any chance of Colorado City beating the Broncos for the
district title.

Record turnout sees
incumbents return

Election day has come and gone. What started out as
a grey rainy day, turned into a pleasant day for the
voters of our community to go to the polls and cast their
votes for the candidates of their choice. And cast votes
they did!

A total of 1241 persons made it to the polls to cast
their vote in the SISD Board of Trustees election. 315 of
those were absentee ballots. A total of 3625 votes were
cast in the election.

According to Administration Secretary Joan Latta,
the voting was much heavier than last year, and is
probably a record for voting in Board elections.

The race for the Place 1 seat on the Board was very
close between the three candidates vying for that
position. Incumbent Dr. Johnny Fields held off a
strong showing by candidate Glen Fisher to retain his
seat on the Board. Fields received a total of 462 votes

in the election, while Fisher came in a close second
with 403 votes. Juanita Mesa showed a close third at
the polls with a vote total of 351.

Incumbent Sam Perez was returned to the SISD
Board of Trustees with a vote total of 768 in Saturday’s
election. Gina Gamez, who opposed Perez in his
re-election bid received 447 votes.

Board-appointed Rosemary Mathews was elected to
serve out the rest of the current term for the Place 5
position on the Board with a total of 639 votes. Her
opponent in the race, Sandra Cooper, received a total of
555 votes in the election.

The School Board elections also saw two write-in
candidates. Victor Chavez received two write in votes,
wlhile Juan Carlos Gonzales received one vote in the
election.

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If Texans could choose
but one vegetable to grow
in their gardens, the tomato
would win hands down.

Tomatoes are grown in
about 95 percent of all
home gardens in Texas,
estimates Dr. Sam Cotner,
a horticulturist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, Texas A&M
University System.

Once people taste the
great flavor of vine ripened,
homegrown tomatoes, they
just don’t want any other
kind, says Cotner.

To grow a bountiful
supply of tomatoes in
Texa$§, Cotner first of all
emphasizes planting the
right varieties. Varieties
such as Big Set, Spring,
Jack Pot and Better Boy
consistently perform well in
all areas of the state.

The horticulturist advises
buying transplants of these
varieties at nurseries or
garden centers or buying
seed and planting it in hot
bed or containers but not
directly in the garden, since
plants need to be started
well before cold weather is
over.

Before setting out trans-
plants, get the soil in good
shape by adding plenty of
organic matter and a com-
plete fertilizer such as
10-10-10 or 12-24-12.

Set plants at least three
feet apart, with three to
four feet between rows.
Use boards, shingles, milk
cartons or something
similar to protect them
from early spring winds.
Wire cages around plants
can provide a structure for
plastic trash bags that will
protect young plants. Later
the cages will support the
plants, eliminating the
need for staking and tying
each plant.

Tomatoes also need nur-
turing throughout the
season. This means apply-
ing a fertilizer solution--one
to two tablespoonfuls of a
garden fertilizer dissolved
in a gallon of water--every
week to 10 days once small
tomatoes appear. This
solution can be scattered
around the base of the plant
or in pots or containers
(with holes in the bottom
for drainage) set in the
ground mid-way between

each plant.

Cotner also emphasizes
the need for proper water-
ing during the growing
season and for controlling

insect and disease pro-

blems should they occur.

Paying attention to these
key practices can lead to a
bountiful harvest of
tomatoes--the Number One
Texas vegetable.

At the close of 1979, his rookie year in PRCA, he was
voted Clown of the Year by the bullriders in the Lone
Star Circuit and in 1980 was selected to fight bulls at' -
the national finals. The fact that Chatman was only a
second year member did not stop the bullriders from
selecting him. This was the first time a bullfighter so
early in his career was chosen.

In 1981 he was one of the top 10 bullfighters selected
to compete in the Wrangler Bullfighting Champion-
ships. Also he was chosen to fight bulls at the 1981
NFR, making him the first bullfighter to ever be elected
by the bullriders to go back to the finals.’

Chatman has worked such prestigous rodeos as San
Antonio; Phoenix, Arizona; and Little Rock, Arkansas.
He hails from Ft. Worth where he has a jacket
business. His special interests include scuba diving,
skiing, and hang gliding.

Tom Feller, a native of Everman, is another one of
rodeo’s unique characters of the ‘‘Baggy Britches
Brigade’’ known as barrelmen. During the bullriding
he’ll be in his barrel to exchange jokes with the
announcer and audience, to be a safety valve for a
fallen rider, and serve as a gauntlet between the
bullfighter and bull.

Thete are now an estlmated five million Americans
who have diabetes but don’t know it. It’s possible to
have diabetes and not know it, because warning signs
can be very slight, or over-looked as passing ailments,
that’s according to Dr. John Jefferis, Medical Director
of Pfizer Pharmaceutical’s Healthcare Education
Program.

Signs of diabetes include great thirst, frequent
urination, fatigue, extreme hunger, or cuts and bruises
that heal slowly. You are at risk for diabetes if anyone
in your family, even a distant relative, has diabetes. IF
you._are over forty and overweight, your chances are
also high.

If you think you are at risk for diabetes, or if any of
the warning signs show up, see your doctor. Diabetes
can be controlled. In fact, ninety percent of all diabetics
control their disease with diet, exercise, and sometimes
with medications.
