*D Troop thrills 
local observers

The sound of helicopters awakened citizens of Sonora 
early Sunday morning. Texas Guard D. Troop 124th Air 

I / ̂  Cavalry stopped at Sonora Municipal Airport to 
* perform their “ repelí” and extraction manoeuvres for 

the public. Approximately 500 persons viewed the 
troops manoeuvers despite the morning’s chill.

D Troop has performed the same exercises which we 
watched at the Aqua Festival in Austin and also in other 
municipalities. Saturday they practiced their manoeuv­
res in the canyons of Big Brad National Park.

These “weekend warriors” as they call themselves, 
are all civilians who contribute their time and energies 
toward the security of our state. The Texas National 
Guard assists in national, state and local emergencies 
including rescue operations. Many of the members of D 
Troop have previous military experience. “ It gets into 
your blood,” commented Sgt. Chris Sanchez.

Sanchez was m ^  helpfiil in explaining the Troop’s 
exercises and duties. He even suggestea that I go up 
with the guys to take photographs as they descended 
during the “ repelí” exercise. Thankfully the command­
ing officer dedined his suggestion since I am a civilian. 
The suggestion was scary enough!

The moment finally came when the repelí exercise 
1 begin. The crowd moved back and the helicopter
I slowly began its ascent with the first four “ repellers” 

rianding on the “ running boards” holding on. After 
lifting oflF, the copter circled the airport and came to 
rest some 100 feet off of file taxi strip. Four lengths of 
nylon rope were released from inride and the first four 
repellers rapidly descended, disengaged their safety 
clasps and immediately went into a commando position 
to secure the perimeter. The remaining four repellers 
then descended, disengaged the s a ^  cinch and 
assumed attention posi&ns.

The lines were then released by the helicopter and 
the repelí exercise concluded.

The extraction exercise, a real crowd thriller, 
involved the use of a helicopter to remove troops from 
designated areas.

The helicopter drops rescue lines and participants in 
the manoeuvre, attadi the safety damps to fimfr line 
and hde on t i ^ t  as the heilrapter lifts off. The 
heBcopter circles the akport and then sets down the 
“rescue^” troops.

D Troop has conducted these exercises for the past 
three years. They commented that they really look 
forward to stopping off here because they are greeted

0 SO warmly and so many local people attend the 
exercises.

’fdr deposit
April 30 is the deadline 

for employers who must 
report on Social Security 
and withheld federal in­
come taxes for the first 
quarter of 1984. If the 
quarterly tax due (less any 
deposit made during the 
quarter) is $500 or more, 
the unpaid tax must be 
deposited.

This deadline does not 
apply to employers who 
make timely deposits of the 
full amount of tax due in 
Federal Reserve or approv­
ed commercial banks.

Robert Jacobs .former DRN 
publisher dies in Oklahoma
Robert W. Jacobs, a former publisher of The Devil’s 

River News from 1934 until 1938, died Monday, April 9 
in Paul Valley, Ok. as a result of a heart attack suffered 
several weeks before.

Jacobs was bom in Sedalia, Mo. March 11,1901. He 
attended public schools there, and also attended Drury 
College in Springfield, *Mo. and the University of 
Missouri school of journalism where he was graduated 
1926.

He came to Texas as a member of the advertising 
staff of the San Angelo Standard Times following 
graduation and later was publisher and business 
manager of the Big Spring Herald after it became a part 
of the Harte-Hanks newspaper group. He also worked 
on newspapers in Corpus Christ! and in Biloxi, Mi.

In 1934 he bought an interest in the Devil’s River 
News and in the Fort Stockton Pioneer and became 
publisher of the News. In partnership with George 
Baker, he moved in 1938 to Marfa as publisher of the 
Big Bend Sentinel. The partnership continued until 
1944, and Jacobs then continued as sole owner and 
publisher of the Sentinel until 1950.

After the sale of the Sentinel to Harry Beall, he 
bought an office supply business in Pauls Valley and 
continued as operator of Jacobs Office Supply until its 
sale in 1966 and his retirement. He continued until 
recent weeks to retain his keen interest in journalism 
and photography as a free lance contributor to the Pauls 
Valley Democrat, the Daily Oklahoman, and numerous

On March 2S, approximately 76 percent of thoee 
eligible to vote In El Salvador participated in a direct 
election to choose their new president. Becanse none of 
the eight candidates recelv^ a dear m^|ortty, a runoff 
between the two receiving the largest number of votes, 
Jose Napolean Duarte and Roberto D’Aubulsson, will 
be held within 30 days.

As the Salvadorans move forward to reaffirm the 
democratic path to which they are firmly committed, 
attention has now shifted to the Congress and whether 
we will move forward with equal dispatch to reaffirm 
our nation’s support for this democracy.

In January, the Bipartisan Commission on Central 
America reported to the president that Central America 
is vital to our national security Interests. Based on the 
commission’s recommendations, the president asked 
Congress to fund a comprehensive program of 
economic aid and military assistaace-$8 billion over 
five years, with two-thirds of the funds going for 
economic aid. Of that S8 bllUon. S417 million is 
earmarked for El Salvador.

These recommendations, which the President 
accepted and pledged to implement, are already in 
danger of being curtailed and should Congress not act 
swiftly, we will shoctchangc and subvert those 
courageous Salvadorans who believe that ballots - not 
bullets - are the key to their destiny.

Last year, funding for El Sahndor was cat la half as 
Congress chose to wait for the Bipartisan Commission’s 
report. Now, despite the nnanhnons recommendations 
of the Commission, m a jo rity  members of the House 
Appropriations Committee have refused to act until 
May or June on the Administrallon’s request. In turn, 
this unnecessary and lrresponsR>le delay has forced the 
Administration to propose that a portion of the funding 
for El Salvador be attached to a supplemental 
appropriations bill.

This request has my strongest support. Very simply, 
we have an emergency situation in El Salvador. Our 
military assistance funds for this nation ran out at the 
end of February and shortages are already apparent. 
As the Defense Minister of El Salvador, General Vides 
Casanova, told me during the brieflnga before the 
election, there is an urgent need for the promised 
military assistance. Medical helicopters, ambulances, 
ammunition, and spare parts are. in extremely short 
supply. While morale remains good, material is 
needed.

In El Salvador I had the opportunity to vIsH with 
three guerrillas detained in a military garrison. One 
was 21, one was 19, andene was^nly 12. The elder two 
told of being unwillingly conscripted at gunpoint; the 
twelve-year old had been conned into simply marching 
along. Had they tried to leave, however, the guerrillas 
would have shot them. Despite Its unwilling 
“ volunteers,”  the guerrilla organization shows no sign 
of disbanding of discontinuing Its terrorist activities.

While the Salvadoran Armed Forces have been 
effective in curbing the guerrillas, given the Armed 
Forces’ dwindling resources they may soon have to pull 
back. Such an action would result In tragic consequen­
ces for this budding democracy. The support of the 
United States for El Salvador’s democracy and 
economic development simply must be buttressed by 
the security shield which our military assistance 
provides.

Congress must Join with the President, not only in 
support of his emergency request for military aid to El 
Salvador, but also in support of his five-year package of 
sustained economic and military assistance required to 
properly address the very real communist threat In our 
Western Hemisphere. We simply cannot stand idly by 
and allow the dominoes to begin to tumble.

A recent American Den­
tal Association report indi­
cated that the acidic level of 
three SOO-milligram chew­
able Vitamin C tablets, 
when dissolved in distilled 
water, is about equal to that 
of stomach acid. While 
saliva has a certain buffer­
ing effect, it can provide 
only limited protection 
when there is daily direct 
contact between ascorbic 
acid and teeth.

If you are using chewable 
Vitamin C tablets regular­
ly, check with a dentist for 
any sign of a dental prob­
lem, advises Sweeten.

Gifted/talented 
screening set

The screening process for identifying students for 
the Gifted and Talented Program will begin the first of 
May. Students presently in the third through eighth 
grades will be considered.

A screening/ selection committee will be established 
to review the_ Assessment Data. Mario Sotelo, assistant 
superintendent, will oversee the committee. Smith 
Neal, junior high principal, will chair the screening 
process for the junior high students. Committee 
members assisting Neal include Mrs. Jacque Baker, 
Mrs. Jacque Polocek, and Mrs. Claire Powers.

Mike Ramos, middle school principal, will chair the 
committee screening middle school students. Com­
mittee members assisting Ramos include Mrs. Louise 
Barlemann, Mrs. Anita Lane, and Mrs. Susan Stokes. 
Stokes.

In completing the Gifted/Talented student assess­
ment, the screening committee will examine nine 
criteria in order to determine the extent of experience 
exhibited by the student. No single criteria will 
determine the admittance or rejection of a student in 
the Gifted/Talented Program.

A check or an “ X” will be entered in each block 
reflecting the student’s score in that area. The column 
weights matching the student’s score will be entered in 
the sub-total box. Sub-totals will be totaled to obtain 
the final score. A cut-off score will be determined by 
the committee.

It is the policy of the Sonora School District that 
Gifted/Talented students will be defined as those 
students who excel in any one or combination of the 
following'areas: General Intellectual Ability, Specific 
Subject Matter Aptitude, Creative and Productive 
Thinking or Leadership Ability. (THE TEXAS STATE 
PLAN AND GUIDELINES FOR THE EDUCATION OF 
THE GIFTED/TALENTED, page 7. Texas Education 
Agency-Austin, Texas.)

Consideration for acceptance will be given to each 
child nominated by parent, teacher, peer or self. 
Nominations must be referred to the appropriate 
building principal by April 30. In addition, each child 
with an l.Q. above 130 OR scoring in the 96th percentile 
nationally or above on achievement tests will be 
automatically considered. An assessment will be 
completed on each student who is considered. 
Notification of program status will be available no later 
than Friday, May 25, 1984.

The effects processing 
and cooking have in reduc­
ing levels of ethylene 
dibromide, EDB, in foods 
have yet to be determined, 
says Dr. A1 IVagner, food 
technologist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension 
Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

EDB, a fumigant used on 
grain and citrus, has cap­
tured the attention of the 
media and consumers 
lately. EDB has been 
shown to have carcino­
genic, mutagenic and tera­
togenic effects on labora­
tory animals, but it is not 
known at what levels it 
could be dangerous to 
humans, Wagner says.

“ One especially import­
ant point to consider is that 
EDB residues are reduced 
by factors of 100 to 200 as 
grain is processed into flour 
and flour into consumer 
products,” Wagner says. 
“ The Environmental Pro­
tection Agency feels that a 
refinement of these reduc­
tion factors is needed for 
various types of grain and 
for different processing 
steps.”

Wagner adds that it 
should be noted that detect­
able levels of EDB have 
been found principally in 
products such as flour, corn 
meal, grits and cake mixes 
which require cooking be­
fore being consumed. 
Cooking reduces residues, 
he says, but once again the 
exact extent is not known.

“ The EPA intends to 
undertake a study to look at 
the effects,” he adds. 
‘ ‘C o n s u m e r  p ro d u c ts  
marketed in a ready-to-eat 
form have generally not 
been found to have positive 
residues of EDB,” accord­
ing to the Federal Drug 
Administration.

X-Ray Detection
The American Cancer Society 
and the National Cancer Inati- 
tute, in a joint Breaat Cancer 
Detection Demonstration pro­
gram, found that mammog­
raphy—a low-dose x-ray
examination—can detect
many more early breast can­
cers than physical examina­
tion alone.

Attorney General Jim Mattox and Dr. Robert Bern­
stein, commissioner of the Texas Department of 
Health, have signed a memorandum of understanding 
which Mattox said “ has laid the groundwork for closer 
coordination in cases of nursing home abuse and 

I (^neglect.
“ Since I took office, the Texas Department of Health 

has responded well to my deep-felt concern about 
nursing home conditions,” Mattox said. “ We are 
seeing a more aggressive attitude throughout the state 
government when it comes to the needs of our elderly 
citizens.

“ With this memorandum of understanding between 
my office and the Health Department, I believe we will 
see even more vigorous enforcement actions and more 

I ^  frequent use of all aspects of our current laws regarding 
 ̂ nursing home conditions in Texas,” Mattox said.

The memorandum, which took effect April 1, calls for 
the Health Department to:
-Continue to improve the department’s grading system 
for nursing homes, to enable consumers to make more 
informed choices when selecting a nursing home. 
—Begin immediately to furnish Mattox’s Consumer 
Protection Division with copies of all punitive action 
reports and all deficiency reports concerning nursing 
homes which the Health Department believes ‘‘threat­
en or threatened the health and safety of a patient.” 
—Ensure through annual training sessions that all 

(% nursing home employees in the state understand that 
Texas law (Article 4442c, Section 16a-2) requires them 
to report any patient abuse or neglect.

Canine Ehrlichiosis 
on the up-rise

Texas veterinarians are reporting an increasing 
number of cases of Canine Ehrlichiosis (pronounced 
early-ki-o’sis), a potentially fatal dog disease.

Originally introduced to the U.S. from Vietnam, the 
disease is transmitted by ticks and aggravated by 
stress, according to an article published recently in the 
Texas Veterinary Medical Journal.

Veterinay internal medicine specialists say early 
symptoms may include listlessness, fever, poor 
appetite and weight loss, followed by depletion of red 
and/or white blood cells and decreased blood platelets.
If not properly diagnosed and treated during the early 
phase, some dogs may be subject to a severe chronic 
phase of the disease 50-100 days after infection. This 
stage of the disease is frequently fatal, with treatment 
often unrewarding and animals living only a few days.

The disease is characterized as rickettsia, which is 
smaller than a bacteria but larger than a virus.

Dogs possibly infected with the disease should be 
tested for Ehrlichiosis (blood test) by a veterinarian.

When a test is shown to be positive, the dog is then 
treated by a veterinarian with tetracycline anti­
biotics. Other control methods include the elimination 
of ticks, both on the animal and premises.

Snuff proved harmful
Snuff dipping and tobac­

co chewing can cause high 
nicotine levels in the blood 
and can lead to nicotine 
poisoning, a Houston 
neurologist warns in the 
journal Texas Medicine.

Dr. Bernard M. Patten 
notes that within five min­
utes a single pinch of snuff 
results in a nicotine blood 
level that is 28 percent 
g reater than the level 
reached from cigar smoking 
for 65 minutes.

“ The nicotine peak with 
snuff matches that 
achieved with those old 
Havana-type cigars and 
exceeds that found in heavy 
cigarette sm okers,”  he 
writes in the April issue of 
the Texas Medical Associa­
tion’s journal.

A continually high level 
of nicotine from constant 
use of snuff “ could pave 
the way for chronic nicotine 
toxicity,” says Patten, an

The physician cites the 
case of a 20-year-old man 
who led a vigorous life of 
working cattle, riding bulls, 
and jogging. He became ill 
about the time he began 
using snuff and chewing 
tobacco, and his condition 
worsened over a six-month 
period.

His snuff dipping 
became continuous as his 
consumption reached two 
tins a day. He lost about 35 
pounds without change in 
appetite or diet.

“ His muscles became 
thin and weak and ached 
especially after exercise,” 
the doctor writes. “ Despite 
attempts at weight lifting 
and other exercise, the 
muscle wasting continued 
and especially involved 
muscles around shoulders 
and hip.”

The patient had difficulty 
climbing stairs and getting 
out of a chair, Patten says, 
“ and bull riding became 
im possible... He com­
plained that he felt un-

steady and tended to drift 
to the right when he 
walked.” Other problems-* 
included slight muscle^ 
twitches and cold feet. |  

Patten notes that after* 
the patient stopped usingj 
all tobacco products, he felt* 
better. The aches disap-* 
peared within a week, and* 
the patient was back to* 
normal body weight and 
activity within three® 
months. |

“ As an experiment, the* 
patient decided to restarr 
dipping the snuff to see if 
the condition would’' 
return,” Patten writes. * 

It did. But the patient* 
again returned to normaf 
after he stopped dipping.

“ The return of similai® 
symptoms after the patient* 
resumed use of snuff ami 
remission of symptoms 
when he again quit usin^ 
snuff speak for a definite 
role for tobacco in causing 
his w eakness,”  Patte^ 
concludes.

He says adverse effect^ 
of nicotine on nerves ana 
muscles depend on several 
factors: the individual’  ̂
susceptibility, state oi 
nutrition, liver function', 
type of tobacco, where it 
was grown, and the nico­
tine content. ^

Drilling report 
announced

A total of 3,333 drilling applications were processed 
by the Railroad Commission in March, according to 
RRC Chairman Mack Wallace. In February, the 
Commission processed 2,990 applications, and 3,867 
were handled in March 1983.

The March 1984 total included 2,538 applications far 
permits to drill new oil and gas tests, 64 applications to 
deepen existing holes, 297 applications to plugback 
existing holes, and 54 applications for service 
(non-producing) wells. Operators also filed 380 
amended drilling applications.

Applications for new oil and gas holes in March 
included 401 in the San Antonio area (District 1), 107 in 
the Refugio area (District 2), 181 in Southeast Texas 
(District 3), 152 in deep South Texas (District 4), 57 in 
East Central Texas (District 5), 93 in East Teas (District 
6), 393 in West Central Texas (District 7B), 182 in the 
San Angelo area (District 7C), 274 in the Midland area 
(District 8), 209 in the Lubbock area (District 8A), 632 in 
North Texas (District 9), and 127 in the Panhandle 
(District 10).

The Commission also reported 63 oil and 141 gas 
discoveries in March. In February, 61 oil and 100 gas 
discoveries were reported.

A total of 571 dry holes were reported in March, as 
compared to 469 in February.

EGGS FOR EASTER
Eggs are a staple food that most homemakers find 

indespensable in planning and preparing family meals. 
Eggs can be served in so many ways and are an 
ingredient in so many types of recipes that they are 
likely to appear in some form at any meal.

In addition, eggs make a worthwhile contribution to 
the nutrient content of diets. They are a low-cost and 

11 ^ow-calorie source of high-quality protein. They also 
provide unsaturated fats, iron, phosophorus and most 
vitamins and minerals. And a hard-cooked egg will 
provide a far more healthful snack for children than the 
candy that comes in their Easter baskets.

If you chop your Easter eggs up for egg salad and 
other dishes, you may not care about the appearance of 
the cooked egg. But if you’re aiming for the “ picture 
perfect” egg for deviled eggs or garnishes, you’ll have 
to prepare them carefully.

HARD COOKED EGGS
Hard-cooked eggs are more difficult to peel cleanly 

. these days, partly because the eggs we buy at the store 
h ^ r e  fresher than ever. Also, some eggs are now 

shell-treated with a light mineral oil spray to preserve 
freshness. As an untreated egg “ ages” it becomes 
easier to peel when hard-cooked, but the yolk is more 
likely to be off-center.

If you want to avoid that dark line between the yolk 
and the white that can develop in a hard cooked egg, 
don’t cook it too long. Overcooking intensifies the union 
of sulfer from the egg white with iron from the yolk to 
form a dark iron sulfide ring.

For best results with hard-cooked eggs the following 
^methods are recommended:

Store eggs small-end-up at least overnight at room 
temerature. This will age them a little and center the 
yolk.

Cook small-end-up using a heat resistant plastic egg 
flat or a metal plate with holes.

Cook by placing eggs in room temperature water, 
bring to simmer, remove from heat, cover and leave 20 
minutes: or bring water to simmer, carefully add eggs 
which have been tempered by placing them in warm tap 
water while waiting for the water to simmer. Maintain 
just below simmering for 15 minutes, but do not boil. 

^ Cool eggs immediately by removing from hot water 
^and placing in cold water. When it comes time to eat 

your Easter eggs, they should peel easily and the yolk 
should be centered with no dark ring between yolk and 
white.

DECORATING EGGS
There is literally no end to the creative 

possibilities for individual expression on an egg shell. 
Eggs can be painted or colored with crayons or 
felt-tipped pens, turned into funny faces, topped with 
fantastic hats, "trimmed with feathers or sequins or

simply dyed in an endless variety of hues. However you 
decide to do it, decorating eggs is fun for grownups as 
well as for kids.

Eggs to be decorated may be either hard-cooked or 
blown-out of their shells. The hard-cooked variety is a 
bit more sturdy for children to work with, while the 
blown shells are best if you’re making an egg tree or 
want to keep the eggs on display for a considerable 
time.

If eggs are to be dyed, washing in a mild detergent 
solution helps to remove the oil coating so that the color 
adheres more evenly.

Commercial egg dyes are available, especially at the 
Easter season. Food coloring works, too, but some 
craftsmen prefer to experiment with their own colors 
from nature as the early settlers did.

The first Easter trail Peter Cotton Tail hopped down 
was in Pennsylvania, and that first trip took place in 
1728, long before commercial egg dyes became 
popular.

Back then many Pennsylvania Dutch children used 
natural dyes from herbs and foods to dye the eggs that 
were then exchanged as tokens of good times to come.

This Easter your children might enjoy makirig their 
own dye (with your help) as well as coloring the eggs. 
They might even learn something about the many uses 
of foodstuffs along the way.

For softer, lighter shades, prepare the dye and strain 
it to remove the herbs, roots or foodstuff used to obtain 
the color. Then, dip and turn pre-cooked eggs in the 
dye until you get a pretty shade. To create a deeper 
shade, simply make the dye and cook the eggs at the 
same time, allowing the eggs to simmer for as long as 
20 minutes to reach the deepest hues.

Another method of dyeing eggs is to wrap raw eggs 
in bits of the dye-making plant or food, and then tie 
them in cheesecloth. When the eggs are boiled the dye 
is transferred directly to the eggshell, leaving a unique 
mottled effect.

Adding vinegar or alum to the dyeing mixture will 
increase the strength of the dye.

Here are some “ recipes” for various colors:
For yellow dye use chamomile tea or dandelion 

blossoms, pour boiling water over the tea or blossoms, 
cover and let stand for half an hour. Strain the liquid 
and add a teaspoon of vinegar and the dye is ready.

Make gold dye by simmering two tablespoons of 
tumeric for 20 minutes. Add a teaspoon of vinegar 
before dying eggs. Since tumeric does not dissolve, the 
coloring will be slightly marbelized.

A brass-brown shade results from onion skins, even 
red onion skins. Place the skins in a pan of water and 
simmer until the desired shade is obtained. Strain the 
liquid and add a teaspoon of vinegar and the dye is 
ready.

Lavender-blue eggs can be made with blueberries or 
grapes. Crush the berries or grapes by hand or in a 
blender. Add water and simmer for a few minutes. 
Strain the mixture and add a teaspoon of vinegar to 
complete the dye. Use a similar method to make 
robins-egg blue from cabbage.

Mint leaves will make pale green Easter eggs. Pour 
boiling water over mint leaves, cover and let simmer for 
half an hour. Strain the mixture and add a teaspoon of 
vinegar to complete the dye.

Any of the dye-stuffs can be wrapped around or 
folded against a raw egg and.enclosed in cheesecloth 
and then boiled to obtain unusual patterns of color on 
the egg.

In the largest sale of 
general obligation bonds in 
the history of the state, the 
Texas Veterans Land Board 
recently accepted a bid with 
a net interest cost of 8.9939 
percent from an investment 
syndicate headed by Citi­
corp Capital Markets Group 
to underwirte an additional 
$165 million in bonds to 
fund the Texas Veterans 
Housing Program (VHAP).

“ Because the program 
has once again shown such 
strength in the financial 
market place, it is possible 
for us to continue offering 
$20,000 home loans to 
Texas veterans at 9.97 per­
cent,” Texas Land Com­
m issioner Garry Mauro 
said.

Mauro, who serves as 
chairman of the Veterans 
Land Board, said, “ With

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AUSTIN — The Select 
Committee on Public Ed­
ucation’s proposal to cut 
state spending for voca­
tional education would 

^  sentence thousands of Tex- 
^  as teenagers to unemploy­

ment and hurt small busi­
nesses, said Will Reece, 
executive director of the 
Advisory Council for 
Technical-Vocational Ed­
ucation in Texas.

The 24-member advi­
sory council to the State 
Board of Education joined 

I i ^  business people and legis­
lators recently in a press 
conference (April 2) in 
Austin to launch a coun­
terattack to select com­
mittee proposals to mini-' 
mize vocational education 
in grades 7-12.

The select committee, 
headed by» H. Ross Perot 
(Dallas), has recommend­
ed that the state slash 

1 spending for vocational 
education and focus in­
stead on a single track 
academic/college prepara­
tory course of study.

The Perot committee, 
charged with making rec­
ommendations to improve 
the state’s education sys­
tem, estimates that the 
state could save between 

1 $100 and $250 million in
state money by scaling 
back or eliminating sup­
port for vocational educa­
tion in public schools.

These recommendations 
go contrary to the needs 
of the state’s citizens and 
economy, said Sen. Bill 
Sarpalius, D-Amarillo, and

%

Rep. Jerry Clark, D-Buna, 
who were among lawmak­
ers appearing at the pre^ 
conference to express con­
cern.

“Any scaling back or 
reduction in state dollars 
for vocational training 
would force local school 
districts, already strapped 
for funds, to choose be­
tween a local tax increase 
or elimination of pro­
grams,” said Sarpalius. 
“Minimizing vocational 
training in public schools 
will increase the school 
dropout rate while driving 
up unemployment and 
welfare costs.”

Reece said the follow­
ing points stress the im­
portance of increasing, 
not decreasing, state sup­
port for vocational educa­
tion in the public schools: 
*7 out of 10 of the nearly 
428,000 annual job open­
ings in Texas require 
vocational-technical skills, 
based on Texas Employ­
ment Commission data. 
*Small businesses (less 
than 100 employees), 
which employ one-half of 
all workers and generate 
over 60% of all jobs, must 
rely on job-ready appli­
cants since they frequent­
ly have neither staff nor 
resources to train new em­
ployees.
*A 1983 Advisory Coun­
cil survey of 5,000 Texas 
employers revealed that 
two-thirds had most, or 
some, entry level jobs in 
their company that re­
quired both occupational

and academic skills.
* Nearly one-half of all 
16-19 year olds in Texas 
enter the labor force upon 
or soon after graduating 
from high school. The un­
employment rate among 
all 16-19 year olds in Tex­
as is 19.4%, while the un­
employment rate among 
young people in this age 
bracket who took voca­
tional training in high 
school is less than one- 
half. Students who take 
vocational education are 
less likely to become un­
employed.
*The select committee 
states that academic 
achievement levels must 
be raised. The Advisory 
Council concurs, but be­
lieves that the academic 
foundation must be laid at 
the elementary and junior 
high school levels, with 
the high school level pro­
viding options for students 
to prepare for work, to 
prepare for college, or to 
do both. The select com­
mittee wants to remove 
all options except prepara­
tion for college.
♦In the 1981-82 school 
year, 72,000 high school 
students completed voca­
tional training. One year 
later, 60% were in the 
labor force (another 32% 
were pursuing additional 
education). Of those work­
ing, two-thirds were em­
ployed in the fields for 
which they were trained.

“Not every student is 
going to be a cbllege grad­
uate,” said Sarpalius, who

called himself “a product 
of vocational education 
training.”

“But if we can teach 
kids how to write a check, 
how to buy an insurance 
policy, how to read and 
how to write, and teach 
them a skill and a trade, 
we can make productive 
citizens out of them,” he 
said.

“What’s the difference 
between training the mind 
and training the hand?” 
asked Rep. Jerry Clark. 
“Vocational education and 
academics are a compat­
ible mixture. We’re not 
talking about an oil-and- 
water situation.”

Bob Tillman, a Dallas 
builder, said there already 
is a major shortage of 
“entry-level” craftsmen in 
construction and that the 
number will reach 2.4 mil­
lion nationwide by 1990. 
Pqblic school vocational 
programs currently pro­
vide one-half of the 30,000 
entry-level construction- 
industry workers required 
each year in Texas, he 
said.

In a meeting with Gov­
ernor Mark White just 
prior to the press confer­
ence, Maurice Aresty, 
president of the Houston 
Retail Merchants Associa­
tion, whose members em­
ploy 50,000 workers, said 
employers in his associa­
tion are gravely alarmed 
at proposals to reduce sup­
port for vocational educa­
tion in the public schools.
