Both Jose and Chapman ran faster than what won

Chapman ran a 9:26.7 and Escalante 9:26.8. The next 

day Escalante and Chapman came back to compete in 
the 1600m.

They finished 6 and 7 respectively. Both runners 
were feeling the fatigue from the outstanding effort the 
night before.

Jose has thrilled the Bronco fans for six years as his 
winning ways started in the seventh grade where he 
wqn the 1200m. and carried on to the 1600m. and 
3200m. races in high school.

His record is outstanding with four district titles in

CITY SELLS ELECTRICAL SYSTEM

WTU finalizes sale

The sale o f the municipal electrical system was 
finalized Thursday morning at 11 a.m. in City Hall. 
West Texas Utilities purchased the system for over 
$1,375,000 and many o f the dignitaries from WTU were 
present for the transaction.

Glen Churchill, president o f W.T.U, was the one to 
present the checks to Mayor Bill Gosney Thursday. He 
agreed with Jim Dover, city manager, that the 
transition went smooth. Dover stated that he had never 
had anything like this go any smoother than this 
change-over.

W.T.U paid $1.375,000 for the original equipment 
that was inventoried back when the city decided to sell 
the system. Since that time the city has had to purchase 
additional equipment to keep the system operational 
and for that, W.T.U. paid an additional $17,000.

During the regular April meeting the city council 
voted to accept a bid from Sutton County National 
Bank for a fixed rate o f interest that was to be set at the 
time o f issue at .25 percent below the quoted yield of 
U.S. Treasury Notes.

As o f the time o f deposit, the money received by the 
city will be drawing 8.57 percent which will be paid to 
the city semi-annually.

According to Earl Johnson, local manager o f West 
Texas Utilities, it will take several weeks to work the 
former city electric customers into the West Texas 
Utilities Company meter reading and billing cycles.

The Suton County Commissioners Court, meeting 
Monday, May 13, accepted the resignation o f County 
Judge Charles Sherrill and appointed Carla Fields to fill 
the unexpired term o f office.

Judge Sherrill, who is planning to enter private 
practice, submitted his resignation and excused himself 
from deliberation in the appointment o f  his successor. 
County Commissioner Bill Wade assumed the chair­
manship of the court and immediately declared the 
court in executive session.

Commissioners Wade, Bill Keel, Juan Carlos 
Gonzales and Mike Villanueva interviewed several 
persons who had expressed interest in the position. The 
court went into executive session at 9:11 a.m. and 
returned to the court room at 10:14 a.m. Commissioner 
Villanueva nominated Fields and Commissioner 
Gonzales seconded the nomination. The vote to appoint 
Judge Fields was unanimous.

Sherrill’ s resignation was accepted and Judge 
Fields was then administered the oath o f office by 
County Clerk Erma Lee Turner.

Judge Fields is a life-long resident o f  Sutton County. 
She is married to John David Fields and has one son, 
Craig Hopper, a junior at Sonora High School.

Judge Fields said, “ I appreciate the fact that the 
commissioners saw fit to appoint me to this position. 
There were a number o f qualified persons available. I

will need the support and innut o f everybody.”
In other business the commissioners opened sealed 

bids for the drilling o f two water wells for the cemetery 
and county park. The low bid o f  $8,250, submitted by 
Delmon West o f Mertzon, was accepted. Hutto Well 
Service and Drilling, o f  Carta Valley, submitted a bid o f 
$5,800 and Leroy Lange Drilling Company, Carlsbad 
bid $13,000.

A bid o f $1,854.40 for a telephone system for the 
Disrict Attomy’s office was accepted. General 
Telephone o f the Southwest was the only bidder.

The court approved the rebudgeting o f $3,500 to the 
Sheriff s Department for vehicle maintenance through 
August and approved the payment o f accounts 
receivable.

Justice o f the Peace Herman Moore reported that his 
office had collected $18,077.26 during April.

Sheriff Bill Webster reported that he had received a 
request from residents near Allison Park to restrict 
overnight camping in part o f  the park. Commissioners 
agreed to prohibit overnight camping in that part o f  the 
park immediately adjacent to the Curt Schwiening 
property. The remainder o f the park across the road is 
still open for overnight camping. Sheriff Webster was 
authorized to erect signs to that effect and repair or 
replace any other signs necessary.

Country Caravan to perform
Residents o f Sonora will have the opportunity to 

enjoy a special brand o f country music when the 
successful road show Country Caravan rolls into town 
May 15 for a performance.

The formula for musical success which Country 
Caravan has enjoyed for three seasons is a combination 
o f not only excellent vocal and instrumental talent and 
top-of-the-chart country music, hits, but also the 
masterminding o f three talented South Plains College 
instructors. Sonora country music fans will have the 
chance to sample the work o f John Hartin, Tim 
McCasland and Leann Ellis when SPC presents 
its 90-minute revue at 8:30 p.m. in the County Park 
Slab. The show is being sponsored by the Sonora 
Chamber of Commerce and admission is free.

“ The contributions of these three have a tremen­
dously positive effect on the whole production of 
Country Caravan,”  explained Dr. Marvin Baker, SPC 
president who also runs the lights for each perform­
ance. Hartin is general director; McCasland is music 
director; and Mrs. Ellis is stage director for the 
production..

As general director o f  Conntiy Cnnvan. Hartin
spearheads the efforts o f other faculty members in 
music arrangement, selection o f material, choreog­
raphy and other aspects o f the show’s production. He 
has the job o f pacing the show and song selection.

“ 1 look for country music hits with a strong lyric 
hook, hits that have withstood being played 20 or 30 
times a day on the radio and still remain at the top of 
the charts. Those have to be pretty powerful tunes,”  he

says. “ And 1 try to select standards that are as fresh 
and universal today as when they were first written 20, 
maybe 40 years ago.”

Hartin grew up at a time when a formal education in 
country music was little more than a dream. By his 
early teens, Hartin was writing his own songs and had 
his own band. But college officials frowned on his 
choice o f an electric guitar as his instrument in college, 
and he subsequently switched from music to : business 
administration. He operated music stores and taught 
guitar clinics, but an ad in a national magazine changed 
his life.

The ad was for an instructor in a brand-new degree 
program in country music being offered by South Plains 
College in Levelland. Hartin accepted the rare 
opportunity; since then he has engineered SPC’s 
country and bluegrass music program into a worldwide 
phenomenon, with students from throughout the nation 
and as far away as Korea enrolling in not only country 
and bluegrass music but a program in sound technology 
as well.

Music arranging is handled by music director Tim 
McCasland, who takes many o f the top country music 
hits and adds musical phrases that give them a 
distinctive Country Caravan flavor.

McCasland grew up in the rock era o f the early 1970’s 
playing with a number o f Lubbock, Texas bands as a 
high school student. He became interested in banjo and 
gradually became more and more aware o f  country and 
bluegrass music.

When he heard about South Plains College and its 
unusual program in country and bluegrass music, he

immediately enrolled. McCasland was one o f the first 
students in SPC’ s country and bluegrass music 
program, which is currently celebrating its lOth 
anniversary. After graduation, he returned as a 
part-time, then as full-time instructor in the growing 
program.

McCasland also was a performer in the college’s 
original summer show, the 1977 edition o f Texas! 
Cradle of Giants, and he has performed in just about 
every version since then.

‘ Tim  has introduced audiences to such unusual 
instruments as the tenor banjo and the five-string 
mandolin; he has a depth of talent on a number of 
instruments unexcelled by many musicians,”  says 
Hartin.

Costumes and the overall look o f the show are the 
responsibility o f Leann Ellis, now in her third year as 
stage director o f Country Caravan. She has extensive 
stage experience to draw upon. Mrs. Ellis performed as 
a college student in productions o f  Oliver and Noah. 
She has also performed as an SPC student in several 
country music summer shows. The Golden Years «rf 
Country Music and Raisin’ A Ruckus.

“ Leann has a deft touch with costumes; she has been 
' o f  tremendous value in givingCountry Caravan'ttW 

and feel o f a country music special you might expect to 
see on television,”  explained Dr. Baker.

To: The Honorable Commissioners 
o f  Sutton County, Texas.

Please, consider this as my 
form al resignation as County 
Judge o f Suttoo County, Texas, 
effecthrely immediately. To have 
worked wttii you and to have 
served the citizens o f Sutton 
County as County Judge has 
indeed been an opportunity and 
pleasure.

Sutton County at this time is in 
excellent condition. During the 
past six years I have served as 
County Judge many improvements 
and accomplishments have been 
achieved on a sound economic 
basis. However, as you are well 
aware there are many pressing 
problems, among others: The hos­
pital facilities and medical care in 
Sutton County; Allison park; the 
condition o f the County cemetery; 
development o f the new County 
Road and Bridge yard; and, the 
need for institution o f a purchased 
order system.

It is imperative that “ Long- 
Range Goals”  be set and a 
program and plan for the insti­
tution thereof. The County is now 
at and in a position where such 
plans may be and must be put into 
practice.

After such investigation and 
consideration it is my recommend­
ation that the City o f Sonora 
Government be dissolved and the 
County assume the responsibili­
ties. Such is the only way that 
maximum efficiency and minimum 
taxation can be achieved, which is 
what the citizens o f  Sutton County 
need, deserve and will demand 
in the end. For your information, 
the law does provide for a special 
assistant to the court, who could 
function much like a City Manager 
o f School Superintendent.

Most o f  the elected and appoint­
ed officials and employees are 
doing a good job and are in 
substantial compliance with the 
policies o f Sutton County and the 
Laws o f the State o f  Texas. 1 do 
hereby express my appreciation 
and thanks for the aid and assis­
tance they have provided to the 
County Judge. Also, 1 do desire to 
honor and recognize some o f your 
predecessors that I was privileged 
to work with, viz: Preston Love, 
Elba Adams and Billy Galbreath. 
Mv -special tribut« goes to Preston 
Love, who . was a true gentleman 
and inspiration to us all.

The projected financial picture 
for the Sonora Independent School 
District is not a rosy one, according 
to Board President Carl Teaff. 
“ Every time we hear from AusUn 
the news is a little grimmer,”  said 
Teaff in a recent interview.

Thanks to the passage o f HB 72, 
the ‘education reform biU,’ in the 
summer o f 1984, a formula was 
developed and is now in use which 
allocates state funds to school 
districts throughout the state in a 
manner designed to equalize the 
available education funds. In effect 
this means that the relatively 
isolated, low-population, high-tax- 
base areas o f West Texas will 
receive less, and the high- density 
metropolitan areas o f  Houston, San 
Antonio, El Paso and Dallas-Ft. 
Worth will be getting a bigger slice 
o f  the state-funding pie in the 
future.

Whiteitt back in 
real-estate

Howell Whitsitt, a former soil 
conservationist in Sonora and 
former farm and ranch real estate 
operator in San Angelo, has re­
turned to full-time farm and ranch 
real estate. Whitsitt has been 
working for the past several years 
as an oil company landman.

Whitsitt lived in Sonora from 
1958 to 1960. At that time he was 
employed by the Soil Conservation 
Service under E.B. King.

Whitsitt is now associated with 
Joanne Capps Realtors in San 
Angelo. He was associated with 
J.H. Russell and Sons during the 
1960's. He is a 1958 graduate of 
New Mexico M College, now 
New Mexico State University, with 
a degree in range management.

He will be in charge o f Capp’s 
farm and ranch real estate division.

According to the latest project­
ions released by the Texas Educat­
ion Agency in Austin, the Sonora 
ISD will receive about $500,000 
less for the 1985-86 school year 
than it got for this current year. 
This, combined with an estimated 
drop in the tax base, (mostly gas 
production}, clearly calls for drastic 
budget cuts in all but the most 
crucial instructional areas in order 
for the district to remain fínancially 
viable while salvaging its present 
level o f academic excellence. A 
direct result o f the current slump in 
the oil patch, the tax base reduct­
ion, together with the noticably 
lower collection rate, will have an 
adverse effect on local mainten­
ance funds, from which supplies, 
all non-professional salaries, a 
portion o f  the teachers’ salaries, 
and repayment o f the high school 
bond issue must come.

Just where and how much these 
budget cuts will appear will 
become more evident as work on 
the 1985-86 budget is accelerated, 
and as the revenue picture for the 
coming year becomes clearer. And, 
o f course, the cost o f supplies, 
maintenance and services is 
expected to increase.

With all this in mind, the Board 
o f Trustees plans to spend many 
hours o f study and evaluation prior 
to the public hearing in late July 
and the adoption o f the district 
budget in August. In an effort to 
keep the tax-paying public inform­
ed. a series of budget study 
sessions, always open to the 
public, will be scheduled during 
the summer months. According to 
an administra^ve spokesman, by 
state law the budget must be 
formally adopted no later than 
Aug. 20, and the tax rate for the 
coming year set shortly thereafter.

Spring is time for weedy 
pond clean-up

If you have a pond with a weed 
problem, spring is a good time to 
control the weeds with herbicides. 
If you wait until summer, treat­
ment could help cause oxygen 
depletion and fish die-off.

Oxygen depletion can occur dur­
ing spring months, but the risk is 
greatly reduced.

The major factors contributing to 
oxygen depletion are (1) amount o f 
aquatic vegetation, (2) water tem­
perature, (3) poundage o f  fish, and 
(4) weather conditions. In most 
years the amount o f aquatic vege­
tation is less and water temper­
atures are cooler in the spring, 
which reduces the risk o f  fish 
die-off after treatment. If this 
spring is unusually warm and 
weather conditions within two 
weeks o f  treatment include several 
windless, cloudy days, an oxygen 
depletion may occur.

Personnel at the USDA Soil 
Conservation Service and county 
extension offices can provide in­
formation about approved herbi­
cides for aquatic use. They will 
apprise you o f  precautions when

using aquatic herbicides and assist 
in locating chemicals.

The most important first step is 
to treat your pond as soon as 
possible to avoid an oxygen deple­
tion and fish die-off.

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Farmers,
ranchers to 
help project

Texas farmers, ranchers, and 
other agricultural interests will join 
forces in a major fisod relief effort 
to the starving people o f Ethiopia 
and neighboring African countries. 
The goal is to send one or more 
shipments o f Texas wheat, com, 
grain sorghum, and powdered milk 
directly from Texans.

The project, led by Texas agri­
culture, will save thousands o f lives 
and reinforce a very positive image 
for farmers and ranchers with 
urban constituents and govern­
ment representatives during de­
velopment o f the 1985 Farm Bill.

Through the combined outreach 
efforts o f practically all o f  the 
Texas farm, livestock, and related 
organizations. Church groups, and 
the Texas Department o f Agricul­
ture, Texans involved in agricul­
ture, which includes everyone who 
eats, will be asked to contribute 
$35, roughly the cash equivalent of 
10 bushels of grain, to Project 
TEJAS. Ten bushels o f grain will 
provide more than 1,500 meals.

All contributions should be made 
by check or money order payable to 
“ Project Tejas” . These tax deduct­
ible contributions will be collected 
by ASCS county offices, partici­
pating agricultural organizations, 
and TDA. After collection, the 
contributions will be deposited into 
a special “ Project Tejas”  account 
set up by Save the Children, the 
participating international relief 
organization.

All o f the Project Tejas funds will 
be used to buy Texas grains and 
powdered milk for the famine 
victim s. Shipping, distribution, 
and administrative costs will be 
provided by the participating or­
ganizations and the U.S. Govern­
ment.

Save the Children is the relief 
agency who will submit a detailed 
proposal describing how the 
agency will:

1. account for ail contributions;
2. Use all contributions to buy 

Texas produced, whole grains and 
powdered milk;

3. Arrange ocean shipment;
4. Apply to AID for USDA-CCC 

stocks;
5. Be responsible for receipt, 

unloading, and delivery o f the food 
directly to the people in the famine 
areas;

6. Target African countries that 
will receive the food aid; and

7. Provide Texas participants 
with documentation that all phases 
o f the project were handled accord­
ing to points 1-6.

16 County residents 
participated in program

AUSTIN-Sixteen Sutton County 
residents have participated in the 
Texas Veterans Land Purchase 
Program , join ing thousands 
throughout the state.

Land Com m issioner Garry 
Mauro reported 85,000 Texas 
veterans have borrow ed $875 
million since the program started 
35 years ago. The qualified Texas 
veteran may borrow $20,000 to buy 
a minimum o f 10 acres of land. The 
loan extends 30 years with a low, 
fixed interest rate.

Five Sutton County veterans 
have paid off their loans with 11 
accounts still active.

Texas veterans also may receive 
$20,000 through a low interest, 
30-year loan toward purchase o f a 
home. They can only participate in

one o f the two programs-land or 
housing assistance.

Mauro emphasized that land 
loans are being processed in 90 
days or less. In the first years o f the 
Land Program, veterans became 
discouraged when months were 
required for closing out a loan 
application. Land sellers also 
suffered from the delay. A backlog 
of 1,400 applications were cleared 
out in three months after Mauro 
became land commissioner in 1983.

“ What makes Texas different 
from others states is that we have 
always believed that we don’t need 
to do our veterans a favor, just 
repay one,”  Mauro said. He also 
serves as chairman o f the Veterans 
Land Board.

WTU summer rates 
go into effect soon
The price o f electricity to resi­

dential and commercial customers 
o f West Texas Utilities Co. will 
increase slightly this monthly as 
the company's summer rates go 
into effea.

The summer-winter rate differ­
ential for the two classes of 
customers was proposed by the 
Public Utility Commission o f Texas 
staff during negotiations in WTU's 
rate case last fall.

Beginning with May billings, 
residential and commercial cust­
omers will be charged 3/4-cent 
more per kilowatt-hour. Residen­
tial base rates rise from 3.22 cents 
to 3^7 cents per KWh, while 
commercial base rates rise froir 
3.43 cents to 4.18 cents per KWh.

Coincidentally, there will be a 
fuel factor adjustment raising the

cost o f fuel from 3.14 cents per 
KWh to 3.5949 cents. This means 
that residential rates, including 
fuel costs, will go from 6.36 cents 
per KWh to 7.5649 cents, and 
commercial rates, including fuel 
costs, will go from 6.5 cents to 7.77 
cents per KWh.

The new base rates and fuel cost 
factor will be effective for bills 
rendered during the month o f May. 
The summer rates continue 
through October.

The seasonal rate differential 
has been used by many companies 
for many years. The main reason is 
that the cost o f service is higher 
during the peak usage season, or 
summer months. Also, higher rates 
serve as an incentive for customers 
to conserve and trim the peak 
demand.

on by neglect or ignorance o f her 
own and her baby’s health.

During prenatal visits, expectant 
mothers have the opportunity to 
learn about possible health risks 
which can be avoided. The baby’s 
health at birth depends greatly on 
the mother’ s health during preg­
nancy.

Each year nearly 300,000 babies 
ar born in Texas. Of these babies, 
an estimated 90,000 are bom  to 
pregnant women who are poor and 
unable to pay for medical care. The 
Texas Department o f Health’s 
Bureau of Vital Statistics reported 
that one-third o f all Texas women 
who were pregnant last year failed 
to seek medical attention during 
the crucial first three months of 
prenancy (first trimester). In 1984, 
a conservative estimate showed 
that 10,000 women received no 
prenatal care.

Health problems can best be 
indentified and corrected, with the 
least risk and expense, early in the 
pregnancy. Delaying prenatal care.

and therefore allowing potential 
problems to continue to . develop, 
has serious consequences for the 
health o f mothers and babies alike.

For example, in 1983, the infant 
death rate for women who recieved 
adequate prenatal care was 9.4 per 
1,000 live births. That compares 
with a death rate of 29.1 per 1,000 
live births to mothers with inade­
quate prenatal care. Twenty-eight 
states have lower infant mortality 
rates than Texas.

“ With proper medical super­
vision, expectant mothers can 
avoid, in many cases, the leading 
causes o f death for babies less than 
28 days old,”  Texas Commissioner 
o f Health, Dr. Robert Bernstein, 
said. About 2,100 Texas infants 
less than 28 days old died in 1984.

These neonatal deaths stemmed 
from birth defects, respiratory 
disease syndrome, prematurity, 
illness caused by maternal compli- 
catins, and low birth weight (less 
than 5.5 pounds.)

Home energy audits described 

as “ simple, free and easy”  are 
being offered to customers o f West 
Texas Utilities Company.

The program is called QUEST- 
short for Quick Energy Savings 
Test—and is designed to show just 
how energy efficient a home really 
is.

QUEST is a vehicle through 
which our customers can find out 
how they can control their energy 
use,”  said Earl Johnson, WTU 
local manager. “ Most people could 
conserve more energy in their 
homes if they knew what to do.”  

QUEST actually is a quick 
energy analysis o f a home. All a 
customer has to do is to obtain a 
questionnaire from the local WTU 
office, fill in the blanks, and send it 
back to WTU by postage free-reply 
mail.

The questionnaires are received 
by WTU’s Customer Technical 
Services Department in Abilene for 

■ evaluation. With the customer’s 
prior 13-month electric’ billing, ' 
accurate analysis o f the home 
energy efficiency can be made. A 
less accurate analysis can be done 
without the 13-month billing.

Nancy Johnson o f Abilene, sup­
ervisor o f residential audits, said a 
customer can expect to get results 
on a questionnaire back in about 
two or three weeks.

She said customers will receive a 
report consisting o f three parts: 
estimates of monthly utility cost 
com parisons for sim ilar-sized 
homes, occupancy and appliances.

Graphs indicating annual utility 
costs for an energy efficient home 
and for an average home.

Estimated potential dollar saving 
and ranges o f cost for energy 
conservation measures which may 
be appropriate for the home based 
on information the customer sup­
plied through the questionnaire.

It doesn’t take long to fill out the 
questionnaire, but for proper re­
sults the customer should be as 
accurate as possible, Mrs. Johnson 
said.

QUEST is available to all WTU 
customers, but it does not supplant 
the more detailed Residential Con­
servation Service (RCS) audit that 
has been offered by all electric 
utilities for the past several years.
The RCS audit is still available for a 
$15 charge.

Sonora, Tx.

May 31 is the final planting date 
for insured grain sorghum in 
Sutton County, according to Dottie 
Sampley, District Representative 
for the Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (FCIC).

Insured grain sorghum planted 
by May 31 must by reported by 
June 15 in order to receive full crop 
insurance coverage. The acreage 
report reflects the actual acreage 
planted and reported by the 
farmer.

In order to provide some flexibil­
ity on planting dates, a late 
planting option may be exercised 
by farmers who find themselves 
unable to plant their crops on time 
due to adverse weather. The late 
planting option provides insurance 
coverage for the late planted crop, 
but at a lower guarantee.

For insured farmers, “ Entering 
into the late planting option in not 
autom atic,”  Sampley said. 
“ Farmers wishing to use the late 
planting option must sign an

agreement prior to the final plant­
ing date in order to have coverage 
under the late planting option.”

“ Increasingly, our insured pro­
ducers are discovering that with 
yield guarantees which reflect pro­
duction capability, crop insurance 
establishes a farm income floor. 
Thus, cash flow and the ability to 
repay a loan can be more accurate­
ly projected,”  explained Sampley.

Farmers wishing to discuss local 
conditions that may affect planting 
should contact their local, author­
ized crop insurance agent.
